Macomb Street First To
Benefit From Funds

At a regular Council meeting
Monday night, the Counecil
approved South Macomb Street
as the first street scheduled for
reconstruction this year. Al
though the estimates of construc-
tion cost are not in yet, Council
agreed that South Macomb from
Territorial south to the village
limits should be scheduled first
because of its poor condition and
the amount of traffic it bears.

An earlier survey by Emory
Garlick  shortly before he
concluded his term as Interim
Manager was used as a basis for
Council’'s decisions about which
roads should be repaired first.

Garlick’s report ranked the
streets on a scale of 1 to 5, with 5
being the worst condition.

Because no cost estimate has

been received on South ﬁacomb,
it is not known whether all the
condition 5 streets will be repair-
ed this year, but Mayor Kalle-
waard says that is the goal.

Those streets inciude Duncan
Street from Clinton to Adrian,
Hibbard Street from Duncan to
Main and North, East Main
Street, from Division to Hibbard,
Adrian Street from the Alley
behind the business district south
to the village limits, Elton Street
from Main to Territorial, Schaffer
Court, Baker Street, Union Street
from the river south to Madison
and from Main to Macomb, and
Madison from Clinton to Washing-
ton.

Funds for the constructoin
come from the State Highway
Department and will be released
as soon as an updated map of
Manchester has been received.

“Obviously  this  approval
demonstrates a certain level of
support for the project within the
Subcommittee leadership which -
as an advocate for the project -
I'm delighted to see,” Pursell said.

“When you're facing a fight for

funding like we are for FY 1989,
it’s a real shot in the arm to have

the Subcommittee Chairman
supporting our project.

“Had the Chairmen stuck by
their initial decision (not to allow
the transfer) it certainly wouldn’t
have stopped the project - the
“approval is just an added feather
in our cap,” Pursell said.

starts. Each year, homeowners
tap trillions of dollars in loans
based on the equity in their
homes. The 1986 Tax Reform Act
(TRA), whick gradually phases
out deductions for interest paid on
consumer debt while preserving

funds for any of these purposes,
you can still deduct interest on
amounts not exceeding the
differences bétween the amount
of your acquisition indebtedness
and your home’s current fair’
market value - up to a limit of
$100,000. For example, if the fair
market value of your home is
$150,000 and you currently owe
$80,000 on the original mortgage,

you sell your house. What that
means is that the bank suddenly
has control over the decisions you
make regarding your property.
Does it really make sense to
take out the equivalent of a
30-year second mortgage and put

Farm Bureau has told Congress
that private property rights
would be violated under pending
federal legislation intended to
encourage recreational trails on

.abandoned railroad lines.

Al Almy, director of public
affairs for the Michigan Farm
Bureau, says the organization is
opposing the proposed legislation
in an effort to protect private
property rights and not because it
is against the development of
recreational trails.

“A law passed in 1922 expressly
granted any present future rights
that the United States might have
in railroad rights-of-way to land-
owners or municipalities whose
property abuts them,” Almy said.
“But under the proposed National
Trails System Improvement Act
of 1987, the U.S. would retain
interest in the railroad proper-
ties.”

Almy said the original law was
very clear when it granted fee
interest to the rm]roads to use the
land.

“Once the railroads stopped
using the land, it was intended
that the rights would pass back to
the person or municipality holding
the land patent,” he said. “The

proberty that it no longer owns.

The Fifth Amendment prohibits

the taking of private property for
public use without just compensa-
tion.”

According to Almy, abutting
landowner rights may take two
different forms. When the trans-
continental railroad was built,

new landowners were given

adjoining land grants with land
patent rights, including reversion
rights. In other areas, such as the

' Midwest, the 1922 Act specifically

spelled out the reversion right to
the abutting landowners in

instances where the land owner-

ship may have preceded the
railroads.

“Farm Bureau does not oppose

the development of recreational
trails per se. State and local
governments, as well as private
entities, can still negotiate such
trail rights from the present legal
owners of the land,” Almy said.
