Eddy, Ansel Doan (15 October 1798 - 7 February 1875)

Eddy, a Presbyterian clergyman, was born in Williamstown, Massachusetts and graduated from Union College in 1817.  He attended Andover theological seminary, graduating in 1822.  He held pastorates at Canandaigua, N.Y., Chicago and Wilmington, Illinois; and Seneca Falls, New York.  He also organized the Park Presbyterian Church in Newark, New Jersey.  From 1865 until 1870, he was the agent of the American and foreign Christian union at Lansingburg, New York.  He published The Christian Citizen (New York) and Addresses on the Duties, Dangers, and Securities of Youth (1836).
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
