ARE FARMERS DIFFERENT THAN OTHER PEOPLE"
An Editorial by Mrs. Edith M. Wagar

The othef ‘day 1 overhieard a farmer say that there is no use
trying todd anything in an organized way, for **
stiek.”’ It set me thinking.

Of course there will always be some folks 'who will not co-
operate with others. There are folks who do not stick to their

BETTER ACT QUICK

Very Little of the Domestic
Seed Crop Could Be
Harvested

CARRY OVER WAS SMALL

This Year Good Seed Will Be
Picked Up Early
Despite Price

Farmers who have observed rad
clover seed waiting and waiting in
the field to get in shape to get
threshed and never getting there he-
cause of the weather we have had
this fall, are undoubtedly wondering
kind of a clover situation ex-]
ists in Michigan and elsewhere.

Carl E. Barnum, manager of the
Farm Bureau Seed Service, has made
an analysis of the situation,  and
briefly,—good, American, northern
grown clover is scarce and will com-
mand strong prices. The genuine
stuff will be taken off the market
soon. There wasg a big crop of Eu-
ropean seed, and it’s on its way Rere.
When it arrives, clover seed will
probably be cheaper, but not nearly
o reliable as it might he.

. "“In Michigan,” said Mr. Barnum,
in a.letter to Mr. Whistler, manager
of the Grand Haven Farm Bureau,|
explaining the situation, ‘‘the vast|
majority of the medium red clover

crop, which was short at the hest, is
still .in the field unthreshed. The
probabilities of getting this seed

‘threshed this fall are rather remote,
dn.my

opinion. Similar eonditions
exist in the principal producing sec-

tions throughont the couniry. Some
geedl . has been threshed in Wisconsin

and Minnesota and there conditions
are alittle hetter,

‘““There 'was practically no carry-
over on red clover last season. Such

early offerings have been pretty well

absorbed. Apparently at the present
time we face a fremendous shortage
of daomestic grown adapted clover
seed. Now comes the sad part of
the situaton: Europe reports an ex-
traorilinarily large crop of seed, par-
ficularly for southern France, Some-
thing like 1,095 bags of French clo-
ver landed .in New .York a few days
ago and went on to Toledo.

“TRe Michigan Farm Bureau Seed
Service, after checking up on the
clover situation, is advising Farm
Bureau members that now is the
time to get domestic, gdapted clover
seed, while it is to be had. Clover
markets. may he and probably will he
lower next spring, due to European
seed, but the Farm Burean may not
have any clover seed on hand, for it
will not hahdle anything but demes-
tie, adapted seed. When we can no
longer get that, we're done for the
season.

“Medium red clover is the scarce

article this season. Alsike is ex-
ceedingly high and will follow the
red clover market, but as it is not

produced in sections which are un-
adapted to Michigan eonditions,
there may be later opportunity to
get good supplies of that seed.

“This is an awfully good time for
farmers to mix in a heavy perecen-
tage of alfalfa with red clover. The
Farm Bureau Seed Service can sup-
ply good common alfalfa at about
half the price of red clover geed.
This is also a good time for the far-
mer to see his co-op about hig spring
clover seed requirements amd get set
for domestic seed.”

Farmer Resolved to be More
Than Mere Isolated
Producer

DEMANDS FAIR RETURNS

Co-op M'k’t'g More Efficient;
Has Educational Value

To Farmer

Battle Creek, Nov. 20,.—"*There is
no more significant development in
American life today than the rapid
and consistent growth of the vol-
ume of farm produects and supplies
handled through co-operative chan-
nels,” deelared President M. L. Noon
of the Michigan State Farm Bureau
speaking befere a crowd of 300 peo-
ple attending the Farmers' Institute
held here today.

Continuing his address on the top-
ic of “Co-operative Marketing” Mr.
Noon observed: “This development
is indicative of the fact that the
farmer of today is resolved to be not
merely an isolated producer, rend-
ing from the soil the various farm
products needed to feed and clothe
the human race and then allowing
various distributing agencies to pay
him whatever they see fit and then
merchandizse these same products out
to the consuming public at exhorbit-
ant prices. The farmer realizes that
‘he has a right to follow his products
a little farther on their journey to
the ultimate consumer, and get a
somewhgt larger ghare of the con-
sumer’s (dollar. _

Farmer, Wants, Fair Pay

““The farmer has no desire to cre-
ate monopolies or restrain trade or
exact exhorbitant prices, but he does
resent al state of affairs where those
who djstribute his products gé‘I
twice ag mmch for their services as
he has !received for producing the
product.

“It-is evident to every thoughtful
citizen that we are living in a great
day and generation of organization.
In the business world it has been
found that greater efficiencies are
made possible through larger
groups of capital and himan effort.
The result has been that a large por-
tion of qur modern businesgs is done
through corpor:;t‘vons.

‘It has not seémed possible to ap-
ply the fprinciple of the eorporation
directlyf‘to agriculture; However' just

were t through, the organization
of corparations, s¢ in the field of ag-
riculturé théré has' been a corres-
pondingl development of the co-op-
erative moyement, In a certain sense
we may]regard it ag a form of éol-
leetive Bargaining, and” &g suéh, it is
comp. le to the activities of) ors
ganized labor who have formed their
uplons fn order that they might deal
with big aggregalions : of' capital
more ofi & basisof equality.

“In censidering this proposition of
co-operative marketing most people
have seén in it only & movement to
enable the farmer to obtain better
prices for his product, or perhaps
we ghould say to secure a larger
share of the amount paid by the ulti-
mate consumer. This defensive or
economic side of the gquestion is, of
eourse, important. However, I feel
that we often overlook the great
educational value of co-operative
markéting to the farmer.

Sales on Graded Basis

“One of the cardinal principles of
the co-operative marketing move-
ment, as we now understand it, is
that each individual's product is sold
on its own merits according to grade.
Under this system care in produgtion
and in preparation of the product is
rewardell and the individual farm-
er soon learns what the market
wants ahd what type of products are
most advantageouﬂ]y grown. Some
of our !state-wide commodity . mar-
keting organizations, like the Mich-
igan Potato Growers' Exchange for
instance, have rendered great serv-
ices for their membership in the
matter of standardization of varie-
ty and economical production to
meet the desires of the consumers,
QOur co-operative organizations
throughout the United Stateg are
keeping these things in mind and
are -catering to the desires of the
caonsumers and are supplying high
quality products marketed in a well
graded manner, and frequently, with
trade-marks that have come to be
recognized as guarantees of uniform-
ity and high quality.”

Succeeding Despite Opposition

President Noon went on to give a
full and frank discussion of the pit-
falls which constantly beset farm-
ers’ co-operative ventures and told
of the tremendous and amply-finranc-
&d efforts which are being made to
discredit and wreck the movement.
After mentioning all of these ad-
verse conditions, Mr. Noon continu-
ed: !
_“Tha ‘fact remains, however, that
anyone, whether farmer or dealer,
who says that the movement is im-
possible, that it will never be and
that farmers never will stick, is eith-
er densely ignorant to facts or else
afflicted with the blindness of those
who do not wish to see. As a mat-
ter of fact, eleven years ago we mar-
keted slightly over two hundred mil-
1 dollars worth of farm products
co-operatively, and last year we mar-
keted, according to the most recent
government estimates, two billion,
five hundred million dollars worth
of farm products co-operatively. In
other words, the volume of co-opera-
tive selling in this country has mul-
tiplled _jtself more than eleven

times in the last eleven years. If this
rate of progress continues with the
increased momentum as compared
with eleven years age, and with lit-
tle doubt it will, then in another
eleven years practically all farm
products. will be marketed after the
co-operative plan.

“Secretary of Agriculture William
M. Jardine, who is authority for the
facts which-I have just given you,
goes on to state that last year two
and a half million farmers were
members of the co-operative organi-
zations which did the enormous
business of two and one-half billion
dollars. :

Big Growth in Michigan

Coming down to the Michigan sit
uation, Mr. Noon told of the tremen-
dous and constantly growing volume
of business which is being handled
by the five commodity exchanges af-
filinted with the Michigan State
Farm Bureau. Discussing the diffi-
¢ultied of co-operative purchasing of

farm | supplies, Mr, Noon said, in
part: |
“There are  some @ fundamental

principles which miust always be ob-
served if either co-operative buying
or selling i3 to be succéssiul. In the
first place, the buying must be of
VEry f;.rge volume; second, it ‘must
be onia cash basis; third, needs must
be anticipated as far in advance as
posslt%;a: fourth,” groups of farmers
who @do this snccessfully must stick
to. their. own shop year in and year
.out, that is to say, the farmer can-
‘not hope to get successful co-opera-
tive Buying service if he persists in
ghopping around ahd only giving his
co-pp the business when there is a
sure saving.”

Launching into a discussion of an-
other phase of his subject, Mr. Noon
rematked, “This whole guestion of
co-operative buyving and selling by
farmers has not been without its
very interesting legal aspects. Well
do I remember how only a compara-
tively few years ago the piomeers.in
co-operative marketing of milk at
'Cleveland, Ohio, were thrown into
prison because they were violating
anti-trust laws. Up until a very few
years ago- there were no laws, state
or national, which legalized and de-
fined the rights of farmers’ co-opera-
tive associations.. This was one of
the great needs which led to the
formation in 1920 of the American
Farm Bureau‘Federation, and a lit-
tle later to the formation of the
Farm Bloc in Congress.

Secured Needed Laws

‘““One of the first laws passed by
the Farm Bloc at the behest of the
Farm Bureau was the Capper-Vol
stead Act of 1922 legalizing farm-
ers’ co-operative associations for the
transaction of interstate and for-
eign Dbusiness. Coincident witlr this
permissive federal legislation, forty
states -have passed laws providing
primarily for the co-operative mar-
keting of agricultural products, but
providing in a broader sense for the
conduct of the producers’ business
activities through group action.”

The significant changes in public
sentiment and the evolving attitude
of the courts and judicial tribugals
toward co-operative business were
traced by Mr. Noon. He quoted sev-
eral court decisions upholding crop
contracts and go-operative undertak-
ings. Among these pertinent court
decisions was one in which it was
observed that ‘*the co-operative sys-
‘tem is the most helpful movement
ever inaugurated to obtain justice
for, and improve the financial con-
dition, of farmers and laborers. The
,Jproducers' are paying all the costs
and assuming all the responsibilities
of these co-operative associations.
They are taking all the risks.
They are asking no assistance from
the public treasury, they are forcing
no one to join and they are exacting
no inordinate prices for their prod-
uets, They are associating them-
selves ag authorized by the statute,
like other persons, and they have
signed n\utual and fair agreements
among themselves, which will be fu-
tile ' unless those who have signerd
such agreements can be held to
abide by the terms of their con-
tracts. There is no analogy betweez

the proceedings to dissolve the great
trusts® * * *and these associations
for the protection of the producers.
#e** It is an entire misunder-
standing of the fact to assert that
an orderly, systematized co-opera-
tion among the producers to prevent
& sacrilice of their products ®* * = *
has any analogy to the system by
which great combinations of capital
have prevented the laborer and the
farmer alike from realizing a rea-
sonable reward and a decent living."”
‘A Tremendous Challenge

Conecluding his comprehensive and
enlightening address, Mr. Noon de-
clared, “We farmers of today now
have the necessary permissive leg-
islation and the supporting court de-
cisions to allow us to engage in both
co-operative buying and selling in
accordance with the well establish-
ed systems already being successful-
ly employed by existing eo-operative
agencies, Are we going ahead and
carry Ahis movement to its legical
conclusions? Certain old line groups
are tremendously agitated at the
progress which organized farmers
‘are making and they are spending
thousands upon thousands of dol-
larg in various forms of propaganda
and the keenest kind of competition
in an effort to discredit and under-
mineé the co-operative movement.

““The 'challenge is before us here
and now and it is going to require
the united force of all our farm or-
ganizitions to maintain the ground
already gained for the business -of
farming. Will the farmers of today
accept the 'challenge? Will they
adopt as their slogan that nothing
can he done for them except as they
do it themselves? Will they proceed
on the basis that they ask no special
privilege and no class legislation,
but simply ask the same considera-
tion, the same rights, the same ered-
its, the same treatment all along the
line as 18 accorded to the other great
industrial groups?”

“East of Eden” a Story of
Farm Organization in
Illinois

Co-operative. marketing and the
Farm Bureau have found their way
into the pages of a novel. “BEast of
Eden,” by Lyan Montross, is declar-
ed by the publishers, Harper &
Brothers of New York, to be the first
important novel written about the
new developments in agriculture,

The author was for several years
a department director of the IHlinois
Agricultural Association. At present
he is a novelist living in New York
and has published two former books,
“Town and Gown' and “Half Gods.”

“East of Eden,” takes up the life
of a mid-Western farm family just
after the organization in 1921 of the
U. 8. Grain'Growers, Inc. The prin-
cipal character is a ‘‘dirt farmer"
who aids in the membership cam-
paign of the mew co-op. He becomes
involved in a Ilegislative battle at
the state capitol as one of the pro-
ponents of bills to regulate the
“Pit.” A county farm adviser is al-
80 one of the leading figures in the
book, and the county farm bureau
office is the background of several
scenes.

The life of the farm family is de-
seribed in detail. A feud and a Iqve
affair are part of the plot.

, The Michigan Farm Bureau Board
of Directors at its meeting of Nov.
10 took action on proposed national
legislation to come before the coming
Congress by acting on a legislative
questionnaire sent out to State Farm
Bureaus by Mr, Edwy Reid,. the
American Farm Bureau's legislative
representative at Washington., The
Michigan Farm Bureau went on
record as follows:
Co-operative Marketing Laws,

Taking up the first guestion, “Do
you believe that any further nation-
al legislation is needed to assist in
developing the co-operative principle
in behalf of farmers and their organ-
izations?'" the directors discussed
the whole proposition and adopted
as an expression of their attitude in
thig regard the following resolution;

“Resolved, that we do not favor
the United States Goveérnment ‘or
any Department or Bureau thereof
extreising autocratic control over the
management of farmers' eco-opera-
tive buying and selling aﬁﬁoﬂuliunﬂ.
however,

BE IT TFTURTHER RESOLVED,
that all individuals or organizations
dealing in natural er unmanufactur-
eéd food products in carload lots
should be licensed upder a Federal
license, bearing a serial number
which must be legibly exhibited on
the bill of lading and invdice of each
shipment, said license to be issued
either by the Department ‘of Agricul-
ture or the Bureau of Markets and
the officials having this “in charge
should establish and maintain suffi-
cient inspection service to determine
accurately the condition and quality
of the product in gquestion and pre-
pare in writing a statement fully
setting forth the facts i the case
and supply such statement to each of

of the Capper-Volstead national co-
operative marketing law, as provid-
ed in gamendments presenfed to the
House Ways and Means Commiitee,
October 22,1425 by thé+, National
Committee - repres¢nting . CG-operi-
tive Associations 'ahd Farm Orgdni-
zations on revision of the Intefnal
Revenue Act of 1924."

Farm Export Corporation

The Board of Directors then con-
sidered various proposals for the es-
tablishment of a government export
corporation or several commodity
co-operative associations fo handle
the exportable agricultural surplus.
After considerable discussion the di-
rectors deferred final action along
this line until the annual meeting of
the American Farm Bureau Fpdera-
tion at which time they understand
that Secretary of Agriculture, Wil-
liam M. Jardine, will" persent speci-
fic recommendations for national leg-
islation.

Tariff

It was decided not to take any ac-
tion with reference to tariff revision
for either manufactured products-or
agrienltural products. The Board
then considered the following ques-
tions:

Musele Shoals

“Shall we continue our policy in
reference to Mugcle Shoals ealling
for the utilization of the power and
nitrate plants for eheaper fertiliz-
er?” “Shall this be done by a pri-
vate concern rather than by the gov-
ernment?”

Regarding each of these questions
the Board decided in the affirmative,

Postal Rates

The Board took up the question.
‘“Shounld the effort be continued to
obtain a more equitable distribution
of the eost of handling the mails so
that undue share will not fall upon
the shoulders of the farmers, par-
ticularly parcel post rates?"

The Board decided in the affirma-
tive.

Truth-in-Fabrics

The following question was then
considered, “Do you favor the mar-
kating of woolen fabrics so that the
public may know whether they are
virgin wool or

Federal Income Tax

Taking up the various questions
regarding the Federal Income Tax
and other matters affecting national
revenue, the Board endorsed in jts
entirety the statement on this propo-
sition made before the Ways and
Means Commitiee of the House No-
vember 2, 1825, by Edwy B. Reid of
the Washington office of the Ameri-
can Farm” Bureau Federation. The
Board specifically endorsed the pro-
posal .that all incomes under $45,000
be 'exempted from the Federal In-
come Tax and that the present sur-|
tax limits and rates be retained.

The Board opposed the adoption]

at this time of an amendment to the[
Federal constitution restricting thul
jssuance of tax exempt securities. It
was the opinion of the Board that
soma State legislation alomg this
line might be desirable in some of
the states but that a Federal amend-
ment is  dot necessary and might
even be harmful in its ultimate ef-
fect.
The. Board expressed decided and
emphati¢c opposition to a general
sales tax and favored a reduction or
the entire gbolition of the ‘=pecial
federal taxds on such articles
:i.utr)mohi[mg trucks, auto acces-
gories, motor boats, jewelry, etc. The
Board took the position that these
later Federal levies were a form of
sples tax and were unsound in prin-|
ciple as sources of federal revenue
in peace time,

The Board approved of the Feder-
al Estate Tax or Inheritance levy and|
urged that it be maintained. They
endorsed the testimony submitted on
this proposition by John 8. Mooring
representing the American Farm
Burean Federation to.the commit-
tee on Ways and Means of the Unjted
States Congress October 28, 1925,

“No action at law shall be
maintained against persons en-
tering upon such waters, for the
purpose of fishing by the pwner,
lessee or persons having the
right of possession ofi adjoining
lands, except for adtual dam-
ages done.”

The right to *‘fish™ is readily dis-|
tinguishable from “the 'right to|
“hunt."” Tt is clear, however, that in
the exercise of either of said rights,
the right of the State, under its po-
lice power, to enforce the fish and
game laws upon the laws of a pri-
vate owner does not and cannot take
away the owner's right to maintain
trespass against those whp Invade
his close or premises without per-
mission for the purpose of fishing or
hunting, especially when forbidden.

Every unauthorized intrusion up-
on the private premises of another is
a trespass and the party whose pri-
vate possession has been thus inter-
fered with has a right of aetion for
the protection-of his property.

Recognizing such rights of private
possession, section 3 of act 366, P.
A, 1925, expressly provides:

“No person shall. hunt with
firearms or dogs, or in any oth-
er manner, in any public park
or public game’' preserve, ex-
cepting under a permit issued
by the director of congervation.

- CROOKS AT WORK

Watkins Warns About High
Bids From Unknown

Persons

L. Whitney Watkins, Cemmission-
er of Agriculture of Michigan, issues
the following warning to poultry
dealers and farmer shippers:

Nearly every vear, shortly bhefore
Thankselving and Christmas, cer-
tain unreliable persons posing as
poultry dealers of repute send out
quotations to farmers, soliciting ship-
ments of poultry and making quota-
tions considerably higher than the
market conditions warrant. Many
farmers are attracted by these high
quotations and ship their poultry to
these persons who are utter strang-
ers to them and about whoge finan-
cial standing and reputation - they
know nothing, Il*“nrmers who make
shipments to such firmsg are assum-
ing a great risk, for In many cases
it has happened that the receivers of
the poultry fail to.pay for the goods
and if the farmers try to look them
up and eecure settlement later, they
have usually moved to another city
and failed to leave any forwarding
address.

Shipments of poultry should  be

mitde only to firms whose financial
standing and reliability are fully es-
tablished. In the absence of person-
al information regarding the dealer
to whom a farmer contempiates ship-
ping poultry, it is perfectly feasible
to find out the standing of any eity
firm by ¢consulting your local bank-
er, sincé he Has the rating of every
city dealer who has any real stand-
ing in the busihess world. It is not
safe to risk shipments to-any firms
who Heve no commereigl rating,
- o Farmers; will find it to their ad-
vantage to' refriin  from shipping
poultry to irgespousible firme offer-
ing high guotations. .
