Addressing the delegates repre­

"We feel that we are especially 
(fortunate in our choice of manage­
ment , and I *cannot believe that they 
jwill receive anything but your full 
land undivided support, for only by 
this can we maintain and increase 

Ithe business you are now so fortuu-
|ate as to have built and own. 

"Secretary of Agriculture Jardine 
lis credited with the statement that 
if co-operation increases as fast in 
the next ten years as it has in the 
last ten years, the farmers will mar­
ket practically all the grain they pro­
duce. This is a mighty good showing 
for the farmers, and I am sure that 

Ithe members of the Michigan Eleva-
I tor Exchange will do their share to-
[ward the fulfillment of this much 
desired end. 

"In conclusion, I wish to thank 
you, in the name of the Board of Di­
rectors, the officers and management 
for the loyalty that has enabled us 
to make such a» wonderful report, 
and to assure you that they will 
spare no pains in the future to mar­
ket your produce at the greatest pos­
sible benefit and satisfaction to

One-Sided Bargaining Hit 
The delegates were thrilled by a 

vision of the development and possi­
bilities of co-operative marketing 
g^ven them by J. C. Stone pf Lex­
ington, Kentucky, president and gen­
eral manager of the Burley Tobacco 
Growers' Association. Mr. Stone ex­
plained that it was impossible for 
tobacco growers to get a fair price 
for their product when each one sold 
as an individual while the purchas­
ing power was concentrated in a very 
few large corporations. 

In view of this situation the Bur-
ley Tobacco Growers' Association 
was organized in the summer and 
fall of 1921 and has grown steadily 
in spite of all obstacles until it has 
established 54 grades which are rec­
ognized by the tobacco trade, ac-
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quired 125 loading points valued at 
six and one-half million dollars and 
re-drying plants valued at one and 
one-half million dollars, which plants 
have all been paid for, with the ex­
ception of less than a million dol­
lars, out of operating profits. During 
the past five years $144,668,000 has 
been paid to the members for 868,-
925,000 pounds of tobacco. During 
four months of each season, the As­
sociation has 17,000 employees. 

When the Association was first 
organized it was confronted with the 
serious problem of obtaining proper 

.credit. Now, Mr. Stone explained, the 
Association has money borrowed

Program of Farm Bureau Organization and Activity 
Unanimously Adopted By the Delegates to the 

Conference Held at East Lansing, 
July 2 0 - 2 1 , 1926 

Your program committee realizes th at it has been called upon to face a tre­
mendous task in the setting up of a worth-while program for putting this 
great farm body at work on the solution of their own problems of manage­
ment, education, rural homes, religion, recreation, legislation and co-opera­
tion, to the end that agriculture may not only meet on common ground with 
other industries in working out those problems which are vital to all man­
kind, but that from the farm may flow not only food and raiment, but young 
men and young women of strong character, clean habits, physical vigor, and 
moral coUrage, to replenish the earth. 

We recommend that the County Farm Bureau Boards provide for a Farm 
Bureau committee in each township to be chosen by the members from among 
their membership in the township; this committee to consist of three men and 
two women, and such committee to function as the township unit of the State 
and County Farm Bureau committees in such matters as taxation, legislation, 
and all other Farm Bureau activities of interest to the township. 

We believe that the state organization can render a real service in present­
ing the need of agriculture in state and national legislation in order that farm­
ers may be equally treated in bearing t he cost of government. 

We recommend that through the formation of proper committees, the en­
tire strength of our organization be mobilized to obtain the following object­
ives:— 

1. Readjustment of Farm Values and Taxation. 
2. Some constructive plan for the solution of the rural church problem. 
3. The solution of the rural school problem in a just and equitable manner. 
4. An economical improvement of township roads. 

We recommend that in addition to the State Farm Bureau taxation commit­
tee provided for by resolution adopted yesterday, the Executive Committee 
of the State Farm Bureau Board of Directors be authorized and instructed to 
appoint five members to each of the following three State committees. 

Country Church 
Rural Schools 
Township Roads

Everywhere mem­
bers were intensely interested 
in the message that he brought 
and got a new realization of 
the power and program of 
their organieation. 

Mr. Gray will be accompani­
ed by Stanley M. Powell, as­
sistant secretary of the .Michi­
gan State Farm Bureau, who 
will discuss state legislation 
and taxation. 

Officials of the State Farm 
Bureau are now communicat­
ing with various County Farm 
Bureaus to work out a sched­
ule of places and dates so that 
an afternoon and evening 
meeting will be held each day.

3 0 0 BUREAU LEADERS IN SESSION AT 
COLLEGE PLAN TO MOBILIZE MEMBERS 

FOR SOLUTION OF FOUR BIG PROBLEMS 
Decide to Establish Four State Farm Bureau 

Committees on Taxation, Rural Schools, 
Country Church, & Township Roads; 

Urge Township Committees S 

What was probably the most significant Farm Bureau 
meeting ever held in Michigan was the two-day conference 
at East Lansing, July 20-2 I, sponsored by the Michigan State 
Farm Bureau and the eleven County Farm Bureaus which 
pioneered in the volunteer membership campaign in 1925. 

Three hundred community leaders met at the new People's 
Church and considered together some of the perplexing prob­
lems confronting the agricultural and rural life of Michigan, 
and laid plans for mobilizing the strength of the entire Farm 
Bureau membership for the solution of these problems. 

For the past year or two much has been said about a broad­
er Farm Bureau program and about making the organization 
something which would not merely do the big things which 
only an organization can do, but would also provide the 
means through which the farmer members could get together 
in effective local groups for building happier, more prosper­
ous, more contented and more progressive local communities. 
Now the members are girding themselves for this larger pro­
gram. 

Set Up Four State Commit tees *" —-——•—— 
Four outstanding farm problems 

were especially emphasized through­
out the two-day conference. These 
were: the township or side roads, 
taxation, the rural school and the 
country church. The delegates were 
so impressed with the importance of 
these questions and the possibility of 
working out satisfactory solutions 
through organized effort that at the 
dosing session of the conference res­
olutions were adopted, providing for 
four state committees, each one of 
which will study its particular prob­
lem, make a survey of the situation 
and arrange for a state-wide ! 

inference devoted entirely 
to the consideration of this particu­
lar problem. To work with these 
State Farm Bureau committees and 
to handle all local Farm Bureau mat­
ters, it was recommended that the 
County Farm Bureaus provide for a 
Farm Bureau committee in each 
township to be composed of three

Speaking on the side road prob­
lem. Prof. C. R. Allen of the M. S. C. 
Civil Engineering Department, point­
ed out that there are 60,000 miles of 
township roads in Michigan as Gom-
pared with 6,700 miles of state roads 
and 13,000 miles of county roads. 
Much of the $13,000,000 a year 
which is expended on these township 
roads is said to be wasted, due to 
the inexperience of the township

This is no 
"d res s u p " place, in fact we a r e urg­
ed to wear s imple , comfor tab le cloth­
ing and it would be well to t a k e such 
ar t ic les as swea te r s for cool eve­
nings, good comfor table shoes , wash 
dresses and no fancy h a t s . - B e sure 
to br ing your b a t h i n g su i t s and we 
must furnish our own ba th towels . 

The m a n a g e m e n t provides good 
accommoda t ions—ei the r in 2 room 
cot tages for two couples , n e a r the 
w a t e r or o therwise , jus t as you pre­
fer, or in l a rge hal ls accommoda t ­
ing 30 or 40 each .

These large sunfish a re highly es­
teemed as pan-fish. 

The black snake is laying her eggs 
unde r flat s tones or in soft soil on 
some sunny bank. There a re from 
twelve to twenty-four eggs in a nest . 

The violet-blue flowers of chicory 
a re blooming in fields and by the 
roads ides . On ra iny or cloudy days 
they "close up s h o p " unt i l the sun 
comes out again. 

Bobolinks, t ree swallows, red-wing 
blackbirds and grack les a re ear ly 
flockers. Already you may see them 
in small bands. 

Mud daubers ( the slender-waisted, 
nervous wasps) a re now provisioning 
thei r nests of t ubu la r cells built un­
der porch roofs or eaves, with spiders 
which have been paralyzed with a 
s t ing. Thus they furnish live food 
for thei r young when they hatch . 

At night the leaves of the red clov­
er and the whi te clover fold togeth­
er and bow in an a t t i t ude of prayer . 

Conspicuous now in the evening 
sky is Airfares, the br ightes t s tar in 
the constel lat ion Scorpio. It is the 
larges t s t a r known. 

The perfume of sweet whi te clover 
blossoms is heavy along country 
roads . 

Beginning now, a n d cont inuing 
t h roughou t the summer , the wood-
chuck grows rounde r and rounder as 
he s tores up fat under his coat for 
the winter . 

The pickerel weed is a wader . It 
ra ises i ts long spike of ragged pur­
plish flowers above large shiny green 
leaves. 

At this t ime of t he year moose be­
come semi-aquat ic an imals . In the 
cool waters of no r the rn lakes and 
r ive r s , they escape the hea t and flies. 

Along the marg ins of ponds and 
r ivers , young toads ga the r on sunny 
brown patches of ea r th . Having suc­
cessfully passed the tadpole s tage 
u n h a r m e d , they now must beware of 
hung ry hawks , crows, snakes and 
o the r land animals which prey upon 
t h e m . 

Giant water -bugs , o r electric-light 
bugs, a re a t t rac ted with many other 
insects to s t reet l ights . Their flying 
season is short , being pr imari ly to 
,find ma tes . 

Lyra , Corona and Hercules are al­
most directly overhead in the early 
evenings and may best be observed 
in a recl ining posi t ion.

(Cont inued from page 1) 
h ighway commiss ioners . Prof. Allen 
told of what the College is doing to 
r e m e d y th is condi t ion a n d of what 
the organized fa rmers could do to 
he lp save tax money a n d still secure 
be t t e r side roads . 

Speak ing on the topic of the F a r m 
Bureau and the Smi th -Hughes Agri­
cu l tu ra l work. Professor E. E. Gallup, 
superv isor of t he Smi th- Hughes ag­
r i cu l tu ra l t eache r s in Michigan, de­
clared tha t ag r i cu l t u r a l educat ion h; 
t h e most completely organized and 
the most completely diffused of any 
form of educat ion in the United 
S ta tes . Mr. Gal lup told of the evolu­
t ion of ihe a g r i c u l t u r a l colleges, ex 
pe r imen t s ta t ions , t h e extension 
work and finally the Smi th -Hughes . „„„ B O W , 
a g r i c u l t u r a l work in h igh schools. He gan dta te F a r m B 

s ta ted t h a t the s tuden t s in agricul­
tu ra l courses in high schools today 
w e r e ge t t ing be t ter ins t ruct ion t h a n 
the agricul tural- colleges afforded 
t h i r t y years ago, bu t best of all, 
these boys and gir ls were being t ra in­
ed in leadership which would be very 
va luable for t he F a r m Bureau in 
years to come. He said he hoped 
t h a t the t ime would speedily come 
when the fa rmer who didn ' t belong 
to the F a r m Bureau would be asham­
ed of himself. 

Lucius E. Wilson of Chicago, who 
had assisted in membersh ip cam­
paigns in the counties represented 
a t t h e conference, declared, "The 
t ime has now come when these coun­
ties and members must organize 
themse lves for the, solution of the i r 
manifold problems. The immedia te 
necessi ty is to make it easy for the 
fa rmer to find some intel l igent 
m e a n s for tackl ing the job before 
h im. How can we t ake this farmer 
and ge t h im to work with his neigh 
bors? As far as I know this is t he 
first meet ing ever called to t ake defi­
n i te action to set up machinery 
whereby the F a r m Bureau will be the 
m e a n s of doing those things in the 
local communi t ies which the indivi­
dual fa rmer cannot do a lone ." 

In discussing t h e topic of get t ing 
and keeping F a r m Bureau members , 
W. W. Billings, pres ident of t he 
Genesee County F a r m Bureau, said 
tha t t he re never was a t ime when t h e 
F a r m Bureau p rog ram was so well 
gold to the people of Michigan. He 
declared tha t for successful County 
F a r m Bureau work, one of the first 
essent ia ls was to have a Board of Di­
rec to r s thoroughly sold and 1 0 0 % 
loyal and with the ability to get t he 
ave rage farmer to work for the com­
mon good. 

County Leaders Speak 
Dur ing the open forum session on 

the first af ternoon of the conference 
the following topics were presented. 
" T h e Rura l School" by E. P. Rey­
nolds of Olivet, pres ident of the Ea­
ton County F a r m B u r e a u ; "Control 
of Chicken Thieves" by S. D. McXitt 
of R a v e a n a , president of the Muske­
gon County Farm Bureau ; and "Tax­
at ion and Equa l i za t ion" by W. p . 
H a r p e r of Middleville, vice-president 
of the Barry County F a r m Bureau. 

Discussing the rura l schools, Mr. 
Reynold? said tha t it was a quest ion 
as to whe ther or not they had kept 
pace with the t imes. He ventured the 
asse r t ion tha t if the mythical R ip 
Van Winkle should wake up today, 
af ter his twenty yea rs of s lumber! 
there would be no place where he 
would feel so much at home as in t h e 
ru ra l school. 

Tel l ing of the ser ious s i tuat ion 
presented by the depreda t ions of 
chicken thieves a m o n g the farm 
flocks, Mr. McXitt said that the Mus­
kegon County F a r m Bureau had of­
fered a reward of $.">0.00 for infor­
mat ion leading to the a r res t and con­
viction of any chicken thief. He said 
that they were also co-operat ing wiH' 
the Chamber of Commerce and prose­
cu t ing a t to rney to end this nu i san te . 

Discussing the ser ious taxat ion 
condi t ions confronting Michigan t»Kri-
cu l tu re . Mr. Harper declared that our 
fa rms a re still assessed at war- t ime 
va lua t ions , despite the fact t ha t few 
of them could be sold for more than 
one-half their war- t ime price, unless 
they were near cities or had r< 
possibili t ies.

power aga ins t t ha t of powerful old-
line buying agencies , wi th their full 
knowledge of m a r k e t conditions, • 
the i r ready credi t and the i r strong­
ly en t renched f inancia l position. 

Advan tages of Co-operation 
"To remedy th i s inequi table sit­

uat ion, co-operat ive marke t ing has 
been developed. F a r m e r s a r e resolv­
ing not mere ly to look wi th longing 
eyes at the p rogress and prosperity 
of o the r classes, bu t to imi ta te their 
example. They a re ma tch ing the ef­
ficiencies and ba rga in ing power of 
the corporat ions with the efficiencies 
and ba rga in ing power which the co­
operat ive assoc ia t ions a r e develop­
ing. 

"Co-operat ive m a r k e t i n g shortens 
and s t r a igh tens t he j o u r n e y of food 
stuffs from the f a rm to t h e city kit­
chen. It e l imina tes lost motion and 
waste of the p roduc t itself, prevents 
too big profits , ass i s t s in t he adjust­
ment of product ion to demand and

self in his independence , " declared 
A. P. Sandles of Columbus. Ohio, 
" b u t unless he speedi ly gets effec­
tively organized, he will soon be t h e 
most dependen t person in the world. 
It used to be t h a t r i g h t in our own 
local i t ies we had flour mills and 
woolen mills and t anner ies , now 
most of these local ins t i tu t ions have 
been abandoned and o u r farm prod­
ucts m a k e long tr ips to the big cities 
for manufac tu re . When we buy any­
th ing we pay the f re ight both ways 
for t he _round t r ip and support high 
wage scales set by Union labor and 
con t r ibu te to the fat profits of many 
dea le rs . 

" T h e wage ea rne r s have organized 
and while most of t h e m have prac­
tically no inves tment ^ they are pay­
ing far more toward thoir organiza­
t ions t h a n the f a r m e r s with the i r 
la rge inves tment . The resul t is t ha t 
the a r m of organized labor can reach 
out to set the wage spales on the 
fa rms and to d e t e r m i n e the cost of 
t he labor tha t goes in to every a r t i ­
cle t h a t the fa rmer buys. The fa rmer 
h a s often t imes been too stingy* to be 
on his own side. He will s tay at home 
to m a k e 30 cents on election day and 
then sob the rest of t he year because' 
he doesn ' t get a s q u a r e dea l . " 

In the course of his address , Mr. 
Sandles declared tha t 'mid-western 
f a rmer s a re more mi l i tan t today 
t h a n ever before, and t h a t if they do 
n o t soon get the t h i n g s ' t h e y desire, 
they will teach a s te rn lesson to the 
self ish Eas t , which he character ized 
as levying tax and t r i bu t e on the 
bread baske t of Amer i t a . He said 
t h a t it migh t be necessary for the 
f a rmer s to organize a new political 
p a r t y and m a k e the Mason-Dixon 
l ine r u n no r th and south . 

T h e Diminishing F a r m Dollar 
Re fe r r ing to t h e dis tressed econom­

ic condi t ion of American agricul­
tu re , Mr. Sandles quoted s ta t is t ics to 
show t h a t while in 191 :> eleven bush­
els of whea t wo^uld have bought a 
^plow, ten years la ter it took 29 
bushe ls of whea t to purchase t h e 
same plow. H e , declared tha t this 
accounted for the fact tha t the re are 
a dozen fa rms for Xale for each buy­
er. 

He said t h a t in the last four years 
the va lue in Amer ican farms had de­
prec ia ted twenty billion dol lars , 
which was m o r e ' t h a n the en t i r e war 
deb t owed the United Sta tes by all 
t he foreign na t ions . Mr. Sandles re­
ferred to Ex-president McKinley's 
famous s logan—"Co-opera t ion is 
be t t e r t h a n cu t - th roa t compet i t ion ." 
He sa id t h a t big business, ra i l roads 
and wage ea rne r s had caugh t this 
vision and tha t it was now t ime fpf 
the f a r m e r s to get in s tep and de­
clared t h a t 1 0 % of the fa rmers who 
were organized would have more 
power than 9 0 % who were unor­
ganized. 

" B e p roud of the game you ' re In, 
or ge t out , don ' t give your business 
t h e black eye, don ' t hit yourself be­
low the belt . The farmer has got to 
build a temple t h a t tshall be h igher 
t h a n all o the r bus iness ." -

P res iden t M. B. McPherson was 
the closing speake r on the banque t 
p r o g r a m . He referred to the fact 
t h a t t h e E leva to r Exchange had been 
s t a r t e d aiid helped over many rough 
places by t h e Sta te F a r m Bureau , 
and said t h a t the Exchange had done 
a grac ious th ing in invit ing the F a r m 
Bureau people to thei r annua l meet­
ing.

LUCIUS WILSON SPEAKS 

Club Work Is Called Greatest 
Educational Movement 

In Last 50 Years 

Three hundred county champions 
in boys' and girls' club work from 
the thirty-four counties in the south­
ern \.att of the Lower Peninsula at­
tended Club Week at the Michigan 
State College, July 12 to 16. These 
project winners actually attended

t ria and attended classes and dem­
onstrations conducted by their lead­
er and by members of the college 
faculty. 

Wednesday noon, July 14, the 
three hundred county champions, 
eaeh one of whom had won first 
pfcVco in his or her county in some 
club project, were guests of the 
Michigan State Farm Bureau at a 
banquet in the new Union Memorial 
Building at the College. Following 
the dinner a short program was giv­
en with Mr. Nevels Pearson, Assist­
ant State Club leader in charge. 

Mr. Pearson told the boys and girls 
"1 want you to get acquainted with 
an organisation that is doing an im-
nii nue amount of good for agricul­
ture and the farm boys and girls. I 
refer to the Michigan State Farm 
Bureau which, as you know, is giv­
ing us this fine banquet here today. 
Moat of you also know that your trip 
here for this week has been made 

i)le by your local County Farm 
Bureau. There are a great many oth­
er tilings which your County Farm 
Bureaus are doing for you and for 
agriculture back in your home coun­
ties." 

Hitman Factor Most Important 
Mr. Pearson then introduced Mr. 

C. I.. Brody, Secretary-Mxnager of 
the Michigan State Farm Bureau. 
Mr. Brody declared, "We regard it 
as a big opportunity and a real pleas­
ure to entertain you club leaders 
and county champions.

St. Johns, July 21—Two hundred 
and twenty five Clinton County 
Farm Bureau boosters met here this 
evening at a Farm Bureau rally ban­
quet in the "Masonic hall. It was one 
of the warmest evenings this year 
but it takes more than high temper­
ature to check the enthusiasm of 
Clinton County Farm Bureau folk. 

Invocation was given by Rev. Mr. 
Wright of NVacousta. George Bate-
man, president of the County Farm 
Bureau, acted as toastmaster. Mr. 
George Judd gave two very fine vo­
cal selections and Mr. and Mrs. Free­
man Brown, a splendid piano duet. 
Rev. Mr. Fisher, another minister 
who boosts for the Farm Bureau, 
was also present. 

Mr. Lucius E. Wilson, President of 
the General Organization Company 
of Chicago, gave the main address of 
the evening. Mr. \V. W. Billings, 
President of the Genesee County 
Farm Bureau, also addressed the 
gathering. Mrs. Edith M. Wagar, 
member of the State Farm Bureau 
Board of Directors, spoke on the 
Home arvl Community side of Farm 
Bureau work. Mr. Howard V. Kit­
tle, County Agricultural Agent, by 
use of a graphic map of Clinton 
County, showed where the member­
ships had so far been signed in the 
different townships and emphasized 
the need of completing the work. 

Clinton County has gone consider­
ably over its previous membership of 
519, having signed to date 582. They 
are the winners of the State Farm 
Bureau Loving Cup for signing the 
largest percentage .of farmers ac­
cording to the 1920 farm census in 
the northern series of the thirty-
county campaign. 

This splendid showing has" been 
made possible by the very fine and 
complete co-operation of the Clinton 
County Farm Bureau Board of Di­
rectors and the hard, faithful work 
of Mr. Crosby, their county campaign 
manager. The Clinton County wo­
men, too, under the leadership of 
Mrs. Belle Myers, have had a large 
share in bringing about the fine re­
sults. They have set their minimum 
goal at 750 membere and from all 
appearances this will be easily reach­
ed. 

Barnum Talks to American 
Institute of Co-operation 

Tells of Remarkable Progress 
Made in Supplying Seed 

Of Known-jOrigin 

More than 300 co-operative mar­
keting leaders from 27 states and 5 
foreign countries heard Carl F. Bar­
num, manager of the Michigan Farm 
Bureau Seed Service, speak on the 
afternoon of July 2, at the American 
Institute of Co-operation held at I'ni-
versity Farm, St. Paul, Minnesota. 

"During the past six or seven 
years," Mr. Barnum declared, "most 
remarkable strides have been taken 
in. the co-operative handling of field 
seeds. The result has been that the 
farmers, in the territory served by 
co-operatives, are getting better seed 
than ever 7 before, regardless of 
whether they buy from their organ­
ization or through old line trade 
channels. The competition injected 
into the situation by the organized 
farmers has put the old line dealers 
on their toes, as far as quality is 
concerned, and revolutionary chang­
es are taking place in seed handling 
and in the seed trade at the present 
time. 

"It is opportune to state at this 
time that the movement fqr better 
seed is an outstanding example of 
what the organized farmers can do. 
Many of the benefits of farmers or­
ganizations are indirect, difficult to 
see, and somewhat hazy in their 
character, but better crops of hay, 
better stands of alfalfa, better yields 
of corn, are apparent to the average 
farmer. Those things have resulted 
by the use of known-origin, adapted 
seed, put out by "the farmers' co-op­
erative organizations. 

New Ideals of Merchandising 
"It should not be overlooked, in 

consideration of the growth of co­
operative seed handling, that we 
started out on what was declared by 
the old established seed trade to be 
an 'unsound platform'. We took the 
stand that every farmer had a right 
to know where his seed was grown, 
inasmuch as that determined pretty 
largely the crop results* that were to 
be expected on his farm. 

"For a great many years the seed 
trade had based their values almost 
entirely on mechanical purity and 
appearance of the seed. No one will 
argue that Seed shouldn't be free 
from noxious weeds and worthless 
inert matter. However, no sane man 
will argue/ that the matter of me­
chanical purity can give value to a 
non-adapted seed. A few cracked 
grains, a trace of sweet clover, or a 
little mixture of some other crop 

seed is much less annoying to the 
farmer than a total or partial loss of 
his stand of >eed coming from some 
point which makes it unadapted to 
his conditions. 

"Right from the start the attitude 
was taken tlmt Farm Bureau Brand 
Seeds, because of the expenditures 
necessary to make sure as to their

origin, to make sure that they were 
graded as well as possible, would 
never sell as cheap seeds. This policy 
I believe, lias been followed through 
by every co-operative seed handling 
agency now in existence. The trade 
has been won away from competi­
tion, not on the basis of price, but 
on the basis of inherent ability to 
yield bumper crops. 

"Our friends in the old line trade 
assured us that we could not suc­
cessfully buy from production points 
and meet competition, but such dire 
predictions have proven untrue so 
far. There has been no way of be­
ing certain as to the origin of oui 
seed, which, let me repeat, is of 
fundamental and prime importance, 
without hooking up very closely with 
production centers." 

The stock salesman, after' painting 
*a beautiful word picture, said: "Now, 
Mr. Jones, you know this company 
hasn't a dollar's* worth of watered 
stock in it. How much are you going 
to buy?" 

"Young man,'- he said, "the next 
stock I buy is going to have four 
legs, and I will water it myself."
