ELEV. EXCHANGE
1926 BEAN POOL
IS UNDER WAY

Plan Unanimously Approved
At Growers' Meeting
’ At Saginaw

Firmers, elavator managers and
others atiended the [first general
Michigan Elevator Exchange mest-
ing in regard to an Exchange, farm-
er controlled bean pool for 1926.
The meeting was held at Saginaw,
May 4.

It develops that there is a strong
grower interest in such a bean pool,
and that a bean growers organiza-
tion should be organized.

President H. D. Horton of the
Elevator Exehange presided, and the
following bean pool outline was read
and discussed:

“In- the Michigan Elevator Exch.
hean pool, beans shall be pooled
through local co-operative elevators.
Pool contracts shall be signed by
pooling growers before Oect. 1 of
each ¥year. Local co-op elevators
shall. handle all pooled heans, but
shall also handle beans for others
who do not wish to poel, just as
they are performing such service
now.

‘“The bean pools shall run for
eight months, to include September,
October, November, December, Jan-
uary, Febraary, March and April.
All poolers shall receive the same
price, except that a carrying or stor-
age charge shall be paid to the grow-
érs who store their pooled beans on
the farm, under arrangemeat with

shall be month by month and eacl
farmer shall have his storage pald
him when he receives his pool set-
tlement. Pooled beans shall be sold
to the Elevator Exchange as fast as
they ean be prepared for market,
and when, in the Exchange's judg-
ment, the market warrants sale.

After full discussion of the above
statement, the meeting adopted the
following resolutions:

1. That we, as representatives of
the bean growing and bean eelling
section of the State, uranimously ap-
prove the plan as proposed by the
Michigan Elevator Exchanze for a
bean Dool. We also recommend that
the Michigan Elevator Exchange
continue to ipvestigate the propdsed
bean pool and make plans to have
this bean pool operated this year.

The good showing of these le-
gumes last year, in spite of the
drouth that practically eliminated
other hay crops, has convinced the
most skeptical that hay and pasture
insurance can only be found in al-
falfa or sweet clover.

Friends and Foes of Haugen
Measure in Fight to
A Finish :

Following the f{all
that farmers counld
of surplus
control legislation from the present
Congress, the friends of effective
furm legislation -in Congress and|
represeénting farm organizations have
gained strength for their cause to
the point where this issue hag been
made a national one and over-tops
all others as this Congressional ses-
sion comes to a close.

The outstanding measure address-
ed toward orderly marketing of
surpluses and effective price control
by the producer is the Haugen Bil
which carries the ‘'Federal, Farm
Board, Surplus Control and equaliza-
tion fée features backed by the
American Farm Bureau and the
north-central states  Commitlee ap-
pointed at the Des Moines Confer-
ence, ’

By amendment of Chairman Hau-
gen of the Agricultural Committee,
this bill originally carried an appro-
priation of $375,000,0006 for the
purpase of building the machinery to

make it effective. Yesterdday by
amendment this was reduced to
$175,000,000, and the equalizalion

fee feature on corn, wheat, heef and
pork was amended to go into effect at
once instead of being deferrad two
vears. ’

Those who are against Agricultur-
al Relief measures or who may he
classed as weak-kneed supporters of
agriculture, have seized upon the
appropriation feature as an excuse
not to support the effective Haugen

measure. . They claim that agtrieul-
ture needs no such appropriation.
Chairman Haugen, on the o'‘her
hand, has pointed out that during
the past ten years more than $1,-
200,000,000 have been appropriated
for disease control of cattle and
crops and various other . measares
which tend to protect or increase
production’ and that =2 revolving
fund of $175,000,000 from the
Treasury is little enough, even
though entirely utilized, (which fe

not likely), te nse in turning over Lo
farm organizations a finished mar-
keting plan, rather than calling up-
on them to take all the risks of in-
itiating thiz great change in surplus
marketing methods.

Opponents of the Haugenm -measure
claim that it does too much for ag-
riculture. Supporters - of the Haugen
neasure point out how litile is done
by the Tincher and Aswell Bills. By
centering support on these last two
bills, opponents of the Haugen meaps-
ure hope to bring about its defeat.
At the time the Farm Burean News
goes to press, the great struggle* for
Agricultural Legislation is taking
place in Congress and will, very like-
ly, be decided during the present
The issue is so close that it
is hard to foretell the outcome,

Commisgsioner L. Whitney Wat-
kins, Chairman of the Michigan
Farm Realief Committee appointed by
Governor Groesbeck said today:

“It seems that the united forces
which are adverse to granting agri-
culture an equal opportunity with
industry are making a most vicious
assault from all angies at preszent|
and I do not beljeve that those who
are dalinitely congidered in line with
the Hoover-Jardine followers can he
changed. 1 only hope that the inde-|
pendest vote of the House and the
Senate will stand by their guns.”

Ketcham Requests Opinion

Seed Staining Act An Example

Less than three weeks ago President Coolidge signed the
Cooding-Ketcham seed staining bill which provides that every
pound of foreign red clover and alfalfa seed that comes into
this country hereafter must be stained and that the color of
the stain shall be a key to its origin. No longer can millions
of pounds of winter killing red clover and alfalfa be brought
into this country and passed on to the farmer as domestic seed.

Most of the testimony which got this bill out of Congress-
ional committee hearings and onto the floor where it promptly
was passed was from American Farm Bureau men, with help
from Michigan. The American and middle west Farm Bu-
reaus organized the middle west and far west to support this
bill, whose enactment will soon determine the real value of
up to 35,000,000 pounds of red clover and alfalfa seeds im-
ported annually. Colored, no longer can they be mixed with
domestic seed without the farmer knowing it and where the
foreign seed came from. This Act means considerable to
every man who plants either red clover or alfalfa.

Encouraged by this recent success, Farm Bureau mem-
bers throughout southern, central and north central Michi-
gan, where the 30 counties in $he membership enlistment are
located, are out to win more members to tackle other problems
before farmers.

The coming simultaneous membership enrollment in 30
counties by some 6,000 volunteer member workers is the
largest farmer effort of its kind ever attempted. " It will suc-
ceed.

Classes Favored by Present
Plan Won't Worry About
Our Troubles

IS ENTIRELY  UP TO US

Farmers Pay For Organization
Whether or Not They
Have It

“When we farmers begin to take
oursélves and our problems serious-
)y we immediately discover that
powerful groups in other walks of
Mfe' begin to take a very serious in-
terest ‘in our welfara, declared
Stanley M. Powell, of the Michigan
State Farm Bureau, before Farm
Pureau meetings in Clinton, Ber-

rien, Monroe and Gratiot counties
last week.

“One. of the big unsolved prob-
lems ‘which confronts Michigan

farmers is the present oppressive tax
burden which we are bearing. Real
estate In Michigan constitutes but
85 per cent of the total wealth of
our state and vet it is paying 80 per
cent of the total taxes. We farmers
with all' that we own in the world
right out before the tax asgessor,
are at a4 tremendous disadvantage
under the present system. However
we shall walt a long time before tax
reform is brought to us on a silver
platter. We ecannot logieally expect
the owners of the 65 per cent of the
wealth of Michigan, which is repre
sented by other forms of property
than real estate and which pays but
20 per cent of the total tax, to be
very enthusiastic about any proposal
for tax reform. They are well sat-
istied with the present arrangement.
A Fair Tax Program

“1 believe that one of the thinge
which we farmers must do through
our Farm Bureau is to work out a
program of tax reform which de-
mands the support of all fair mind-
ed  people,

“Taxation is just onme of the
many big problems which are (otal-
Iy beyond the power of the individ-
ual, unorganized farmer to
Our rural «districts today have pro-
duction, marketing, schools, church
and’ other community problems re-
garding which the: individual farmer
is helpless. ‘Roger Babson voiced a
profound .truth when he said recent-
Iy that ‘the best barometer of civ-
ilization is the ability of people to
co-operate.”

“] am glad that the program of
the Farm Bureau today is no long-
er just a wmlrrow program of eco-
nomie uplift earried on by the men.
Now we realize that the aim and
goal of the whole Farm Burean
movement centers in the farm home
génd the rural community. Through
group action we can provide better

solve

opportunities and more attractive
and -wholesome conditions for our
country boys and girls.

Institute i1s to be Held at
Univ. of Minnesota
This Summer

St. Paul, Minn.,
nouncement is made of the four
weeks school of the American In-
stitute of Co-operation, which is to
be held at the University of Minne-
sota here from  June 21 to July 17,
and may be attended by any interest.
ed person for the whole session or
any part of it. Each week of the ses-
sion will be given over to the con-
sideration of special subjects, as fol-
lows: organization and market an-
alysis; production programs for co-
operatives; membership, educational
and publicity problems; financing
and credit problems,

The first Institute was held at the
University of Pennsylvania in 1825,
It was attended by co-operative stu-
dents from 353 states, 4 provinces of
Canada and students from Russia,
Denmark and Japan, The Institute is
sponsored by a group of national
farm organizations, including the
American Farm Bureau, and higher
educational institutions of the coun-
try.

The purpose of the Institute is to
collect and make available a body of
knowledge concerning the co-opera-
tive movement in America and other
lands; to help train co-operative
leaders; to help educational instith-
tions develop their course in co-opers
ative marketing; to make clear what
the co-operative movement really is
and bring unity of action among the
varions co-operatives; to make the
co-operative movement a focus of]
community and national develop-
ment,

Any person may attend the Insti-
tute on the payment of the very low
tuition fees, which are $15 for the
4 weeks, $5 a week, or 31 for daily
attendance., The tuition charge cov-
ers all fees for the school.and en-
titles one to attend all sessions.
Dormitory rooms may be had on the
campus at 50 cents a day. A aplen-
did cafeteria is in connection.

Recreational facilities include
nearby lakes, excursions into the
country to some of the big do-opera-
tive plants, and the gymnasium and
other facilities of the University of
Minnesota.

The co-operative authorities of the
country will be at this meeting. The
knowledge centralized there could
be secured otherwise only by months
of travel,

The program of the school is such
as to suggest an opportunity to com-
bine a period of recredtion with a
valuable short study period. Col-
lege credit is given for the courses.

CHICKS ARE KILLED
- BY OVERFEEDING
Lok’ 1o Cora® Thentacves

If Given Chance
To Do So

By . M. Kidman

The writer had occasfon a few
days ago to visit a farm where the
owner had been having trouble with
hi= baby chicks, losing about 160 of
them from the sixth/to the ninth
days.

The chicks were started on the
third day with a commercial mash
in accordance with established prac-
tices. Inazmuch as the chicks startec
dying on the sixth day, the owner's
natural “conclusion was that some-
thing was wrong with the feed.

No commercial chick etarting
mash, providing ittis not moldy, will
kill baby chicks when properly fed,
On the other hand, any c¢hick mash,
whether home-mixed or commercial,
will be as poison te baby chicks if
not properly fed during the. first
week to ten days of the baby ehick's
life.

More baby chicks are KILLED BY
OVERFEEDING than are starved to
death by being undernourished or
under fed. >

Nature very wisely made provision
for starting the baby chick on life's
journey with a reserye food supply.
Just before the chieK is hatched, it
takes into its body the volk of the
egg from which it is hatehed. The
chick is, therefore,. supplied - with
sufficient food to last for 60-to 72
hours from the time it emerges from
the .ghell.

Additional food must not be given
until after the yolk is absorbed in-
to the body ‘of the chick. If addition-
al feed is given, diarrhea and other
digestive troubles are most certain
to. result,

The chicks rr»ferred;.’td' above re-
celved their first feed on the eve-
ning of the third day. They were giv-
en four feeds on the fourth day and
the mash placed before them in
self-feeders on the morning of the
fifth day. The result was that many
of the chicks gorged themselves on
the feed, causing impaction of their
crops which resulted in a high mor-
tality.

To avoid similar trouble, one
should give the baby chicks nothing
in the form of food for the first 60
to 72 hours exeept sour akimmed
miik or sour buttermilk, This shoule
be given in shallow wooden or
earthenware dishes. Never in galvan-
fzed or metal dishes. The lactic acid
of the milk has a beneficial effect

fon the digestive tract of the chick.

The food value of the milk stimu-
lates the chick, causing rapid growth

and developing strong disease re-J
sistant powers.

Start the chicks off with the
“starter mash'" giving them five
feedings about 2% hours apart,
feedipng them each timé what the

chicks will readily clean up in about
fifteen minutes.

On the sixth day, it is well to re-
place two feeds of the mash with a
high quality chick scrateh feed, This
ghould be given at alternate feed-
ings, preferably the second and
fourth.

From the 7th to 14th days, grad-
ually lengthen the time the mash
is before the chicks so that you may
have them eating mash from self-
feeders by the 14th day.

Close adherence to the above sug-
gestions is certain to bid fair for
good results, provided, of course,
that the chicks have not inherited
some disease and have been proper-
ly housed.

In our market
advices to you we have been urging
farmers to clean up their old wheat
and we still advocate this policy.

New wheat for July delivery iz be-
ing sold at 25 cents per bushel less
than what you can get for your old
wheat at the present time. At pres-
ent prices for July delivery the Mich-
igan farmer would be bid $1.25 to
$1.30 for new wheat. Michigan mil-
lers are very anxions buyers of old
wheat and the best time to sell is
,E'hen the other man is ,anxious to
uy.

RYE—Not much change indidated
in the rye market for some time to
come.

OATS—Feed all the oats you can
at home. Nothing about the price
that is attractive to sell but not
much prospect for much higher
prices.

BEANS—Due to very light de-
liveries, the Michigan bean market
has advanced 25 cents per cwt., dur-
ing the last three weeks. If deliver-
ies stay light for the balance of
May the chances are that the market
will work some higher. At $4.00
basie to the farmer the chances are
that quite a good many carloads of
‘beans would be =old by farmers.

We are anxious to gee better pric-
es paid for beans, and if is our be-
lief that some decrease in acreage
this spring would help bring about
a better market price for what is
grown,
