The largest and most representa­
tive conference in history, dealing 
with the problems of agriculture and 
rural life, will he held at the Mich­
igan State College this summer. 

Country Life Week, July 31 to 
August 6, will b e l h e occasion when 
17 organizations, many of which are 
national and international in scope, 
will meet at East Lansing for spe­
cial conferences. 

Representative farm men and wo­
men from Michigan and other mid-
western states, as well as nationally 
known authorities who have studied 
farm problems from all angles, have 
been listed as speakers and as lead-J 
era in discussions in the various 
;roups. 

Hon. William Jardine, who is 
scheduled for an address August 1, 
heads the list of prominent speakers 
which includes Dr. Charles J. Gal-
pin, R. G. Foster, Dr. E. L. Kirkpat-
rick, J. Clyde Marquis, Dr. E. H. 
Hhinn, and L. S. Tenney of the Bu­
reau of Agricultural Economics. U. 
9. Department of Agriculture; Louis 
.1. Taber, Master of the National 
Grange, and a long list of additional 
speakers of wide reputation. 

The School of Co-operation, Aug­
ust 1 and 2. will be of especial in­
terest to members of co-operative as­
sociations as well as to those in 
• barge of such organizations. As a 
part of this program, the Supply and 
Seed Department of the Michigan 
State Farm Bureau will conduct a 
special meeting on supply buying. L. 
S. Tenny, Chief of the Bureau of Ag­
ricultural Economics, U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture, will speak on 
"Co-operation in the United States." 
There will be an address on "Co-op­
eration in Michigan," given by a 
member of the staff of the M. S C. 
Economics department. 

Group meetings of co-operative 
potato, creamery, milk, fruit, live­
stock and elevator organizations will 
be held at part of the school of co­
operation. Special attention will be 
given to office and accounting prob­
lems of local co-operative organiza­
tions. 

"Farm Income and Farm Life," 
3 the subject which will be dealt 

with in the joint session of the 
American Country Life Association 
and the American Farm Economics 
Association, the leading special 
meeting of the conference. 

The International Country Life 
Commission held its first conference 
last year in Brussels, Belgium, and 
its meeting at M.S. C, this year will 
be the first in the United States. 

Two meetings of especial interest 
to Michigan farm folks will be the 
annual summer Farmer's Day and* 
the second annual Farm Woman's 
Institute. 

Farmers Day, the annual summer 
conference which has become the 
outstanding meeting of its kind in 
the state, will be held this year on 
Thursday.

MISSISSIPPI FLOOD 
CAUSES SUSPENSION 

OF SHELL CRUSHING 
If it had not been for the foresight 

of the Oyster Shell Products Cor­
poration, the poultry raisers of 
America might have been forced to 
blame the Mississippi flood for still 
one more trouble. 

On May 23rd, the swollen waters 
of the river took possession of the 
town of Berwick, La. It is in Ber­
wick that the crushing plant of the 
Oyster Shell Products Corporation is 
located. Naturally, production had to 
stop, as there were between four and 
five feet of water in the plant. 

This temporary cessation of pro­
duction will, however, cause no no­
ticeable shortage of oyster shell. As 
the flood was expected to hit Ber­
wick, the plant had been working at 
top speed for some time in an en­
deavor to have a good supply of 
crushed shell on hand when the 
emergency came. Added to the 
amount already in stock at the deal­
ers, this supply will be sufficient to 
take care of all normal demands for 
some time to com\e, the company an­
ticipates. 

Every effort is being made to 
place the plant again on a producing 
basis. It is believed that a few weeks 
will see the Berwick factory turn­
ing out of its normal tonnage of Pilot 
brand shell, it is claimed. 

When one takes into account the 
value of oyster shell in profitable 
poultry raising, the importance of 
this cannot be over-estimated.

Plan To Eliminate 
Bad Highway Turns 

Trunkline highways are to be 
Btr&ightened next year, according to 
plans outlined by Frank F. Rogers, 
highway commissioner. 

Hi' proposes to set aside $1,000,-
000 to eliminate dangerous turns and 
narrow bridges. 

The second summer training 
school for field workers of the Farm 
Bureaus of the mid-west states is 
scheduled for the week of August 
15 to 20. at Cedar Lake, in Indiana. 
The first school of its kind and one 
that proved very successful, beinc, 
held at Saugatuck on the east shore 
of Lake Michigan, last summer. The 
first school was very well attended 
and every indication points to as 
great if not greater attendance at 
the Indiana conference this sum­
mer, the committee in charge of ar­
rangements claims. 

Mrs. Charles W, Sewell, director 
of the Home and Community work 
of the American Farm Bureau Fed­
eration, is in charge of the arrange­
ments for the school and reports that 
the tentative program has been prac­
tically arranged with a number of 
the most prominent Farm Bureau ex­
ecutives and leaders of the mid-west 
slated to take charge of various ses­
sions and to address the conference 
on special topics. 

Michigan State Farm Bureau is to 
be represented and it is expected 
that county representation also wih 
be registered at the conference from 
various counties of this state.

REPORT INCREASES 
IN 1927 PIG CROP 

Government Survey Shows 
Gain of 3.5 Per Cent 

For The Year 

EIGHT STATES IN 
TB CONTROL MEET 

Much Progress Reported In 
Eradication Work In 

Michigan 

The semi-annual survey of agricul­
ture made by rural mail carriers and 
announced by the U. S. Departme' t 
of agriculture a few days ago, shows 
that the spring pig crop of the Tint­
ed States was 3.5 per cent larger 
this year than a year ago. 

Increases over last spring of three 
per cent of sows farrowed and :!.•• 
per cent in pigs saved in the United 
States and increases of about 2 per 
cent for both sows farrowed and 
pigs saved for the 11 com belt state* 
were reported. These percentage fig­
ures for pigs saved are equivalent to 
about 700,000 pigs for the corn belt 
and 1,800,000 for the United States. 

All regions and nearly all states 
showed increases, but the most sig­
nificant increases were in the south­
ern states. In south Atlantic states 
pigs saved increased 10 per cent and 
in the south central states 12 per 
cent.

The third annual Lake States Tu­
berculosis Eradication conference, 
held at Lansing on June 26 and 27, 
marked the close of the first decade 
of bovine tuberculosis eradication in 
this country and was one of the 
most successful conferences ever 
staged by this organization. The at­
tendance was about 275, all special­
ists in their particular field of en­
deavor and all working under a gen­
eral eradication program aiming at 
the control and possible extermina­
tion of tuberculosis in every form in 
animals. 

In conjunction with the confer 
ence was an annual convention of 
l he Michigan State Veterinarian as­
sociation, swelling the total attend­
ance by several hundred on the sec­
ond day of the conference. 

Avian tuberculosis came in for 
more consideration than ever be­
fore, it being pointed out that tu-j 
berculosis in poultry is very readily, 
transmissable to hogs and that an 
increasing per coinage of both chick- i 
ens and hogs show signs of having 
the disease. 

That avian tuberculosis as well as 
bovine tuberculosis can be and is 
transmitted to the human system 
was brought out in discussion of 

Nthe probable relation of the various 
phases of the disease. 

Seventy-five of the 83 counties of 
Michigan wei e shown to be co-op­
erating in the state-wide program of 
tuberculosis eradication, there being 
12 counties en the federal list of 
modified accreditation. Michigan \va a 
the fiist state to actually get into 
tin1 work of bovine tuberculosis erad­
ication, 10 years ago. and has made 
wonderful progress since that time. 

The states taking part in the con­
ference at Lansing where Kentucky. 
Ohio, Indiana. Illinois. Tennessee, 
Wisconsin, Michigan and Minneso­
ta. 

A.Cffetilt S New Counties 
Eight new counties were in line 

for accreditation as of July 1, in­
cluding Manistee, Missaukee, 
Branch, Genesee. Newaygo. Berrien. 
VanBuren and Allegan. This brings 
the total of modified accredited 
counties in Michigan up to 42 and 
leaves 41 of the 83 counties in the 
state yet to be accredited. 

According to the 1925 census, the 
state of Michigan has 1,406,467 
cattle. Of this number 640,677 or 
45.5 per cent are located in the 42 
accredited counties. In addition 
there are 16 counties which have

In an effort to reduce the need­
less sacrifice of life in water acci­
dents this summer, the public utility 
information bureau at Ann Arbor has 
an appeal to the citizens of Michi­
gan to learn the prone pressure 
method of resuscitation. 

Swimming and boating 'mishaps 
need not end in tragedy, according 
to the bureau, if someone is present 
who knows this simple method of re­
viving persons who apparently have 
drowned. 

"No equipment is needed to apply 
the prone pressure method of resus­
citation," the bureau's statement 
said. "Employes of the state's gas 
and electric companies are trained 
to use this method, which is effec­
tive in cases of asphyxiation and 
shock, as well as drowning. They will 
gladly demonstrate the method to 
anyone upon request." 

GRAND BLANC CO-OP 
INCREASES SURPLUS 

WITH '27 EARNINGS 
A $2,000 net gain in surplus over 

the total of 192 5-2 6 was shown by 
the Gran.l Blanc Co-operative Ele­
vator company for its fiscal year, 
1926-27 at the annual meeting of 
the organization at Grand Blanc on 
June- 25. 

After allowing for a liberal 
amount for depreciation and ex­
penses, the company showed a bal 
ance of $3300 that is to be distribut­
ed among the stockholders. 

On a gross business of $162,04*0 
the company made a remarkable 
showing, its balance sheet showing: 
no accounts payable and a surplus of 
$15,143. 

The company is managed by W 
II. Marshall, who succeeded to the 
office upon the death of L. B. Ab­
bott, about two months ago. 

Neil Bass, manager of the bean 
department of the Michigan Eleva­
tor Exchange, at Lansing, who wag 
a guest at the meeting, lauded the 
work of Mr. Abbott and the showing 
made by the organization under its 
new manager. 

Ninety-six members attended the 
meeting.. Because it required a few 
more than this number to consti­
tute a quorum for conducting busi­
ness, all officers are to hold over for 
another year, no election of new of­
ficers being possible at this meeting 
under the terms of the organisation's 
by-laws. 

The distribution of earnings to 
stockholders is based on a seven per 
cent cash dividend. 

Arrangements have been completed for entertaining five 
or six hundred Farm Bureau members, members of the Michi­
gan Elevator Exchange and their friends and families at Mich-< 
igan State College on July 1 8 and at Hotel Olds, in Lansing, 
on July 19. 

The occasion is the third annual tour and pilgrimage for 
County Farm Bureau members and Farm Bureau Township 
representatives, on July 1 8, and on July 1 9, will be the eighth 
annual convention of the Elevator Exchange.

DISCUSS LOCAL MUTUALS 

County Is To Be Canvassed 
By Agents Of State 

Farm Mutual Co. 

That the cost of mutual insurance 
on automobiles has been found to 
run comparatively* higher where the 
insuring company confined its ef­
forts to one county or a small group 
of counties was asserted by J. G. 
Mercherle, Pres. of the State Farm 
Mutual Auto Insurance company, of 
Bloomington, 111., in a short talk at 
a special meeting of agents of his 
company from Lenawee county and 
representatives of the Lenawee Coun­
ty Pomona Grange, on July 27, at 
Adrian. 

Mr. Mecherle, organizer of the 
State Farm Mutual Auto Insurance 
company, was called upon to tell of 
the development of mutual auto in­
surance for farmers only in this 
country and cited two or three; in­
stances of county mutual auto insur­
ance concerns in Illinois whose in­
suring rates were said to compare 
about equally with the rates of the 
old line companies. 

The meeting was called for the 
purpose of discussing the" possibili­
ties of local insurance in the county, 
the Grange having made quite defin­
ite preparation to issue and sell au­
tomobile insurance to its members 
in Lenawee county. 

Mr. Mecherle explained thai his 
company, by extending its operations 
to a dozen states and working 
through the Farm Bureaus of these 
states, has been able to maintain one 
of the lowest insuring rates in effect 
and declared that this rate was made 
possible through volume business, 
which the county organizations could 
not expect to obtiin. 

He showed where his concern had 
maintained rates on certain classes 
of cars at around $5 for each six 
months' period whereas, with certain 
county mutual companies, the rates, 
based on similar classes of vehicles, 
ranged around three times this 
amount for each six months' period 
in the last few years. 

One big point that the. insuring 
companiies too often overlook .Mr. 
Mecherle stated, is that the farmer 
who can afford an automobile and 
carries full insurance protection of­
ten has a daughter in Kansas, a son 
in Georgia or a couple of brothers in 
Montana and he undertakes to make 
the trip from his Michigan or his 
Indiana home to visit one or all these 
relatives in the fall after the harvest. 
This travel brings him into strange 
cities where his driving hazards are 
very great and the result is, in the 
aggregate, for the insuring concern, 
that the losses mount unusually high 
during the autumn months. 

With but a limited working cap­
ital', the county organizations often 
find the per capita costs extremely 
high, due to this and other condi­
tions, the speaker explained.

TB IN ANIMALS 
While the rura l public was not given a general invitation to 

par t ic ipate in the third annual conference of mid-west tubercu­
losis specialists, some of the repor ts at this big conference, which 
was held at Lansing, ought to get " 'quite an e a r " from the Mich­
igan farmer since the raising of live stock ami poul t ry is such 
an impor tant item in the agr icul ture of th is s tate . 

It was shown, for instance, that eradication of tuberculosis 
in poul t ry would, in effect, eliminate about 75 per cent of all 
diseases which the poul t rymen of this s ta te now are combating. 
The clean-up required for avian tuberculosis eradication requires 
about three years of concentra ted effort and, along with the 
control of this one disease, which is known to spread to hogs and 
to man, there usual ly follows pract ical ly the absolute eon-
trol of the majori ty of o ther chicken ai lments ami diseases while, 
through the cull ing and cleaning up necessary, the production 
of the flock is improved sometimes as much as 20 or 25 per cent 
in a season. 

When the public comes to realize the importance of control ing 
tuberculosis in chickens and in hogs the farmers of .Michigan 
will reap a decided advan tage over farmers of cer ta in other areas 
due to the premiums tha t a re bound to follow with the improv­
ing of the heal th of t h e herd or the flock of the producer . 

Pe rhaps one of the most important links in the chain of effort 
in the cleaning up of avian tuberculosis is the branding or 
t a t too ing of the live animals with number s denot ing the pro­
ducer. This permits a definite check on the animals as they are 
s laughtered and leaves the producer of diseased animals open 
to inspection and eliminates necessity of calling on the producer 
who has cleaned up his premises to eradicate the tuberculosis in­
fection. 

This ta t tooing is made possible in the handl ing of hogs be­
cause the indelible marks are imprinted in the skin Avithout in­
j u r y to the animal . In the ease of other animals, where dress­
ing removes the skin, this idea is not workable. 

Whether the ta t too plan or whatever other plan is accepted, the 
work of e radica t ing tuberculosis in chickens as well as in hogs 
should be carr ied out with fully as much concern as ha.s the 
fight against bovine tuberculosis. 

All in all the fight against tuberculosis is a worthy one and one 
tha t has ne t ted inestimable profits to the 'agriculture and the 
health of this s tate in even so short a .pe r iod as the first 10 
years of the work. 

The unde r t ak ing has been limited in scope because of lack of 
funds. Funds are made available only as public sentiment is 
built up in favor of an under tak ing . Let the farmers of this 
s tate do their bit to create more favorable sentiment for this 
work. This is really their first duty . Their second duty is to 
give physical support to the work of car ry ing out the p r o g r a m 
on their own premises.

Experimental work begun 17 years 
ago by the office of fiber investiga­
tions of the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture has resulted in 
the development of a variety of fiber 
flax adapted to conditions in the U. 
S., where the climate is general­
ly warmer and drier than in th 
flax-growing regions of northern Eu 
rope from which seed is generally 
obtained. The new variety known as 
"Saginaw" was grown on 1,000 acres 
in Michigan last year and produced 
approximately 8,000 bushels of seed. 

The few groovers who have been 
fortunate enough to try Saginaw say 
it is the first fiber flax they have 
ever grown that does not "run out," 
a characteristic of the imported seed 
which makes it necessary to import 
fresh supplies of seed at least once 
every four years. In a dry season 
Saginaw make3 an exceptionallV 
good showing compared with the 
Blue Blossom Dutch or other Euro­
pean flaxes. 

Nearly all of the fiber flax of the 
world is grown at present from seed 
originating in the region of Psokof, 
in Russia. None of the Russian seed, 
however, is of a pure type. Some of 
it produces tall slender stalks with 
a small amount of seed that ma­
tures late; other seeds in the same 
lot produce shorter stalks that bear 
more seed which ripens earlier 
When such seed is grown in Michi­
gan the time of harvesting result0 

in the gathering of seed from only 
the short, earlier-maturing plants, 
with the result that following crops 
deteriorate within a few generations 
to nothing but short plants. The 
seed is said to "run out," and fresh 
supplies of seed must be imported. 

Saginaw was developed to meet 
these conditions. In 1909 the depart­
ment gathered 1,200 tall plants from 
the flax fields of the Saginaw Bay 
district in Michigan. Plantings of 
these selections and subsequent se­
lection of desirable specimens re­
sulted in a type that grew taller and 
better than others in dry seasons as 
well as in moist years. It was a light 
seed producer, however, and much 
difficulty was encountered in in 
creasing the seed supply. One means 
of hastening the increase was the 
planting of a winter crop in Porto 
Rico and in Alabama to secure a 
seed crop twice in the same year. 
Sufficient seed was finally obtained 
to distribute small quantities to com­
mercial growers who have increased 
it carefully and kept it pure. 

The Saginaw variety is strictly a 
fiber flax. It does not produce 

enough seed to be grown for seed 
production. 

Duck Growers Organized 
A duck growers' association is lo­

cated ou Long Island, with a sales 
agency in New York City. This asso­
ciation handles a large volume or 

business for 80 to 100 members, 
back farming'on Long Island 5s on 
a commercial scale, and ranches pro­
duce anywhere from a few thousand 
to as many as 200,000 ducks annual­
ly. About three-fourths of the duck 
raisers are members of the associa­
tion.

What Better Railroad Service Has Meant to Business 
agricultural commodities have shown an upward tendency 
in prices during the current year, while the course of industrial and 

. raw material prices has taken a downward trend. We have been 
going through a period of price re-adjustments—always a critical time 
for business—but, in this instance, there were not the usual accom­
panying shocks to business peculiar to such periods. 

Th e major reason for this absence of disturbances in business 
is that smaller inventories are being carried nowadays since the rail­
road service of the country assures certain and speedy delivery. 
Traders carry smaller stocks, and business, therefore, is carried on 
with less capital and with fewer hazards. 

M ore stabilized business conditions are assured American 
business, and with these, consequently, failures become less likely 
and less frequent. 

What the workings of the Federal Reserve Act proves to be 
to business, through the stabilizing of credits, the improved steam 
railroad transportation service is accomplishing through its regular 
and its prompt deliveries. So the large outlays to better the service 
have justified themselves. Both expedients work to the same end 
in their respective spheres. They avert the shocks. 

In Michigan, this is particularly true. Vast sums, in recent 
years, have been expended to achieve this new standard of service. 
Seven of the nine railroads serving Michigan alone are expending 
this year nearly $26,000,000 in new engines and cars and in improve­
ments and betterments which will continue these stabilizing forces. 

1 hese expenditures, too, were made right at home, and at a 
time when the lull in industry, through which we have just passed, 
was at its low ebb. Therefore, these $26,000,000, going largely to 
labor, raw materials and manufactured commodities, served appreci­
ably to buoy up conditions. 

M ichigan railroads have, therefore, been more than local 
common-carriers. They have, through their service, removed some 
of the hazards inherent in business in former years.

Oh n o — a young lady barely out of 
her teens. And it 's t he same story 
we've heard so many t imes the past 
year or two. 

Now, why! There ' s a lways some 
reason for t he unusua l and we can 
ferret it out if we set ourselves 
about to do so. t * 

We a re living in a hetic age ; i t 's 
h u r r y and hus t le all day, every day 
of the week. When we older ones 
were school children we had regula r 
h o u r s most of the t ime. There were 
no movies, no recept ions , no ban­
quets , basketbal l games or class par­
t ies. 

And how inconsidera te we are get­
t ing to be! -We a re in te res ted in child 
welfare work ; we s tudy and talk 
n u t r i t i o n ; we employ a county school 
n u r s e ; we believe in improved meth­
ods and g rades in all t h a t we d o ^ -
even our livestock and our crops all 
show it. We enjoy the blessings of 
this new day. 

None of us want to go back to the 
scythe and cradle harves t t ime ; we 
want all t he labor saving and t ime 
saving a p p a r a t u s possible to possess; 
we want electricity and t h e radio 
and good roads-and au tomobi les and 
furnaces and rugs and r u n n i n g wa­
t e r and ba th r o m s and vacuum clean­
ers , and oil s toves and screened 
porches . Oh! There ' s any number of 
th ings we have in this day t h a t some 
of us d idn ' t have when we first es­
tab l i shed a home of our own and 
t h a t our forefathers never dreamer; 
would ever come to the i r p r o g e n y - -
and we like them all . W e wouldn ' t 
go back to soft soap and t h e spin­
n ing wheel and tal low candles , much 
as we h a r p about those "good old 
d a y s . " 

But I wonder if we a re not Some-, 
w h a t foolish in the m a n n e r in which 
we crowd our days. It may not be so 
in jur ious to us older ones to over­
reach a bit, but even for us we will 
pay dear ly for any abuse of hours 
and recrea t ion . 

J u s t s top and th ink w h a t we are 
doing for, or r a t h e r , aga ins t those 
chi ldren of ours . They a t t end school 
regu la r ly now (for which we are tru­
ly t hankfu l ) but they do not stop 
the i r act ivi t ies at four o'clock as we 
once did and r e t u r n home to help 
Mother get the supper a n d care for 
the chickens or help Dad do up the 
chores and then, af ter a reasonable 
t ime , according to the i r age, re t i re 
to bed so as to be ready for ano ther 
day. Of course, t he r e were excep­
t ions to the ru le bu t t he major i ty 
had some semblance of regu la r i ty in 
the i r l iving. 

But how is it now? 
The school nurse nurse says all 

unde r twelve years should have fully 
t en hour s of sleep and th r ee balanced 
meals every day. All o the r s need 
e ight hours of sleep if they expect to 
live the i r a l lo ted t ime . 

I have a t t ended several P. T. A. 
meet ings and have been so disap 
pointed a t t imes when I would find 
a real e n t e r t a i n m e n t prepared for 
the evening, mostly by the boys and 
girls . The l i t t le to ts were pu t th rough 
dr i l ls a n d songs a n d spoke for the 
older folks when, to my not ion, they 
should have been in bed and the par­
en t s and teachers should have coun­
selled toge the r for t he b e t t e r m e n t of 
the i r school. 

The chi ldren had done the i r day 's 
work in school and the older folks 
probably had many m u t u a l problems 
t h a t should not be discussed before 
the scholars . And then, to cap the 
whole affair, qui te often a meal is 
served a t a la te hour and those bovs 
and gir ls will "fill u p " on sandwich­
es and sa lads , cake and coffee. 

At the same t ime those same 
chi ldren were t ry ing to fill out an 
hones t record on thei r dai ly h a b i t s — 
" I sleep ten hours a day , I do not 
eat between meals , I do not dr ink 
tea or coffee, etc., e t c . " How can we 
expect the best r esu l t s when we plan 
t o b reak al l ru les of co-operat ion? 

And then the g r a d u a t e of today is 
a d i f ferent girl t han some days 
back. To be sure they ' r e j u s t as love­
ly, jus t as s m a r t and ju s t as happy, 
but no more so. 

J u s t t h ink wha t the senior year 
m e a n s today . I t ' s class plays and 
senior p roms and jun ior hops and en­
t e r t a i n m e n t s of many k inds for the 
s a k e . of secur ing money to make a 
t r ip to Wash ing ton or The Fal ls c 
Dulu th or some o t h e r a t t r ac t ive 
place. They mus t have p ic tures of 
the i r class and. the i r a th le t ic team 
and of the i r e n t e r t a i n m e n t s t a r s . 

Then when commencement t ime 
approaches , i t ' s p lan t h e dress , and 
the baccalaurea te dress , and th<* par­
ty gown a n d all the frills t h a t go with 
each ; then i t 's class d inners and re­
cept ions , etc. , etc. . unt i l the poor 
gir l is t i red out, l ist less and unappre-
ciat ive of any th ing . 

Not only does school demand of 
t h e t ime, but the church a ims to have 
some th ing going on regu la r ly and 
aga in the young s t u d e n t is cal ler 
upon to assis t wi th t h e program. 
They mus t pract ice, they must help 
plan. IJ's h u r r y t h rough with one 
to reach t h e o ther on t ime . 

Now w h a t does all th is mean to 
the young folks? How is it going to 
leave them to ba t t le with the s te rn­
e r t roubles of life? Have they had so 
much c r ammed into a year or two 
t h a t it will t ake more t h a n t he usual 
to a t t r a c t them. Will it t e n d to make 
t h e m have an urge for th ings be­
yond t h e m ? And what has it done to 
the i r ne rvous sys tem? Has it weak­
ened them for future work : has it de­
veloped in them a desire for things 

beyond the possibili t ies of those pro­
viding for the same? Has the custom 
of today been t r a in ing them to take 
all th ings as jus t a par t of life and 
the i r d u e ; has it crowded the i r pleas­
ures of life unt i l no th ing is new or 
wor thwhi le any more ; has it created 
a desi re for exci tement and , most of 
all, has it burned out the i r nervous 
sys tem unt i l t he re a re only ragged 
edges left? 

Don ' t you th ink i t 's t ime to cut 
out t he schemes of money mak ing 
even if the accustomed t r ip is sacri­
ficed? Pe rhaps the t r ip will be more 
thorough ly enjoyed a t some t ime la­
te r in life. How many of t he par­
en t s , even a t past middle age, have 
had t h e means or the t ime to make 
t h a t t r ip? Don' t you th ink J o h n or 
Mary will more fully apprec ia te the 
oppor tuni t ies of educat ion and life's 
advan t ages if the pa ren t s share the 
t r ips and vaca t ions and a few of th? 
new th ings? I know tha t some pa r r 

ents in the i r k indness of indulgence 
a re add ing misery and sadness and 
qui te often selfishness to those 
young folks so dea r to theni . 

Le t ' s use some of t he t ime t h a t 
we a r e saving t h r o u g h our modern 
me thods , in keeping ourselves fit; 
le t ' s pr ide ourselves on the physical 
condit ion of our young folks r a t h e r 
t han on the i r social s t and ing . Let 's 
use j u d g m e n t in wha t ex t ra wrork we 
encourage them to take on and not 
do some th ings s imply because the 
rest do them-—that ' s no reason a t all, 
its s imply apeing someone wi thout 
t h o u g h t . 

Farm Bureau, Grange 
Discuss Auto Insurance

nouneemen t of ju s t how far it had 
gone in t h e ma t t e r of providing mu­
tua l au tomobi le insurance to its 
member s , those who were presen t 
a t t h e meet ing indicated the organ­
izat ion was predica t ing i ts p lans on 
the belief t h a t t h e casual ty r a t e was 
unusua l ly low in Lenawee county. 
TO* expression of t h i s belief, Alfred 
Benta l l , Michigan agency manage r 
for t h e Sta te F a r m Mutual Auto In­
surance company, responded by cit­
ing s ta t i s t ics showing t h a t 94 per 
cent of all au tomobi le accidents have 
been found to occur in the h o m e 
s ta te of t he dr ivers and t h a t 53 per 
cent occur near t he dr iver ' s home 
town. 

Pract ical ly no effort had been made 
to d a t e to sell i n su rance in the Sta te 
F a r m Mutual Auto Insu rance com­
pany in Lenawee countjv , owing to 
the p lans of the Grange a s rumored 
a m o n g the fa rmers , Mr. Fowl­
er, d is t r ic t agen t of t h e company, 
announced . However , he asser ted , 
a t t h e close of t he mee t ing local 
agen t s of t h e company a r e being in-
"structed and schooled wi th t h e plan 
In mind of giving the insurance to all 
f a rmer s of t h e county who need au to ­
mobile insurance and who cannot af­
ford to wai t longer on the Grange. 
More t h a n twenty had. been signed 
up, he said, wi thout any sol ici tat ion 
on t h e pa r t of his local agen t s and 
m a n y o the r s were ready to sign up as 
soon as they were given the oppor­
tun i ty . 

Grange m e m b e r s a t t h e mee t ing 
explained t h a t the Grange had in 
mind a plan of in su r ing i ts own 
member s wi thout t he expense of 
agen t s ' commiss ions and t h a t abou t 
two years had elapsed wi th no defin­
i te plan of insurance being announc­
ed as yet on account of an appa ren t 
lack of selling in i t ia t ive , more t han 
any th ing else. I t was b rough t out 
t h a t several hundred Grange mem­
bers had indicated wil l ingness to 
suppor t the local insurance m u t u a l 
'company as soon as a plan of insur­
ing was perfected and p u t into oper­
a t ion . Tha t a plan qui te s imilar to 
t h a t of t he Sta te F a r m Mutual com­
pany was the one most general ly 
favored was in t ima ted by Grange 
member s a t the meet ing . 

T h e r e were abou t 25 gues t s a t the 
mee t ing , about half of whom were 
Grange members and members of 
the P o m o n a Grange insurance com­
mi t t ee and the res t were agen t s of 
t h e S ta te F a r m Mutual company and 
county and s ta te F a r m Bureau of­
ficials and employes.

Po t t e r , a t to rney genera l , to advise 
t h e s e cities of thei r de l inquency and 
s t a r t court act ion if necessary. 

The le t ter signed by Guy L. 
Keifer, hea l th commiss ioner , and 
Leigh J. Young, conservat ion direc­
tor , declares t he cities were advised 
at a series of conferences, s t a r t ing 
J a n u a r y 12, 1926, of unsa t i s fac tory 
san i t a ry condi t ions and subsequent ly 
have ignored o rders to a r r a n g e for 
adequa t e sewage disposal p lan ts . 

The two d e p a r t m e n t s a l r eady have 
s t a r t ed action aga ins t the city of 
Lansing, said act ion now being in 
\he hands of the a t to rney genera l .

In some sections 
cows a re worth $r>0.00 per head 
more this spr ing t h a n they were 12 
to 18 months ago. As a resul t of this 
marked increase in value and the 
s teady demand to supply the eas tern 
marke t , sh ipments a r e beginning to 
ar r ive in Michigan from other s ta tes . 
In most cases these ca t t le a re 
brough t in to the s ta te by dealers 
for the purpose of resale . Some of 
these cat t le a r e from badly infected 
count ies and a re exposed an imals . 
They have been tes ted before ship­
men t to comply with federal regu­
la t ions covering in te r s t a t e sh ipments 
but may develop the disease and re­
act to the next test . We do not 
want these cat t le b rough t into the 
s ta te and sca t te red out among the 
he rds as they may s t a r t new centers 
of infection in the clean a reas . On 
the o ther hand , we do not want them 
sent east as Michigan cat t le . Our 
cat t le have the repu ta t ion th rough­
out the eas tern da i ry sections of be­
ing heal thy and it is very seldom 
tha t any of them fail to pass the 
re tes t . This r epu ta t ion means a great 
deal to the fa rmers and dai rymen of 
Michigan and should be protected 
in every way possible. Wi th these 
objects in view, t he Commissioner of 
Agr icu l ture has seen fit to establish 
a new regula t ion which provides tha t 
all b reed ing or da i ry ca t t le coming 
into Michigan, except those from 
clean herds unde r supervision, shall 
"be held in q u a r a n t i n e for 60 day.x 
and then re tes ted . This qua ran t ine 
became effective Ju ly 1st. 

As a control measu re in connec­
tion wii th the genera l campaign to 
eradica te tuberculos is from the s ta te , 
this regula t ion is readi ly just if ied 
when we consider tha t 42 of the 
83 count ies a r e a l r eady modified ac­
credited a reas and t h a t the work is 
in progress in 23 o thers , leaving only 
18 count ies in t h e s ta te where the 
work is not yet under way. 

Progress in t he Field 

The first test in Macomb county 
is near ly completed; St. Clair and 
Lapeer counties a r e well under way 
and work is being s ta r ted in Iosco, 
Isabella, Lenawee, Oakland and Sag­
inaw counties. 

The first complete tes t of Luce 
county, jus t completed, covered 207 
herds including 1963 cat t le and re­
vealed 36 reac tors or 1.8 per cent 
infection. 

The first test of Kalamazoo coun­
ty including 2133 he rds and 16,740 
cat t le located 198 reac tors and 136 
infected premises . The per cent of in 
fection was L I S . 

In the second test of Allegan 
county, 4,737 herds including 37,-
437 cat t le were tes ted and 238 re ­
ac tors were found on 192 infected 
farms. This test showed onlv .63 per 
cent infection as compared to 4.-6-
per cent in the first test . 

The second test of Berrien includ­
ed 4220 h e r d s and 18,981 cat t le and 
95 reac tors were found on 73 farms 
This test showed 5 per cent infection 
as compared to 2.75 per cent in the 
first test . ^ ~ 

Dur ing t h e mon th of May a new 
record was set when 7.198 herds and 
62,983 cat t le were tested and 2,-
689 reac tors found. Most of the re ­
ac tors came from Macomb County, 
which is r u n n i n g about 18 per cent , 
by all odds t he wors t infection yet 
encountered in Michigan. Wayne 
with 12 per cent and Ot tawa with 
8.28 per cent were the wors t cen­
te rs of infection unt i l work wa > 
s t a r t ed in Macomb.

County in December , 1925, and 
the first test showed 3/82 per cent 
infection. Fol lowing t he completion 
of t h e first test all infected herds 
were re tes ted according to the usual 
pract ice. The second complete test 
of t h e county has just been finished 
and only ,36 per cent infection was 
found. This is only a lit t le more 
than one- tenth as much infection 
shown on the second test as was 
found in the first complete tes t and 
is an excellent showing. 

Thi r ty count ies in this s ta te have 
so far had two complete tests of all 
ca t t le . In these counties t he first 
tes ts included 560,257 caftlo and 19,-
144 rpactors were found, an average

" T h e McXaughton Sys t em" of 
cu r ing beans makes it possible tc 
successfully harvest beans even dur­
ing adverse seasons at a modera te 
add i t iona l expense per acre. This 
system will make bean g rowing in 
Michigan more secure . 

This method of cur ing beans is 
called " T h e McXaughton Sys tem" 
because Mr. O. J. McXaughton of 
Mull iken, Michigan, was the first to 
use the method on a field scale in 
Michigan. A s imilar method is em­
ployed in sou thern s ta tes to cure 
peanu t s , soybeans, and cowpeas. 

After the beans a re in windrows 
they are s tacked four windrows at a 
t ime, A wagon loaded with s t raw and 
car ry ing steel fence posts or poles it 
driven across the field between two 
of the large windrows . The first post 

t about two and one-half rods 

in from the end. the rest being set. 
at in tervals of four or five rods. 

A steel feme post seven feet long 
KOOd typ eto use. It makes a ver> 

subs tant ia l post and is the right 
height for a stack. Poles can be used 
but they must be s t rong. Wha teve r 

of post is used, it must be well 
to set to prevent leaning. 

The post having been dr iven into 
the ground, a fork full of s t raw is 
placed a round it. The s t raw should 
form a pad about four feet in d iam­
eter and four to six inches thick 
when set t led. 

By get t ing the beas up e a r l / , dam­
m e which might result from rain^ 
is prevente dand the pick is grea t ly 
reduced. The beans can remain in 
the s tack until some godo day la te r 
on in the fall when every th ing has 
been cared for and it is convenient 
to th resh . 

The beans should be pulled and 
stacked the same day if wea the r is 
t h rea ten ing . If fair w e a t h e r prevai ls 

leaving the beans in windrows over 
night compacts the vines and makes 
them more easily handled . 

The cost es t imates on pu t t i ng up 
'oeaiis by "The McXaughton S y s t e m " 
average, much al ike. The r a n g e is 
from two to five acres per m a n per 
day. depending upon the cleanlines•• 
of the bean field. The posts cos: 
$:;.7i> per acre on the ave rage . 

Pre l iminary exper iments carr ied 
on at the Michigan State College dur­
ing the fall of 1926 affirm the meth­
od. Beans tha t were s tacked late in 
September , af ter considerable dam­
age had been done, and t h r e shed the 
middle of October, picked four 
pounds less of damaged and s ta ined 
beans t han those pulled and th resh­
ed the first of October. These (beans 
shoul have been poled two weeks 
ear l ier for best resul ts but it was 
shown tha t t he damage was more se­
vere in the beans left s t and ing in the 
field an d th reshed the first of Oc­
tober t han those tha t were s tacked.
