Shuman of Illinois

When Charles B. Shuman of Sullivan, lllinois,
steps up to address the annual meeting of the
Michigan Farm Bureau next Thursday, he will do
so as president of the lllinois Agricultural Ass'n,
the nation's largest state Farm Bureau,—more

than 150,000 members.

Mr. Shuman is a stock and grain farmer. He
farms approximately 300 acres and supervises the
operations of tenants on 450 acres in addition. His
father's farm has been in the Shuman family since

1853.

Mr. Shuman began farming in 1930, shortly after
completing his work at the lllinois College of Agri-
culture. He became a member of the Farm Bureau,
presently was elected a director of the County Farm
Bureau, and president. He was elected to the state
board of directors in 1941 and became president

in 1945,

Outstanding interests of IAA President Shuman
are his devotion to modern soil building practices,
better schools, and the organization and operation

of farm co-operatives.

Reason For a Strong Farm Bureau

Fewer people live on farms in the United States
today than at any time in nearly 70 years. It is
necessary to go back as far as 1880 to find the farm
population as low as the present 27,776.000.

Farmers are declining in actual numbers and in
proportion to total population. Back in 1910,
nearly 40 years ago, there were 32,077,000 persons
on farms. At this same time there were 59,895,000
individuals living in cities, town and villages.

Today there are 4,301,000 fewer persons living
on farms than there were before World War I. In
cities, towns and villages, however, there now
live 119,673,000 persons or 59,778,000 more
than back in 1910. While farm population has been
declining, population off farms has doubled. This
means that today one out of five live on farms com-
pared to one out of three back in 1910.

With this in mind it is more important than ever
before that we have a strong Farm Bureau organi-
zation to gain and maintain economic equality with
other groups and a fair legislative program at home

and in Washington.

President Signs
New Farm Price
Support Act

Congress has adopted and Presi-
dent Truman has signed a com-
promise farm price support bill
for 1950 and following years.

Called the “Agricultural Act of
1949", the farm price support mea-
sure might well be called the An-
derson-Aiken-Gore Act.

The new farm bill retains im-
portant features of the flexible
farm price support program at 70
to 90¢, of parity to balance pro-
duction as provided for in the An-
derson ‘bill and supported by the
Farm Bureau. Continuing farm
prices supports at 90¢; of parity
through 1950 for wheat, corn, cot-
ton, rice and peanuts was provided
in the Gore bill passed by the
House and incorporated in the
Agr'l Act of 1949,

What Act Does. The new farm
act authorizes the BSecretary of
Agriculture to support all farm
commodities at 90¢; of parity.
Parity is a government support

price calenlated to give farmers a
fair exchange on the proceeds of
their products as against the coat
of the goods they buy.

The fight in Congress was over
ways and means to provide farm
price supports up to 909 of parity
that. would also contain praectical
methods for avoiding unmanageable
surpluses. Government buys sur-
pluses in a price support program,
and can get stuck with them.

Surpluses are appearing. There-
fore, it {a indicated that drastic
acreage and marketing controls are
in sight for some crops—one meth-
od—and reduction in price sup-
ports for others—the second meth-
od.

Corn, wheat, cotton, rice and
peanuts are guaranteed 909, of
parity price supports for 1950,—if’
restrictions are placed on plantings
and marketings, Since all are in
surplus position, restrictions may
be expected., Cotton was told that
the cost of price support at 80¢; of
parity would be to reduce pro-
duction 1,000,000 bales each year,

The Secretary of Agricalture
may reduce price supports below
809, to deal with prospective sur-
pluses In these products: Potatoes,
milk, butterfat, dairy products and
wool, 70 to 909 : eggs, chickens,
turkeys, hogs and soy beans, 0 to
809,

Serious Loss of
Soil Fertility
In Midwest

“The middle west sent more nit-
rogen, phosphorus and potash in
feeds and forages to 7 eastern states
than those 7 states purchased in fer-
tilizers; and, they are the heaviest
fertilizer users in the nation,” Dr.
George D. Scarseth, director of re-
search for the American Farm Re-
sezrch Association, told farmers at-
tending a monthly dinner meeting
sponsored jointly by the Genesee
County Farm Brueau and the Gene-
see Soil Conservation District, Octo-
ber 24.

“The phosphorus and potash re-
turned to the middle western soils
in the form of fertilizer is only a
fraction of the remaval by crops.
The losses from erosion are even
greater,” Dr. Scarseth said.

“Even after 70 years of farming,
which has largely heen soil mining
practices, the seoils are producing
troublesome crop surpluses which |
are blanketing the true status of a'l
serious soil decline in factors that
cannot be rebuilt quickly. How-
ever, it will need to become still
worse before education and prac-
tices reverse this trend and it may
make it too late to bring ahout a
correction of the soil deficiences.”

One of the highlights of the
American Country Life Associatioc
was a pane] discussion oy “What
Does Agriculture Need?”’ Frank
Peck of Farm Foundation was mod-
erator. Those who participated
were Allan Kline, president of the
American Farm Burean Federa-
tion; Albert Goss, master of Na-
tional Grange; Mrs. Charles Se-
well of Associatéed Women of A.F.B.
F.. Philip Pillsbury, president of
Pillsbury Mils; Merle Thomas,
represented Rural Youth of US.A.;
Charles Taft of the Federal Coun-
cil of Churches; and the CIO secre-
tary of Columbus, Olijo.

Mr. Kline explained the Farm
Bureau farm policy, Mr. Goss told
how the Grange differed somewhat,
Mrs. Sewell made a plea for the
farm home. Mr. Taft expressed a
hope for a better understanding of
farm problems by non-farmers, Mr.
Pillsbury was sympathetic to farm
prices being on g par with others.
The young man urged greater
security for farm industry so that
farm young folks would be en-
couraged to continue on a lifetime
basis; but the CIO man whe ad:
mitted he knew nothing about farm-
ing or any of its problems, made a
most earnest appeal for the [armer
and labor to combine forces.

He said he felt there were sec
tions already quite favorable to the
movement. He pointed out” the
great savings there could be for
both producer and consumeyr in the
livestock industry and in handling
of all feod crops. He mentioned the
price of steaks and pork crops
along with bread and milk, ete.

In the general discussion which
there were farmers, pro-
cessors and co-operators present to
tell him why bread could not be
cheaper and why milk was so high
in price.

We reminded him that the dairy
farmer's _income came from the
milk and butter and cheese that e
produced. If the expense stopped
with the producer, there was mo
doubt whatever but that the priee
to the consumer would be much less
than at present, But, after it left
the farm it had to go through many
procesges and some of them costly
before it reached the consumer in
the manner the latter had demand-
ed. Furthermore, every single pro-
cess was manned by a union man
demanding higher wages. The same
situation applied to the price of
bread and meat and all other types
of food.: We told him the real cost
of any food was now regulated by
the consumer himself and could he
no different if he was tied with
the farmer. And more than that,
American farming was the only
business today free from unjn-
formed and radical dictation and
we wanted none of it.

He had ,many of his buddies
there to cheer for him, but the
cheers grew more faint and hollow
when we told him the ingredients
of the bread represented the cheap-
est single cost of the loaf. We said
the labor involved in getting it to
the consumer 'would have to be on
a much cheaper basis, no matter
what organization controlled the
business if the price was ever re-
duced, regardless of the price of
wheat,

We gave them facts about their
T-bone steaks and pork chops hav-
ing to carry the loss incurred by
their refusal toleat the cheaper cuts
and the lard and other parts of the
animal,

We tried to convince them that
their policy of more men employed
with less work hours and greater
unproductive  privileges would
never chieapen food. Every time they
asked for more pay aund less work,
they invited a higher cost of living
in the same Lreath.

No, we must keep our groups
distinet and separate, We musi
never allow ourselves and our busi-
ness to get so organized that we
are under the thumb of a handful
of men, who withput conscience, can
Lring about idleness which is the
mother of erime and privation and
eventually lost self-respect,

Farmers may not get what they
feel they are entitled to for “their
labor and investment, but they still
have their liberty and can do their
own thinking if they -want to.
Let's be on our guard and keep it
that way.

Why Know Your Farm Bureau? It is without doubt
true of any organization that it can suffer more from the
misstatements and misunderstandings of its own mem-

bers than from all the taunts of its enemies.

And conversely, a membership accurately informed

and sold on its program can do that organization more
good than any formal advertising.

Your Farm Bureap is a worthy organization with
constructive aims and purposes, and a history of sound

accomplishments.

Know it.

Sell it with enthusiasm.

Believe It or Not, the first Farm Bureau did not begin

as a farmer-sponsored organization.

The Lackawanna

railroad, and the Chamber of Commerce at Binghamton,
New York, were seeking ways to promote better trade

relations with the farmers of that area.

They hired a

man to help in this promotion through the county:
Through the promotional work done by this agent there

began a wide exchange of constructive ideas among the

farmers of the county and the organization of a group.
The U. S. Department of Agriculture took an interest
in this development through the county agricultural

agent.

The activity became known as the Farm Bureau

of the Chamber of Commerce, and later as the “Farm

Bureau of Broome County.’

Farm Bureaus Spread.

The success of this early

venture promoted a spread of Farm Bureau groups into

many counties all over the United States.

In 1915 there

were about a thousand county agents working in the

nation.
supported groups with no

developed a central organization for the state.

all brought people together with whom the county
agents could work directly in planning projects and

demonstrations.

These groups even paid part of the

expenses and sometimes the salaries of the county agents.
Success in gaining legislative aims on local fronts broad-
ened the purposes of many of the county and state

groups.

Michigan Farm Bureau Organizes.
On: February 4, 1919, [ifty-seven
independent county Farm Bureaus
in Michigan met at Michigan Ag-
ricultural College, Forty-lwo coul-
ty Farm Bureaus agreed upon a
state organization, ratified their
constitution and by-laws, elected
officers and an executive conunit-
tee charged with financing apd
completing the organization. T
general alm was to provide wuys
and  means for concerted action
vu agricutural problems, The
stale organization was instrueted
to take an interest in the co-oper-
alive marketing of farm products,
co-operative buying of farm sup-
plies, improvements in the quai-
ity of farm products, to take an
active interest in farm legislation,
and to represent farm interests
generally in publie matters.

How is Policy Made? The mak-
ing of policy and control of the
Michizan Farm Burean comes from
the farmer-member and not from
the state officers and gtalf mmem-
bers., Members of  the County
Farm Burcaus at their annmal meet-
ings elect  voling  delegates o
the Michigan Farm Burean Avnugl
Meeting on the basis of one del-
egate for each 100 members for
whom the dues are paid. Delegates
meeting in district cancuses elect
their representatives to the state
board of directors. Women of the
¥arm Bureau and Junior Farm Ba-
reagus organizations ‘are represent-
ed cach by one director on the
board, At the annual meoting all
business of the stale organization
is vonsidered and  voled  upon.
Policles of the state prganization
are framed in the form of resolu-
tions, aml when these are ratified
by the group, they are the policy
and program for the Farm bBurean
oificers and employees for the en-
suing year.

The Community Group ix the
gate in the line fence, The Micl-
fzan ¥arm Burcan holds the policy
that active participation of its mem-
bers in local community groups is
essential to make the Farm Dureau
a living organization. In 949 there
were 872 of  these Communily
groups in Michigan. The Commun-
ily Group is the Farm DBureaun s
means of carrying on and learning
tc live demoeratically in our dem-
ocratie society. Without the Com-
munity Group and its reports
through the minutes of its mee!-
ings, the state organization would
e handicapped in knowing the

attitudes and thoughts of ils con-

gtityent members  on the [arm.
Without the Commuunity Group
the Jocal members would be handi-
capped in working together for
local  improvements and solving
loeal problems.

It is @lso a part of the philosophy
of the state organigation that the
tlevelopment of potential leadership
among rural people is essentialto
the promotionand protection of the
Iterests of farmers in our com-
petitive sociely., Many groups are
chiallenging the farmer's status,
interests and intentions. Our Com-
munity groups seek to bring strong
leadership to the fore to aid us in
planning means of meeting these
chiallenges, It i3 also assumed in
this pbilosophy that citizens in our
world today must be well informerd

of the events and trends in the
society of which we are a part.
The Community Group, when it

functions properly, should be a
real edueational institution in the
neighborhood,

The Women, A state department
of Women's Activities coordinates
the women's program for the state.
The accomplishments of onr wo-
men's group in prometing projects
in rural health and educational im-
provement are worthy of the high-
est recognition. Many of our Farm
Burean women have become mem-
bers of Joral and state committees
on roral health and ceducation and
for the betterment of rural-urban
relationships. Many women have
taken leadership responsibillties as
officers of our Community Groups.
County Committees, and State
Planning Commitiees, >

The Juniors—The Junior Farm
Bureau secks not only to provide a
broader and more interesting social
lite for our farm youth, but also to
provide constructive training in
leadership and positive group
action, There is a need for our
adult Community Groups to aid in
promoting and developing adult
interest in this Junior program
throughout the state. The Junior
Farm Bureau Program is a commi®-
tee activity of the County Farm
Burean., The growth of leadership
among rural youth will lay the
foundation for a stronger IFarm
Burean of the future. Each year
a leadership training camp is con-
ducted for the young people at
Waldenwoods., Many local projects
and state projects are carried out
by our Junior Groups with the aim
of promoling educational programs

Legislation which the Farm Bu-
reau has promoted with success dur-
ing the past years in Michigan in-
cludes the gasoline tax for highway
construction which served to ro-
lieve the local property tax burden:
state aid for education so that rural

Agitations are
afoot to restore the property tax
basis of support for local roads,
snd to put the sales tax back on all
farm production supplies. The im-
pending state deficit is a threat
on the taxation front, and the farin-
el must be alert and stiong to
protect his intevests. Urban areas
seek to abolish townships, so that
there will be stronger urban con-
trol of the state government.
. A Farmers' Force to face the
fifties. The American Farm Burean
Federation, founded in 1919, has
fought for our welfare. This organ-
izalion has represented the ioter-
ests of over 1,325,000 farmers, for
the last 29 years. The laws that
our national organization has af-
fegted in the farmer's interest are
ton numerous te mention here.
Most erucial Lests lie ahedd. Threats
lo farm security on the -nationnl
front at present greatly overshadow
those on the state political front,
Will our membership strength be
sufficient ynto the day when the
real test comes?

SEED CROP BELOW
10 YEAR AVERAGE

Michigan’s 1949 production of
cleaned alfalfa seed is 42 per cent
above last year. That's still slight-
ly below the average of the past
10 years, however,

Average vield was .85 bushels
per acre. Increased acreage ac-
counted for the bigger crop. The
U. S. alfalfa seed.crop is the larg-
est in 14 years.

Michigan's crop of red clover
seed is 289 below last year, but
239 above average. The average
yield of 1.1 bushels per acre was
almost as much as last year.

The U. S. red clover seed crop
is 25% under last year and
18 Dbelow average. Drop in pro-
duction was due entirely to de-
creased acreage.

FBS Fertilizer
Plant Has a
Record Year

Farm li'ul't_*‘du Services fertilizer
plant at Saginaw set a record of
fertilizer production for the 1949
year with 43,000 tons of superphos-
phate and mixed fertilizers. This
volume, broken down into seasonal
use, reppresented 25,000 tons mixed
fertilizers for spring consumption
and 13,000 tons of mixed fertilizers
for the fall season. 05,000 tons of
superphosphate were shipped dur-
ing the year, also.

Future supplies look good with
plenty of nitrogen to be had. Pot-
ash is somewhat plentiful. How-
ever. there is no great reduction in
price of fertilizers In sight. Much
of the cost of present mixed fertil-
izers is in freight rates. The latest
showing of the Irieght rate altime-
ter indicates that rates have climb-
ed 5T above rates in effect on
June 30, 1948,

Through the use of high analysis
fertilizers, which provide more
plant food per ton, farmers are able
to save on the shipping cost per
unit of plant food.

Electric Lights
Aid Hog Production

Electric lights, for many yueit’s
used to stimulate egg production
when ezg prices are at their peak,
are now going to be turned on the
hogs grown on the Purdue Unlver-
sity experimental electric farm near
Lafayette.

The project outlined and approv-
ed by the farm board and Purdue
authorities in charge hopes to en-
courage market hogs to eat more
grain and protein concentrates and
get to market more quickly. It is
thought to be the first attempt in
the United States to speed up hog
growth by use of electricity.

St. Clair Co. FB
Concerned with Roads

St. Clair County Farm Bureau
members, at their annual meeting,
passed these three resolutions con-
cerning roads: Increase gasoline
tax 2¢ per gallon for road main-
tenance; no property tax for high-
way purposes; and that county
road commisgions give more con-

sideration to roadside ditches for |

farm drainage.

The state legislature was also
asked by the group to appropriate
sufficient funds to expand the ve-
terinary school at Michigan State
College, and to remove present
ceiling on taxes which corpora-
tions are required to pay.

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Mineral for
Dairy Cattle

For growth, reproduction and C.F. Huffman
milk production, dairy cattle require a dozen min-
eral elements. But the need for mineral supplements,
however, depends on the character of the feed (forage
or concentrate), the nature of the sopil, weather
conditions during the growing season. Roughages,
grains and grain by-products are all usually low in
the elements found in common salt, o0 it’s best to
tlgmsallzo salt with the grain, and also allow free access

Dairy cattle seldom need a supplement supplying
calcium, since as a general rule roughages are rich in
this element. On the other hand, rou ages are
frequently low in phosphorus. Cattle s ering from
a mild phosphorus deficiency may show an abnormal
_ bones. But in
marked phosphorus deficiency, the only abnormal
symptom is a reduced feed intake. No phosphorus
supplement is needed when milking cows are fed
liberal amounts of commercial dairy feeds; or when
the grain mixture contains at least one-fifth mill
feed by-products, or protein concentrates.
