It seems important to call the attention of Mich-
igan Farm Bureau members to a force that has
been moving into some phases of agricultural pro-
duction and distribution. '

This new force is termed "integration."

Integration is consolidation under the control of
one agency of the production, supply, processing and
distribution services involved in producing and mov-
ing the product from producer to consumer.

The present status of the broiler industry
well exemplifies his growing practice,

Integration was originated in agriculture largely
by major feed companies as a means of expanding
the market for their feeds. It has become comm n
procedure for the feed manufacturer to furnish feed
and chicks, and market the broilers under a contract
which guarantees the producer a minimum price.

The producer owns the land, broiler house, and
equipment. He has 0 money invested in feed
and chicks, and has little or no control of the
marketing of the finished product.

Combined with this, the volume of broilers of the
large operator gives him a powerful bargaining ad-
vantage in selling the broilers to the dressing plant
processors.

./

In all of this the farmer does not want to
become little more than a hired man employed
by the operator.

In some cases the poultry processor is the oper-
ator. He finances the feed and chicks under a con-
tract with the farmer producer. In such instances,
control is concentrated .in the dressing plant oper-
ator,

These concentrated operations have put many of
the independent and small broiler producers out of
business. The operator who finances and controls
several operations, including hatcheries sometimes,
has only to make a small margin on each segment
of the business. The small or specialized producer
must make his margin from more limited operations.

Ninety per cent of the broilers marketed are
now produced under some type of integrated
system.

The integration of the broiler industry is forcing
some producers to start their own feed business and
to extend their operations to inc de other steps
in production and marketing in order to achieve a
profit.

Some broiler producers are changing to other
lines of production. I recently heard one of the
largest poultrymen in the country say he expected
to use some of his \broiler houses to produce hogs
on a factory basis. Integration is moving into
turkey production, egg production, and even into
dairying. Some herds of 400 or more cows are
being handled on a factory basis.

This will suffice to describe the nature of
the new force that may have to be reckoned
with in its relation to the family ty" e farm.

The idea of integration is not confined to agri-
culture, and probably didn't start there. Big retail
organizations in the food industry are moving to-
ward the operation of their own meat packing
plants, bakeries, and canneries. Integration IS
appearing in other lines of industry.

The extent that integration will eventually per-
meate agriculture cannot be accurately appraised at
this time. We only know that it is on the increase
in the types of production that most readily lend
themselves to it.

It seems clear that farmers could well be
giving attention to cooperative programs' to
preserve their independent operations and meet
the competition of integration.

A cidental poisonings took the
lives of 87 Michigan residents
during 1956.

Dr. F. S. L del' of the Michi-
gan Dep't of Health says some in-
secticides and weed killers now
available commercially are ex-
tremely poisonous nd should be
treated as potential killers.

A taste of some insecticides
and herbicides i enough to kill
an average-size adult. The same
holds true for some chemicals
used for killing rodents and fun-
gi. Farmers should be especially
careful to follow directions be-
cause they' probably are exposed
to more potentially harmful ma-
terials than any other major class
of workers.

Chemical preparations used
routinely in most homes which
can be deadly in amounts of one
ounce or less include most disin-
fectants, some dry cleaner sol-

Garden Clubs Lecturer

One of the earliest of the large
shrubs or small trees to flower
in the Michigan home garden is
the Cornelian Cherry, Cornus
mas. This plant is native to
Europe and is a distant cousin
to our native dogwood.

Cornelian Cherry grown as a
shrub will have many stems
growing from the main trunk
just above ground level and it
will reach a height of about 12
feet. If grown as a tree .with
only one main growth the speci-
men will grow taller.

In many of our' gardens
Cornelian Cherry is the
first plant to produce flow-
ers in the spring.

The naked branches are clothed
by clusters of minute sulphur
yellow blossoms. After the flow-
ering period is over lush green
leaves appear. Later in the sea-
son an abundance of fruit is pro-
duced which in August turns a
bright red.

A delightful jelly can be made
from the fruit when ripe if it
can be protected from the birds
who delight in taking them.

Forsythia. Another amazingly
floriferous shrub loved by every-
body is the Golden Bell, the For-
sythia. Of all the species grown,
Forsythia spectabilis is the best
but the home gardener will be
well advi ed to visit the nursery
and see some of the hybrids when
in flower. They have the com-
bined good qualities of the par-
ents but do not appear to produce
a spasmodic rampant growth as
do some species.

It is distressing indeed
that more home gardeners
do not know the growing
requirements of Forsythia.

For if they did they would not
cut off the heads of these lovely
things just as they are about to
produce bells of cheery yellow
from every joint.

This happens quite often when
the home gardener spring cleans
his garden. Let these, and other
spring flowering shrubs alone un-
til the flowering period has been
passed, when pruning may be
done as necessity dictates.

Magnolias. No group of spring
flowering trees are more noble,
or worthy of a place in the home
garden than the magnolias. Most
of them are of Asiatic origin and
if planted in a location protected
from cold winds and grown in a
well drained, very slightly acid
soil, will do well as a specimen
plant in many parts of Michigan.

"Our co-operatives must work to gain efficiency
to preserve the independence of the individual
farmer by pro iding for co-operativs concentration
.of financial power and diversification. t t

Some of the large far~er co-operatives are oppos-
ing integration, while others are trying to conform
'and get into it themselves. An opposing note has
been expressed by the board of director of the
Grange League Federation of Ithaca, N. Y., in a
statement addressed to its members:

"Contracts being offered in the name of integra-
tion take freedom of action from the farmer and
make him, in effect, the hired man of the other
party to the contract.

"Grange League Federation members make their
own decisions from day to day whether they wish
to use the services of their co-operative. The in-
tegration contract deprives the farmer of this free-
dom of choice.t,

Integration in agriculture is with us. It will
bear tudying by cooperatives and by individual
farmers for efficiencies which they can put to
good us .

There's liable to be temptation to get the govern-
ment into the integration problem. We shall do
well to support the idea expressed recently by Pres-
ident Charles Shuman of the American Farm Bu-
reau Federation.

Mr. Shuman said that the solution for the broiler
problem, for example, is largely a matter of educa-
tion, organization, and industry cooperation, and

A new form of protection

against the costs of bodily' in-
juries caused by uninsur d or
hit-and-run motorists is now
available to all auto policyhold-
ers of the Farm Bureau Mutual
Insurance Company of Michigan.

Nile L. Vermillion, manager of
Farm Bureau Mutual, said the
new protection is called "Inno-
cent Victim" insurance because
it safeguards pol icy h 0 1de r s
against becoming the innocent
victims of irresponsible or unin-
sured motorists.

Less than one cent a day pro-
vides up to $10,000 for bodily in-
juries, illness, loss of time and
other damages resulting from
bodily injuries which the insur-
ed would be legally entitled to
recover from the offending
motorist if the latter were fin-
nancially responsible.

The Innocent Victim coverage
is offered as an endorsement to
Farm Bureau auto policies. The

endorsement covers the insured
person named in the policy, his
wife, children living in his home,
and other persons riding in the
insured automobile.

The protection exetnds to in-
sured persons riding in any
other car, if struck by an unin-
sured vehicle while walking or
riding a bicycle.

This is a major addition to auto
insurance," said Mr. Vermillion.
"It enables our people to safe-
guard themselves against irre-
sponsible motorists who may
cause them bodily injury, leaving
our policyholders to shoulder
serious expense.

"Fortunately, it is possible to
offer this extra protection at very
low cost. We believe that it will
be extremely welcome to insured
Farm Bureau members."

Details of the new insurance
are in the hands of Farm Bureau
Insurance agents. Farm Bureau
policyholders are invited to talk
to their agents about the cover-
age.

Based on history, there would
be a wide difference between
counties in terms of the percent-
age of the total state valuation
that each county would be willing
to accept.

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We could find the average
county within these differences.
But-as many counties ould be
setting valuation above the aver-
age as below! The above-average
counties would have a basi to
prote t again t unfair di tribution
of state-aid funds. They have pro-
tested.

On a reasonable basis, they
have the force of the argument on
their side. They also have as
strong a voting power as the
counties setting property valu-
ations below the average.

The "under-a sessing" counties
would find it hard to force their'
demands to keep county equaliz-
ation as the final word.

Why attempt to equalize a essment on property for
taxing purposes, either at the county or state level?

The aim is to try to give fair and equal treatment
to all taxpayers in bearinz the costs of public services.
It seem cI rly unfair that some individuals or some
ar as sho ld b required to carry much more burden
for public s rvice than others - un es it is also clear
that cert in area lack the wealth to provide necessary
pro r ms for themselves.

The u po e of gaining a fai meas re of equality in
tax burden on property is provided for in our Michigan
State 0 stitution.

Article X, Section 3, state that "The Legislature shall
provide by la v a niforrn rule of taxation . . . and taxes
shall b levied on such property as shall be prescribed
by law."

Section 7 states further that, "all assessments hereafter
authorized shall be on property at its true cash value."

If property had always been assessed at its true cash
value in all areas, many of the present conflicts over
assessing authority would have been avoided.

Di agreement a ise over t e inequalities. And, it
must be pointed out that a true cash assessment would
not neces arily mean high property taxes.

Po rers to establish local millage rates or to vote higher
mil! ge still rest with local authorities and local peo-
ple. 0 lore property taxes need to be collected than
are n ry for the pport of local schools and local
and co' ty government operations. Local people still
have the p i rileae of protesting too high a tax rate on
property to t ei county and school board officials.

.It is possible that the wealthier
di trict would be more willing to
supp rt a higher rate of deduct-
ible millage if the whole valu-
ation program were more nearly
-or more fairly - equalized.
There has been resentment on
their part in some cases.

Thi is not to say, of course.
that it is alway the ealthier
districts that have above criticism
in setting and equalizing valu-
ations as compared 0 the less
wealthy counties. Real fairness
would require that every county's
position be examined closely.

Those who oppose the practice
of the state equalizing of property
valuations do so on three points:

1. They prot t that the state
ualiz d figur s will automati-

cally m an high taxes. In some
areas thi may be true-in others,
not.

2. They point to the dwindling
po vers of local government
which are being taken over by
the state. To get a real change in
this picture, we would have to re-
store the condition before the
sales tax diversion amendment of
1946.

3. They contend that state
equalization is not needed be-
cause the state does not collect
property taxes. But we do have to
face the fact that the state dis-
tributes funds to schools and local
governments--and must have a
basis for doing so that is as fair
as possible to all.
