It is a science whick demands one’s best
thought and most persevering study.
Young men oflen think they have com-
pleted their business education when they
have learned to keep books. ~ This mis-
1aken idea partly accounts for the com-
paratively few Ieﬂii}r competent book-
keepers. There is a great deal more :in
a business education than the mere tech-
nical knowledge of accounts.  Bat ‘while
book-keeping is only a part of the educa-
tionn it is 2 most important -part to the
the business man. 1 heard one of .the
most successful business men in Detroit
say, *“most men who fail in business owe
it 1o an imperfect knowledge of their
affairs, the result of faulty book- keeplng
If you are in business for yourself; it will
be of yreat value "o you to keep y{jur
own books.” Most business failnres; i
fact, most failures of any kind, arethere-
sult of incompetency. No man <can’ €x-
pect to achieve the best success invany
trade or profession without pr‘LiB.l train-
ing and study. Especially is this true
with reference to business. One .must
thoroughly understand his business all'the
time and know just how he stands hnan-
cially; and in order to do this he must be
familiar with his accounts. The  inan:
who has had this training, who profits by
his observations of the business world,
who is firm and energetic, and who rnain-
tains the characier as well as the title of
an honest business man, seldom fails.
People are liable to entertain the mis-

The florid advertise-
ment of such a school reads well and pmb-
ably has the desired effect of increasing

More than this,
business colleges as well as people have
all they can do well, if they attend closely -
