Hy electric lighting has made sach rapid propress
within the last few years, o new indnstry—ths manufac.
ture of earbon pencls o carhons as they we wmally
temmed—has fecently sprung up, and is ::a&‘ﬂeﬂ g by

Larbons are mannfactured from - the hﬂst qd&ht} of
coke, obfained from the residne Jaft iy the distilabion of
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Cpetrotenm.  The coke s first ground and heated to- i
CHEgH ttempersture in large retorts o diive out all
" pdsez.. YWhen this has been accomyplished, it is cooded
and sifted. This powdered coke iz then taken to the
Ciixing roots, where 1§ s placed in large pans over g
4ie] and 2 certain ameunt of pitch and various chemi-
tals dre :ad&&d. After being thoroughly mized hy con-
stant staring, the'tiass is removed in a semi-plastic
condition and gradually covled, Mext it is taken to the
- pulverizitg machine where it i agam puiverized. The
powder is then elevated over -to another rnachine,
where it is ground to the finest possible state of divis-
on. This’ part of the process J§ vers important, as
there must not be a single lump in the whole mazs. The
- powder or carbon flour as it is termed, after heing
ahiowed to settle, 35 placed in fron molds which have
heen heated to about 2300™F, The molds consist of two
flat rectangular pieces of irom, grovved oo one side,
whick, whet shuf tegether, give the c¥lindricsl form to
the pencils.  The molds are placed in a kydrauiic press,
and @ pressure equal to 5,000 pownds to the square inch
applied,  When the carhons are removed from the
‘maolds, they are in shests, as a5 the partings hetween the
grooves do not shut together tight encugh to scparate
_the pencils. Thase sheets, which when taken out of
the molds, are plastic liks putty, are mow packed in
farhaces, layer upon layer, with a thin stratum -:I-'E clean,
rite gand between each layer,

'Ih& furnages are then ciosed and a gentie heat ap.
pligd, which iz gradually increased to a higher tempera-
tire, and the pencils are haked from bve do fourtzen
dzye. A furnace has a capazity of akeoat goo0o cap-
bots, Great care and constant watching is required to
keep the heat steady, and not overdo the bgke. When
thorougily baked, the furnsces are allowed o coo

gradually, and the carbops are removed to the parting.
