The fottunes of Brazil were made on
coffee and sugar plantationg by slave labor.
Botk, especially the former, were enor-
mously profitable, because not only from
the nature’of the crop, but because it was
raised upon land that originally cost but
littile and was never taxed, and cultivated by
slaves who propagated rapidly and in that
chmate need little in the way of clothing or

‘shelter, and were expected to raise enough

beans and corn to feed themselves. This
system made the gross income about as near
net profit as it s pasmble to bring the twa
together,

In Columbia whea the slavm were freed
they took to the woeds and would not labor
for love or mogey.  The¥ had no use for
either. In that climate they needed nothing
but food and that, such &z it was, was every-
where to be had for'the picking. In Brazil
the slaves when freed fiocked to the cities,
and by no Ihefﬂrjcﬂl figure can they he
described as cither mdustrmuns, fragal or
moral, Labor, yet issufficiently paid, is
scarce and of wretched quality. - Brazil
with its miserable methods and most incon-
ceivable unskilled labor cannot pay even low
wages and compete with the rest of the
worid in any crop but’ cpﬁéé.

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Ag Interesting Fungus.

- Fungi are as varied in their tastes as some
people. While many of them are especially
fond of plants ot fruits which are cultivated
by the farmer, others-are found ealy upon
‘weeds. These of course are beneficial for
they sometimes accomplish What & consider-
able tillage does not,

However not all fungl are vegetarians, .
We recently collected a species near the
college which préfers a meat-diet. It has a
stender stalk from ©.3-3 cm. long, which -
