When Captain Frankim had selected from
this tribe a few who engaged ta accompany the
expodition to Coppermine River, he resumed
his journey, having obtained from Akasircho a
small cance, o carry the thres women

Having ascended a very strong current, they
mow artived at o range of three steep eascades,
where they had to make a portage of one thou-
sand thres humdred yards, over 4 rocky botiom,
which received the name of Bowatring Portage,
from its shapa,

The Indians had gresdy the ndvantage over
the rest of the party m this operation ; the men
earried the small canoes ; the women and their
ehildran carned the clothes and provsons,
at the end of the portage, were ready w embark ;
while it was nocessary for the men belonging
o the other boats to return four timew before
they could transport all their cargo.

The whole of their course down this rive
was marked only by a tedious suecession of
eascades and portsges.  Provisions  became
neanty, the nver afforded but litle fish, and the
Indinn bunters were despatelied in quest of rein-
deer ; but with strict injunciions to bring, with-
out delay, whatover they could procure. The
Canndians, however, maormured so much st the
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hardahips thiey had to bosir, {ulnrlx indeod, were
great,) snd at the scurcity of provisions, each
requining oo loss than ‘.u.l“ Puund\ of solid
food a day, thut Captain Franklin was obliged
w order that, if any of them dared w0 stop, he
shoald be jestamly puni In consequenca
of this, they behaved tolerably for & time, and
L supply of deer brought in by the huners
revived their spirits

In this way they aeco ||i||1|:r-| their jourmney
from Fort Chipewyan to & spot where Aksiwcho
strenuously ndvived that the party shoulil pass
the winter, the distance they had tmvellsd be-
ing five hundred and Gfiy-throo miles It was
Bunday, the 20th of August, when they wrrived ;
and their first act was offer their united
thunksgivings to the Almighty, for his goodness
in having brought them thus far on their jour-
nev—a duty which they never nogleoted, whea
stationary, on the Sehbath day.

covering it with heaps of stones, 10 secure it
aguinst being earried off by wolves.  The pres
caution, bowever, 15 not slways sufficient ; for
these aninmls seent out their prey, and, working
their way underneath the pile, take posscasion
of the hidden troasure.

Hut the most extraordimary
ed was, that the sun,
r scarcely shone on them for
nbove three hours, now sank =0 short o time
below the borizon that there was more light at
midnight than they previously enjoyed in mid-
winter, exoopt at noon.

Akniteho, who had absented hinself for o short
time, went two of his hunters to inform Captain
Franklin that he meant to retnm o him imme-
diately, and 10 request ho wmight be received in
state.  As it waw vory ossential o keep this
chief in good humoor, he wus promused that all
due respect should be paid to him ; and his am-
bassadors were presented with some tobacco,
vermilion o paint their faces, a comb, and
looking-glass. When the chiel himseli afier-
wand arnved, all the old men of his party had
their fuces painted on the right cheek, and all
the ¥ upon the left.

Tm»rowu now (mst melling away, the
mosses were beginning to vegetate, and the sap

was to set out on the qth of Jume, hended by
Dr. Richandson, whe wes in great request be-
fore lus deparure, muking wp lile packsges of
medicing for the leader, and for all the minor
chiefs, to whom he had been physscinn-goneral
during the whale winter ; and it is o remarkable
fact, that st the seasoy when they generlly lom
many of their pmr_\lr, not oue had died of the

When all was packed up at the fort, and
Akaitcho saw thete was no chance of getting
any more presents, he waid, good-humouredly,
“ Well, now 1 see you have no more 10 g
and therefore 1 shall 1y o procure yon
wions, and not trouble you any more.”  He pro-
mised, likewise, when he sbould return, to de-
posite a large store of them a1 Fort Enterprse,
1o be ready when Captain Franklin should reach
it on his way back. In one of the moma Cap-
tain Franklin Jeft his journal and other papers ;
und, after blocking up the room, he painted on
the door, by Mr. Weutel's advice, s figure of &
man holding n dagger, to detor the Indimna from
breaking it open: then, taking leave of his
cheerless residence, where e had now besn
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for ten months, Lo and his party set out, expeet-
ing to join Dr. Richardson, who had preceded
him & foer days. The eommensement of their
jonrmey proved mweh more severs than they had
led, a succession of lakes which they
oo botigrso completaly frozen that
thay had no alternative but 1o dmg their bundens
Across them.

At Point Lake they met with Dr. Richand-
wou's perty, who had enenmped there ; and as
Wt 1ee on Ahis dke was 3% or seven feet in
thickness, no other mode of procecding remamed
10 them, but to traverse it ax they had the pre-
eeding ones.  ‘They all now tmrelled together.
The three canoes were mounted on slodges,
and nine men were appointod o conduct them,
haring the sasistance of two dogs joesch sledge ;
the stores and provisions being equally distri
buted among the rest of the party.  They p
eneded, accarding to the direction of their guide,
s e wedt nand of the laki, sxpeeking thers o
find the eptrance o the Copperming Hiver; but
in vain did they week for 3. On their arrival
thers, no opening, no channel appeared.  For
some time, Captuip Franklin apprehonded that
they were on the wrong track; the guide ap.

Thus was finished another portion of this
vast journey. Our travellers had pone over
three hundred snd thisty-four miles since they
left Fori Enterprise; in one hondred and
seventeen of which they had been obliged to
drag their baggage over snow and ice.

CHAPTER V1.

I was not ull the 21st of July, that o gnle,
which blew from the north-east, had sufficiently
moderated o allow them to commence their
voynge upam the Arctic Ocean. They had
fifteen days’ provisions with them, but their
nots had huberto supplied them with fish.  All
day they paddiod sastward along the coust, on
the inxide of & crowded range of islands, and
saw very linle dee.  In the evening after & run
even miles, they landed on the main
shore, set up their s and propared their
wupper; intending 10 sturt again early the next
morning.

After consulting what was 1o be done in this
emergency, Doctor Richardson and Mr. Hood
genorotisly proposed to halt st the first place
that offered o -upﬁy of firewood, and with the
weak and wo wn of the party to remnin
thero wmtil assistance should be sent 1w thein
from the fort, from which they were now only
sity-four miles distant.  “To this arrangement
Captain Franklin reluctantly consented, as he
hid every roason 1o expect that they would find
a store of pr'luw’-n! ut the fort, and o band of
Indians eighbourhood, necording to the
arTAngO made with Mr. Wentzel.  With
Doctor Richandson und Mr. Hood, John Hep-
burn, the worthy English seaman, whose con-
duct on all occasions wns above all praine,
volutteered 1o stay.

Their tont, therefore, being securely pitchiod,
the offer was made for any of the wen who felt
themselves too weak 1o proceed, 1o remain be-
hind ; bt none of them secepted it After
umting, therefore, in thenksgiving and prayer o
Almighty God, the two purties separated, Peltier
and Henoit repeating their promise to return with
provisions, il any should be found at the house,
or to guide the Indians to them, if any wero mat
on the way.
