Socrates never wrote a book, nev­

er made a formal address, held no 
public office, wrote no letters, and 
yet bin words have come down to us 
through the agee, his life was the 
lubject of many writers of his time, j 
sod the products of his mind fur-, 
nished an inspiration to many noted' 
philosophers who followed him In 
history. And why was all this true? j 
Because he deliberately set about to i 
think, to know himself, and to know 
humanity, lie  was a sculptor by 
trade but It is not the product of 
his hands but the product of his 
brain for which he Is remembered.

In Ibis age of speed and efficiency, | 
rapid transportation, improved meth-i 
ods, and specialisation, the wisardet 
of industry are the ones who get j 
things done. W e Judge our fellow 
men on the basis of accomplish­
ment. Competition and economic 
pressure are leading the world on 
and on at a faster and still faster 
pace. The individual who is not 
spectacular is lost In the surging 
tide of humanity and fails to receive 
the recognition from the world 
which he may merit.

The Mtudent is perhaps too apt to 
be rated oK the number of outside 
activities he can take part in. Ath­
letics, student publications, various 
student organisations representing 
the whole student body and those 
that represent the classes, d r im a iir f i ' 
vaudeville, glee club and orchestra, 
to say nothing of the qiyffod of so­
cial activities that take their toll in 
hours— every one worthy of the best 
effort a student can put forth and 
a valuable phase of college educa- 

- (ion The problem to decide la where 
to leave off with academic work and 
where to start with activities.

One of the most important pur­
poses of the college la to lr% la for 
leadership and there is perhaps noth­
ing that w ill do more to develop 
this phase of character than student 
activities. Associations in college 
add that element of character which 
to likew ise im portant. But without 
the discipline of the mind, the as­
sim ilation of neceasnry facts, and 
the general broadening influences 
that are secured through conscienti- 
ous application in the academic 
work, the value of e college educa­
tion would be sadly reduced.
