p o r te d  T r u j i l l o  a n d  to d a y  w e a r e  fo rc e d  to  r e s o r t  
to  th e  s a m e  t a c t i c s  e m p lo y e d  by  R u s s ia  in  i t s  
r u t h l e s s  s u p p r e s s io n  o f th e  H u n g a r ia n  R e v o lu ­
t io n  in  1956.

W hen th e  f i r s t  c iv i l  r i g h t s  s i t - i n  w a s  s ta g e d  a t  E a s t  L a n s in g  
C i ty  H a l l  n e a r ly  tw o  w e e k s  ag o , th o s e  w ho p a r t i c ip a te d  in  th e  
a c tu a l  s i t - i n ,  b y  th e i r  own a d m is s io n ,  w e r e  h o p in g  to  g e t a r r e s t e d ,  
b u t  w e r e  d is a p p o in te d .
