A 103-foot-ta ll Atlas-Agena rocket 
roared moonward at 6:31 p .m . EST to sta rt 
the fly ing  photographic laboratory on a 
planned 92-hour lunar voyage.

The launching marked the f i r s t  of two 
im portant steps the United States plans 
th is  week in its  man-to-the-moon p ro ­
gram . Wednesday, Gemini 12 p ilo ts , Navy 
Capt. James A. Love ll J r . and A ir  Force 
M aj. Edwin E. A ld rin  J r . are to blast off 
to begin a four-day rendezvous and space­
walk m ission that w il l  conclude Am erica 's 
two-man Gemini program .

Lunar O rb ite r's  powered fligh t required 
a five-m inute  burn of the Atlas booster, 
a f i r s t  ignition of the Agena upper stage,

MOSCOW (Jp -  The Soviet leadership 

restated its  support fo r  the peace term s 
of the V ie t Cong and North V ie t Nam 
on Sunday, the eve of the 49th anni­
ve rsa ry  of the Bolshevik Revolution. But 
i t  le ft diplomats here wondering what is 
going on w ith Soviet po licy on V ie t Nam.

The restatement of support fo r  the 
Vietnamese Communists came in a policy 
speech by A rv id  Y. Pelshe, a member 
of the Po litburo.

He did not say spec ifica lly , as the 
Vietnamese Communists do, that the 
United States should pu ll out of South 
V ie t Nam and stop bombings o f the North 
as preconditions fo r peace talks, but they 
are lis ted  in the V ie t Cong’ s five  points

fo r  peace and Hanoi's fou r points which 
got renewed support.

M a jor speeches by Soviet leaders re ­
cently have been toned down from  the 
savage attacks on U.S. po licy s ix  months 
ago.

T h is , and reports from  Communist 
sources that the Soviet Union wants to 
move toward a settlement in  V ie t Nam, 
have c i catwd diplom atic speculation about 
Moscow e fforts  to convince Hanoi to seek 
peace.

If there are such e ffo rts , Hanoi state­
ments rem ain unyielding.

Pelshe also questioned the value of 
U.S. declarations of hope fo r  better Soviet-

Am erican relations while the V ie t Nam 
war continues.

The announcement Saturday that the 
B r it is h  fore ign secretary, George Brown, 
would come to Moscow in two weeks 
fo r  ta lks with Foreign M in is te r Andrei 
A . Gromyko kept a live speculation that 
something about V ie t Nam is  going on 
behind the scenes.

Any change of View Nam policy in  the 
K rem lin  would probably be linked to 
Soviet policy on China, diplomats say.

The "g re a t cu ltu ra l revo lu tion”  -purge- 
in  China was denounced again by Pelshe 
in te rm s used often in recent months. 
The senior Chinese diplomat in Moscow 
walked out o f the K re m lin  anniversary 
meeting at which Pelshe spoke.

PROBLEMS TOO COMPLEX

State board candidates cite need 
for higher education master plan

The four candidates fo r  positions on 
the Michigan State Board of Education 
have agreed, in degrees, that the State 
Board should develop a m aster plan fo r 
h igher education in Michigan.

In response to a questionnaire from  
the Michigan Conference of American 

I Association o f U niversity P rofessors, the 
candidates also expressed strong feelings 
over the leg is la tu re 's  power to approve 
o r  disapprove plans fo r  new buildings 
on campuses.

LeRoy Augenstein, Republican chairman 
o f the Department of Biophysics at MSU 
who is seeking his f i r s t  te rm  on the 
board, cited the state constitution as 
provid ing that the board should serve as 
a "g e ne ra l planning and coordinating body 
fo r  a ll public education, including higher 
education,

‘ ‘The costs of higher education in M ich i­
gan are great,”  Augenstein s a id ,‘ ‘ andthe 
problem s and challenges are too complex 
to p e rm it a set of independent institu­
tions to present solutions which are un­
coordinated.”

Augenstein said the board should work 
w ith  existing institutions to provide pro­
gram s which are comprehensive ‘ ‘yet 
which do not provide useless duplication 
and overlapping o f fa c ilit ie s .”

Donald M . D. Thurber (Democrat), an 
incumbent, pointed out that the board 
has already begun to develop a master 
plan fo r Michigan,

He said that fu rthe r development of 
such a plan w ill involve the use of many

study committees composed of persons 
in the fie lds of higher education. These, 
he said, would include un ivers ity  and col­
lege personnel and staff from  the Dept.
of Education.

Thurber added that the board w ill need 
the concurrence of un ive rs ities , colleges,

the governor and leg is la ture in any state 
plan it  develops.

James F . O’ N e il, a GOP challenger 
fo r a seat on the board, also cited the 
provis ion in the state constitution as etn-

Hannah predicted, "T ra d it io n a l faculty 
aversion to committee w ork w il l  weaken 
rem arkably I f  the topics assigned come 
close to o r l ie  near the heart of tra ­
d itiona l professional concerns."

Hannah said that adm in istra tors should 
capita lize upon student discontent to en­
courage student innovation. New ideas 
could be obtained ‘ ‘ by challenging stu­
dents to come forward w ith specifics . . .

o rb it, then a second Agena ignition to 
propel the c ra ft toward its target.

" A l l  systems are looking good,”  a 
space agency spokesman said as the 
booster sped spaceward.

Several hours of track ing  the space­
c ra ft would be necessary, however, to as­
sure it  was on a proper path.

The 850-pound Lunar O rb ite r 2 was 
bu ilt to take, process and radio to earth 
m ore than 200 p ictures of possible astro ­
naut landing sites and other areas on the 
moon. Scientists hoped i t  would photograph 
the c ra te r where Ranger 8 crash-landed 
Feb. 20, 1965 to y ie ld  new inform ation 
about the texture of the moon’ s so il.

The spacecraft’ s flig h t plan was fa r 
m ore ambitious than Lunar O rb ite r 1, 
Am erica ’ s f i r s t  sa te llite  of the moon which 
snapped 215 p ictures of lunar te rra in  
features in August from  altitudes as low 
as 19 m iles.

Despite extensive sc ien tific  in form a­
tion gathered by Lunar O rb ite r 1, its  
m ission was not a complete success. 
Problems w ith the spacecraft’ s telephoto 
lens system b lurred  high-resolution p ic ­
tures, preventing o ffic ia ls  from  obtaining 
enough detail to ce rtify  that any areas 
photographed were absolutely safe fo r 
astronauts to land.

P ro ject o ffic ia ls  said modifications have 
been made to Lunar O rb ite r 2 in hope 
that the problem does not recu r. Lunar 
O rb ite r 1 — out of f i lm  — was purposely

FREDERICKSBURG, Tex. W  -  P re s i­
dent Johnson’ s Council o f Economic Ad­
v ise rs  assured him Sunday that in fla ­
tionary pressures have eased.

In fla tion  and the cost of the V ie t Nam 
w ar are viewed as the factors that w ill 
weigh most heavily when Johnson makes 
h is decision whether to seek an income 
tax increase next year.

Sunday's report of an easing of in ­
fla tiona ry  pressures came a fte r a report 
Saturday by Secretary of Defense Robert 
S. McNamara in which he held out hope 
of some slight easing of financial demands 
of the con flic t.

FREDERICKSBURG, Tex. (J>) — Alan S. 
Boyd is to head the new Cabinet-level 
Department o f Transportation.

Boyd, 44, now is  undersecretary of 
commerce fo r transportation, a post he 
has held since last year.

President Johnson said Sunday he w il l  
nominate Boyd fo r the Cabinet position as 
soon as Congress convenes in January.

The department, which Congress created 
last month, w ill be the fourth  largest 
In government and w il l  begin operating 
early in 1967.

Congress authorized the new department 
as the 12th in the Cabinet a fte r having 
created the Department of Housing and 
Urban Development in 1965.

The Department o f Transportation w ill

crash-landed on the moon Oct. 29 to keep 
it  from  in te rfe ring  w ith Lunar O rb ite r 
2’ s signals.

graphic m ission, the sa te llite ’ s motor was 
to be triggered again to adjust the low 
point to an altitude of 28 m iles .

Then fo r the next eight days, as the 
moon orb its  beneath, Lunar O rb ite r’ s two 
camera eyes were to record on f ilm  13 
potential astronaut landing sites.

A m edlum -resolution camera was 
aboard to show objects 25 feet in diam­
eter o r la rge r and the telephoto lens was 
bu ilt to photograph objects as small as 
three feet across from  a 28-m ile  altitude.

Johnson surgery reset 
'as soon as possible’

FREDERICKSBURG, Tex.(F) -  President 
Johnson said Sunday he w ill-h a ve  his 
operation as soon as possible -  perhaps 
before the end of the week -  because 
" th e re  is  a kind of curtain hanging over 
you, not knowing what is in your throat, 
what is going to be the resu lt of i t . ”  

And he said the dual operation -  to 
re p a ir a defect in the scar le ft by his 
gall bladder surgery, and remove a growth 
from  h is  throat -  may take place at 
Brooke A rm y Medical Center in San 
Antonio.

" I  want to get i t  over w ith as soon as 
I can ," Johnson told a news conference. 
" I  would like  fo r i t  to occur certa in ly  
th is week or the early  part of next week.”  

When Johnson announced the surgery 
plans Thursday, he said the operation 
would come in 15 to 18 days. He said 
doctors wanted him to take a two-week 
rest f i r s t .

" I  would like  to expedite th is ,"  the 
President said.

Johnson said i t  is no emergency, just 
a desire to get the operation out of the

way, that led him  to seek an e a rlie r 
date.

But he indicated some anxiety as he 
discussed it .

" I  am not in any pain of a serious 
nature, but i t  is  something that I want 
to get o v e r,"  he said. "A s  long as you 
have a kind of curta in  hanging over you, 
not knowing what is in  your throat, what 
is  going to be the re su lt of it ,  the best 
way to do i t  is  just h it the cold w a te r."

D r. W ilbur J. Gould, Johnson’ s throat 
specialist, said a throat polyp such as 
usually Is not malignant. But he said 
the polyp to be removed from  Johnson’ s 
throat w il l  be tested fo r malignancy.

Johnson said he w il l  f ly  to the A rm y 
hospital in San Antonio on Monday fo r 
examinations in preparation fo r the su r­
gery.

The President said he w ill inspect 
hospital fa c ilit ie s  and consult with the 
doctors before deciding where the oper­
ation is  to take place.

" I  would like  fo r i t  to take place here 
i f  that is  possib le,”  Johnson said.

M ore students at MSU have 

received scholarships o r loans 
fro m  the State o f M ichigan than 
any other college o r  un ivers ity  
in  M ichigan.

Th is  is  the h ighlight of a re ­
cently released r e p o r t  of 
scholarships a n d  loans award­
ed through the Michigan Higher 
Education Assistance Authority 
(MHEAA) las t year.

Specifically, MSU students re ­
ceived 1,145 of the MHEAA com­
petitive  scholarships, w orth a 
to ta l of $385,402, and 1,961 loans 
w orth  $1,327,877.

By percentages, they earned 
13 per cent of the 8,803 scholar­
ships and 31 per cent of the 
6,364 loans awarded.

With only one exception, MSU 
attracted more of these scholar­
ships winners per capita than 
any other un ive rs ity  o r college.

Central M ichigan was the only 
un ive rs ity  to come close to MSU’ s 
number, w ith 280 awards fo r 
8,270 students, compared to 1,145 
scholarships fo r  MSU’ s 37,804 
students enrolled in  c red it 
courses.

These s c h o la r s h ip s  are 
awarded w ith  no consideration of

which un ivers ity  the student plans 
to attend.

Only c r ite r ia  fo r  the scholar­
ships are Michigan residence, 
defin ite financial n e e d , per­
formance above a certa in  level 
on the MHEAA scholarship test, 
and good m ora l character. The 
student can then attend any M ich­
igan college o r un ive rs ity  he 
choses.

Maximum stipends on th e  
scholarships are fu ll tu ition and 
fees, w ith a l im it  of $800.

Thus, the l im it  at MSU is  
$358—and the average MSU w in­
ner last year received $337.

The MHEAA loans are awarded 
by the colleges and un ivers ities 
ind iv idua lly , w ith  funds provided 
jo in tly  by the college, Michigan, 
and the federal government.

The average loan to an MSU 
student last year was $677, com­
pared to a maximum possible of 
$500 fo r freshmen, $650 fo r  soph­
omores, $800 fo r ju n lo fs , $950 
fo r  seniors and $1,100 fo r  grad­
uate stiidents.

MSU awarded m ore than tw ice 
as many loans as any other M ich­
igan college o r un ivers ity .

I t  was just a few minutes a fte r 
the game Saturday, but the only 
v is ib le signs of die deluge that 
had been were a few scattered 
snowballs dotting the wet fie ld  
of Spartan Stadium.

B are ly m in u te s  before the 
Michigan State Spartans had as­
sured themselves o f at least a 
share of the ir second consecutive 
B ig Ten tit le  with a m erc iless 
56-7 devastation of th e  Iowa 
Hawkeyes.

Now the great downpour of 
points, snowballs and records 
had ceased and i t  was tim e fo r 
the statisticians to take over.

In the process of winning th e ir 
eighth consecutive game of the 
year, the Spartans broke two 
Big Ten and two MSU records.

Halfback Clinton Jones shat­
tered the a ll-t im e  Big Ten and 
Michigan State rushing marks 
fo r a single game by gaining 
268 yards.

I t  was 29 more than J im  G ra - 
bowski’ s old mark o f 239, set 
in 1965, and surpassed Ron Ru- 
b ick’ s MSU record o f 207, set 
against North Carolina in  1962, 

Senior end Gene Washington 
added to his l is t  of Spartan re ­
ceiving marks, as he hauled in 
two touchdown passes to give 
him  a career to ta l o f 15. I t  
topped Bob Carey’ s old m ark of 
14 set in  1949-5L 

And as a team MSU set a new 
B ig Ten record fo r to ta l offense, 
as i t  ro lled  along fo r 607 yards. 
Wisconsin had set the old m ark 
o f 572 against Northwestern.

On the fie ld  there was dev­
astation, The f ir s t  team Spar­
tan offense scored seven tim es 
and punted just once. The only 
satisfaction the Hawkeye defense 
had besides forcing a punt, was 
a m ora l v ic to ry  scored when MSU 
had to settle fo r a 27-yard  D ick 
Kenney fie ld  goal the fourth  tim e  
i t  had the balL

Iro n ica lly , i t  seemed to be the 
Hawkeyes themselves who fire d  
up the MSU team, when Iowa 
drove 90 yards from  the open­
ing k icko ff to take an ea rly  7-0 
lead.

And a fte r that—the deluge— 
Jones scored three tim es, Wash­
ington tw ice. Fullback Reggie 
Cavender, subbing fo r the in ju red  
Bob Apisa, burst over fo r  two 
scores, and quarterback J im m y 
Raye slipped over fo r  one.

Three of the longest Spartan 
touchdowns of the season were 
scored ea rly  In the game.

On the f i r s t  play of the second 
quarter, w ith MSU ahead 12-7, 
Gene Washington broke past two 
defenders at the Iowa 30 and 
gathered in a perfect toss from  
Raye without ever breaking 
stride .

Washington sped the re s t of 
the way in t o  the end zone un­

touched to complete a 53-yard  
play.

Then, a fte r Kenney’s fie ld  goal 
had upped the score to 21-7, 
MSU had a th ird  down and 12 
on its  own 21. Jones took the 
ba ll on a draw play and bu rs t 
fre e  up the middle.

Dwight Lee threw  the las t block 
a t the Iowa 30, and Jones was 
home free  on a 79-yard  scoring 
Jaunt.

On the th ird  play fo llow ing the 
second ha lf k ickoff, Jones got 
loose once again. T h is  tim e 
he took a pltchout and ran  le ft 
behind a wall of b lockers from  
h is  own 30.

The flee t A ll-A m erican  and 
co-captain of the Spartans slowed 
down to a near jog fo r  the last 
30 yards of his 70-yard burst.

Iowa had taken the ea rly  lead 
w ith some n ifty  outside running 
by fu llback Silas McKinnie, who 
gained 47 yards on the f i r s t  play

of the game—more than seven 
previous Spartan opponents had 
managed in the entire contest.

Quarterback Ed Podolak com­
pleted two big passes in the 
drive, and tailbackTonyWilliams 
dove over from the one for the 
score.

Then Cavender andRaye led the 
Spartans r ig h t back down the fie ld  
fo r a 64-yard d rive . The key 
play was a fumble that Raye 
picked up 10 yards behind the 
line of scrimmage and scrambled 
w ith fo r  a 14-yard  gain.

Raye sneaked i t  over from  the 
one, but D ick Kenney's conver­
sion attempt fo r  a tie  score was 
blocked.

Raye, who h it seven o f nine 
passes in  the game fo r 147 yards, 
sparked the next d rive w ith two 
key tosses to Washington. Wash­
ington caught both passes while 
slipping to the ground on the wet 
tu rf, and the second was taken

on the one-yard line in  the m iddle 
o f three w hite-sh irted defenders.

Reggie Cavender dived into the 
end alone on the next play to put 
the Spartans ahead fo r good, 12 -7.

George Webster had set up the 
score when the defensive rover 
picked o ff a Podolak pass that 
w a s  t ip p e d  b y  S t e r l i n g  
A rm strong. Webster returned 
i t  to the Iowa 37.

W ith the score 28-7 la te r in 
the second period, the Spartans 
took o ff on a 59-yard scoring 
m arch, highlighted by a 31-yard 
Raye pass to Jones.

Raye th r e w  e ig h t  y a r d s to  
Washington in the corner of the 
end zone fo r  the score.

The fin a l T D  of the game came 
on a 15 yard  burst by Cavender 
up the m iddle at the start of the 
fou rth  quarter. The sophomore 
back had a net of 92 yards 
rushing, along w i t h  h is  two 
scores.

scoring runs of 79 and 70 yards.

A fte r the game there was un­
restra ined joy in  the Spartan 
locke r room , not the least of It 
fo r  the senior co-captain of the 
team who broke out of what had 
to be a disappointing season w ith 
the greatest game of h is career.

" I t  was jus t beau tifu l," yelped 
quarterback Jim m y Raye, and he 
was ta lk ing about Jones, not about 
his own great passing display 
against the Hawkeyes.

Several lockers d o w n  sat 
Jones, quietly signing programs 
and p ictures fo r  some of his 
young fans. A ll around the mus­
cu la r, 206-pound s e n io r  re ­
po rte rs  packed in, but they just 
waited.

T h e n  Jones began to ta lk , 
s low ly and earnestly, about the 
day, the game, the records and 
the season.

" I  knew I was getting a lo t 
o f yardage," Jones said, "b u t 
I  w asn 't thinking about the yard­
age.

“ I was thinking about playing 
the best game of my career, not 
only running, but b lock ing ," he 
continued.

A fte r he scored his th ird  touch­
down on a tw o-yard run at the 
end o f the record-se tting  75-yard 
d rive , Jones was mobbed by his 
teammates coming o ff the fie ld . 
What did they have to say?

"T h e y  were just happy fo r  
m e ,"  Jones related. " I  had ex­
pressed in  the squad meeting 
before the game that I hadn't 
perform ed th is season lik e  I 
should. I wanted to make up fo r  
the previous seven games.

" A l l  o f m y games th is  year 
except o n e  had been below 
average," Jones said. " I  wanted 
to give m y share according to 
m y a b ility , and I didn’ t want 
to  le t them down."

" I  didn’ t want to le t Duffy 
dow n," he continued. "A fte r  a ll 
the things he had said about me, 
I  didn’ t  want to make him eat 
h is w o rd s ."

Daugherty h a d  previously 
touted Jones fo r the Heisman 
Trophy on the expectation of a 
repetition of Jones’ outstanding 
perform ance of 1965.

In the f i r s t  seven games this 
season, Jones had picked up 406 
yards and had jus t three touch­
downs. Saturday he ca rr ie d  the 
ba ll 21 tim es and upped his 
season totals to 674 yards and 
s ix  TD*s.

" I  can’ t  think of a m ore de­
serving boy to get that re c o rd ,"  
said Daugherty a fte r the game. 
"T h a t was the C linton Jones we 
know-and the best thing was to 
see h im  run as w e ll as he’ s 
ever run before.”

Jones found i t  hard to p ick 
out one thing that was d ifferent 
fo r  h im  in  today’ s game, except 
possib ly determ ination.

" I t  w a s  a combination of 
th in g s ," he said. " I t  was one of 
those things that is  hard to ex­
p la in .

“ I  just had to do i t , "  he 
continued. "T h e re  were no ifs , 
ands o r buts. I  had to show I 
had a b ility , o r I  didn’ t have i t .

" I f  I  didn’ t  perfo rm  w e ll I 
would be le tting  d o w n  my 
teammates, m y coaches, and my 
fa m ily .

" I  didn’ t  want to end the sea­
son re g re ttin g ,"  he said. But i t  
was re a lly  no tim e  fo r  looking 
back o r fo r  regre ts. F o r Jones, 
and fo r  his teammates who wanted 
th is  so much, i t  w a s  just 
happiness.

And outside th e  stadium 
swarmed a mass of young chil­
dren. Soon to be engulfed in  The 
m iddle would be Clinton Jones. 
A ll-A m erican  halfback, record- 
setter and, to these young boys, 
hero.

One night last spring, I  received a phone ca ll from  a fe llow  
named Reggie Cavender. I was covering spring football d r i l ls  
at the tim e and Cavender was running at f i r s t  s tring  fu llback 
in the absence of the recuperating Bob Apisa.

In a s tory on one of the weekly intra-squad scrimmages, I 
mentioned that Cavender had fumbled, halting a d rive . The phone 
ca ll concerned th is s to ry.

Cavender was a b it distraught at the fact that I was "runn ing  
him  down.”  He was obviously not used to much c r it ic is m  a fte r 
an outstanding high school career at D e tro it Cathedral C entra l.

A fte r explaining a few facts about how newspapers are supposed 
to state the facts as objectively as possible, the 182-pound fu llback 
thanked me fo r my tim e, and the conversation ended on a fr ie n d ly  
note.

Before hanging up, however, I made a deal w ith  Cavender. Since 
I mentioned that Cavender had fumbled, I guaranteed that i f  he 
would score a couple of touchdowns someday, I would make mention 
of that.

Hats off to Reggie.
A coach must derive an unusual amount of satisfaction from  

knowing that he can ca ll on a second s tring  fullback who ro lls  up 
92 yards rushing and contributes a p a ir of touchdowns.

Bob Apisa was on the sidelines, Saturday. Apisa’ s in ju ry  is 
painful not only fo r Bob, but also fo r the thousands of Spartan fans. 
The pain of losing a player like  Apisa cannot be completely relieved, 
but a cocky, stocky replacement helped re lieve  i t  just a b it.

" I  don't plan to play behind anyone,”  Cavender w ill te ll you. 
His determ ination is adm irable.

Cavender’ s spee'd and power are definite assets to the in jured 
Apisa. As one press box observer put it :  " I  bet Apisa's knee is  
feeling better a ll the tim e .”

Don't kid yourse lf. Apisa w o rries  just a l i t t le  when his under­
study rips  o ff a 20-yard gain. This type of w o rry  is healthy fo r 
the team.

And the concern is rec ip roca l. Cavender w orries  about Apisa. 
Despite his cockiness, Cavender feels the pressure of having to 
“ f i l l  Apisa’ s big shoes.”

Cavender w o rries , but he doesn't hesitate. When he makes up his 
m ind to do something, he does i t .

A certa in  coach used to preach the philosophy, " I f  you are going 
to make a mistake, you’d better be hustling when you make i t . ”

Cavender is  this type of guy. Not that he makes m istakes. But 
a fte r you’ ve watched him  play fo r a while , you get the feeling that 
even i f  he is going to blow an assignment, he’ l l  knock an opponent 
down in the process.

The Spartans’ barrel-shaped power runner w il l  h it a b rick  w a ll, 
i f  he is  supposed to. I saw him do i t  last spring, and he knocked 
the w a ll down.

The w all was defensive end Bubba Smith, and the incident occured 
in the spring 's second Saturday scrimmage. Cavender put his head 
down and crashed into Smith’ s m id-section. With the sound of 
p ro tective padding h itting protective padding, the w a ll crumbled.

Cavender went down too, but he quickly jumped up and returned 
to the huddle. MSU's great A ll-A m erican  end was a b it slow in 
getting up, and Smith undoubtedly s t i l l  remembers the pain of being 
h it by an 180-pound cannonball.

A fte r Cavender’ s f i r s t  big test, he displayed the arrogance you 
kind of respect when someone does exactly what they boasted the 
can do.

" I  proved that I could f i l l  Apisa’ s shoes," Cavender said. " I  
thought I played a good game, and I punished a few people out-there. 
I got my kicks in .”

The impression Cavender made Saturday is best illus tra ted  by 
a p a ir of comments made by a Daily Iowan sports w r ite r .

"H e  isn’ t very b ig ,”  the scribe said before Cavender had showed 
his stuff. Following a long gainer by the " l i t t le ”  fu llback, his 
comment was, "T h a t’ s your second s tring  fu llback?"

" I f  they’d have called two-

B idiak said. "T h is  w a s  the 
roughest of the three games I’ ve 
participated in against them ."

"T h e re  were tim es,”  Keyes 
said, "when I didn’ t even have 
the ball and they h it me. You’ ve 
got to keep looking around you.

“ They showed m ore body this 
tim e then ever be fo re ," Kenney 
said. "B u t the refereeing was 
unbelievably bad. St. Louis was 
chopping (kicking legs instead 
of the ba ll). I t ’ s a hard call to 
make, but they should at least 
have been warned.”

The Spartans w il l  now take a 
week o ff to prepare fo r the f ir s t  
game of the NCAA tournament, 
Nov. 18.

A  tr ia l  o f  t r u th  vs. C h u r c h
A published version of the play 

f i r s t  presented on the H allm ark 
H a ll o f Fame “ Lamp at M id ­
night”  is  the dram atization of 
one of man’ s most agonizing m or­
al and ideological con flic ts . The 
year is  1634, and Galileo G a lile i 
has public ly recanted a fte r being 
condemned fo r heresy by his be­
loved Church. The Holy Father 
in Rome—Pope Urban V III—  
neither comprehends G alileo’ s 
greatness nor has the courage to 
seek a deeper understanding of 
his new ideas.

Men of the Church and men of 
science have gathered to inspect 
the revolutionary telescope and 
leave without looking through the 
instrum ent at the sta rs—they are 
a fra id . C hristian theology had 
been based on A ris to tle ’ s astron­
omy. The Church taught that the 
stationary w orld was created fo r 
man, that the sun, moon and 
planets revolved around man’ s 
earth.

To accept Galileo’ s astronomy 
would mean realignm ent o f 
Church doctrine,com plicated re ­
examination of B ib lica l tex t, and, 
as C ardinal B e lla rm n te lls  G a li-

leo, “ a sp iritua l revo lu tion .”  
Galileo Is at f i r s t  perm itted to 

trea t his new astronomy as "h y ­
pothesis but not fac t.”  Then the 
Inquisition gains power; his book 
is  banned and burned, and G ali­
leo is  pressured into confessing 
and repenting his sin.

In his search fo r sc ien tific  
tru th , Galileo ca lls  out to his 
God. The play ends w ith his as­
sertion o f his knowledge, his 
p riva te  defiance of the Church. 
We see that submission has been 
momentary and verba l. Galileo 
loves and needs his God, but he 
cannon accept the dictates of the 
Inquisition. Following a year in 
e x ile , Galileo declares ” . . . i f  a 
man takes away reason to make 
room  fo r  revelation, he puts out 
the lig h t o f both.”

There is  l it t le  va rie ty  o f emo­
tiona l p itch in the p lay. The 
scenes fo llow  each other fu rious­
ly  and there is no re lie f from

tension. The p itch is , however, 
consistent w ith the im oatient, in­
tense Galileo as characterized in 
S tavis 's dram a. Dialogue and ac­
tion support the fie rce  energy of 
the heroic protagonist.

The re lig ious leaders are not 
seen as a body of e v il,  but as 
individuals motivated by fea r as 
w e ll as hatred. Galileo’ s daugh­
te r ,  S is ter M aria Celeste, is 
pathetic and innocent when con­
trasted to the men in the p lay. 
She attempts unsuccessfully to

reconcile  her belie f in God and 
the demands o f the Church w ith 
her be lie f in her fa ther’ s search 
fo r  tru th .

For those who face conflic ting  
ideas, fo r  those whose discovery 
of new knowledge may threaten 
and be threatened by the estab­
lished o rd e r, fo r  those interested 
in a moving and entertaining 
dram atic experience, "L a m o  at 
M idnight”  is  recommended read­
ing.

We have, without a doubt, 
been thoroughly prepared 
fo r Harold L loyd 's  latest 
splice of 1920s life .

A representative from  
Janus F ilm s , the d is tr ib ­
utor of “ Funny Side of 
L ife ,”  came to campus two 
weeks ago and delivered an 
animated address on silent 
comedy.

Then, last Wednesday, 
M r . L loyd h im self appear­
ed in the Arena Theater 
fo r  a question-answer ses­
sion.

During the in form al d is­
cussion, Lloyd explained 
why he is  prem iering the 
f ilm  in college communi­
tie s . He feels that college 
students are the most re ­
ceptive and appreciative

audience fo r  the type of 
f ilm s  he has to o ffe r, and 
that students'general opin­
ion whould decide the ques­
tion  of whether to release 
th is  f i lm  to the general 
public o r  shelve it.

In “ Funny Side of L ife ,"  
he appears, at age 73, in a 
prologue dedicating t h i s  
la test collection o f his 
comedy to the s p ir it of 
youth.

Then, the feature f i lm ,v 
“ The Freshman,’ ’ is  in tro ­
duced. This “ classic co l­
lege sa tire ,”  which has 
since been hackneyed be­
yond recognition, te lls  the 
story of a popularity-seek­
ing college freshman who 
makes a fool of h im self 
(but is , o f course, s t i l l  
loved by the heroine) un til 
the day of the big game.

A series of te r r i f ic  gags 
and surpris ing ly  funny t i ­
tles ("T a te  U .—a large 
football stadium w ith a col­
lege attached,”  and, in tro ­
ducing the hero ine,“ Peggy 
—the kind of g ir l  your 
mother must have been” ) 
culm inates in the wildest 
football game ever film ed.

If you don’ t go into help­
less hysterics watching i t ,  
assume there is  something

d ras tica lly  wrong w ith you.
The camera work in 

“ The Freshman”  is very 
effective as a comic device. 
An ir is -s h o t o f Harold 
leading a football cheer 
opens out to reveal that his 
antics are taking place in 
fron t o f his bedroom m ir -  
row.

The slowly moving cam­
era pu lls back fa rthe r and 
fa rth e r to reveal more and 
more of a crowd which 
Harold has unintentionally 
offered to trea t to ice

cream . Other examples are 
much more complicated 
and are more humorous in 
d irec t proportion to th e ir 
amount of complication.

The film  is surpris ing ly 
c lea r photographically, in 
contrast with many silent 
comedies, which have suf­
fered from  the copying p ro ­
cess over the years.

The comic technique of 
“ The Freshman”  lends i t ­
se lf quite well to modern 
musical scoring, which was 
adequately provided by 
W alter Scharf.

Harold Lloyd may rest 
assured that, with a ll these 
positive points to his ad­
vantage, his “ Funny Side 
o f L ife ”  w il l be heavily 
attended and w e ll-appreci­
ated by students, ch ildren 
and adults.

Last year, the “ God is Dead”  — controversy was so over-used, 

misused and misunderstood that many of us find i t  a sacrilege to 
u tte r the complete three-worded phrase. But now, just as r ig o r 
m ortis  has set inatop this old tiredaspect, God is being resurrected 
again by the Schonfield method.

Author Hugh Schonfield’ s way of bringing the subject to l ife  this 
tim e reads in  places like  an account of some spy try ing  to come in 
from  somewhere. As curren t witnesses to the changing faces and 
characters of the hero, we are aware that the era of the plain old 
fashioned double-cross has been by-passed by m ore in trica te  plans 
fo r  cross-ups.

Schonhield makes motions toward a new crossed sign in “ The 
Passover P lo t.”  It  is  obvious that the attempt required much hand- 
waving on his part since he endeavored to juxtapose many of our old 
b ib lica l heores into modern psychologically-aware characters. 
Jesus is his master mind. He is the m aster p lo tte r who has spent 
his entire  life  p lotting out the greatest p lot of a ll.  According to 
Schonfield, i t  was Jesus h im se lf who launched and schemed his own 
career, deciding h im self td fu l f i l l  the already existing prophesies 
and put an end to a ll the anxious waiting. He chose him self, in other 
words, to be the Chosen Prom ised One. He wanted to play God, think­
ing i t  about tim e someone did, and he did.

“ The Passover P lo t’ ’ reads in places like  a secret agent’ s plan 
o f action. Jesus is the con -a rtls t who in his conning, uses "p s y ­
chology”  on those he thinks are essential fo r  the success of his 
plan. Winning friends and influencing the people w ith his charism atic 
personal sytle, Jesus system atica lly arranged fo r the incidents which 
we have read of in the Gospels to “ happen" as prophesized. Even 
his fo llowers were not aware that they were being manipulated.

As flood waters cleared from  
Venice and Florence, the two 
biggest Ita lian  r iv e rs  -  the Po 
and the Adige -  sp illed over 
th e ir banks at scattered points 
in  northern Ita ly .

O ffic ia ls  ordered an a ll-o u t 
e ffo rt to shore up weakened banks 
to  prevent a new rampage. The 
Ita lian  government m obilized the 
armed forces to help block new 
floods and rush more aid and 
rescuers to stricken areas.

To Florence, one day of cala­
m itous floods had done more 
damage than W orld War Q.

The F riday floods had struck 
Venice its  worst tid a l blow in  
1,000 years.

Nixon charges draft

Nixon, appearing onABC-TV*s 
"Issues and A nsw ers," charged 
"p o lit ic a l fakery”  in  the d ra ft 
announcement a n d  made h is  
strongest attack yet on Johnson.

McNamara said the Increase 
In U.S. forces In V iet Nam in 
1967 would be substantia lly less 
than the 200,000-man Increase 
th is  year.

He predicted d ra ft ca lls  may 
be cut in  half. In August, Sep­
tem ber, October and November, 
inductions averaged between 37,-
000 and 50,000 a month.

Noting that the present combat
tou r of duty in V iet Nam is  12 
months, McNamara said: "W e 
propose to keep I t  so. We w il l  
have brought back as a resu lt 
o f that lim ited  tour about 250,000 
men by the end of the next month. 
We believe we can continue to 
l im it  the tour to 12 months, and 
do so w i t h o u t  c a l l i n g  up 
reserves.’ *

The tota l number of troops In 
V ie t Nam w il l  stand at 385,000 
by the end of the year, he said.

"T h e  m ilita ry  scene has been 
changed d ra m a tica lly ,"  he said. 
But he would not p red ic t what 
lie s  ahead on the fighting fie ld .

McNamara said that a $1—b il­
lion  cutback already has been! 
ordered In the planned production 
ra te  of a ir  ordinance. He dis­
cussed the probab ility  of another 
cut w ith  the President Saturday.

Nixon said, " I  am not fr ig h t­
ened by the towering tem per of 
Lyndon Johnson." He said he 
would continue to discuss the 
President’ s methods of waging 
w ar In V iet Nam.

Asked i f  he thought the P res i­
dent was try in g  to silence his 
c r it ic s  on V iet Nam, Nixon re ­
p lied  that, " I f  he attacks me, 
who has supported him  on V iet 
Nam, that's going to frigh ten  oth­
ers who have m ore to lose than
1 have."

Nixon said, "P res iden t John­
son should lis ten to objections 
and answer my questions instead 
o f indulging in cheap p o lit ica l 
demagoguery."

the water had cleared fro m  most 
o f the c ity . But most of Venice 
s t i l l  was without e le c tr ic ity  and 
drink ing  water.

Sudden landslides near B e llu - 
no in  the Alps buried homes and 
added 20 new deaths to a fa ta li­
ty  to l l  moving toward 200. I t  
was feared the fina l death count 
to emerge from  the nightmare 
chaos would be hundreds, per­
haps a thousand. Thousands 
were in ju red .

The U.S, government and the 
Vatican joined the Ita lian  gov­
ernment in  sending aid and a 
massive force of more than 100,- 
000 men spread into the d isaster 
zones In a desperate race against 
tim e to save the liv in g —and to 
recover the dead before epidemic 
fla red .

Hundreds of thousands were 
homeless. M ore were isolated 
and in  danger of death from  
shock, starvation, exposure and 
landslides.

In helicopters, Jeeps, trucks, 
boats and amphibian c ra ft, the 
rescue arm y fought over w a te r- 
covered croplands, s lim e-cov­
ered h ills  and landslides in the 
A lps.

Florence, a c ity  of 450,000 
and the greatest a rt c ity  of the 
Renaissance, suffered the w orst. 
The c ity  and surrounding area 
counted at least 40 deaths and 
Incalculable damage to a rt is t ic  
and arch itec tu ra l treasures.

The c ity  was torn with m ise ry  
and emotion. Ita lian  President 
Giuseppe Saragat was screamed 
at by distraught surv ivo rs  as 
he toured the oozing, de b ris - 
choked streets.

"W e don’t  need you here, we 
heed bread, we need w a te r,”  
screamed one man. "W hy don’t  
you stay lo  Rome and organize 
the rescue?*’

The fundamental threat from  
the Soviet Union is  changing from  
ideological and m ilita ry  to eco­
nom ic, said Defense Department 
consultant B. F . Coggan Thurs­
day night.

The fo rm e r Douglas A irc ra ft 
v ice-president a n d  United Na­
tions economic adviser, speaking 
at F a irch ild , said a situation is 
developing in  the Soviet Unl6n 
which could be potentia lly  more 
dangerous, than the nuclear 
stalmate, and test the free  w orld  
like  never before.

"T h e  USSR, having placed 
heavy industry above agricu ltu re , 
found In 1963 that I t  didn’ t have 
enough food fo r Its  people and 
was forced to buy wheat on the 
open m a rke t" he said. “ But be­
cause of m is trus t of the ruble, 
they had to pay over $300 m il­
lion  In gold fo r  wheat.

"E n ro llm e n t figures have 
soared upward In the last dec­
ade,’ ’ said Hannah, " th is  year's 
freshman and sophomore classes 
are the largest In the h is to ry  of 
the un ive rs ity .”  Projected en­
ro llm ent figures show an in­
crease, according to the p res i­
dent, however, "n o t as la rge  an 
increase as in the past.

"T n e  structure of ASMSU pre ­
sents the best potential fo r  the 
most successful student govern­
ment we have ever had at M ich­
igan S tate ," said Hamah. Yet, i f  
ou r student government is  "go ing  
to amount to anything, i tm .s t  
have the Interest of both the 
governed and the governors," he

"T h e  Russian gold mines were 
worked 24 hours a day to produce 
$300 m illio n  annually, but the 
government has had to buy more 
and m ore wheat. Sources in  
Switzerland say the Russian gold 
reserves have been dw ind ling."

Harsh rea lis ts  th a t  the 
Russians are, Coggan said, they 
recognized the need to reverse 
the outflow, and in 1963 a precept 
was la id  down that the Indus­
tr ia lis ts  of the USSR must design 
products fo r  use throughout the 
w orld .

So fo r  three years a whole 
new class of products has been 
appearing from  behind the Iron 
Curtain— ca rs , p la n e s ,  lo­
comotives, and fa rm  equipment.

"A nd  th e s e  products have 
polish and c la ss !"  said Coggan. 
"T h e  corners have been rounded 
off, they have a professional 
gloss, and what’ s m o re , they 
appeal to the m arket.”

"P ro f i t  means nothing to the 
Russians. They w il l  se ll an a ir ­
plane fo r 50% of Its  cost at 
ha lf the Interest the U.S. would 
charge and give 20 years to pay 
fo r  It. Th is kind of marketing 
is  tough to beat”  he said.

In o rder to make the trans i­
tion to the open market, the 
Soviets have had to adopt what 
they once called " d ir ty  Cap­
ita lis t t r ic k s " —wage Incentives, 
bonuses, and local responsible 
production.

Coggan said that he asked a 
Soviet indus tria lis t the reason fo r 
a change of thinking and was told 
"n o t to be m isled. The Soviets 
w il l  use any system they can 
find to make th e ir basic social 
system more com petitive and 
more effective.”

I f  the United States Is to main­

tain Its  " is land  of democracy*’ 
position, Coggan said, i t  should 
view problems of international 
scope w ith a d ifferent set of 
glasses than It uses now.

"T h e  United States tends to 
th ink everybody thinks lik e  we 
do, in logic, tra in  of thought, 
and sense of values. This is  not 
true! Other peoples’ ways may not 
be wrong*' he said.

"A m e rica  Is treated w ith envy 
but not always respect. We’ re 
regarded as ‘babes In the woods’ 
who had a stroke of luck in 
setting up a democratic society. 
We should educate ourselves to 
recognize other points of view 
In International problems while 
s t i l l  re la ting them to our own 
fram ew ork."

A li Akbar Khan w ill present 
his t r io  at-8:15 as part o f MSU’ s 
Asl an-Lat i  n A m erican-A frican  
Series.

Khan is an acknowledged 
modern master of the sacrod, 
an ancient g u ita r- like  instrum ent 
w ith 25 s trings.

Accompanying Khan is  M a-

hapursh M lsra , who plays the 
tabla, a percussion instrum ent 
consisting of two d iffe ren tly  tuned 
drums. The tabla is  considered 
one of the most sophisticated 
and d iffic u lt percussion In s tru ­
ments.

The resu lt o f th is  type o f music, 
to the Western ear, is  to ta lly  
un fam ilia r since i t  is  founded 
on an en tire ly  d iffe ren t set of 
musical concepts.

The f i r s t  Western reaction to 
these c o m p o s i t io n s —a loose 
term , since Indian music of th is  
type d o e s n ’ t  exist in  w ritten  
fo rm —is  that i t  lacks harmony,

which i t  does, according to the 
Western concept of harmony. In ­
stead, i t  s u b s t i t u t e s  a highly 
flex ib le  and complex notion of 
rhythm ic patterns that va ry  to 
an extent the W estern-tra ined 
m u s ic ia n  finds e n tire ly  beyond 
h is  experience.

The basic order o f N orth  In ­
dian music is  found in what they 
ca ll a "ra g a ,”  which can re fe r  
to e ithe r a composition o r  the 
p a r t i c u l a r  tone combinations 
w ith in i t .  Ragas are precise 
melody fo rm s, imposing order 
where the western m usician has 
much m ore freedom and e lim in -

P r o f s  l e a d  V i e t  d e b a t e

Board overrules assembly 
on fall term meeting plans

"Outraged patrio ts” — 19 of 
them — and two Dept, of Psy­
chology faculty members Wed­
nesday debated issues centered 
upon U.S. Involvement in the 
V iet Nam war.

The two faculty members, Ber­
tram  E. Garskof and Lauren 
H a rris , b o th  assistant p ro ­
fessors, had challenged "those 
of you who say you support John­
son’ s w ar but who have not given 
up your student deferments to 
volunteer fo r combat du ty" to 
debate w ith them.

In a le tte r carrled inTuesday's 
State News, the two contended 
’ ’e ither you are a fra id  to fight 
and pre fer to let others (less 
fortunate than you) die fo r your 
beliefs, o r you do not believe 
in the war but say so lest your 
dissidence threaten your selfish 
in te res ts ...’ ’ T h e y  maintained 
these views during the debate.

Garskof was asked how he could 
remain a citizen of a country 
w ith  whose w ar he so strongly 
disagreed. He answered:

" I  am ashamed of my country 
and to be associated w ith it .

But as a U.S. citizen I am 
obliged not • to run away but to 
take the risks involved in keep­
ing issues out in the open. I w il l 
not give up.”

Despite risks , H a rris  said, 
" I  feel I am being loyal when I 
dissent. He said i f  a ll men who 
object to the war went to ja il,  
i t  would serve as a mandate 
fo r  change.”

H a rris  maintained he has "no  
intention to co-operate w ith the 
d ra ft I f  called.”  He expressed 
dismay over "the  atmosphere 
that has arisen in th is country 
and t h i s  community over 
dissent.”

Since the s it- in  at the Ann 
A rbo r dra ft board by University 
o f  Michigan students, H a rris  
said, there has been ” a cessation 
of an ti-V ie t Nam demonstrations. 
People are a fra id  to voice the ir 
opinions.”

Garskof envisioned the Am er­
ican people as being at the end 
of a long chain, "p u lle d  along 
into the w ar w hile a ll industry 
benefits...It appears the w ar is 
needed to keep the U.S. econom-

i t ’ s  w h a t ’ s  h a p p e n i n g

ica lly  functioning, to keep people 
in the adm inistration r ic h .’ ’

"W e have become a nation of 
m ora l degenerates— and whenwe 
go down It w il l  be because we 
deserve I t , "  he said.

H a rris , too, expressed concern 
f o r  "a  growing m ilita ry  com­
p lex.”  He viewed operations in 
V iet Nam as laying groundwork 
fo r  the eventual bombing of Red 
China by the United States.

Garskof agreed: " I  think we are 
heading fo r a confrontation w ith 
China. I think that’ s what the 
m ilita ry  wants. We have always 
had a predisposition to use the 
m ili ta r y ."

He dism issed as " lu d ic ro u s ”  
any thought of the V ie t Nam 
w ar being linked to a w orld 
Communist conspiracy. "The
communists a re  .spending no 
funds, w hile we put out $2 b illio n  
a month. Our own weapons, stolen 
and captured, are being used 
against us,’ * he said.

Garskof, who at one point In 
the discussion called President 
Johnson "a  vain and crazy man,’ ’ 
predicted "d ra s tic , dram atic, 
bloody battles in the streets of 
th is country w ith in  the next 50 
years— if  not over Viet Nam, then 
over some other issue.”

Board members expressed 
concern th a t  the general as­
sembly would grow out of hand 
into another AUSG Congress.

Other references were made 
to the old AUSG Congress and 
to its  ineffectiveness in  its  la te r 
years.

Off-Campus Council (OCC) 
President Greg Hopkins com­
mented that the general assembly 
Is valuable and  the meeting 
proved that i t  can be valuable, 
"b u t I have a small fea r that to 
increase the number of meetings, 
student government w o u ld  be 
moving toward a b icam eral s it­
uation.'*

"T h e  general assembly has 
indicated an in terest to commun­
icate w ith the Student B oard ," 
John Cauley, m em ber-at-large, 
said. " I t  is  our obligation to 
lis ten  to them.”

The motion was defeated 9-4.
The question of reapportioning 

the general assembly on a pop­
ulation basis was also discussed. 
Th is  motion was defeated at the 
general assembly meeting.

Hopkins spoke against th is mo­
tion. Since OCC represents 
approximately one-th ird  of the 
student body, he would have to 
appoint approximately one-th ird  
o f the general assembly. Hopkins 
questioned the poss ib ility  of find­
ing that number of people.

The basic argument in favor 
of reapportionment is that of 
popular representation.

"T he  general assembly is re ­
presented per liv ing  unit, not per 
every liv ing  unit and a h a lf,"

A rt Tung, m em ber-a t-la rge  said.

Khan has gone from  h is fa the r’s 
tra in ing  to create h is own repu­
tation as a musician, composer, 
record ing a r t is t and teacher. He 
is  the founder of a college of 
m usic in Calcutta and has toured 
as a musician and teacher in 
Asia, A frica , Austra lia , Europe 
and N orth  Am erica, He reached 
the pinnacle of recognition in 
h is  own country in 1963 when he 
accepted the President of India 
award.

The MSU performance includes 
a vocal solo by Khan's w ife, 
R ad ju lri, and instrum ental solos, 
duets and tr io s . M rs . Khan, one 
o f the few talented women m usi­
cians in India, w il l  also play 
the tam boura, a background in ­
strument made from  a gourd and 
s im ila r  to the lute.
