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Full Med School Bid 
Goes To State Board

Expansion of MSU’s existing tw o-year 
m edical school into a degree-granting  
fou r-year institution was recommended to 
the State Board of Education by the 
C itizens Com m ittee on Health C a re T u e s -  
day.

The com m ittee, established by the sta te 
board la s t year, sa id  the tw o-year school 
should be expanded so students now en­
ro lled  a t MSU could com plete the ir t r a in ­
ing without tran sfe rrin g  to another in s ti­
tution.

"Development of a m edical cen ter in 
the university  will greatly  strengthen the 
existing education p rogram s for the allied  
health professions and will enable the 
university  to add to such program s and 
im prove th e ir  quality ,”  the com m ittee 
told the sta te board.

The sta te  board will receive the com ­
m ittee ’s repo rt at its  Nov. 29-30m eeting.

Andrew Hunt, dean of the College of 
Human M edicine, said a g rea t deal of 
work and planning as tohow theU niversity  
will build a university  hospital, c la s s ­
room s and labo ra to ries, and how com ­
munity hospitals would work with the 
university , have been made in the past.

Hunt expressed hopes that the board 
would approve " a s  ea rly  as  possib le’’ 
the report, and would recommend expan­
sion of MSU to "a  degree granting fo u r- 
y ea r institution.”

W arren Huff, chairm an of the Board of 
T ru s tee s , called the news "top  d raw er.” 

“T h is  is  something we have been w ork­
ing on fo r five y e a r s ,"  he said.

The repo rt and the recom m endations

applying to MSU have the full endorsem ent 
of the citizens • com m ittee, Huff said .

He said it was of im portance to note 
that the recom m endation also has the 
full concurrence of MSU’s s is te r  in stitu ­
tions, Wayne State U niversity and the 
U niversity  of Michigan.

P rovost Howard R. Neville said he was 
very  pleased with the recom m endations by 
the com m ittee.

"O ur hope is  that it (the State Board of 
Education) will approve the rep o rt as 
subm itted and recom m end to the governor 
and the leg isla tu re that the program  be 
inaugurated as soon as  possib le.”

Neville said a fo rm al proposal for a 
fo u r-year m edical school at MSU was sub­
m itted to the sta te board in July .

Funds for m edical school would come 
from  the leg isla tu re .

“ In the best of all possib le w orld s,’’ 
Neville said, " th e  board would approve 
the report and recom m end to the governor 
and leg isla ture that a fo u r-year p rogram  
begin a t MSU.”

Neville added that ideally the governor 
would in January  recom m end that an in itial 
appropriation be made to MSU for opera­
tions and planning.

The nine-m em ber com m ittee headed by 
Michigan Supreme C o u r t  Justice  Otis 
Smith, also said the sta te  of Michigan will 
need a minimum of 590 p laces for f i r s t -  
year medical students within 10 y ea rs . 
I t said the s ta te ’s two fou r-year schools 
now have p laces for 325.

It said die U niversity  of Michigan should 
"consider expansion of its  capacity by 50 
additional f irs t-y e a r  p l a c e s  by 1976, 
bringing its  total to 260.”

Michigan sought a total of 250 m ore 
m edical doctors th is  year, the com m ittee 
said, adding Michigan ranks below the top 
one-th ird  of sta te s  in the ratio  of f i r s t -  
yea r medical students to population.

Michigan had 123 doctors p e r 100,000 
population in 1964, com pared with the 
national ratio  of 143 p e r  100,000, it added.

HANNAH INTERVENES

3 vigil representatives may attend 
Board of Trustees meeting today

P residen t John A. Hannah asked the 
Board of T ru s tees  Tuesday to le t rep re ­
sentatives from  the students conducting 
a vigil in Bessey Hall add ress the board 
at its  monthly m eeting this m orning.

L ast night the v ig ileers began briefing 
th e ir  rep resen ta tives and planning a silent 
“ no signs”  sympathy dem onstration out­
side Kellogg C enter, w here the board 
will m eet.

If Hannah's recom m endation Is accepted 
by the board, the students hope to convince 
its  m em bers to take two steps:

1. Delay a decision on recom m endations 
from  the ATL advisory com m ittee, the 
dean of U niversity College and the Provost 
that W. G ary G roat, Ken Law less and 
Robert S. Fogarty not be re -h ire d  when 
th e ir  con tracts  expire next sum m er.

2. R efer the m a tte r back to the Dept, 
of A m erican Thought and Language for 
review and reconsideration .

W. C. Blanton, a spokesman fo r United

Students, asked Hannah Tuesday if th ree  
rep resen ta tives could address th e T ru s -  
tees , and Hannah said he would relay 
th e ir  request, with a recom m endation that 
it be approved, when he met inform ally 
with the tru s te es  Tuesday night.

Blanton, C hris Leveridge and Doug 
Brunger a re  sla ted  to be the th ree  re p re ­
sen tatives. Blanton’s suggestion t h a t  
ASMSU, the official student governing 
body, also be Invited to speak did not 
receive an enthusiastic reception, he r e ­
ported .

It is  possib le that an ASMSU Student 
Board m em ber w ill rep lace one of the 
th ree  rep resen ta tives previously se lected .

ASMSU adopted a resolution  even 
stronger than that of the students con­
ducting the vigil. The v ig ilee rs, who plan 
to end the ir eight-day vigil a t 8:30 this 
morning when they walk to Kellogg, adopted 
a three-point program  reading:

1. The in stru c to rs , if not the student 
body, should be given reasons why they 
w ere fired .

2. If none a re  given, the advisory com ­
m ittee  should rev e rse  its  decision.

3. The AAUP statem ent asking the ATL 
com m ittee to  reconsider its  decision 
should be implemented.

T h e  "no  signs, no chan ts"  demon­
stra tio n  of sympathy outside Kellogg is 
scheduled fo r 9:30 to 11 a jn .  United 
Students spokesm en ’ p redicted  that a l­
though th is is a peak class period, at 
least 200 students would attend.

MADRID UP) -  Gen. F rancisco  Franco, 
Spain 's d ic tator for 27 y e a rs , offered the 
" itio n  Tuesday a new law designed to 
"set up a liberalized monarchy when the 
aging caudillo steps down.

Franco, who will be 74 Dec. 4, made 
his proposals in a 52-minute address to 
the C ortes-P arliam en t which was ap­
proved by them a t once by acclam ation. 
This opened the way fo ra  national referen­
dum expected to be held Dec. 14.

Franco’s proposals would broaden 
popular representation and open the doors 
to his own succession by a king o r  royal 
regent when death o r  age forces his 
re tirem en t.

The program , ranging from  succession 
to assu ran ces of religious libe rty , ap­
peared  to be aimed toward political 
lib e ra lism . But Franco stubbornly r e ­
sis ted  the adm ission of political pa rtie s  
a s  p a r t of the plan.

"E v e ry  country must solve the question 
of dem ocracy in Its own way. With us, 
a genuine, o rderly , and effective dem ocra­
cy excludes political p a r tie s ,’ he said.

Franco’s speech made no mention of a 
specific successo r,bu t his project detailed 
changes and amplification of the law of 
succession which resto red  a monarchy to 
Spain.

On succession, he proposed that if the 
post of chief of sta te becomes vacant 
through death o r  incapacity, the th ree - 
man Council of Regency must take over 
these pow ers, and within th ree days an­
nounce to a meeting of the National 
Cabinet and Council of the Realm a

nominee of royal blood who m ust, if 
qualified, be approved by tw o-thirds of 
those p resen t.

If th is proposal Is not accepted, the 
Council of the Realm and the Cabinet 
m ust make a second proposal of a nominee 
to become king. If, in the judgment of 
those m eeting, the re  is  no person of 
royal origin who m eets a ll conditions of 
law they must propose to the C ortes 
a regent to take over the pow ers of 
chief of sta te , setting the te rm  and con­
ditions of such a regency.

Academic Council gets 
revised freedom report

F r a n c e  b l a s t s  

w a n t s  P e k i n g
UNITED NATIONS, N.Y, (IP) — F rance 

urged the U.N. G eneral Assembly Tues­
day to adm it the Chinese Communists 
and expel the Chinese Nationalists with­
out reg a rd  to Peking’s attitude toward the 
w orld organization.

French A m bassador Roger Seydoux r e ­
jected  as unrea listic  an Italian proposal 
fo r a high level study of the 16-year-old 
Chinese rep resen ta tion  problem  that would 
explore P eking 's attitude on joining the 
United Nations.

This was in sharp  opposition to the 
stand taken by the United States to keep 
the door closed to Peking, but to support 
the study.

Seydoux a s se r te d  that the presence of 
Peking in the United Nations is vital to

t w o - C h i n a s ’ ,  

a d m i s s i o n  o n l y
the cause of disarm am ent and the search  
fo r peace In southeast Asia.

"Indeed, nobody questions the weight 
c a r r ie d  by the People’s Republic of China 
by reason  of its size, the number of its 
population, its  civilization, its arm ed 
fo rces  and finally, its  nuclear pow er,”  
he added.

" I t  Is China’s right to s it among us 
and our sole duty is to ensure that it 
is  enabled to exerc ise  that r ig h t,"  he 
sa id . "How it will exercise it is a m atter 
that concerns only the People’s Republic 
of C hina."

He defended also  the right of Peking 
to se t forth conditions for joining the 
United Nations, and to propose refo rm s In 
the U.N.’s struc tu re .

The rev ised  academ ic ireedom  rep o rt 
is now plunged into the next round of 
d iscussion and revision, this tim e within 
the Academic Council and the standing 
faculty com m ittees.

In minutes sent out Tuesday for the 
Nov. 8 m eeting of the Academic Council, 
William H. Com bs, dean of U niversity 
Services and se c re ta ry  of the council, 
outlined suggestions fo r discussion at both 
the Nov. 8 m eeting and the next m eeting 
Dec. 6.

The council is waiting for all "m a tte rs  
of con troversy" to be brought forw ard 
before setting up a procedure to deal with 
them .

The academ ic freedom  report should 
deal with students’ righ ts in rela tion  to 
medical ca re , H illiard  Jason, d irec to r of 
the office for m edical education rese arch  
and development, suggested to the coun­
c il.

In its  statem ents on rights, the aca­
dem ic freedom  rep o rt might be making 
p rom ises a developing university may 
not always be able to m eet, said Paul 
M. H urrell, a sso c ia te  p rofessor of phi­
losophy.

(The right to competent and fa ir  in-

struction  is  such a p rom ise , said  Com bs. 
If the leg isla tu re  ever cuts appropria­
tions severely  enough, the U niversity 
might not be able to provide enough in­
s tru c to rs . The enrollm ent could not be 
cut quickly enough, he added.)

P resid en t John A. Hannah offered four 
suggestions:

(1) The statem ent on righ ts, responsi­
b ilities and behavior of students should 
cover a re a s  beyond the c lassroom .

(2) M atte rs of detail should go to the 
proposed ombudsman w herever possib le.

(3) Rules on student conduct should have 
the approval of the vice president for 
student a ffa irs .

(4) The section on the State News and 
o ther student publications should provide 
a m ore  rea lis tic  approach to the r e ­
sponsibilities fo r and management of these 
organs.

Leo A. M artin, chairm an of the depart­
ment of Television and Radio, also  asked 
that the rep o rt define legally the Uni­
v e rs ity 's  responsibility  for student publi­
cations.

As the academ ic freedom  report se t 
up the State News organization, the re  is  
no control over the ed ito r-in -ch ief s im ila r 
to that between publisher and editor on 
m ost papers, M artin said .

ANN ARBOR — The Board of Regents at 
the U niversity  of Michigan is in the trouble 
spotlight again. N early  4,000 students jam ­
med into Hill Auditorium Monday night to 
p ro te s t an adm inistration  ruling to ban 
s it- in s .

They also  spoke out against the U niver­
s ity ’s  refusal to accept a recent student 
referendum  against the compilation of 
c la ss  rankings for d raft boards.

T he student group met for th ree hours 
before deciding to:

—Demand that the adm inistration abro­
gate the s it-in  ru le  and accept the student 
referendum  as binding.

—To se t a Nov. 29 deadline for an ad ­
m in istration  response to the proposals.

—To hold a ra lly  on the campus D ia­
gonal to coincide with the adm inistration 
deadline.

—To ex e rt sanctions in the. event the 
adm inistration does not accept the de­
m ands.

—To leave channels open for fu rther 
action based on any adm inistration r e ­
sponse.

T he sanctions accepted by the students 
include moving the rally, scheduled for 
Nov. 29 at noon, to the front steps of the 
A dm inistration Building. They will then 
s it-in  quietly in the lobbies and hallways 
of the A dm inistration Building but not the 
offices, during the lunch hour.

In breaking off rela tions last week, the 
Student Governm ent Council (SGC) con­
tended that the adm inistration should con -

su it with student and faculty rep resen ta ­
tives on such m a tte rs  ra th e r than ac t 
a rb itra rily .

Ed Robinson, SGC president, said a t the 
onset of the meeting that "the issue with 
which we are  concerned is  the re la tio n ­
ship of the students to the adm in istra tion ."

M arvin Niehuss of the adm inistration 
told the students that issues at the U niver­
sity  a re  not new. He said in the p ast 
"change has come about through rational 
suggestion, debate and discussion and not 
through ultimatum and dem ands.”

Only 
30 o r 40 women a re  expected to stay, 
making It Im practical to open residence 
halls fo r two o r  th ree women.

The added catchlines: T here’s no place 
to herd  all the guys where adequate bath­
room fac ilities a re  available. And, the 
g irls  seem  to be scared  of staying In an 
empty dorm .

T his way only a skeleton staff Is neces­
sa ry , the men can shift for them selves, 
the g irls  a re n ’t  lonely and 1, who have the 
capacity fo r being lonely In som e crowded 
room s and fo r being anything but lonely 
when alone a t tim es, am a d issen te r to 
th is happy-tim e situation.

He said the f ir s t  in a nation­
wide se rie s  of Republican con­
feren ces for young people will 
be held Dec. 10 a t the U niversity  
of W isconsin. B liss said  he will 
seek to persuade and re c ru it

potential newcom ers to the GOP 
with argum ents like this:

"W e need you. We a re  the 
party  of the m inority . Because 
we a re  the m inority  party , the 
opportunity is  h ere . We need 
m ore people than the Demo­
c ra ts  do ."

T he Young Republican organ­
ization was not lis ted  on the p ro ­
gram  fo r the U niversity  of W is­
consin conference, but B liss  said 
the federation will be rep resen ted  
there .

B liss  said GOP re c ru its  might 
en ter the Young Republican o r ­
ganization, o r might go d irectly  
into the senior party  of the ir 
s ta te s .

D em ocrats, and E rich  Mende of 
t h e  F r e e  D em ocrats expressed 
a will to form  a government, 
but the ta lk s a p p a r e n t l y  
produced no agreem ent on the 
cruc ia l issues of dom estic eco­
nomic and financial policy.

Brandt’s p arty  controls 202 of 
the 496 votes in the German 
P arliam en t and the F re e  Demo­
c ra ts  49. The C hristian  Demo­
c ra ts  have 245.

The th ree  p a rtie s  a re  striving 
to produce a coalition that 
would provide a m ajority  needed

to elect a successo r to E r­
hard .

K iesinger has been widely 
critic ized  because he w as a 
m em ber of the Nazi party  from  
1933 until the end of World War 
U, working In the radio  section 
of the Nazi Foreign M inistry 
propaganda section.

A spokesman fo r the East 
G erm an Com munist party’s Po­
litburo , A lbert Norden, said in 
East B erlin  that K iesinger often 
took p art in dally policy confer­
ences at the Nazi Foreign Min­
is try  and that propaganda chief 
Joseph Goebbels often led the 
m eetings.

Norden said  his government 
had docum entary proof of the 
allegation. Norden said Kiesing­
e r  was deputy chief of the radio 
section and liaison man to 
Geobbels.

K iesinger, 62, has been m inis­
te r -p re s id e n t of the State of 
Baden-W uerttem berg for eight 
y e a rs . He has said  that he had 
only som e of the functions of the 
deputy chief in the Nazi Foreign

M inistry  radio section and that 
he had been a low-level liaison 
man to a ll m in is trie s , which 
would Include Goebbels’ propa­
ganda m in istry .

Commenting on the East G er­
man allegations, K iesinger said, 
*‘I  have clean hands. I know 
what 1 did and what I did not 
do.”

Support for K iesinger cam e 
from  fo rm er Chancellor Konrad 
Adenauer who p ra ise d  him as  
" a  tru e  dem ocrat who did not 
make him self guilty of anything 
during the Nazi reg im e.”

The N igerian people have a 
trem endous d es ire  and willing­
ness to learn  the fundamentals of 
today’s world, the head of Uni­
versity  Extension at MSU said 
Tuesday.

N igeria is  one of the few coun­
tr ie s  in A f r i c a  that has the 
capacity, both in natural r e ­
sources and education, to become 
one of the leading countries on 
the continent, Mel C. Buschman 
sa id .

Buschman recen tly  returned 
from  the U niversity  of N igeria 
w here he was d irec to r of the Con­
tinuing Education Service.

"O ur job w as to educate the 
staff th e re  in the various fields 
so that they could take over the 
program  when we returned  to the 
United S tates,”  Buschman said.

The U niversity of N igeria Con­
tinuing Education Service was 
patterned a fte r the sam e serv ice  
'offered at MSU inK elloggC enter.

“ In fact, the sam e man that de­
signed the Kellogg C enter Build­
ing designed the construction in 
N igeria ,”  he said .

Buschman was p art of a team  of 
28 educators under a grant from  
the Agency for International De­
velopment (AID).

“ The program  sta rted  about 
five y ea rs  ago,”  he said . “ The 
University at that tim e had 100 
students, and it now has expanded 
to around 5,000.”

N igerian students face the ir 
education in a very  responsible 
m anner, he said. A bsenteeism  is 
a very ra re  thing. “ If a p ro fes­
so r  m isses  a c la ss , the students 

’ a r e  apt to find him and demand 
that he m ake-up that tim e to the 
students,”  he said.

in Nsukka in the easte rn  region. 
The country is  divided into four 
reg ions, the northern  region 
being the la rg est and chiefly Mos­
lem .

Buschman said  that the N iger­
ian people have a good under­
standing of how dem ocracy works 
and could definitely operate the 
system , but conditions which a re  
m ostly out of the ir control would 
hinder dem ocracy.

Buschman said that Michigan 
State is a leader in th is field 
of foreign education. “ AID be­
cam e ra th e r  upset because the 
N igerian P rogram  was becoming 
known as  the ‘Michigan State 
P ro g ram ,’ ”  he said.

Michigan State is wetl suited 
fo r this so rt of work, he said . 
MSU has many fields of study 
and good educators to use w here 
work is requ ired  in foreign coun­
tr ie s .

Welfare system 
not up to hopes

England’s social w elfare state, 
developed since W orld War II, 
has not fared  as well a s  expected, 
according to M rs, B arbara Shen- 
field, p ro fessor of sociology at 
the U niversity  of London.

In a lecture here  Monday, M rs. 
Shentield said  England’s welfare 
sta te  is  based on the "generous 
Ideals forged during the war; 
that the community as a whole 
m akes itse lf  responsible, each 
for the o ther.

"The prem ise i s  one any 
country would be proud to strive  
fo r ,”  she said . ‘T h e re  a r e  
certa in  Inherent problem s in it, 
however, that prevent it from  
being achieved.

“ If the governm ent provides 
se rv ices a t zero cost, there is no 
lim it to the dem ands," she said.

She n o t e d  that in England, 
wants have been stim ulated, new 
and m ore expensive methods are  
constantly being discovered and 
m ust be incorporated into the 
p rogram s at m ore expense to the 
government, and that shortages 
and d issatisfactions have deve­
loped in the p rofessions involved,

M rs. Shenfleld also  noted that 
those who need help m ust refuse 
to accept charity ; politics is nec­
e s sa rily  involved in the allotment 
of public funds; m ethods of eval­
uation to  determ ine priority  
standing of the various program s 
have not been developed; taxes 
a re  higher; and fac ilities a re  
inadequate.

M rs. Shenfield's suggestion for 
a country developing a welfare

system  is  a division of respon­
sibility  between the individual and 
the government, with private pay­
m ents for personal se rv ices and 
government paym ents for public 
fac ilities  and general p rogram s.

She said a private system  of 
social se rv ices should be m ain­
tained in a welfare sta te  as  a 
m eans of com parison and com ­
petition.

The crux of the “ whole ATL 
figh t" is the fact that non-ten­
ured  faculty m em bers don 't have 
any rig h ts , asserted  Ken Law­
le s s ,  one of th ree  non-tenured 
ATL in struc to rs  recommended 
to the Board of T ru s tees  by the 
ATL departm ent for d ism issa l.

Two of the th ree  “ ATL 
re b e ls ,”  Law less and W. Gary 
G roat, d iscussed and answered 
questions on the rights of non- 
tenured faculty m em bers and the 
p ub lish -o r-perish  theory of w rit­
ing in Akers auditorium  Monday 
night before approxim ately 100 
students.

The th ird  m em ber of the con­
tro v e rs ia l tr io , Robert S . Fo­
g arty , did not participate in the 
inform al discussion due to ill­
n ess  in his family.

P e t i t i o n s

Both Law less and Groat want 
a  change in the “ no r ig h ts"  
tenure policy a t Michigan S tate. 
They feel it "un just and pro­
fessionally  insulting '*  fo r the 
U niversity to fire  them without 
any w ritten statem ent of reason .

" L a s t  y e a r ’s Schiff case e s ­
tablished that students cannot 
be thrown out of school without 
good rea so n ,"  commented Law­
le s s ,  " y e t  our case shows that 
faculty m em bers can be fired 
without any reason  w hatsoever."

Citing reference to his contro­
v ersia l short story published in ' 
the sum m er edition of Z eitgeist 
m agazine. Law less said the

phrase  " p u b l is h  and p e r ish "  
be tte r described h is situation.

"T h e  kinds of words used by 
Law less in his story a re  no 
w orse than those read  by Gary 
Snyder a t h is recent poetry se s ­
sion on cam pus,”  G roat said 
in defense of both L aw less 's  
com position and its publication.

"T h e  Snyder audience accepted 
the use of fo u r-le tte r  words with­
out commotion because Snyder 
is  a well-known author of several 
books,”  contended G roat, "y e t 
when Law less expressed his c re ­
ativity and scholarly ability on 
paper, he was fired .”

Bessey Hall a re  prom oting the 
t r io ’s rea l cause of making people 
think and talk about the situ ­
ation, according to G roat*

Both Groat and Law less want 
the right to have th e ir  jobs back 
if they want them , but when asked 
if they would rejoin the MSU 
faculty, Groat rep lied , " I  would 
probably come back." L aw less, 
however, said he would not "pub ­
lic ly "  say he would not rejo in  
the faculty.

Priest decries pre-marital sex

According to C hristian  the­
ology, it’s ju st as  wrong for a 
guy to ask a g irl to engage in 
p re -m a rita l sex  as it is  for 
the g irl to say all right, a Roman 
Catholic p r ie s t said  Monday.

The Rev. Joseph F rom m eyer, 
of St. John’s Student P arish , 
said that “ a decent Christian 
fellow has to live up to the 
sam e values as a g irl, and 
shouldn’t ever ask such a ques­
tion. If he does, he should ex­
am ine him self (religiously)."

F ather F rom m eyer, who was

speaking to a coed group on 
p re -m arita l sex a t a m ovie- 
dlscusslon period in Brody, said 
"T h e  'he  can, she can’t’ standard 
is w rong.”

T h e  psychological effect of 
p re -m arita l sex can resu lt in a 
distrustfu l m arriage , he said.

"V ery frequently afte r a m ar­
riage  a g ir l’s mind thinks that 
her husband continues to do wrong 
on the basis of the ir acts before 
m arriage, even though he’s in­
nocent of ¿verything,”  said F a­
ther F rom m eyer. He added that 
this can occur the other way 
too.

He said F rance was aware of 
the attitude being expressed  in 
Peking, but that “ each sta te is 
entitled to subm it the reform s 
it deem s necessary  in the o r ­
ganization, and to even put c e r ­
tain conditions to its participation 
there in . It lies w i t h  other 
m em bers of the UnitedNations to 
accept o r re jec t such suggested 
refo rm s o r conditions.”

In rejecting  the Italian study 
proposal Seydoux recalled  that

a s im ila r study was adoptedwith- 
out resu lt in 1950, and added: 
" I t  is, in o u r  view, neither 
advisable nor re a lis tic , afte r 16 
years  of discussion, to suggest 
the setting up of a com m ittee to 
’explore and study’ the problem , 
and to suggest 'a  fa ir  and prac­
tical solution.’ T h ere  is no other 
solution but to re s to re  to China 
the seat that is  h e rs , and in our 
opinion it would be d iscrim ­
inatory to re so r t to a procedure 
Instituted for the adm ission of a 
new m em ber.”

b a d ,"  he sa id .

The film  prom pted questions 
and debate from  the audience.

A m ale who favored fre e  love 
“ like they have in Sweden,”  said 
we should " t ra in ”  people to be 
le s s  m oral, and then th e re  won't 
be any m o r e  of these psy­
chological p roblem s.

T h is  brought down the wrath of 
a coed, who rem arked:

" If  the m ajority  of the people 
thought th is (free love) w as all 
r igh t, why isn ’t It in effect? We 
have laws against p re -m arita l

sex, and not because of the Cath­
o lics. A policem an catching peo­
ple doing th is in a c a r  doesn 't 
a r r e s t  them because the cop’s 
a Catholic, but becausethepublic 
has voted against it through 
law s.”

Another “ f re e  lo v e r"  said that 
nothing would happen if everyone 
lived according to the golden 
ru le .

"O h,”  said  the p r ie s t, "do  
unto o thers’ daughters a s  you 
would have o thers do unto y o u rs ."

F ather F rom m eyer said  that 
not only is  p re -m a rita l in te r­
course  prohibited by C hristian  
theology, but " th ings leading up 
to it, such as  p e ttin g ."

Birchism clashes 
with Christianity

"M ain s trea m ”  C hristianity , 
with Its belief in the m oral bro­
therhood of man, Is In oppo­
sition to the fa r  r ig h tis t John 
B irch Society, m agazine editor 
L e s te r  DeKoster said la s t week 
at the Alumni Chapel.

DeKoster, assoc ia te  ed ito r of 
the Reform ed Journal, p ic tu res 
the John Birch Society a s  a 
fa lse  relig ion attem pting to un­
derm ine many C hristian  groups 
in h is la tes t book, "T h e  C hris­
tian  and the John B irch Soci­
e ty ."

"N o accident can undo the 
m oral brotherhood of m an ,"  De­
K oster said in alluding to the 
D arw inistic viewpoint in B rich- 
lsm .

"A  D arw inist believes the only 
thing we owe our neighbor Is 
what we Impose on o u rse lv es ,"  
he said.

The problem  of brotherhood 
Is clim axed in w ar where your 
b ro ther is your enemy, DeKoster 
continued.

"S crip tu re s  a re  c le a r  on this 
(problem  of your enemy). ‘If 
your enemy hunger, feed him’, "  
he sa id . "B u t B irchism  says, 
'If  your enemy hunger, do not 
forget that he is  your enemy’.’’

DeKoster a lso  sees the Indi­
vidual and the s ta te  at odds In 
B irch ism , but not In C hristian­
ity .

Romans 13, D e K o s t e r  r e ­
m arked, ca lls  fo r government to 
organize and ca re  fo r man, but 
the “ Blue B ook," a B irchism  
handbook by Robert Welch, con­
s id e rs  governm ent as the 
g rea test enemy of m an.

"In  the C hristian  viewpoint 
of p roperty , If we have m ore 
than we need, we a re  stealing 
from  the p o o r ,"  DeKoster said .

All that people have is  "on  
loan”  from  God to be used In 
" a c ts  of love.”

le s s  the righ t to demand what 
o thers have. God has granted 
stew ardship; he alone can judge 
the need fo r it ,  DeKoster con­
tinued.

B irch ism  only sees  the guaran­
tee  of p roperty , w hereas C hris­
tians believe in a "law  of shar­
in g ."

The A m erican tradition  is  also  i 
founded on C hristian  princip les 
and Is at odds with B irch ism , 
D eK oster believes.

T he A m erican tradition  s ta tes 
that " a l l  men a re  c rea ted  equal" 
with the righ ts of " l ife ,  liberty  
and the p u rsu it of happiness”  
to be guaranteed by a govern­
ment “ of by and for the people.”

But B irchism  considers the 
"p u rsu it of happiness”  as fre e ­
dom from  social responsibility  
with its  hedges on p riva te  prop­
e rty . It considers government 
"o f  by and fo r the people" as  
the g rea test enemy of the people, ’ 
DeKoster said .
