MIAMI, Fla . LP) - Hur r icane Inez, the 
end of her murderous rampage nowhere 
In sight,, s lashed through the Florida Keys 
Tuesday and then burs t Into the Gulf of 
Mexico and new ta rge t s fo r her wild 
winds. 

Churning backward f r o m the hear t of 
the Bahamas, the vicious, unpredictable 
s to rm whiplashed 650 s q u a r e mi les of 
sea and ahore with sc reaming winds and 
slashing ra in . 

Along southeast F lo r ida ' s coas t f rom 
For t Lauderda le to Miami, power t r a n s -

f o r m e r s blew in showers of green sparks, 
and foaming surf cut s t r e e t s and highways 
in half . 

Inez shook f ru i t off the t r e e s and tore 
at ground crops in Dade County, where 
f a r m s north and south of Miami produce 
an est imated $5 million worth of food 
pe r y e a r . John Freder ick , pres ident 
of the Dade County Fa rm Bureau, said 
Tuesday it was too ear ly to a s s e s s the 
damage . '

Sigma Nu waives 
national 'white clause'

A clause in the national Sigma Nu 
constitution bar r ing Negroes f rom m e m -
bersh ip in the f ra te rn i ty does not apply 
to the MSU chapter , the pres ident of the 
local chapter said. 

T h e national convention of Sigma Nu 
voted in August to re ta in the "white 
c l a u s e " but the Michigan State chapter, 
in compliance with Univers i ty policy, 
has held a waiver f r om the national 
c lause s ince 1962. 

T h e by-laws of the MSU Board of 
T r u s t e e s prohibit the existence on the 
MSU campus of any f ra te rn i ty , sorori ty, 
student organization or club that in i ts 
constitution d i sc r imina tes against poten-
t ial m e m b e r s on the bas i s of r a ce , color, 
national origin or ances t ry . 

Milliken says 
far rigbt doomed 

in Michigan 
William G. Milliken, Michigan Lieu te -

nant governor, told MSU s tudentsTuesday 
afternoon that the Republican par ty must 
face two challenges in the fu ture if it is 
to survive . 

F i r s t , the par ty " m u s t face up to 
the p rob lems of c i t ies because that ' s 
where the people and the m a j o r problems 
facing state governments a re , and 
second, we face the challenge to provide 
equal opportunity for every man and woman 
in Michigan ," he said at a campaign 
• top at the MSU Union. 

Milliken added that these challenges 
spell doom to the right wing of the R e -
publican par ty in Michigan. 

" T h e r e is no place In the party for 
organizat ions like the John Birch Society 
because they simply want to use the 
par ty a s a mechanism for the t r own bene-
f i t . T h e i r a ims a r e foreign to the a l m s ' 
and goals of the p a r t y , " he said. 

However, Milliken said it was essent ial 
that conservat ives , modera tes and l iberals 
be admitted to the par ty for an adequate 
dialogue which must be maintained within 
the par ty itself for effect ive action. 

The office for student act ivi t ies asks 
the national organization of each f r a t e r -
nity and soror i ty to a f f i rm In a written 
le t te r that the MSU chapter will not 
prac t ice discrimination as defined in the 
by-law. 

One other local chapter affected by the 
Univers i ty by - law, Alpha Tan Omega 
(ATO) is in the p rocess of removing 
any d iscr iminatory c lauses f rom its na -
tional constitution, Edwin Reuling, a s s i s -
tant d i rec to r for student activit ies, stated. 

T h e office for student act ivi t ies per iod-
ically reques ts national organizations to 
send them their constitutional changes 
and r e a f f i r m a non-discr iminatory po l -
icy, Reuling said. 

A f ra te rn i ty charged with d i sc r imina -
tion would be investigated f i r s t by the 
In te r f ra te rn i ty Council, then by ASMSU 
and the Faculty Commit tee on Student 
Af fa i r s . The faculty commit tee would 
send its recommendat ions to the board 
of t r u s t e e s through Pres iden t Hannah. 

No charges of discr iminat ion have been 
brought against any f ra te rn i ty since the 
1962 by-law was passed, Reuling said. 

The vote on the "white c l ause" in 
the Sigma Nu national convention was 
prompted by Duke Univers i ty ' s refusal 
to accept waivers s imi la r to those a c -
cepted at MSU. 

Duke University, Durham, N.C., r e -
cently indicated that the Sigma Nu chap-
t e r the re would be expelled if the clause 
were not removed f rom the national con-
stitution. Duke would not accept a local 
waiver f r om the c lause . 

T h e Negro exclusion c lause should be 
voted out of the national constitution 
within a few years , Wade F le tcher , p r e s -

U.S.-Soviet 
airline talks 
to resume 

WASHINGTON (JR—'TheUnlted States and 
the Soviet Union a r e resuming long-stalled 
negotiations on direct New York-Moscow 
a i r l ine service . 

If a final agreement is reached, Jet 
f l ights between the two c i t ies a r e expected 
to begin late next spring. 

A State Dept. spokesman, announcing 
immedia te resumption of the talks, said 
Monday night the decision gives "posl 
t ive meaning to our f requent statements 
tnat we seek a r e a s of agreement with the 
Soviet Union in spite of d i f fe rences a r i s -
ing out of the Vietnamese conf l i c t . " 

An agreement was reached tentatively 
five y e a r s ago, butU.S. off ic ia ls announced 
Aug. 21,1961, the United States would not 
sign it " i n view of the international s i t -
ua t ion ." The announcement came as the 
Communis t s began building the wall divid-
ing the city of Ber l in . 

Secre ta ry of State Dean Rusk and Soviet 
Foreign Minister Andrei Gromyko are 
understood to have agreed in New York 
two weeks ago to re -open the ta lks . 

" T h e a i r t ranspor t agreement is p e r -
haps the one a rea where we can make 
p r o g r e s s in a demonst rable and for th-
coming fashion without ra is ing broader 
cons idera t ions of national po l i cy , " Robert 
J . McCloskey, State Dept. p r e s s officer , 
said. 

McCloskey said ta lks between Pan 
American Airways, the U.S. c a r r i e r and 
the Aeroflot , the Soviet-owned line, will 
r e s u m e next week.

Draft Boards may call 
men in 26-35 bracket 

WASHINGTON .f - A Selective S e r -
vice System spokesman said Monday night 
s ta te d i rec to r s have been requested to 
Instruct local draf t boards to have all 
mi f i between ages 26 and 35 In c l a s s e s 
I -A and 1-A-0 who have liability be -
cause of deferment forwarded for p r e -
induction examination at a r m e d fo rces 
c en t e r s . 

The spokesman said the instruction 
went out 10 days 6r two weeks ago, 
although there was no previous public 
d i sc losure . 

He said that as of Aug. 31, men still 
l iable to be draf ted because of previous 
defe rments - even though they a re in 
the age group 26-35 - had been examined 
and 28,153 had been found, qualified for 
mi l i ta ry s e rv i ce . 

To complete the inventory, local boards 
w e r e asked :o forward the remaining 
41,~80 men .in this age group for p r e -
Inductlon examination. 

The spokesman said that as of now, 
no men over 26 a r e being inducted f o r 
mi l i ta ry se rv ice but the inventory of 
those aged 26 35 will give an Indi-
cation of how many men i that group 
might be available and qualified for mi l -
It r .'ice if aea 

These men would.be in what is known 
as the fifth category of call . Presem'ly 
men in the fourth category, those who 
mar r i ed in recent years during a per iod 
in wl 1. h m a r r i e d men were automat i -
ca l ly - g r a n t e d " d e f e r m e n t ; a r e in. s o m e 
cases being inducted.

North campus parking sould be on its 
way to normal by next fall with the 
completion of most of the six construc-
tion Jobs now causing the c r l t l a l shortage. 

With some 500 fewer parking spaces 
available on north campus than last year , 
many d r i v e r s a r e being forced to park 
In lots south of the Red Cedar and walk 
to their place of work. 

A solution will come p r imar i ly with 
the new f ive-story parking r a m p behind 
Bessey , according to Harold W. Laut-
ner, Director of Campus Planning and 
Maintenance. The 576 -ca r r a m p is sched-
uled for completion by August, 1967. 

T e m p o r a r y relief should come almost 
Immediately In the fo rm of about 100 
unpaved parking spaces near the site 
of the old power plant, Lautner said. 

The area where the coal bins and 
water reservoir once stood will be ready

T h e problem Is ra ther one of fi 
nance. 

Pa rk ing r a m p s a r e expensive propo-

sitions, as supported by Lau tner ' s e s t i -
mate that the new "ramp behind Bessey 
will cost $2,000 pe r parking space. • 

Eight poss ib i l i t ies for future ramps 
exist, ' four on each side of the Red 
Cedar River , Campus Planning maps show. 

After completion of the ramp behind 
Bessey, construct ion of a next r amp 
between the International Center and the 
Engineering Bldg, will be considerecLThe 
enormous number of persons moving to 
the new Language-Math Bldg, .make this 
area a potential t rouble spot. 

The other six r a m p possibi l i t ies will 
be considered in the future on the basis 
of need. Several of the old c lass build-
ings near the p re sen t Adminlstrat ionBldg. 

will be demolished, reducing the need 
for fu ther parking fac i l i t ies . 

T h e All-Universi ty T ra f f i c Commit -
t e e ' s most important contribution to the 
c ramped parking situation was abolishing 
the faculty-staff reserved parking spaces, 
utilizing much of north campus parking. 

The end of Individual r e s e r v e d spaces 
came ear ly last summer , a f te r it was 
found thej- were not being used enough 
to warrant the space, said J a m e s Tanck, 
Waterford, Wlcs„ graduate student, and 
a member of the All Universi ty T ra f f i c 
Commit tee , 

Tanck said he personally felt the north 
campus p a r k i n g shortage was cr i t ica l 
enough that the t raf f ic commit tee had 
been almost forced to choose bet. een 
graduate employe pe rmi t s and the in-
dividual r e se rved space sys tem. 

The University Police will conduct a 
t ra f f ic survey in Lot G in the near future 
to de termine how much it is being used, 
Tanck sa id .

surprisingly being readmi t -
s ta r t to finish, the University 

was on the d e f e n s i v e . By readmitting 
Schiff before a Federal court had decided 
the case , and not long a f te r the Faculty 
Commit tee on Student Affa i rs had r e -
fused him, the University appeared at least 
inconsistent in its actions. 

Theii there was the sensationalized, 
but par t ia l ly valid, ar t ic le in Rampar ts 
m a g a z i n e which savagely attacked a ., 
project MSU sponsored in Viet Nam in the 
middle and late 50s. 

T h e Univers i ty ' s biggest blunder was 
not in the project i tself, though mistakes 
cer ta inly were made. It had been t e r -
minated yea r s before the Rampar t s a r -
t icle was written, and the nature of our 
international p ro jec t s had since been mod-
ified and improved. 

The problem was in the Univers i ty ' s 
public response to the assau l t . F i r s t , 
there was none. Then it conflicted with 
the test imony given by faculty members 
who had served on the p ro jec t . Through-
out, the Univers i ty ' s position was marked 
by an obvious lack of candor and f r a n k -
ness . Many faculty and students were ap -

palled by the Univers i ty ' s handling of the 
situation. 

Resignations 
Not long af ter the Rampar t s episode, 

a number of outstanding faculty members 
began a n n o u n c i n g their resignations, 
though no correlat ion between the two has 
been establ ished. 

The Polit ical Science Dept. was ha rd -
est hit, losing three full p ro fessor s , in-
cluding the chairman of the depar tment . 
This year the department has been pressed 
just to offer the courses it did a year ago. 

The year also ended In a wave of s tu -
dent unres t , a s rioting broke out, without 
apparent reason, during f inals week In 
severa l of the large res idence hall com-
plexes . 

Obvious questions ra i sed were the suc-
c e s s and wisdom of the l iving-learning 
concept, of massing so many students so 
close together, and of attempting to a c -
commodate so many students oh this 
campus . 

The biggest challenge and brightest 
hope for this year is adoption of the F a c -
ulty Commit tee on Student Affa i r s repor t 
on academic f reedom, now before the A c -
ademic Council. For the most par t , the 
r epor t is a progress ive and pioneering 
step, despi te the commit tee ' s apparent 
rush to finish the report on t ime . 

It recognizes the need for g rea te r and 
broader student participation in the d e -
cision making and operation ol tills uni -
ve r s i ty . 

The repor t also at tempts to protect 
students f rom a rb i t r a ry actions by fac--
ulty m e m b e r s and adminis t ra tors . 

it recognizes the growing bureaucrat ic 
s t ruc tu re of the Universi ty and t r i es to 
give students the tools to cut through it . 

Finally, It recognizes mounting student 
concern over the quality of c lassroom 
Instruction here at MSU — something too 
many faculty m e m b e r s a r e unaware of o r 
conveniently ignore. 

Double problem 
But the challenge here is twofold. F i r s t 

the r epor t must be adopted without c r i p -
pling amendments . Second, if adopted, it 
must be implemented and made workable, 
F o r any set of laws, rules , or safeguards 
a r e meaningless unless enforced. 

Un less the repor t on Academic F r e e -
dom Is enforced and made a meaningful 
par t of Universi ty operations, much the 
same will be said of it a s was said of 
the Civil Rights Act of 1957, "Not worth 
the paper i t ' s written on ." 

And finally, this will be another year of 
challenge for the individual student at 
Michigan State. — but even more so than 
before . Here, the emphasis is on the in-
dividual, not for the personalized t r e a t -
ment he might receive, but for the indi -
vldual initiative he must display if i i e i s to 
speak and be heard, if he is to seek and 
find, and if he is to tap the vast r e -
sources of this university, often hidden 
by Its awesome size. At MSU in 1966, 
to be t imid i s to be lost .

The 
ra the r dubious distinction of that " r e c -
ognit ion" prevented the poet f r o m uti-
lizing the more adequate fac i l i t ies of the 
campus , 

Zei tgeis t has, in the past year , spon-
sored the appearance of four poets and 
ha£ been the outlet for the work of 
many MSU students . Whether or not 
the admtfi is t r i t idn ag rees with Ze i tge i s t ' s 
l i t e ra ry complexion is not the salient 
point. 

If the Universi ty fee l s that by " r e c o g -
niz ing" Zei tgeis t , it is condoning or a g r e e -
ing with its contents, then the whole idea 
of Univers i ty recognition should be 
dropped. T h i s point of recognition r e -
minds me of the re luc tance of cer ta in 
m e m b e r s of the United Nations to " r e c -
ognize" Red China. Indeed, It seems r a the r 
fatuous that a f o r c e represent ing 745,-
000,000 people i s Ignored. 

Can the administrat ion a f ford to ignore 
the contributions that Zei tgeis t is t rying 
to make to this academic community? 
I believe it cannot.

Such a response suggests that students 
will seek out and par t ic ipate In p r o g r a m s 
that (1) will yield personal gains, know-
ledge and exper ience and (2) will yield 
a demonst rable effect on others , on the 
immedia te community and on society in 
gene ra l . 

I am proud of these students and hope 
that other p ro jec t s can be developed that 
can make productive use of their i n t e res t 
and drive, and, I am su re , the in teres t and 
dr ive of most of the student body.

'Howe too radical 
to lead integration' 

WASHINGTON OP) — H a r o l d 
Howe II, the embatt led U.S. Com-
mis s ione r of Education, was told 
today he was too much the " z e a l -
ous r e f o r m e r " to adminis ter a 
school desegregat ion law. 

Rep. William H. Colmer , D-
Miss . , citing Howe's outspoken 
views on the importance of de-
segregat ing s c h o o l s , said the 
commiss ioner lacked the objec-

4 t ivlty needed fo r his job. 
Howe agreed that " I ' m inclined 

to make s t rong s ta tements in 
speeches , believing that you don't 
have much t ime and you have to 
make an i m p r e s s i o n . " 

But he said a speech he de-
l ivered in New York last March, 
which contained comments t o 
which Colmer objected, w.as 
d i rec ted specif ical ly to the p rob-
lem of urban school d i s t r i c t s . 
The problem there , he said, " i s 
de facto segregation, which Is not 
touched by the guide l ines ." 

He said his speech should not 
be read as descr ibing his a t t i -
tude toward Southern schools. 

"But we have recognized that 
segregat ion, however it occurs , 
c rea ted educational disadvan-
tages . And I was trying to get 
them (the big city school super -

•1 intendents) to put the problem on 
the i r agenda and suggesting pos-
s ib le solutions they might look 
In to . " 

Howe was back for a second day 
of questioning before the House 
Rules Commit tee , which is look-
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ing Into the Office of Education's 
guidelines for withholding federa l 
funds f rom schools that fall to de-
segrega te . 

As he did on the f i r s t occasion 
last week, Rep. Ray J . Madden, 
D-Ind., t e rmed the hearing " a 
polit ical inquis i t ion," a n d a 
"propaganda s ideshow" and said 
It should be abandoned. 

Rep. Powell 

found guilty 

in slander suit 
NEW YORK i.fl — Rep. Adam 

Clayton Powell, D-N.Y., has been 
found guilty of civil contempt for 
a second t ime in a defamation 
of cha rac te r suit against h im. 

State Supreme Court Jus t ice 
Har ry B. Frank , in his decision 
Monday, said that if Powell ap-
pea red before him Fr iday, he 
could avoid a second civil a r r e s t 
w a r r a n t being Issued against him. 

Early In 1964 the Harlem Ne-
gro congressman was found guilty 
of civil contempt fo r not paying 
a $33,000 judgment against him 
by Es ther J a m e s , a Negro c h a r -
woman whom he called, on a 
t e l e v i s i o n p rog ram, a " b a g 
woman"—a collector of g r i f t fo r 
cor rup t pol ice. 

After failing to collect that 
sum, M r s . J a m e s filed another 
suit charging that Powell had 
t r ans f e r r e d ownership of his 
Pue r to Rican home to avoid pay -
ment . That judgment stands at 
about $151,000, Including in t e r -
e s t . 
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DIRKSEN PREDICTS 

BRIGHTON, England [15 — 
P r i m e Minister Harold Wilson 
won a vote of confidence f rom his 
balky Labor par tyTuesday for his 
government ' s harsh economic 
pol ic ies . He served notice he 
will use the law to enforce an 
unprecedented wage - p r i ce 
f r e e z e . 

Wilson said his p rogram, a s -
sailed by workers , will set the 
stage for more social ism in B r i -
tain, He said the s ta te soon 
will take over pa r t s of the steel 
industry and urban building land. 
The docks will be reorganized 
on the bas i s of state ownership, 
he said. 

Those r e m a r k s won him chee r s 
at the Laborites* annual conven-
tion he re . 

Wilson demanded revolut ion-
a ry changcs in all s e c t o r s of 
Br i t i sh society beginning with 
an assau l t against " c o n s e r v a -
t i s m " on both s ides of industry. 

He lashed at le f t i s t s . . and 
r igh t i s t s alike for their attitude 
towards the nation's m a k e - o r -
break s t ruggle for solvency and 
a r e s t o r e d ro le In the world. 

As he spoke, the T r e a s u r y 
announced in London that a s ix -
month decline in Br i ta in ' s gold 
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War will expand soon' 
WASHINGTON fi—Senate R e -

publican Leader Everet t Dlrksen 
predicted today the war in Viet 
Nam will have to be expanded 
soon. 

However, D i r k s e n made it 
c l e a r in an interview he does 
not expect Pres ident Johnson to 
r e s o r t to the use of nuclear 
weapons—an action GOP f o r m e r 
Pres iden t Dwight D. Eisenhower 
sa id h e would n o t "au tomat i -
c a l l y " preclude. 

"Things can' t go on like they 
a r e in Viet N a m , " the senator 
f r o m Illinois sa id . "You ei ther 
esca la te the fighting or think in 
some other t ^ r m s . We can' t s u r -
render and we can ' t r e t r e a t . " 

In predict ing that the war will 
have t o b e expanded, Dlrksen 
mentioned n o t roop b u i l d u p 
f igu res . 

He said that the question of 
nuclear weapons was discussed 
by the GOP group but only In 
the context of the i r poss ible use 
" i n an emergency, if your back 
was to the wall and there was 
nothing else to d o . " 

He supported D e w e y ' s con-
tention that Elsenhower was not 
advocating nuclear a t tacks when 
Eisenhower said " I would do any-
thing that would br ing the war 
to an honorable conclusion as 
rapidly a s I cou ld . " 

" H e simply meant that we 
shouldn' t advise the enemy in 
advance as to what we a r e going 
to d o , " Dewey sa id . 

This fell shor t of sat isfying 
Senate Democra t ic Leader Mike 
Mansf ie ld . He cal led in an In te r -
view for Elsenhower to "p roduce 
s p e c i f i c s " on how he would go 
about ending the w a r . 

The GOP commi t t ee urged that 
" e v e r y prac t ica l s t e p " be taken 
to achieve vic tory but avoided 
detailing such s t eps . 

Mansfield said Elsenhower " i s 
the best informed man about Viet 
Nam outside the government . The 
Pres ident has kept in c lose con-
tact with him through White House 
meet ings , sending r e p r e s e n t a -
t ives to Gettysburg to brief him 
and in asking f o r his sugges-
tions and adv ice . " 

Mansfield said he d o e s n o t 
a t t r ibute any polit ical motives to 
Eisenhower ' s s ta tements , a l -

though they were made at a news 
conference a f t e r a Republican 
policy meet ing. 

Although GOP National C h a i r -
man Ray C. Bl i ss said Viet Nam 
remains the p r i m a r y concern of 
vo te rs , Mansfie ld said the out-
come of next month ' s congres -
sional elections will not "change 
the cou r se we a r e now set upon" 
In Viet Nam. 

An advocate of l imiting the 
wa r , Mansfield stoutly defended 
in the Senate the honesty of John-
son ' s pursu i t of peace . In an 
obvious r e f e r e n c e to Fulbrlght, 
chairman of the Senate Foreign 
Relations Commit tee , M a n s -
field said it was bad enough to 
have Hanoi, Peking and Moscow 
question the a l m s of this month ' s 
meeting i n the Philippines of 
South Viet Nam al l ies without 
s imi la r downgrading at home. 

Meanwhile, o thers had this to 
say a b o u t mi l i ta ry action In 
Southeast Asia: 

« T h e State Department: Its 
" informat ion ind ica tes" that So-
viet miss i l e specia l is ts In North 
Viet Nam a r e l imited s t r ic t ly to 
training act ivi t ies . 

—Deputy P r i m e Minister Ab-
dul Razak of Malaysia said with 
the request of the South Viet 
Nam government h 1 s côuntry 
would probably send troops to 
South Viet Nam. 

—Sen. J.W. Fulbright, D-Ark„ 
a leading cr i t ic of administrat ion 
policy: What he called adminis-
trat ion si lence of the U.S. build-
up in Thailand puts Congress in 
the position of "eas i ly and com-
pliantly—If not enthusiast ical ly-
"becoming the Instrument of the 
P r e s i d e n t . " 

— F o r m e r New York Gov.

Ex-Nazi 
advocates 
civic duty 

A f o r m e r Nazi polit ical p r i -
soner pleaded with a group of 
s tudents and faculty m e m b e r s 
to p e r f o r m their "c iv ic duty 
of offer ing a well-balanced and 
intelligent public opinion to the i r 
government off ic ia ls in an e f for t 
to prevent the r i s e of a Hi t ler 
l ike d ic t a to r sh ip . " 

Speaking on ' T h e Weimar R e -
public and the German Reichstag, 
1930-33," Gerha r t H. Seger said 
G e r m a n y ' s " r e spons ib i l i t y " for 
World War II s temmed f r o m th£ 
fact that it was ahead of other 
European countr ies in many 
f ie lds , yet behind in pol i t ics . 

"Not ready for the d e m o c r a -
tic f o r m of government provided 
by the Weimar constitution, the 
German people revolted against 
the i r r e p u b l i c , " Seger said in h i s 
Fr iday night speech In the P h y -
s ics -Math lounge. 

Although 80 per cent of the 
genera l population supported Hi t -
ler when he came to power in J a n -
uary, 1933, according to the f o r -
m e r Nazi polit ical p r i soner , only 
one- th i rd of the constituent r e p -
r e sen t a t i ve s supported his ap -
pointment a s Chancel lor , 

"In an e f for t to obtain the 
'vote of confidence' nece s sa ry 
for him to stay in o f f i ce , " Segerf 
said, " H i t l e r t e r r o r i z e d the op-
posing government off ic ia ls and 
the i r f ami l i e s on the p re t ense 
of Communis t in f i l t ra t ion ." 

" A f t e r official confirmation of 
his t i t le , Hi t l e r began molding 
the minds of the populace for the 
h is tor ic events which followed by 
taking over control of all the m a s s 
m e d i a , " concluded the f o r m e r 
Weimar Republic off icial .

Political parties 
tools for climbers' 

American political parties a re 
o f f i c e - s e e k i n g instruments 
developed around men's ambi-
tions, said a Michigan State pro-
fessor of political science in a 
speech here Monday. 

The s p e a k e r , J o s e p h A. 
Schlesinger, spoke on "Political 
Careers and Party Leadership." 
The lecture was the f irst In a 
ser ies by the Political Science 
Dept. 

Schlesinger, who received his 
P.D. at Vale University, com-
pared political part ies and their 
members in five democracies: 
the United States, Canada, Great 
Britain, France and Australia. 

Politicians, like all men, seek 
advancement in their careers , 
he said. Schlesinger wished to 
determine the type of men each 
party attracted. 

Schlesinger used the age for 

and the length of previous of-
fice-holding as cri teria to judge 
the elected officials of each party. 

He divided the part ies Into four 
groups, young and ejqperienced, 
such as the American Democrats; 
older and experienced, the Re-
publicans; young with little ex-
p e r i e n c e , the British Labor 
party. 

Schlesinger said his research 
findings, " f i t in with the gen-
eral perception of the parties ' 
s t ruc ture ." 

The speech was based on one 
delivered by Schlesinger in Sep-
tember to the American Political 
S c i e n c e Association's a n n u a l 
meeting held In New York City. 

His text is to be included in 
a collection of articles on politi-
cal leadership to be published by 
the Wiley Book Co. 

S.Viet guns lack 
A-warheads 

WASHINGTON JPj —TheUnited 
States has two nuclear-capability 
ground weapons In South Viet 
Nam, but no atomic warheads 
have been sent to that country, 
military officials said Tuesday. 

They ruled out the likelihood 
of any tactical nuclear weapons 
being used In the current mili-
tary situation. They said the 
grave p o l i t i c a l implications 
would far o u t w e i g h military 
gains. 

In the jungle war of Southeast 
Asia, they added, it is difficult 
to envision targets suitable for 
nuclear hits. 

But If by some unforeseen 
circumstance the United States 
felt desperate enough to draw 
upon its nuclear arsenal, they 
said, atomic warheads could be 
f i red from 155mm and 8-inch 
h o w i t z e r s now in o p e r a t i o n 
against the Communists. 

The warheads are not In Met 
Nam,, but .they could be in the 
Army's hands in short time, 
officers said in interviews. The 
same applies for air and naval» 
forces . 

The question of whether nu-
clear a rms should be used in 
Viet Nam rose again this week 
with former President Dwl'ght 
D." Elsenhower's statement that 
he would take "any action" and 
"would not automatical ly ex-
clude anything" In efforts to end 
the war quickly and honorably. 

Secretary of Defense Robert 
S. McNamara told a House ap-
propriations subcommittee last 
spring he didn't want to state 
categorically such weapons would 
never be e m p l o y e d in Viet 
Nam, "but 1 cannot conceive, of 
a situation which would require 
their use in e i t h e r of those 
countr ies ."

University procedures for r e -
leasing information to the Selec-
tive Service System have changed 
somewhat from last year. 

The University will continue 
Its policy of not releasing any 
information to the Selective Ser-
vice concerning students unless 
the he requests the reg is t ra r ' s 
office to do so by signing the 
appropriate card at registration. 

Registrar Horace C. King ex-
plained that this service has been 
offered to students because MSU 
s tar t s its fall term much later 
than most schools. 

Many local boards, he said, ex-
pect to receive notification of the 
student's o f f i c i a l registration 
from the University by October 1. 
However, MSU does not actually 
complete all of Its registration 
process , including drops and 
adds, until almost two weeks after 
that date. 

-To alleviate this problem, King 
said, the temporary cards were 
offered students until the Uni-
versity has completed the reg is -
tration and drop and add pro-
cesses . 

Official Selective Service Sys-
tem Student Certificates will then 
be sent to the Selective Service 
System. These will be mailed 
within t h e next thirty days, 
according to King. 

Other details of the Univer-
si ty 's Selective Service policy 
remain essentially the same. The 
Regis t rar ' s office makes, for 
all male students who so request, 
two reports each year. 

Immediately af ter the regis-
tration process ends, the Unlver-

sity sends the f i rs t report to 
state offices of the Selective 
Service System. The report Is 
filed for all full-time students, 
and Includes their name, selec-
tive service number, and date that 
the fall term began. 

Although the University con-
siders 10 credits or more full 
time for fee assessments , for 
Selective Service purposes, It 
follows national guidelines in de-
fining full-t ime status as being 12 
credits for undergraduates, nine 
for masters candidates, and six 
for doctoral candidates. 

However, the national Selective 
Service guidelines state that the 
student should be making " n o r -
mal p rogress" toward a degree. 

King cautioned students that 
this means, for example, that 
undergraduates can take as few 
as 12 credits per term, but, If 
they wish to remain classified 
as full-time students, would still 
have to average 45 credits per 

year . 
Though local boards determine 

whether a student Is making nor-
mal progress, the University has 
an established set of guidelines 
in its class ranking system. 

Under this system, freshmen 
a re defined as those with under 
40 credits; sophomores, 40 to 
84 credits; juniors, 85 to 129 
credits; and seniors, 130 or more 
credits. 

King said that data processing 
forms are used for most students. 
However, where there a re special 
circumstances, the U n i v e r s i t y 
files a "long f o r m " in which the 
special circumstances a re ex-
plained. 

The second report Is filed by 
the University after the end of 
Spring term. It is filed, accord-
ing to the Selective Service guide-
lines f o r all full- t ime male, 
undergraduates, on-campus, de-
gree-program students who have 
enrolled for and completed twelve 

credits each term. 
According to this definition, if 

a student earns less than 12 c r e -
dits any one term, he Is con-
sidered a par t - t ime student and 
no report Is filed for him. 

In addition, all visitor credits 
for which an " N " grade were 
received do not count toward the 
12-credit minimum. * 

This e n d of term report In-
cludes t h e number of credits 
earned to date and the studefit's 
c lass ranking to four decimal 
places. For example, a student 
might be ranked as in the top 
3.1456 percent of his class 

A l t h o u g h acceptable Class 
standings are determined solely 
by the local board, the national 

Selective S e r v i c e System ha« 
suggested t h e following guide-
lines for considering a student's 
draft eligibility: 

—Freshmen should be In the 
upper halp of their class . 

—Junior should rank in the 
upper three-quarters of their 
class . 

—Seniors who plan to attend 
graduate school should rank in the 
upper one-fourth of their class . 

Students who wanted this end of 
year report submitted for them 
should have filed a request form 
at registration. 

King emphasized t w o things. 
F i rs t , the card that most stu-
dents signed does not authorize 
a transcript to be sent to the 

local board. The University will 
not send a transcript unless the 
student specifically requests this 
service in Room 13, Adminis-
tration Building. A fee is charged 
for t ranscripts . i ! 

Second, King said, the Uni-
versity neither establishes any 
of the draft guidelines, nor cor-
responds with the local boards. 
The University's sole involve-
ment Is to send, and then only 
when requested by the student. 

In addition to these t w o r e -
ports, King said, the University 
notifies the system of any changes 
In the student's status during 
the year, including changes from 
full-time to pan - t ime status, 
graduation, or withdrawal.

such a radical turn of the mil-
itary effort might draw RedChina 
or Russia into the war. 

Officers hasten to point out 
that the decision res ts not with 
the military but with the P r e s -
ident. For that reason they are 
extremely hesitant even to dis-
cuss the possibility of nuclear 
war in Viet Nam. 

"1 would be dubious about the 
use of atomic weapons in South 
Viet Nam in any fashion," one 
officer said. Their devastation, 
he explained, would quite likely 
claim civilians among whom the 
Viet Cong operate. 

"You don't succeed in your 
effort to win the hearts and 
minds of men by blowing a few 
of them up," he said. 

If pressed. Pentagon officers -
speculate that atomic explosions 
might be used to seal off with 
massive eruptions of earth cer -
tain Infiltration routes such as 
Ibe Mu Gia Pass along the North 
Viet N'am-Loas border. 

B-52 bombers have flown a 
number of missions and have 
dropped thousands of bombs in 
attempts to close down the Mu 
Gia Pass , but the North Viet-
namese maritge to get through.

MOSCOW UP) - The count ry-

side around Moscow has had 
a magnificently sunny s u m m e r , 
and now autumn leaves b r igh t -
en the roll ing hi l ls . 

Appreciation of the r u r a l R u s -
sian scenery Is m a r r e d fo r one 
country squire, however . Nlkita 
S, Khrushchev lives quietly with 
the beauty of nature, but not out 
of choice. 

In the two yea r s s ince he was 
ousted f rom power, Khrushchev 
has spent his t ime walking, put-
ter ing in a garden doing a l i t t le 
hunting in the birch and pine 
woods and reading. 

He has been reading widely, 
f rom newspapers and Russ ian 

h i s t o r y to the m e m o i r s of 
Charles de Gaulle. 

Occasionally he is visi ted by 
old f r i ends who still r e m e m b e r 
the ebullient, earthy l i t t le man 
who ra t t led nuclear rocke t s at 
the world. Those a r a pe r sona l 
f r iends r a the r than the co l l ea -
gues who turned unexpectedly on 
him Oct. 14, 1964, and s t r ipped 
him of the Soviet p r e m i e r s h i p 
and Communist par ty l eadersh ip . 

About 20 f r iends drove out to 
Khrushchev 's country villa las t 
April 17 to help him ce leb ra t e 
his 72nd birthday with a b a r b e -
cue. It ra ined. 

His four children go out f r e -
quently to visit Khrushchev and 
his wife, Nina Petrovna, 66. T h e 

grandchildren - f i v e a t las t r epo r t 
- romp on the lawn. 

T h e Khru6hchevs a r e c o m f o r t -
ably pensioned in a pleasant ly 
spacious house near the vil lage 
of Pe t rovsky Dallye, about 25 
mi le s west of Moscow. 

It lacks a heated swimming 
pool or an I n d o o r badminton 
court , such as Khrushchev en -
Joyed at the p r e m i e r ' s country 
homes . But It is good enough fo r 
a f o r m e r Soviet Communis t p a r -
ty boss - or , for that ma t t e r , 
for a r e t i r e d capi ta l is t . It i s f a r 
bet ter than anyone except a m e m -
ber of the Communist el i te , a top 
scient is t or a few leading a r t i s t s 
can expect In the Soviet Union.

The p ic tu res a r e gone, 
and the countless volumes of his 
endless speeches have vanished.

The f i rs t report of the Com-

pensation Committee set up by 
an all - University referendum 
spring term will be presented 
to the major student governing 
groups Oct. 14. 

The committee will determine 
whether to pay student govern-
ment officials, whom to pay, and 
how they shall be paid. 

Ralph Faust, Berwyn, 111., sen-
ior and chairman of the commit-
tee, urges all students to express 
their opinions and suggestions to 
their major governing group 
representatives. 

"I want everyone to know that 
we are considering it now," Faust 
said.

The final report of the com-
mittee is due Oct. 21.

term. That 's what he'll say. 

"Sending those 250 p o l i c e -
men to surround the Brody Group 
Wednesday of finals week f ired 
up the crowds of students more 
than breaking them up." 

The situation doesn't look that 
simple, however, to the sociolo-
gists, the advisers, and the deans 
who have been c h e c k i n g into 
what happened finals week. 

"A crowd must have a symbol 
to focus on. They need an au-
thority to lay the b l a m e on," 
James S. Hundley, assistant p ro -
fessor of sociology, explained. 

"By being on the scene the 
police represented the authority 
of the administration, the nasty 
faculty members or whoever else 
the students connected with their 
g r ipes ," tve said. 

Why were the policemen there? 
Two o u t b r e a k s , one In the 

Brody area and one on southeast 
campus, had occurred the night 
before. 

The southeast outbreak at 1 
a .m. the f i rs t night was "v ic -
ious ," according to Richard O. 
Bernitt, director of public safety. 

Men ral ly at McDonel 
About 80 men students gath-

ered o u t s i d e McDonel, threw 
rocks, chanted obscenities and 
shouted "Kill the cops." 

"The University Police didn't ! 
retaliate as far as I saw," Don- I 
aid Adams, director of residence 
hall programs, said. 

"They Just left the crowd alone. 
They went for reinforcements." 

"After the difficulty control-
ling the crowd at Holmes and 
McDonel, the night before, the 
only alternative was to get ready 
to call in help sooner if trouble 
broke out again, "John A.Fuzak, 
vice president for student af -
fairs , said.

Handling of any further out-
breaks was given to the police 
alone. 

" S t u d e n t s don't realize the 
chances they take in mob ac-
tion. They don't r e a l i z e how 
quickly the mood of a crowd 
can switch," Fuzak said. 

"You don't know what might 
have happened if the police hadn't 
been put on the alert and then 
called out," he said. 

From interviews with spec-
tators, participants and advisers, 
Hundley and an assistant pieced 
together the story of what did 
happen when police were called 
out. 

Students sense trouble 
"The kids knew somethingwas 

up Wednesday," Hundley said. 
"They saw the RAs were edgy. 
They saw men in suits standing 
around in the dining hal l ." 

Quite a few students reasoned 
that If they were expected to do 
something, they might as well 

do it, Hundley said. 
Wednesday was hot. Students 

left the Brody grill and their 
rooms to cool off. As the crowd 
grew, more people showed up. 

At 10 p.m. most of the stu-
dents in the grill went outside. 

"You might say the students 
were flattered they were Im-
portant enough to rate s o many 
pol ice ," Hundley said. "The stu-
dents wavered between going back 
inside as they were asked or 
staying outside, but more police 
kept coming and it got to be 
a big deal ." 

As motorcycle police drew up, 
students cheered. It was a game. 

Some said they wanted to make 
Huntley-B r i n k l e y the second 
night in a row, Art Tung, mem-
ber of ASMSU Student Board, 
said. 
Chain reaction effect 

Each time more police a r -
rived, more students left the 
halls to see what was going on. 
Before the evening was over 

the crowd grew to about 900. 
About 250 police showed up, 

most, like the University Police, 
with hard helmets and small riot 
sticks. The East Lansing Police 
c a r r i e d gas masks, but they 
brought no tear gas. 

"Some kids yelled, 'Hey, let 's 
see what tear gas smells l i k e , " ' 
Tung said. 

Lansing Police c a r r i e d no 
sticks or clubs. 

T r a i n e e s among the state 
troopers were called out. The 

state troopers carried the needed 
equipment, one trooper said. 

"I found no animosity against 
the University Police, but the 
students seem jo hate the Last 
Lansing Police/4 'Hundley said. 
"And they hate East Lansing 
businessmen who they say treat 
students like dirt and jack up, 
the p r ices . " 

The student has the feeling the 
East Lansing community treats 
him like a second-class citizen, 
and he resents it, Hundley said.

The band will feature a tech-
nique of diagonal maneuvers in 
its familiar patterns-in-motion 
style to the tune of "SweetGeor--
gia Brown" during half t ime. 

This new technique of the pat-
terns style will permit the four-
man squads of marcher s to locate 
themselves diagonally as well as 
h o r i z o n t a l l y and vertically 
ac ross the field. 

Assistant Band Director Wil-
liam C. Moffit explained that 
"ent i rely new geometric designs 
and maneuvers with truly kal-
eidoscopic r e su l t s " will enhance 
the band's total effect . 

Other halftime features will be 
Moffit 's arrangement of three 
Bach compositions in marching 
rhythm, called "Bach With a 
Bea t ; " a Tijuana B r a s s style 
version of the MSU "Fight Song," 
"Swing Low Sweet Char io t" and 
"Tea for Two." 

Moffit described MSU as a 
leader in progressive movement, 
and stated, "We've been told that 
Michigan State is becoming the 
marching band capital of the 
country for leadership and in-
novation." 

According to Moffit, the origin-
al pat terns in motion style was 
introduced in 1960 and has since 
received national acclaim. 

"The total effect of the band 
at halftime is the key to the 
performance. When you make a 
picture formation;* you can only 
face one way. With geometric 
figures, fancy footwork and the 
music you a re able to please 
everyone,"

Moffit explained that there is 
no set schedule of music and 
shows for the season.

For those who know their pas 

de deux's and don' ts there were 
one hundred enjoyable minutes 
on hand Monday as the Lec tu re 
Concert Ser ies presented the New' 
York City Ballet company. 

In the minds of bal letomanes 
this company will invariably be 
associa ted with the name of 
George Balanchine, the ex t r ao r -
dinarily gifted choreographer 
who se rves as the company's 
Ballet Master and guiding sp i r i t . 
This is Balanchine* s company, 
and on Monday night it was also 
his pe r fo rmance . 

All th ree of the select ions 
presented were choreographed by 
Balanchine, and It is a t r ibute 
to the man and his company 
that such a var ied and enjoyable 
p rogram could be so fashioned. 

The f i r s t selection, substituted 
f rom Tuesday ' s p rogram, was 
" S e r e n a d e , " based on Tchaikov-
sky ' s magnificent "Serenade for 
S t r i ngs . " This selection dates 
f r o m Balanchlne's ear ly c a r e e r 
in the United States and con-
tained some splendid work, not-
ably the l i tera l Interpretat ion 
In dance of the fugue in the f i r s t 
movement . Tchaikovsky's m u -

sical intent was well served by the 
company, which paid a seeming 
t r ibute to both the Russian m a s -
te r and the man whom he in-
tended to honor, Mozar t . 

The second work on the p r o -
g ram, "Monumentimi P ro Ge-
sua ldo" and "Movements for P i -
ano and O r c h e s t r a , " based on two 
works by Stravinsky but p e r -
fo rmed as one selection, showed 
the company at i t s c h a r a c t e r i s -
tic bes t .

Maddox, a Democra t , is run -
ning for governor against a Gold-
water Republican conservat ive, 
Rep. Howard H. Callawax. 

Weltner said he "cannot v i -
o l a t e " the oath he took as a Dem-
ocra t ic candidate to vote for party 
nominees in the general election. 

" I cannot compromise with 
h a t e , " he sa id . " I cannot vote ' 
for L e s t e r Maddox." 

The announcement also stunned 
many in Congress where Weltner 
has become widely regarded as a 
symbol of a "new South." 

F r o m N o r t h e r n Democrats 
general ly came high p r a i s e for 
the Atlanta Democrat , 38, now 
serving his second t e rm . He has 
been a staunch Johnson adminis-
t ra t ion supporter and backed all 
t h r ee civil r ights bil ls in the last 
t h r ee y e a r s . 

" C h a r l i e Weltner is one of the 
finest and braves t men I have 
ever met in all my y e a r s In 
public l i f e , " said Speaker John 
W. McCormack.

He added: "Any bus iness which 
agrees to t e r m s like these c a n -
not Justifiably complain about 
deteriorat ion in the purchasing 
power of the dollar; and any 
union which demands them has 
lost any right to complain about 
a r i s e in the cost of l iv ing." 

" I wouldn't have t ime to a f f i r m -
atively campaign for Mr . Mad-
dox. 

B u t m o s t Georgia Demo-
c r a t s in Washington shied away 
f rom direct comment on Welt-
n e r ' s move. Sens. Herman E. 
Talmadge and Richard B.Russe l l 
declined comment . House m e m -
bers f r om Georgia generally took 
the position that the decls lonwas 
Wel tner ' s and they would support 
the t icket . 

In Georgia , Maddox reacted by 
asking If Weltner planned to r e -
sign f rom the Democrat ic par ty . 
" T h e Democra t ic par ty Is be-

coming more conservat ive by the 
h o u r , " he said at Savannah. 

Weltner, In making his decision 
known, said he would neither run 
fo r Congress a s a wr i te - in can-
didate nor seek any other office 
this y e a r .

He said, "Today, the one man 
in our s ta te who exis ts as the 
very symbol of violence and r e -
press ion is the Democrat ic nomi-
nee for the highest off ice in 
Georgia .

T h e s t a t e m e n t came f rom 
Gardner Ackley, cha i rman of the 
P r e s i d e n t ' s Council of Economic 
Adv i se r s . He said the council 
had learned that the Sept. 28th 
se t t lement between the a i r l ine 
and the union averages about 6.5 
per cent .

"We have to s t a r t work in 
t ime to have all the p r e p a r a -
tions completed for the f i r s t 
game, even if t he r e ' s a chance 
we may not be in the S e r i e s , " 
Vice Pres ident Ar thur E. Pa t - , 
te rson explained. 

Even b e f o r e the D o d g e r s 
s t a r t ed on their final road t r ip 
11 days ago, the lights were 
burning until a f t e r midnight each 
night in the Dodger ticket off ices 
where Ticket Manager Walter 
Nash and his crew put in late 
hours . 

With the club on the road d u r -
ing the closing phase of the 
season, Stadium Direc tor Rich-
a rd B. Walsh worked out plans 
fo r the handling of crowds of 
around 55,000 for each game 
played in Los A n g e l e s . That 
meant h i r i n g , instructing and 
training of hundreds of additional 
personnel . 

Nearly '600 applications were 
rece ived for working p r e s s c r e -
dentials for a p r e s s box seating 
108 p e r s o n s . To handle the a c -
credi ted applications, an auxil-
iary p r e s s box had to be con-
s t ruc ted above the regular box. 

And should the Ser ies go only 
five games, all the work would 
be fo r only two games in Los 
Angeles s tar t ing Wednesday. 

e r who was equally well lathered 
in h i s last s ta r t on Fr iday against 
the Minnesota Twins, both tossed 
the ball easily during final work-
outs at Dodger Stadium Tuesday 
and pronounced themse lves ready 
to go. 

So was a capacity crowd of 
56,000 which was expected to turn 
out fo r the opening game in which 
the Dodgers a r e a 6 - 5 favori te 
to win the ball game and an 8 -5 
choice to win their second s u c -
cess ive World Se r i e s .

" I ' m not sure whether I 'm 
going to batGil l iam or Wes P a r k -
e r s econd , " said Alston. 

"A couple of my p laye r s may 
be hurting a little but nothing 
that will keep them out of the 
Se r i e s . ' ' 

Alston said he felt the O r i -
oles a r e a "well ba lanced" club 
with an "espec ia l ly s t rong bul l -
p e n . " 

" T h e only way we can play 
them is the same way we have 
played everyone e lse all y e a r , " 
he went on. "We ' l l peck' away 
with s ingles and doubles and 
hope that our pitching can hold 
them. We know Frank Robinson 
well enough to know he can swing 

up to us to the bat . And

And if e i ther Drysdale or Kou-
fax get into any trouble, Phil 
Regan, the Dodger rel ief ace who 
compiled a 13-1 record this s e a -
son, volunteered he was ready . 

"My iarm feels r e a l good," said 
Regan. "Surpr is ingly good when 
you consider this is the f i r s t year 
I ever pitched in re l ie f . I thought 
it would be s t i f f e r and s o r e r . I t ' s 
no t . " 

Regan, who spent most of his 
big league c a r e e r with Detroi t 
before coming over to the Dod-
ge r s last winter, knows the Oriole 
h i t t e r s be t te r than any other Los 
Angeles pi tcher and fel t that the 
local ball park would give the 
Or io les t rouble . 

" I think most h i t t e r s have 
t rouble in this p a r k , " said Regan, 
"espec ia l ly h i t t e r s of their 
type . " 

P a r k e r said he thought the 
Or io les have a much s t ronger 
team than most people think. 

"Of all the t eams we played in 
spring t r a in ing , " said the Dodger 
f i r s t baseman, " t h f y impressed 
me mos t . Brooks Robinson is 
a s fine a ball player as I eve r

have laid eyes on. H e ' s ready 
every t ime he ' s at bat or in the 
f ield and no one out-hust les h i m . " 

Shortstop Maury Wills, admi t -
tedly weary both physically and 
mentally, said the Dodgers un-
deres t imated t h e Minnesota 
Twins somewhat in last y e a r ' s 
World Ser ies , but they would not 
make the same mis take against 
the Or io les . 

"We 've found that the A m e r i -
can League winner tu rns up 
s t ronger than we ant ic ipa ted ," 
declared Wills.

Bauer said there was only one 
questionable player on the Or i -
oles and that concerned h is s lug-
ging f i r s t baseman, Boog Powell , 
Powell injured the r ing f inger 
of his right hand and it has 
handicapped his gripping a bat .

Cross country course 
covers golf fairways

It i sn ' t exactly humble, happy 
or sweet, but cer ta inly there is no 
place like the home course at 
F o r e s t Akers Golf Course for the 
MSU c r o s s country t eam. 

Golf season is now coming to 
an end, and the team has taken 
over the fa i rways to p rac t ice for 
i ts opening home meet of the 
season Saturday. 

Now the h a r r i e r s get to run 
out to the course and back in 
addition to the seven mi le s they 
run at prac t ice each day. 

T h e Spartan c r o s s country 
c o u r s e is laid out in two loops; 
a one-mi le oval cutting through 
the center and run twice; then a 
two - m i l e per iphery along the 
edge. 

Spartan Coach F ran Dittr ich 
said that the MSU c o u r s e was 
" r o u g h e r than m o s t c o u r s e s 

in the l eague . " 
" Ind iana ' s cou r se was hi l l ier 

than our s , but you ran uphill a s 
much as downhil l ," Dittrich re-, 
ca l led . "On our course you run 
a long ways uphill, level off and 
run just a short t ime downhill ." 

MSU's cou r se does h a v e one 
hill that must rank with any in 
the conference . It Is fondly r e -
f e r r e d to as " c a r d i a c h i l l " by 
the m e m b e r s of the squad. In 
the course of their fou r -mi l e 
run they mus t cl imb " c a r d i a c " 
t h ree t imes , once on each lap. 

The MSU c o u r s e was the s i te of 
the NCAA c r o s s country cham-
pionships f r o m 1938 through 
1964. 

The r eco rd for t h e S p a r t a n 
c o u r s e was set by Elmer Banton 
of Ohio Universi ty In 1964 with 
a 20:06; MSU's fas tes t t ime was 
turned in by Fordy Kennedy in 
1958 with a 20:07.1. 

According to Dittr ich, there is 
a home course advantage in c r o s s 
country although it is very slight. 

"When you know the course you 
l ea rn cer ta in t r i cks a s to how 
to run it, and on some courses 
where the runners a r e hidden for 
a while it can be an advantage 
to speed up or slow down at the 
r ight t i m e , " Dittrich sa id . 

The Spartans, ' l i n dual 
m e e t s ' this season, will get a 
chance to show off their talents 
at home when they take on Wis-
consin at 10 a . m . Saturday.

"When a 
player gets a nickname it means 
h e ' s been going pret ty good and 
if h e ' s a man f rom another club 
it indicates he ' s been accepted 
by the new team. 

"But it s tar t led me a lit t le 
to be cal led T h e Vulture ' even 
in a p lace like Philadelphia. T h e 
name s e e m s to have caught on..''

December 31 of last year , Joe Fa l l s , spor t s editor of the 
"Det ro i t F r e e P r e s s " , quoted Harold Lucas as saying, "1 like 
defense . I like to look at my man in the eye and see how he r eac t s . 
I t ' s sor t of fun to get the feel of him, m e s s him up, bend him a l i t t le. 

" I l ike to run down a quar terback every now and then, too ." 
On July 20 Lucas , the St. Louis Cardinals No. 2 draft choice, 

walked out on the team and a $250,000 contract , citing "pe r sona l 
r e a s o n s . " 

He la te r expanded: " I just don't like it anymore . . . I got t i red 
of i t . It was okay when I was in that dormitory with the Card ina ls . 
But once I had to leave, it was d i f ferent . 

" P e o p l e tell you they do things they don't like just because t he re ' s 
money in it, I don't believe them. 

" . . . when it cools off a li t t le, I ' l l m e s s around a little, maybe 
play a l i t t le baske tba l l . " 

Cardinal coach Charley Winner was fining Lucas $10 a pound per 
day until Harold reached a playing weight of 270. He had ballooned 
to '315. 

" W e had to take him to the s tockyards to weigh h i m , " Winner 
sa id . 

Lucas had other p robe lms . Winner of fered one: 

" In college, Harold did not do too much pass rushing. He played 
a waiting game. So we tried to get him to rush the p a s s e r , and he 
w a s making .good p r o g r e s s at i t . " 

You have to be nuts to play pro football . It takes a cer ta in combin-
ation of guts and stupidity. Ability is only par t of i t . You have to have 
the t emperament . 

A fellow who walks out of t raining camp without reason, and who 
la te r says that the coach was " t o u g h " on him because he was asked 
to shed a few pounds he should never have put on in the f i r s t place, 
lacks the temperament to play pro football . 

My father once told me, "if you can ' t take tjie gaff you should get 
out of the g a m e . " Lucas got out, but he should have gone out with 
honor, not with, " aw, who wants to play pro football anyway." 

Defensive Coach Hank Bullough offered this opinion: 
"Lineman a r e a s t range breed. He ' s got to like to hit, hit hit. 

He ' s got to love it m o r e than anything e l se . Le t ' s fact it, i t ' s a job. 
Losing weight is a job, coming to p rac t i ce every day is a job. 

"Why did Lucas quit? Tha t ' s for the psychologists . But 1 think he 
quit because it wasn ' t fun a n y m o r e . " 

Simple enough. But why didn't Lucas say it? Why didn't he say that, 
a f t e r playing th ree seasons of college football, he couldn't take the 
grind of p ro ball? And if he didn't know why he did it, why not say 
that? 

Football p layers fail in many ways. Some a re cut, some sit on the 
bench for yea r s , and others shuffle f r om team to team. 

And some pick up their marb les and go home. 
Lucas didn't walk out of the Cardinal camp because he liked to eat, 

because he was homesick, or because he didn't c a r e about money 
("I ' l l go wherever I get the most dough," he once said). 

He walked out because he couldn't cut the mus ta rd . 

MSU's undefeated soccer team, 
for the f i r s t t ime this season, 
will be at least semi -healthy when 
they meet Calvin College h e r e 
at 3:30 today. 

" T o m Sanders st i l l has that 
pulled tendon," said coach Gene 
Kenney. " I t ' s been s lowrespond-
ing to t rea tment . Matty Ruschein-
ski, of course , is st i l l out. But 
the r e s t of the team looks good. 

"If we play as solid a game 
a s we played against Pi t tsburgh 
we should take 'em, " he added. 

T h e Spartans have played C a l -
vin eight t imes and beaten them 
even,' t ime. MSU has a wide goal 
margin, 46-2. 

Ca lv in ' s c loses t game was in 
1962 , 4-1. They were beaten by 
a s much a s 9-0 in 1959.
