T h r e e non-tenured ins t ruc tors , two of 
them closely connected with Zei tgeis t 
magazine, learned Friday and Monday that 
the i r con t rac t s will probably be t e r m i n -
ated in August. 

William Gary Groat, John Kenneth L a w -
l e s s and Robert S. Fogarty were told that 

the ATL depar tment ' s elected advisory 
committee, the ATL chai rman and the dean 
of the Universi ty College recommended 
that they not be reh i red . 

The th ree men say that they cannot find 
out why. 

The depar tment ' s s ix -man advisory 
committee, which voted in a sec re t ballot 
to recommend the th ree f i r ings, also 
agreed not to d iscuss the decision until 
it has been confirmed by the Board of 
T r u s t e e s . 

Sources close to the commit tee indicate 
that the committee split 4-2 agalns tGroat 
and Lawless , and possibly 3 - 3 on Fogar ty . 

All day Tuesday faculty m e m b e r s filed 
one by one Into the office of department 
chairman T . Ben St randness to urge that 
the commit tee reconvene. 

Strandness told a r epo r t e r , "Frankly , 
the whole mat te r i s st i l l being processed . 
I 'd p r e f e r to pass the buck to the dean . " 

Univers i ty College Dean Edward A. 
Car l in said that he had a l ready confirmed 
the recommendations and sent them on to 
the P r o v o s t ' s office. 

' T h e y ' v e never turne.d down my r e c o m -
mendat ions y e t , " Carl in sa id . 

T h e recommendations must, according 
to Univers i ty regulations, be acted upon 
by the Board of T r u s t e e s be fo re Dec. 15. 
Board approval of central adminis t ra t ion 
recommendat ions is considered to be pro 
f o r m a . 

T h e internal p r e s s u r e s which a r e now 
building up within the ATL depar tment a r e 
par t ly due to the manner In which news of 
the terminat ions was sp read . 

Groat was the f i r s t to learn of his d i s -
mi s sa l . Alerted by r u m o r s that he was 
about to be fired, Groat, at St randness ' 
urging, went to Carl in F r iday . 

Car l in confirmed the r u m o r s . 
Groat , editorial adviser to Ze l tge l s t , an 

off -campus publication which a rouses a 
great deal of controversy, thought that his 
connection with the magazine had s o m e -
thing to do with h i s f i r ing. 

So did others, apparent ly . A note was 
posted on the ATL bulletin board Monday 
morning. It charged that "presumably 
Zeitgeist , "boat-rocker , ' 'unfriendly 
cuss , ' and 'Insufficient p r o g r e s s on P h j V 
were involved." 

T h e note fu r ther stated: ' T h e customary 
procedures on Ph.D candidates has been 
to warn them at the beginning of their 
third reappointment that they must have 
the degree by the sixth or seventh y e a r . " 
Groat, a f te r graduating magna cum laude 
f rom Western MichiganUniversi ty in 1957, 
received his M»A. in English f rom the 
Universi ty of Wyoming in 1959. 

He was an English ins t ruc tor for one

Congressmen conflict 
on tax-paid campaigns 

Demonstrators granted appeal 
from Circuit Court's decision 

WASHINGTON (JPI - Approval by Con-
g r e s s of financing pres ident ia l election 
campaigns with tax funds has left con-
flicting views on whether this will spur 
or hinder election law r e f o r m s . 

Some think it will provide an impetus 
to overhauling the Cor rup t P r a c t i c e s Act. 
Others r e g a r d i t .as more likely that Con-
g r e s s will wait to see how the new law 
works be fo re attempting f u r t h e r changes. 

One of the last ac ts of Congress before 
it adjourned was to approve a plan under 
which each taxpayer , if he wishes , may 
e a r m a r k for a presidential campaign fund 
$1 each year of the federa l income taxes 
he pays. 

The amount paid out by the T r e a s u r y 
would be determined by the number of 
votes cas t in the preceding election. For 
the 1968 campaign this could be $30 m i l -
lion each for the Democrat ic and R e -
publican pa r t i e s . 

Sen. Russe l B. Long, D-La . , chief 
sponsor of the plan—one of a batch of 
amendments tacked on a fore ign investors 
tax m e a s u r e - - c a l l e d it "a clean election 
b i l l . " 

Th is was sharply disputed by Sen. Albert 
Gore, D-Tenn. He said it " m e r e l y pours 
m o r e mil l ions of dol lars into the political 
po t" without any tightening of the Corrupt 
P r a c t i c e s Act governing campaign con-
tr ibutions and expendi tures . 

Long said he understood Pres iden t John-
son would sign the legislation, although 
the campaign financing provision is not 
at all like the elect ions r e f o r m measure 
the Pres ident submitted to Congress late 
in May. 

The administrat ion bill, on which neither 
the Senate nor the House acted, called for 
removal of present cei l ings on campaign 
spending and coupled this with r e q u i r e -
ments for fu l ler d i sc losure of contr ibu-
tions and expenditures. 

Gore said that adoption of Long's plan 
for tax-f inanced pres ident ia l campaigns 
could mean that " w e will lose the oppor -
tunity of making necessa ry c o r r e c t i o n s " 
In e lect ions laws. 

Four demons t ra tors convicted last 
March of t respass ing in the MSU Union 
have won the right to appeal their con-
viction, the Michigan Court of Appeals 
announced Tuesday. 

The panel of th ree judges allowed the 
appellants 60 days to present b r i e f s on 
the m e r i t s of their appeal. 

The four were a r r e s t e d Oct. 19,1965, In 
the Union fo r passing out ant l-Viet Nam 
l i t e ra tu re during the C a r e e r Carniva l . 

They were convicted in Lansing Town-
ship Jus t ice Court March 28. Thei r initial 
appeal to the Circui t Court fai led. 

The question of whether the Court of 
Appeals, es tabl ished under the 1963 s ta te 
constitution, would hear appeals concern-
ing misdemeanors upheld by the Circui t 
Court is now resolved. 

Judge Louis D. McGregor , of the Court 
of Appeals, said the logical conclusion is 
that al l final judgments of the Circuit 
Court a r e appealable by right to the Court 
of Appeals. 

" T h e r e Is no question that the defendants 

in these cases a r e appealing judgments 
rendered final by the Circui t C o u r t , " 
Judge McGregor said. 

The four—Howard E . Har r i son , 23, and 
F r e d W. Janurin III, 22, both of East 
Lansing; J ames Dukarm, I 9 t San Antonio, 
Tex. ; and Albert Halpr in , 18, New Ro-

chelle, N.Y.—were ca r r i ed f r o m the Un-
ion 's main lobby by MSU police a f t e r they 
re fused to leave when asked by Placement 
Direc tor Jack Shingleton. 

They were par t of a group of about 20 
students Who had set up p laca rds and 
s tands on each side of a Marine recrui t ing 
booth on the Union's second f loor . 

Har r i son and Halprin were sentenced to 
30 days in Ingham County jai l , while 
Janur in and Dukarm received sentences 
of 10 days. 

All four w e r e re leased on bond f rom 
the Court of Appeals before serving com-
plete sentences . 

None a r e MSU students this f a l l .

Hillary Ann Shor, Berkley sophomore, 
was the only coed a r r e s t e d in the f inals 
week melee which brought 250 police o f -
f i c e r s to West Campus. 

The students will be t r i ed in Lansing 
Township Jus t ice Court beginning at 1:30 
p . m . All four have defense a t to rneys . 

Theodore S. Rozsa, a sophomore f rom 
Canada, and Miss Shor face t r i a l at 1:30 
and 3:00, respect ive ly . Robert C. Blnga-
man, Detroit senior , will be t r ied at 3:30, 
and Roy M. Dale, St. Louis, Mo., sopho-
more , will be t r i ed at 4:00. 

Of the twelve originally a r r e s t e d , th ree 
pleaded guilty and one c a s e was Im-
mediately d i smissed . T h r e e students were 
found guilty in ear ly October and one 
student was acquitted last s u m m e r . 

Bishop Pike, said in a s tatement delivered 
to the bishops that it was "deeply con-
cerned with the i r responsibi l i ty revealed 
in mány "of his (Pike 's ) u t t e rances . " 

T h e commit tee recommended, however, 
not to have a heresy t r i a l because of the 
h a r m it might do to the church and b e -
cause " the church has more important 
things to get on wi th . " 

T h e commit tee a lso said, "The lan-
guage of faith is frequently, open to un-
imaginative and l i te ra l i s t ic in te rpre ta -
t i o n . " 

But the commit tee said that r e i n t e r -
preta t ion and recas t ing ca l l s for " s e n -
si t ive, pas tora l c a r e and for patience 
and r eve ren t pene t ra t ion ." T h e commit-
tee said Bishop Pike has " too little of 
th is pas to ra l concern and of this patient 
and r eve ren t pene t ra t ion ," 

One of the m e m b e r s of the committee, 
the Rt . Rev. Henry I . Louttit, bishop of 
South Flor ida, had accused Bishop Pike 
of espousing here t ica l views 

E a r l i e r Tuesday, Bishop Pike said it 
ma t te red litt le to him whether he would 
have to go on t r ia l fo r he resy . He said 
a t r i a l ult imately could prove healthy for 
the church« 

MANILA Iff) - In a bid for peace, P r e s i -
dent Johnson and his war a l l ies announced 
Tuesday they a re prepared to withdraw 
f o r c e s f r o m South Viet Nam within six 
months a f t e r their conditions for e s t ab -
lishing peace a r e fulf i l led. 

Winding up the two day summit meeting, 
the South Vietnamese reg ime pledged to 
hold national elections by next fal l . 

On the troop pullout, the communique 
signed by the seven heads of government 
declared: 

"They shall be withdrawn, a f te r c lose 
consultation, a s the other s ide withdraws 
its f o r c e s to the North, c e a s e s infiltration 
and the level of violence thus subsides . 

" T h e s e forces will be withdrawn as 
soon a s possible and not l a te r than six 
months a f te r the above conditions have 
been ful f i l led . ' ' 

Withdrawal of foreign t roops f rom the 
South has often been stated by the Com 
munis t s a s a necessary condition for a 
peace set t lement . Frequently it has been 
l is ted a s a specific condition for entering 
into peace talks. 

T h e announcement was c lear ly intended 
as an over ture to interest theCommunls ts 
in s ta r t ing discuss ions . However, the 
communique offered no evidence that in 
this it might be success fu l . On the con-
t r a r y , it was stated that Hanoi " h a s shown 
no sign of taking any step toward peace 
by action or by entering into discussions 
or negot ia t ions ." 

A " g o a l s of f reedom dec la ra t ion" c a r -
r ied a pledge of the seven nations to work 
and build a region of securi ty and p rogress 
and to fight hunger, i l l i teracy and d isease . 

High spots of the agreements included: 
1. An undertaking to work with the 

International Red C r o s s " o r any other 
appropr ia te f o r u m " to d iscuss an exchange 

of p r i sone r s of war and immediate r e -
patr iat ion of sick and wounded. 

2. Set up consultative machinery on 
Vietnamese war problems and policies, 
consist ing p r imar i ly of meet ings between 
ambassadors in Saigon. Foreign min i s t e r s 
and heads of government of the seven 
nations a r e to meet " a s r e q u i r e d . " 

3. Declared " o u r unity, our resolve, 
and our purpose In seeking together the 
goals of f reedom In Viet Nam and in the 
Asian and Pacif ic a r e a s . " 

4. Agreed on a set of "p r inc ip les on 
which we base our hopes for fu ture peace 
and p r o g r e s s in the Asian and Pacif ic 
r eg ion . " 

FTC blames three groups 
for summer price increases 

WASHINGTON (JPI - - Las t s u m m e r ' s 
sharp r i s e in re ta i l bread and milk p r i ces 
was caused by f a r m e r s getting paid more 
and by p r o c e s s o r s and r e t a i l e r s getting 
wider profi t margins, the Federa l T rade 

• Commiss ion reported Tuesday . 
But in blaming all th ree distribution 

levels for the housewife having to pay 
more, the FTC said the p r ice increase 
pyramid was " t r iggered by changes in the 
supply situation at the f a rm l eve l . " 

T h e s e conclusions were pre l iminary 
findings of a 10-week survey made at the 
reques t of Secre tary of Agricul ture O r -

vllle L. F reeman . The r epo r t showed that 
during July, August and September re ta i l 
b read p r i ces r o s e 7.5 per cent over the 
January level and milk 7.8 per cent . 

T h e actual i nc reases in re ta i l p r i ces 
the r e p o r t said, were about double the 
s tep-up in milk p r i ces paid to f a r m e r s 
and bread p r i c e s were about three t imes 
g r e a t e r than the advance in the cost of 
f a rm-produced ingredients . 

T h e agency found, however, that the 
amount added by both milk and bread 
p r o c e s s o r s in some a r e a s " r e p r e s e n t s 
an upward adjustment f r o m depressed 
m a r g i n s " between their cos t s and the 
p r ice of their product .

WASHINGTON If) — The Army plans 
to let young men sign up In a Rese rve 
s ta tus for up to four months to avoid the 
d ra f t while waiting to volunteer for active 
duty. 

Announcing this today, the Army said 
this delayed recrui t ing p rog ram "should 
prove helpful to men who find that their 
p r e f e r r e d job specialty Is f i l l e d " when 
they seek to enl is t . 

Volunteers join for three y e a r s but have 
some options in choosing what they will 

do in the s e rv i ce . Draf taes a r e Inducted 
for two yea r s but have l i t t le choice In what 
ass ignments they get . 

In addition to helping a man map out 
his mil i tary stint , the Army said the p r o -
gram will help It control the input of man-
power into i ts t ra ining cen te r s . 

The flow of r ec ru i t s Into the A r m y ' s 
training cen t e r s is difficult to predic t 
f r om month to month because draf t calls, 
a r e fixed in advance based on predic ted 
numbers of enl i s tments , which va ry . 

The new option will be available s t a r t -
ing Nov. 1 to an individual who t r ies to 
join the Army in a month when its enl is t-
ment quotas a l ready have been met . 

Specifically, the young man will be 
enl is ted with a defini te fu ture reporting 
date fo r a regu la r t h ree -yea r period of 
act ive duty and a total s ix -year obliga-
tion counting R e s e r v e se rv ice which fol-
lows his ac t ive ass ignment , 
by the se lec t ive se rv ice a s ID, as Rese r -
v i s t s a r e c lass i f i ed . 

The a r m y said, however, such Individ-
ua ls will not rece ive pay. They will not 
pa r t i c ipa te in Rese rve training, and such 
enl i s tments will not be counted in the 
R e s e r v e s t rength . 

When the regular Army Job specialty a 
man wants becomes available, he will be 
d i scharged f rom his Reserve enlistment 
and go Into act ive tour . 

If, however, something fal ls to open 
up during the four months, the young man 
will be r equ i red to proceed on a th ree -
y e a r ac t ive duty tour .

F o r s o m e t i m e now, the 
p rob lem of what to do ' abou t 
approved o r s u p e r v i s e d 
housing has p lagued the Stu-
dent A f f a i r s Of f i c e . Some 
y e a r s ago. the o f f i ce found it 
could not pos s ib ly check all 
such f a c i l i t i e s . It s topped , 
t h e r e f o r e , giving them i t s 
approva l and s i m p l y labe led 
them s u p e r v i s e d , a c c o r d i n g 
to the l a n d l o r d ' s word . G e n -
e r a l l y . much of s u p e r v i s e d 
housing, now, i s not. 

Where once such hous ing 
was n e c e s s a r y to house 
MSU's s tudent popula t ion , 
l a s t y e a r only 507 of n e a r l y 
37,000 s t u d e n t s found it 
n e c e s s a r y o r d e s i r a b l e to 
l ive in s u p e r v i s e d o f f - c a m -
pus hous ing . 

Low quality 

Today the m a j o r p r o b l e m 
is that the f a c i l i t i e s a r e d i s -
gus t ing ly low in qual i ty and 
cannot c o m p a r e with the 
n e w e r d o r m i t o r i e s and lux -
u ry a p a r t m e n t s , which a r e , 
h o w e v e r , c l a s s i f i e d as u n s u -
p e r v i s e d . 

The O f f - C a m p u s Hous ing 
Of f i ce has a t t e m p t e d to b r i n g 
i m p r o v e m e n t in hous ing q u a -
l i ty . C a m p u s View a p a r t -
m e n t s w e r e r e c l a s s i f i e d 
f r o m u n s u p e r v i s e d to s u p e r -
v i sed and a U n i v e r s i t y ap -

p r o v e d m a n a g e r was h i r e d . 
L i t t l e luck ha s been had , 
h o w e v e r , in f ind ing o t h e r 
a p a r t m e n t o w n e r s to go along 
with the s a m e p lan , and s i n c e 
then , no o t h e r plan f o r i m -
p rov ing s u p e r v i s e d f a c i l i t i e s 
ha s been c o n c e i v e d . 

Liberalize rules 
C o n s i d e r i n g t h i s poor 

s t a t e of s u p e r v i s e d hous ing , 
the b e s t so lu t ion to so lv ing 
the p r o b l e m i s to l i b e r a l i z e 
the off - c a m p u s hous ing 
r u l e s . S u p e r v i s e d hous ing 
should be e l i m i n a t e d and r e -
gu l a t i ons g o v e r n i n g u n s u -
p e r v i s e d hous ing r e l a x e d . 

We doubt that all s t u d e n t s 
f r o m s o p h o m o r e s on up 
would r u s h off c a m p u s if the 
r u l e s w e r e l i b e r a l i z e d - - a s 
one a r g u m e n t a g a i n s t l i b e r -
a l i za t ion c o n t e n d s . R e l a x a -
tion of the r u l e s two y e a r s 
ago did not p r o d u c e , even 
i n i t i a l l y , the e x p e c t e d ou t -
pou r ing . Secondly , while the 
d o r m i t o r i e s have c e r t a i n l i -
m i t a t i o n s , t h e i r o t h e r b e t t e r 
q u a l i t i e s will con t inue to a t -
t r a c t s t u d e n t s . 

EDITORIAL DISSENT 

Board allocation justified

An editorial in Monday's State News 
stated that the ASMS® Student Board 
acted without a mandate when it allocated 
$1,000 to the 18 year-old campaign. It 
further^ asser ted that the board w a s n o t 
in tune with student opinion when it acted. 

F i r s t , no governing or representa t ive 
body, when elected, can be mandated for 
every Issue on which it will pass judg-
ment. True , student government received 
no specific mandate to allocate $1,000 
to the 18-year-old campaign, but neither 
did Congress r ece ive a mandate to create 
a new cabinet post on transportación or 
did the Michigan Legis la ture receive a 
mandate to ra ise its member s ' sa la r i es . 

When ASMSU was created nearly two 
yea r s ago, students gave their consent 
with the knowledge that the new form would 
be more representat ive than democratic 
in the l i teral sense. 

It was hoped that student government, 
could then become a more viable force 

in the Universi ty and serve, represent 
and lead student opinion and ac t lv i t ies .The 
s t ruc tu re was designed to facil i tate action 
r a t h e r than direct democracy because s t u -
dents have never taken much in teres t 
in student government. 

T h e recent petition drive to force a 
re ferendum -OH the 18-year -old- vote-allo-
cation was a direct blow at the board ' s 
s t a tu re . Student government, for once took 
a forthright stand, a pioneering step into 
the vast land of " r e a l i s s u e s . " Ths resul t? 
Veto. 

If student government is to be the viable, 
act ive fo rce in crys ta l i / ing and eadlng s tu-
dent opinion, it must not be inhibited at 
Its every effort to do so. And if students 
des i r e to have a direct voice in all student 
government activities (which they don't), 
then an informal group of students should 
be organized to hold re fe rendums for every 
decision. 

Final ly, the editorial suggested that 
ASMSU didn't sample enough student opin-
ion to make a representa t ive decision. 

Admittedly, the student board ap -

proached the 18-year-old vote issue in a 
backward - like manner - -endors ing the 
proposal and then discussing it la ter with 
s tudents . 

But the board did make a genuine attempt 
to communicate with its consti tuents be -
f o r e it allocated the $1,000. Board m e m -
b e r s sought out students In an attempt 
to make the i r views known. The result? 
Apathetic void, a s usual. 

Con t ra ry to Monday's editorial , s tu -
dents, in fact, did not do " the i r par t 
in making campus democracy work ," In-
deed, they shirked their responsibil i ty un-
til a f t e r the board took action, then doing 
a great d i s se rv ice to student government 
on this par t icu la r i ssue and perhaps on 
fu ture cont rovers ia l i s sues . 

If s tudents want a weaker student 
government, one too cautious to take the 
init iat ive in campus and off-campus i s -
sues, one which will simply provide pop-
ular enter tainment and lively dances, then 
l e t ' s have another referendum, and 
another , and , . . 

Hardly a panacea.

To understand the p ro -
blem confronting MHA andfcWIC (Women's 
Inter-Residence Council),"it is necessary 
to consider severa l pertinent fac t s . 

1) The present official open house pol i-
cy has no official statement regarding the 
necessi ty for open or closed doors during 
open houses. 

2) The implication, therefore , was that 
It was the responsibili ty of the general 
council to decide its individual s tandards 
of conduct for these open houses; this was 
the manner in which the open house policy 
operated last yea r . 

3) The complicating factor , however, 
was an "admin is t ra t ive misunders tand-
ing" about the approved policy: the re was 
no intent when the present Open House 
policy went Into effect to allow for the 
possibility of closed doors . 

4) Thus , the administrat ive enforce-
ment of the Open House Policy requi red 
all doors open to allow limited acpess; , 
this was the reali ty with which MHA and 
WIC a r e forced to deal, regret ful ly . 

MHA and WIC have taken the follow-
ing at t i tude towards the present open 
house si tuation; F i r s t of all , In o rde r 
to opera te open houses, In accordance 
with p resen t Open House pol ic ies , a 
c lar i f ica t ion of what the policy actually 
said, or what the adminis t ra tors involved 
said it sa id , was necessary . Also, this 
c lar i f ica t ion would serve as a sound ba-
s i s fo r Investigation and proposals for 
f u r t h e r change. 

Af te r the present Open House Policy is 
c l a r i f i ed and understood, not mere ly ad -
minis t ra t ive ly interpreted, then MHA and 
WIC can constructively work toward 
change and modlfica:lon of the p resen t 
Open House PoU:>\ 

I, a s an individual, feel that the p r o s 

33.it open house policy is fa r f rom " t h e 
best of all poss ible wor ld s . " The ob-
ject ions regarding the policy raised by the 
State News a r e valid considerations; the 
p resen t Open House policy does, in fact, 
p lace the value of a social event 's success 
over the r ights of the individual. This 
should be, and will be, considered by MHA 
and WIC. 

The m a j o r e r r o r in the editorial was the 
Implication that MHA and WIC a r e fo r c -
ing an unjust policy upon the students In 
the r e s idence halls; the actual situation is 
th is : an adminis t ra t ive interpretation of 
the Open H o j s e policy was forced upon 
MHA and WIC. MHA and WIC now must, 
and will , work to clarify the present 
policy and then work from that base to-
wards an open house policy which is more 
consis tent with the wishes and des i res 
of i t s constituency - - each and every s tu-
dent in the residence halls.

Peace agreement needed

Scat tered through the newspapers and 
magazines of the past many months one 
finds innumerable a r t i c l e s evaluating the 
situation which now exis ts , and has existed 
fo r m o r e than 18 y e a r s between I s rae l and 
the <\rab s t a t e s . Case In point: "Modern 
I s rae l i David F a c e s Arab Gol ia th" which 
appeared in the State News October 18, 
1966. 

One s ide of the i ssue , the Arab view-
point, is general ly not or at most poorly 
repor ted . This undoubtedly a r i s e s f r om the 
t remendously g r e a t e r proportion In our 
population of Jews than A r a b s . 

One cannot blame the Arabs for feel ing 
hostili ty toward a people who threw their 
fellow countrymen f rom their land c l a i m -
ing proper ty r ights by a now ancient deed. 
Let me emphasize that the Arabs hold no 
ha t red for Juda i sm. It Is only the poli t ical 
movement of Zionism which they oppose. 
Indeed, within this century Mosques and 
Synagogues Stood side by side in Pa les t ine . 

One may ask why all Arabia stood by 
at the founding of I s r a e l . The answer Is 
s imple . At that t ime they were under f o r -
eign domination, which also sadly accounts 

f o r most of the lack of development In 
these ancient count r ies . 

Arabia today with Its mill ions of a c r e s 
(a la rge port ion of which a r e covered by 
dese r t ) and mil l ions of people s t ruggles 
to develop. I s rae l has now become r e c o g -
nized by most nations and rece ives much 
aid, largely f r o m the people of the U.S. 

So I s rae l with i ts super ior a r m a m e n t s 
and super ior propaganda campaign 
throughout the world i s indeed a threat to 
a group of countr ies which a r e st i l l s t r u g -
gling to come to the i r feet politically and 
economically a f t e r centur ies of foreign 
occupation. 

What is the solution? The world r ecog-
nizes the need for peace in the Middle 
Eas t . The United Nations has offered a 
se t t lement to re loca te the mil l ions of 
Arabs who w e r e forced to leave their land 
(and who st i l l wait In hope of returning) but 
I s r a e l r e fused to comply. 

The only solution to the Arab - I s r ae l i 
situation is a mutual agreement for peace , 
denying aggress ive intentions on e i ther 
s ide , and offer ing a compensation to those 
Arabs who w e r e forced to leave their land. 
I only hope some action can be taken before 
many m o r e l ives must be los t .

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Jury selection slow 
in Sh eppard retria 

CLEVELAND, Ohio f — The 
state explored with jury p r o s -
pects Tuesday the c i r cums tan-
tial na ture of i ts controversial 
m u r d e r case against Samuel H. 
Sheppard in the 1954 slaying of 
his wife, Mari lyn. 

One prospect ive ju ro r was 
el iminated in the second day of 
Sheppard 's r e t r i a l a f te r voicing 
reserva t ions about s u c h evi-
dence. Six j u ro r s have been sea t -
ed temporar i ly . 

The defense, in i ts question-
ing, concentrated on the p r e -
sumption of Sheppard 's inno-
cence. The defendant served nine 
y e a r s i n pr ison for second-
degree murde r in the slaying of 
his wife, but the U.S. Supreme 
Court r eve r sed the original jury 
verdict and o rdered a r e t r i a l . 

"Woi^ld you p re sume the de-
fendant, D r . Sam Sheppard to 
be innocent?" defense attorney 
F , Lee Bailey asked one woman 
prospec t . When she said " N o , " 
Common Pleas Judge F ranc i s 
J . Talty promptly excused he r . 

Prospect ive j u r o r s t empora r i -
ly seated during the two days of 
the r e t r i a l a r e subject to e l imi -
nation l a t e r . The s ta te and de-
fense a r e allowed to excuse up 
to four each without giving any 
r ea sons . 

Marilyn Sheppard, then 31 and 
f o u r months pregnant , was 
bludgeoned to death in her bed-
room July 4, 1954. The s ta te 
had no eyewitness testimony but 
accused the f o r m e r osteopath of 
killing her during a quarre l over 
.his ex t ramar i ta l activity. 

Sheppard, 42, claimed that a 

bushy ha i red s t r anger invaded 
their lakefront h o m e , killed 
Marilyn and knocked him un-
conscious. 

Sheppard kept busy at the de-
fense table, making notes. Leo 
M. Spellacy, 31, the ass is tant 
prosecutor told j u r o r s : 

"Ci rcumstan t i a l evidence is 
just as good as direct evidence, 
evidence f r o m a witness as to 
what he or she s a w . " 

H e then asked prospect ive 
Jurors to imagine that when they 
entered the courthouse in the 

morning, the sun was shining, and 
the s t r ee t s , g r a s s and t r ee s were 
dry . 

Upon emerging at noon, he 
continued, the s t r ee t s , g r a s s and 
t r e e s were wet, and there were 
puddles upon the sidewalk, a l -
though the sun sti l l shone. 

"We could reasonably Infer 
that somet ime between 9 a . m . 
and noon it had rained,"""Spella-
cy added, concluding his i l lus-
trat ion of c i rcumstant ia l evi -
dence and Its application.

Nicholas Georgiady, ass is tant 
superintendant for r e sea rch aijd 
development, spoke at t h e Re-
search Training Workshop, an 
assembly of t eachers , school ad-
min i s t ra to rs and d i rec to r s of 
r e sea rch gathered a t Kellogg 
Center . 

He said that many schools of 
today seem to be out of context 
In the advanced environment In 
which they a r e a pa r t . 

Georgiady said that our schools 
teach mater ia l that has lit t le r e -
lation to what is happening outside 
its doors . 

Many educators h a v e been 
questioning the utility of the p r e s -
ent school p r o c e s s , he said. 
The normal c lass s ize Is near 
30, but educators a renowask ing , 
"Why not c l a s se s of 100, o r 
possibly 10 or 20?"-

"We need to test a variety of 
new educational m e d i a , " Geo-
rgiady said. "Media like the 

over-head p ro j ec to r , the motion-
p ic ture f i lm and the tape r eco rde r 
offer many new possibi l i t ies for 
educat ion ." 

" T h e use of mult i -media has 
not been studied y e t , " he sa id . 
"Al l educators must do their 
s h a r e and t e s t such p o s s i -
b i l i t i e s . " 

T h e Vocational Education Act 
of 1963 recognized the need for 
educational r e s e r a c h , he said. 

Michigan alone rece ives $38,000-
000 for r e s e a r c h In local schools. 
* The resu l t s of this r e sea rch 
must be shared with all schools 
of the country, he said. "Such 
r e sea rch alone may point out 
goals which can be aimed at In 
the f u t u r e . " 

Georgiady recommended a bul-
letin on "Solving Classroom 
Prob lems Through Systematic 
Study," to school sys tems con-

ducting r e sea rch on the i r own. 
One of the most Important 

aspects of r e sea rch is the p a r -
ticipation of the teachers them-
selves In the work, he said. 

" T e a c h e r s will be more Inter-
ested In putting the resu l t s into 
effective action If they take par t 
In the study Itself, and If r e -
s ea r che r s request the t eachers ' 
opinions on the sub jec t , " he said.

Then the teams would start 
battling theweek after the regular 
season ends. In three or four 
weeks the undisputed king of 
collegiate football would be de-
termined. 

Unfortunately for Daugherty, 
and o t h e r proponents of the 
championship playoff, the faculty 
representatives to the NCAA, who 
hold the voting power on the Issue, 
a re not In agreement.. * 

"Most of the faculty groups 
consider It to be Impractical," 
said Dr. John Fuzak, Michigan 
State faculty representative to 
the Big Ten. "They a re not 
enthusiastic about the extension 
of the season." 

Daugherty contends that h i s 
proposal would actually have the 
opposite effect. Instead of some 
twenty teams waiting until Jan-
uary 1 to play their final games, 
the season would be one or two 
weeks longer for Just a few teams. 

Daugherty sees the bowl com-
mittees as the major stumbling 
block to the championship. Al-
though he would prefer for all 
games to be played In college 
stadiums, Daugherty thinks that 
the contests might have to be 
located in the traditional bowl 
stadiums, but on different dates. 

The Spartan coach also thinks 
he has a way to convince the 
rest of the schools in the nation 
to go along with his Idea. "My 
idea would be to take all the 
television receipts from t h e 
g a m e s , " explained Daugherty, 
"and divide them among all the 
NCAA member schools." 

Fuzak disagrees that thepros-
pect of more money could change 
the minds of the faculty repre -
sentatives. " I don't think that 

financial consideration has any-
thing to do with I t , " Fuzak com-
mented. 

"It would make me feel badly," 
Fuzak continued, " l i for a few 
dollars all of our principles were 
sacr i f iced." 

Fuzak also feels that bowl 
games a re less an extension of 
the regular season, than the be-
ginning and end of a new season. 
And because the bowls occur 
during vacation, the January 1 
date seems to be a point in their 
favor. 

Fuzak definitely doesn't see 
the football championship, which 
has been proposed and dlscusssd 
in past years , coming Into realitv 

"The tendency, in fact, Is* 
working in the other direction," 
commented Fuzak, "All t h e 
NCAA championships and bowl 
games a re starting to be ques-
tioned." 

But t h a t doesn't stop Daugh-
erty, and the fans, from thinking 
about It.

Dittrich looks for support 
for top three runners

The Mr. Dittrich is Spartan 
cross country coach Fran, and the 
three down a re the three seniors, 
Dick Sharkey, Eric Zemper and 
George Balthrop who have their 
running down and are per form-
ing superbly for the Spartans. 

But the two to go are the two 
more runners needed to fill out 
the five scoring positions against 
Minnesota Saturday if the Spar-
tans a re to emerge victorious. 

The Spartan runners a re 4-0 
in dual meets this season, but 
even so Dittrich has reason to 
worry. In dual meets to date, 
Minnesota has shown the team 
balance which is so Important 
in cross country in their dual 
meets to date. 

The Gophers placed five men 
under 21 minutes for the four 
miles in a recent meet against 
Indiana and another pair Just 
over 21 minutes for the Min-
nesota course. Meanwhile, MSU 
had Sharkey, Zemper and Balth-
rop under 21 minutes In the t r i -
m e e t , Roger Merchant in at 
21:25.5, and everyone else over 
22 minutes. 

Dittrich is in hopes that the 
needed help will come from Mer-
chant and either sophomore Dean 
Rosenberg or junior Art Link. 

Merchant ran a 21:36 for the

four-mile Forest Akers course 
against Wisconsin Oct. 8 andwas 
hampered by a knee Injury two 
weeks before the tr i-meer. 

Rosenberg, a sophomore from 
Muskegon, ran a 21:46.5 for the 
course in an intrasquad meet 
Oct. 8, but has managed only 
times of 22:33 and 22:13 In the 
home meets this season. 

Dittrich said part of the reason 
can be accounted by his inex-
perience, but states that he Is 
sure Rosenberg is capable of 
better efforts than he has shown. 

Still another unsolved mystery 

lies in the running of junior Art 
Link this season. His best time 
over the Spartan course was 22:11 
in the intrasquad meet. 

As Dittrich pointed out in his 
note to the players, improvement 
in the third mile of the four-mile 
run seems to go hand in hand with 
improvement of the overall t ime. 

" I should have as much (bal-
ance overall as Minnesota," Dit-
trich said, "but I haven't had 
it. If these guys run like I know 
they can, though, we can surely 
take the Big 10 championship." 

Swimmers practice 
for meet in March 

The Michigan State swimming 
team is practicing for a meet 
which is five months away — the 
Big Ten Championships, which 
will be held at MSU In early 
March. 

The team swims 13 dual meets 
during the season, but the Big 
Ten standings are determined by 
the championship meet alone. 
Coach Charles McCaffree has 
carefully planned the pract ices 
so the swimmers 'peak' for that 
meet. 

Fall practice is devoted to 
building up the swimmers ' 
strength by welghtllfting and In-
creasing their stamina by th ree -
mile swimming practices and 
games of water polo.

nation a week ago, Daugherty's 
Spartans blasted their toughest 
Big Ten foe, Purdue, 41-20 last 
Saturday and staked a claim to 
their second straight conference 
title. 

The Spartans, who had over-
powered five teams, including 
three in the Big Ten, before 
meeting Purdue, had the "Best 
f i r s t half of the year , " according 
to Daugherty. "We put everything 
together ," he said. 

The only danger to the Spartans 
now lies in the possibility of a 
let-down against some of the 
conference's weaker teams while 
they look forward to their battle 
against Notre Dame. 

Daugherty feels t h a t enthu-
siasm Is the prime ingredient in 
this yea r ' s club. 

' "This team has a lot of agil-
i ty ." he said. "But our line— 
except forSmlth—is smallerthan 
last year . 

"The boys play with great in-
tensity and w i t h great en-
thusiasm. 

I'd say that 's their greatest 
asset . 

'*They can see now we're in the 
dr iver ' s seat of winning the Big 
Ten championship," Daugherty 
told a sportswri ters meeting this 
week. "I don't think they are going 
to let anything upset our goal ." 

Daugherty has one of the finest 
winning percentages a m o n g 
college coaches today. Now be-
ginning this 13th year as head 
coach of the Spartans, he has won 
79 games while losing only 35 
and tying three. He has had only 
three losing seasons. Twice he 
rebounded to have tremendous 
years . 

In 1955, his second year at 
MSU, he bounced back from a 
3-6 record to win 9 of 10 games 
Including the Rose Bowl. And in 
1965, af ter winning only four 
of nine games in 1964, he led 
his mighty Spartans to the Big 
Ten title and to the Rose Bowl. 

The good-humored Irishman 
has earned the reputation of being 
a fine recru i te r of football flesh 
but passes it off as "par t of 
the Job." He gives a lot of credit 
for his success to assistants 
and to the school, 

"We've had some fine assistant 
coaches and being a represent -
ative of a university that has 
a lot to offer helps a lot. The 
University has a lot of spiri t 
to keep the boys in the right 
f rame of mind," Daugherty said. 

The Spartans lost the No. 1 
position In the U PI college ratings 
when a steady rainstorm and a 
fired-up Ohio State team held 
them to an 11-8 victory while 
Notre Dame was clobbering North 
Carolina to take over the top 
spot. 

But Daugherty is content as 
No. 2. Last year Michigan State 
wrapped up the No. 1 spot in the 
final game of the season, beating 
Notre Dame 12-3. The Spartans 
face the same NotrelDarne team 
in this season's finale and that 
Irish twinkle in Duffy Daugherty's 
eyes says perhaps they'll do i t 
again.

I have yet to be at a football game where the intensity of the action 
40 yards below me wasn't broken by a sonorous voice 40 yards 
above: 

"Doctor 132, please call your exchange immediately." 
You can hear the announcer's voice anywhere in Spartan Stadium. 

I've heard starting lineups being announced as far away as the 
International Center. 

Two weeks ago, the stadium was an empty shell. The action had 
moved to Columbus, Ohio, and those who'd neglected to plan ahead 
were secure from the elements, watching the Spartans and Ohio 
State battle it out on closed circuit TV. 

I'd planned ahead. I heard the public address system alert a 
number of physicians, some of them local men, others football fans 
with the afternoon off, yet still on call. 

No one at Old College Field heard them, though. 
Rugby is one of the most grueling of contact sports ever to 

cross the Atlantic. You have to be more than gutsy to play rugby; 
you have to be tough. 

You don't get the breaks in rugby that you do in any other com-
parable sport; there are no substitutions and no timeouts. You have 
five minutes between halves, just enough time to catch your breath. 

I t 's a rough game to officiate, for the action never stops. Referees 
must be centipedes with a dozen pairs of eyes. There a re no easy 
ground rules—like an " I " formation—to facilitate a re f ' s call. 

Injuries are rough, and rugby players are tough. It takes quite 
an injury to pull a rugger out of action, for he knows that means 
one less man on his side. 

Diarmuid Costello died Saturday morning of pneumonia; pneumonia 
contracted following surgery; surgery performed to repair a rup-
tured adrenal gland and massive hemorrhaging, sustained while 
engaged in a rugby match—an inside job. 

Mr. Costello had refused t'rans|8¡-tation to receive medical a t -
tention, and he had been entirely w h i n his riehts to do so. 

National champions are made of stern stuff, and in Ireland, Mr. 
Costello had earned that title. 

At his disposal were his coach, his teammates, a manager and 
several men from the University Police who had answered the call 
for assistance. 

They all observed him "walking around the sidelines, wheezing, 
as though he were winded." But he could not be coerced into seeking 
medical attention. 

There were doctors sitting in football stadiums across the 
country that afternoon. There were doctors at home, at Sparrow 
Hospital, at 01in--men on call, whenever and wherever needed. 

At Old College Field, however, Ihere wasn't a doctor in the house.

HHH A S K S COMMITTEE 

Olympics for U.S. birthday? 
DETROIT (UPI) — The United 

States may celebrate its 200th 
birthday with the biggest batch 
of party games ever held—the 
Olympics. 

In a recent letter to U.S. 
Olympic C o m m i t t e e P r e s -
ident Doug Roby, Vice President 
Hubert H. Humphrey said the 
United States would be interested 
in "going all out" to hold the 
games in 1976— the same year 
ths country will celebrate its 
bi-centennlal. 

" I t would be my hope that in 
1967 the United States would be 
host to the Summer or Winter 
Olympics," Humphrey's letter 
read. 

T h e government's interest 
would probably mean financial 
assistance to the U«>. city which 
might be selected as the host 
for the games. 

" T h e games have become so 
big it 's a national e f for t , " Roby 
said at his Detroit office Mon-
day. "The federal aid certainly 
has to come in on the facility 
level ," indicating the U.S. city 
could receive government aid 
in building the needed Olympic 
complex. 

The United States has not held 
the summer games since 1932 
when they were played in Los 
Angeles. Since that time, the only 
UJS. opportunity to host the inter-

The cities will then have two 
years to prepare their materials 
and sell Xheir proposition to the 
International O l y m p i c com-
mittee, which will make the final 
decision on the 1976 games at its 
meeting in 1V7U.

Probation 
for Purdue, 
Bradley 

NEW YORK (UPI) — Purdue 
and Bradley were slapped with 
one year probations Tuesday for 
Infractions involving basketball 
players but the NCAA pointed out 
the penalties would not effect 
Purdue's possible participation 
in the Rose Bowl. 

The probations, which start 
immediately, mean only that the 
athletic programs and staffs of 
the two schools would be taken 
under surveillance and observa-
tion and does not prohibit their 
taking part in post-season bowl 
games or tournaments in any 
sport. 

At the same time, the NCAA 
terminated t h e probation of 
Southern Methodist University, 
restoring all rights and privi-
leges to the institution. SMU's 
two-vpar ban expired last May. 

The Purdue violation centered 
a b o u t a prospective stud ent -
athlete who was granted a cost-
f ree commercial airplane trip 
from his home to the campus 
and back. Also, the basketball 
coach (George King) provided 
two other boys " the opportunity 
for oft (jampus entertainment by 
transporting them to a site r e -
moved f r o m Lafayette, Ind., 
w h e r e they eventually part ic-
ipated in informal basketball 
competition," the NCAA said in 
a prepared statement. 

The scores of the games this 
season have been impressive. 
10-0, 6-0. 13-0, 6-1, 4-1, 7-0, 
but little has been said about 
the defense. Perhaps that 's be-
cause the opposition this year 
has been generally weak. 

The defense has not been se r i -
ously tested. Goalie Kevin O'Con-
nell has had to make an average 
of seven saves a game, and since 
many of the saves were routine, 
it would be unfair to say that he 
is having a great year. 

"We do need to play some 
tougher t eams ," Captain Te r ry 
Bidiak admitted. 

But the fact remains that the 
"wal l" of Tom Belloli at right 
fullback, Bert Jacobsen atcentet 
halfback, Peter Hens at left half-
back. and Nick Wirs at left full-
back have been near perfect, 
allowing only two goals in six 
straight MSU wins. 

"Coach (Gene) Kenney has in-
stalled a 4-2-4 defense." ex-
plains the 6-2, 188-pound Belloli, 
"which means we use a double 
center halfback plus two full-
backs. Hens chases the man with 
ball when he comes up the mid-
dle ." 

Belloli likes the body contact 
that defense allows. A native of 
St. Louis where he started play-
ing at the age of seven, his 6-2, 
188-pound f rame is perfectly 
adapted for defense. Not many 
get by Belloli. 

"Our job is to guard the goal 
at all t imes , " he says. "We play 
'em pretty loose until they get 
past the midfield line, then we 
edge toward them and wait for a 
mistake. 

"Denison was the toughest de-
fensive game so far, but the game 
we are all looking forward to now 
is with St. Louis ."

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cous fluid subject to gravity. It 
can descend between skin and 
muscle and accumulate in blobs. 
"The effect may be a lumpy, 
pendulous breas t , " he said. 

Any lumps occurring cannot be 
distinguished from tumors. In-
j e c t e d silicone latex distorts 
mammography readings for early 
X-ray detection of breast cancer. 
When the liquid latex is mixed 
with fatty organic acids to en-
sure securer breasts , cancerous 
reactions are possible. 

The Federal Drug Administra-
tion (FDA) has outlawed silicone 
latex injections in any form in 
the breast , stated Dr. Packer. 
The injections violate the FDA 
rule on the use of untested drugs. 

Dr. Packer described the In-
jection method as "i l legal , im-
proper and not good medicine," 
He prefers instead to employ the 
Cronin Implant technique, de-
veloped three years ago by a 
Baylor U n i v e r s i t y surgeon, 
Thomas D. Cronin. 

This procedure involves a thin-
walled silicone latex bag con-
taining translucent silicone latex 
gel which is the consistency of 
the natural breast . The bag pro-
vides an inert surface to body 
reactions and the gel prevents 
scar, tissue from compressing. 

The bag and gel implant is 
inserted b e h i n d breast tissue 
through a three-inch incision just 
below the breast . Dacron patches 
on the bag permit tissue fixation 
and insure f irm chest wall a t -
tachment. Mammary functions 
a re not affected. 

The operation takes about an 
hour, requires three-day hos-
pitalization and costs around 
$1500. 

Implanted breasts will feel 
s l i g h t l y f i rmer than normal 
breas ts , said Dr. Packer , but 
there is no irritation to the 
wearer and. no danger of cancer. 
"The Cronin ImDlant gives the 
best overall resul ts ," he said.

18-voting probed 
by questionnaire

In answer to the current issue 
over lowering the voting age to 
18 a study was recently under-
taken to determine how many 
students favor the proposal, 

A questionnaire, given to 148 
students in four sections of social 
science 231 showed 36 per cent 
In favor of the lower voting age, 
49 per cent against and 15 per 
cent undecided. 

"I don't think this is r ep re -
sentative of the student body, 
however," Lawrence Cooke, a s -
sistant professor of social 
science and director of the proj -
ect, said. "This is just the way 
148 people answered on a given 
day," 

' T h e questionnaire was orig-
inally initiated as a class exer -
cise of a sampling technique," 
Cooke said. 

"I wouldn't be surprised 
though," Cooke continued, "if 
the study Is indicative of the way 
others feel. We have to r emem-
ber that one variable that must 
be taken into consideration is 
the different ma jo r s . " 

The sections polled consisted 
of 90 men and 58 women with 
ages ranging from 18to23years . 

Cooke noted that in the group 
of students against the proposal 
a high percentage fell in the 
"above 20 yea r s " category. 

A reason for this might be, as 
one student said: 

"At 214 realize now how much 

I didn't know when I was 18." 
Another reason given against ' 

lowering the voting age was that 
most individuals at the age of 18 
were not ready to make sound 
political judgments, 

"Youthful enthusiasm" was 
also cited as a bar r ie r to mature 
judgment. 

Of the 36 per cent in favor of 
lowering the voting age, most 
felt that since 18-year olds pay 
income tax, serve in the Armed 
Forces and are legally respon-
sible for their acts, they should 
also be able to vote. 

The undecided 15 per cent 
cited both pros and cons, but 
the majority said they did not 
possess enough interest to take a 
stand in the issue. 

Included in the polTwas a com-
parison of Republican and Demo-
cratic party affiliations and opin-
ions on lowering the voting age. 

Approximately 47 per cent of 
the students polled said they 
would favor the Republican party 
if voting in this election as op-
posed to 36 per cent favoring the 
Democrats, 

Cooke explained that the high 
percentage of Republican affi l ia-
tions might be because most col-
lege students think of themselves 
in the middle-class administra-
tive oriented category, 

"Middle-class administrative 
values a re close to Republican 
at t i tudes," Cooke continued, 

Cooke said in a complete s u r -
vey other variables must be con-
sidered and that the questionnaire 
should not be taken. as. final. 

TOKYO (if) — A penny's worth 
of radioactive atoms holds pro-
mise of answering two great 
questions about cancer: 

Does a seemingly healthy pe r -
son have a small, hidden can-
cer? 

Is a treatment for a known 
cancer really doing any good? 

Atoms of radioactive rubidi-
um-86 are the basis for such 
potential tests described today 
to the 9th International Cancer 
Congress. 

Red blood cells of persons 
with cancer usually a re " leaky" 
- the cell walls a re more pe r -
meable - compared with red 
cells of healthy persons, said 
Drs . Kenneth G. Scott and John 
M. Vogel of San Francisco. 

Rubidium Is one of the chemi-
cal elements that normally can 
move through r e d blood cell 
walls. 

The rubidium moves through 
the red cells about 20 times 
fas ter , and leaks out fas ter , In 
persons who have cancers, the 
researchers explained. 

The testing Is done by mixing 
blood samples with tiny amounts 
of rubidium. Enough rubidium for 
one test costs about' a penny. 

Dr. Scott said one potential 
use is as a screening test, using 
some of the blood taken in a 
physical exam, to see if it indi-
cates hidden cancer somewhere. 

The other Is to check whether 
X-ray* treatments for lung can-
cer , for example, a re having 
effect. If they a r e knocking out 
cancer, the rubidium test r e -
turns to normal. If the X-rays 

failed to show benefit, the pa-
tient could be switched to some 
other treatment. 

Several groups of physicians 
have been evaluating the test , 
on a total so far of about 1,000 
persons, said Dr . Scott, profes-
sor of experimental radiology at 
the University of California, and 
Dr. Vogel of the U.S. Public 
Health Service Hospital in San 
Francisco. 

The rubidium test does not 
work In persons with malignant 
lymphoma, a cancer of the lymph 
system, or Hodgin's disease. 

It has shown positive results 
in persons with cancers of the 
lung, cervix, brain and other 
si tes. Diabetes Is the only non-

cancerous condition that gives 
positive results, Dr . Scott said. 

The test is not perfect, but no 
clinical tests a re , he said. He 
estimated it would falsely indi-
cate cancer about 10 per cent of 
the time in healthy persons, and 
show negative rather than posi-
tive results In about 10 per cent 
of persons who really had cancer. 

But it might prove helpful In 
detecting very small cancers long 
before any symptoms appeared, 
Dr. Scott said. A positive result 
would call for a thorough check 
to locate hidden cancer - perhaps 
finding it far ear l ie r and giving 
a far better chance for success-
ful treatment.

DEATH SEHTENCE 

Subandrio found guilty 
of ¡di ng coup attempt

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JAKARTA, Indonesia (Jfl - Dr. 
Subandrio, once the second most 
powerful man in Indonesia, was 
sentenced to death Tuesday on a 
charge of helping the Communist 
party coup that failed last year . 

The man, who for nine years 
was Indonesia's foreign minis-
ter and the right-hand man of 
President Sukarno, listened im-
passively as the special military 
tribunal read the verdict. 

The sentence brought to an 
end the meteoric career of the 
slender, bespectacled former 
medical doctor. Last March, the 
army arres ted him on suspicion 
of helping in the abortive coup. 

While the court tried him also 
on charges of corruption, it con-
centrated in its verdict on the 
charges of treason and subver-
sion. 

The court held that Subandrio 
knew the coup was brewing, and 
that Communist divisions were 
training in Central Java, but did 
not report this to Sukarno, who 
since March has been shorn by 
the army of most of his powers. 

The court said Subandrio 
helped the coup attempt by mak-
ing the inflammatory speeches 
urging the people "to crush cap-
italist i 'Mifftucrats," t •» 

After reading the decision to a 
hushed crowd, Lt, Col, All, the 
chief judge, asked fc'^b^ndrio. it 
he wanted to appeal the sen-
tence. 

Subandrio stood in the bleak, 

whitewashed court room and r e -
plied: "No ." The court however, 
gave him 30 days to appeal to 
Sukarno for clemency. 

But at last week's final s e s -
sion, Subandrio, 52, appealed to 
the military court to bas^ its 
Judgment on "Justice and hu-
manity." He denied involvement 
In the coup that failed Oct, 1, 
1965, 

The tribunal 's decision did not 
stipulate how or when the sen-
tence would be carr ied out. Sev-
eral others accused of involve-
ment in the plot have been sen-
tenced to death and some are 
believed to have been executed. 

The court noted several t imes 
that Subandrio had implied he 
was only taking orders, from 
Sukarno. But the court said that 
Sukarno knew nothing about the 
COUD. 

Some informed quarters ex-
pressed doubt that Subandrio 
would be executed. They said 

Subandrio is worth more alive 
as an instrument against Sukarno 
than he is dead. 

It was Subandrio who was 
credited with forging close dip- , 
lomatic links with Red China and 
this was recalled by the prose- '. 
cution. In rebuttal, Subandrio said 
he alone did not make foreign 
policy, an obvious reference to 
Sukarno, 

The prosecution charged he 
summoned D. N. Aidit, the In-
donesian Communist p a r t y 
chairman, from Moscow to help 
in the coup, which was aimed at 
army officers opposed to In-
donesia's ties with Communist 
nations, m 

The court noted that witnesses 
had reported Subandrio had 
said conflict must come before 
Sukarno died or the army would 
crush Indonesia's Communist 
party. After the coup failed, the 
army stamped out the party.

Dems to lose 
seats soys 
professor 

"You can bet the Democra ts 
will lose seats in the elect ions 
this November , " Joseph Schle-
s inger , p ro fes so r of polit ical 
sc ience , told m e m b e r s and gues ts 
of the Hillel Foundation Sunday 
evening. 

This is the pat tern followed in 
every o f f -yea r election in recent 
y e a r s (with the exception of 1934) 
since the candidates must run 
without the pulling power of a 
pa r ty ' s president ia l candidate ,he 
he said. 

Thus the point at which the 
election might be considered a 
stand-off would be a Democrat 
los s of 25 to 30 sea t s , Schle-
s inger explained. 

A relatively small loss would 
indicate satisfaction with the a d -
minis t ra t ion . 

This pat tern might be upset 
somewhat by the continuing r e -
alignment between the two p a r -
t i e s in the South, Schlesinger 
said. 

The mid - t e rm election will 
also help set the stage for the 
1968 president ia l nominations for 
the Republicans, he said, since 
off iceholders exerc i se the g r e a t -
es t power in deciding whose t i ck -
et they run on. 

One of the reasons the Repub-
l icans suffered so badly in 1964 
was that those responsible for 
Goldwater 's nomination were 
p r imar i ly not polit ical, and the 
poli t icians deser ted what they 
considered an unsuitable candi -
date , Schlesinger explained. 

The Republicans must modify 
the i r 1964 strategy and make 
solid gains in 1966 or the two 
party system so important in our 
history faces ser ious danger , he 
said. The nomination of the NegK) 
modera te Republican Edward 
Brooke for senator in Massachu-
se t t s is a good example.

v i s i t i n g ' in h i s t o r y

Apologizing for the "language 
b a r r i e r " the visit ing p ro fe s so r 
proceeded to del iver his lecture 
In impeccable English. 

English-type English, that i s . 
But a very Brit ish accent poses 
no ser ious problem for T .T.B. 
Ryder who a r r ived here a lit t le 
over a " for tn ight ago" f rom Hull 
University in Yorkshire , Eng-
land. 

Witty and in his mid- th i r t ies , 
Ryder was Invited to MSU this 
year to teach Greek and Roman 
his tory . 

The transi t ion f rom the small 
l iberal a r t s universi ty to a mult i -
versi ty leaves him with a general 
impression of " f a n t a s t i c . " How-
ever , he discovered through ex-
ploration of the campus that 
" t h e r e is no grea te r Impression 
of being crowded than at Hull 
which has only 3,500 s tudents ." 

Ryder says that the British 
school system is more special-
ized than ours . For example, he 
s ta r ted Latin at age eight and 
Greek at age ten, and later grad-

uated f rom Cambridge in Greek 
and Roman history'. At Hull, he 
is a senior lec turer in c l a s s i c s 
and teaches Greek and Lat in . 

In England, those who attend a 
university receive government 
grants covering the three y e a r s 
required to graduate. The going 
is rough and "about 1 in 10 d i s -
appear a f te r the f i r s t y e a r , " he 
sa id . 

"Students here seem to be the 
same sort of people ," says 
Ryder, "except they ask bet ter 
questions and the men don't have 
long h a i r . " 

The mention of long ha i r 
prompted the question of his 
impress ion of the Beatles. He 
wryly replied, " I like c lass ical 
m u s i c . " However, he considers 
them the best of the popular lot . 

Ryder Is the author of a book 
which deals with Greece in the 
fourth century B.C., "Koine 
E r i e n e , " published in 1965 by 
the Oxford University P r e s s for 
Hull University. He explains that 
the title means "common p e a c e . "

additional year at Wyoming, and 
f rom September 1960 to June 1963 
he was a graduate ass is tant in 
English at Northwestern Uni-
versi ty. 

While at Northwestern he com-
pleted prel iminary work on his 
Ph.D. He came to Michigan State 
in 1963 on a two-year contract 
running through 1965. The con-
tract was renewed In 1964 for 
another two years through Aug., 
'67. 

The note on the ATL bulletin 
board defended Ze i tge i s t ' s " i n -
tellectual and emotional commi t -
ment to youth and l i t e r a tu re , " 
and asked concerned faculty 
members to sign. 

Seventeen signatures had been 
appended to the statement by 5 
p.m. Monday, despite an adjoin-
ing memo f rom Strandness which 
said that the statement was m i s -
leading. 

Lawless, meanwhile, also went 
to see Dean Carlin, who told Law-
less Monday morning that he, too, 
had been recommended for t e r m -
ination of contract . 

Lawless has had severa l poems 
in Zei tge is t . A short s tory by 
him in the summer issue of 
Zei tgeis t was vigorously attacked 
and pra ised by local social and 
l i t e ra ry c r i t i c s . 

Lawless joined the AT-L faculty-
one year ago, on a two-year con-
t r ac t . He has an A.B. in Social 
Science f rom Albany State (1961) 
and a M.A, in American history 
f rom the University of Pittsburgh 
(1962). 

A graduate ass is tant at P i t t s -
burgh teaching American history 
during the 1963-65 school year , 
he was a Mellon Fellow f rom 1963 
to 1965, 

In 1965 he completed his p r e -
liminary work on a PhJD in mod 
e r n European, history while a t 
Pit tsburgh. 

At 3 p .m. Monday a third in-
s t ructor , Fogarty, was called 
into Dear. Ca r l i h ' s office. He was 

told that a recommendation to 
te rminate his contract had a lso 
been forwarded to the centra l 
administrat ion. 

He, like Groat and Lawless , 
said that no reasons were given. 

Fogarty, a graduate of Ford 
ham College (A.B, in Amer ican 
Civilization. 1960), entered the 
University of Denver ' s graduate 
school In 1960 on a National D e -
fense Education Act fellowship. 
He received his M.A. in American 
history in 1962. 

He finished his pre l iminary 
Ph.D work in 1963, and his r e -
vised dissertat ion i s now in the 
hands of his committee. 

Since coming to Michigan State 
as an ATL instructor in 1963, 
he has taught ATL courses , i n -
cluding honors sections, and h i s -
tory cour ses in MSU's extension 
p rog ram. 

T h i s t e r m he i s teaching Social 
Science, and next t e r m he Is 
scheduled to teach an American 
Studies course . Colleagues say he 
received a $700 r a i s e this s u m -
m e r . 

Fogarty has had a r t i c l e s pub-
11 shed in North Ea s te rn Qua r t e r l y 
and the New York Folklore Q u a r -
te r ly . He has a contract with a 
publishing company fo r a book 
tentatively titled "The Utopian 
Novels of Ignatius Donnelly." 

A m e m b e r of the ATL advisory 
commit tee stated emphatically 
that all three men ' s c a se s were 
decided by the October 1 dead-
line. 

Th i s would rule out widespread 
speculation that Fogarty was 
thrown into the package as a 
sacr i f ic ia l lamb, so as to divert 
attention f rom an attempt to 
squelch h the two Zei tgeis t men. 

Tuesday, department members 
who oppose one or all three of 
the terminat ions, as well as those 
mys t i f i ed by a l l the r u m o r s and 
petitions floating around the de-
par tment , visited Strandness.
