RECORDS KEPT SECRET 

Probation information 
off limits to employers

Can your prospective; employer find 
out about the social probation you got 
fo r a shaving c r e a m fight your sopho-
more year? 

Can a government group like Naval 
Intelligence get a look at your student 
record? 

The answer is a qualified no. 
For the past five y e a r s the Office 

of Student Affairs has been cutting down 
or. the amount of information included in 
permanent student r e c o r d s and narrowing 
down the number of people who can get 
information f rom r e c o r d s . 

What now goes on a s tudent 's p e r m a -
nent record? vVlio can see it? . 

The permanent record card contains the 
final grade point ave rage , a l ist of the 
organizat ions and act ivi t ies the student 
par t ic ipated in, a perscna i i ty -soc ia l ad -
justment rat ing, and a notation of s u s -
pension or discipl inary probation. 

Background information on the suspen-
sion or disciplinary probation is kept 
in the centra l f i les , 

Tne central student disciplinary record 
car. be e rased if n e c e s s a r y . 

The question of whether o r not the 
s tudent ' s discipl inary record should be 
e rased when he graduates has been de -
bated more frequently since the faculty 
commit tee on student a f f a i r s drew up 
i t i academic f reedom repo r t . 

The original repor t said that d i sc i -
pl inary records should be destroyed upon 
graduation. The revised academic t r e e -
dom repor t skipped that guarantee . 

Usually only the deans in the office 
for Student Affa i rs can see the r e c o r d s , 
a policy in line with the academic f r e e -
dom repo r t . Employers and other non-
University people may ask for infor-
mation but they cannot see the r eco rds . 
The deans decide what they will tell 
about the students. 

The social adjustment rat ing on the 
permanent record is based on the r e s i -
dent a s s i s t an t ' s yearly evaluation of the 
student. 

The validity of the RA- evaluation is 
coming under discussion this y e a r . The 
evaluation procedure may be changed o r 
e l iminated. 

The r eco rds office now ignores one 
extremely bad or one extremely good 
RA's repor t in drawing up the social 
adjustment rat ing. If the RA evaluations 
do not contain enough information the space 
is left blank. 

The scores for separa te categories 
such as appearance , emotional stabili ty, 
r e spec t for o thers ' r ights and pa r t i c i -
pation in campus a f fa i r s a r e added up to 
give a Total Citizenship Adjustment ra t ing. 

The Office of Student Affa i r s is making 
no changes in the record-keeping policies 
until a f t e r the Board of T r u s t e e s approves 
the academic f reedom repor t .

Republican incumbent Norman Stock-
meyer retained a seat on the Wayne State 
Universi ty Board of Governor s . 

Dr . Alfred H. Sokolowski, a Detroit 
Republican, led Democrat Mrs . Jean 
McKee by more than 60,000 votes with 
97 pe r cent of the r e tu rns in. 

Republican James F . O'Neil and Dr . 
LeRoy Augenstein cracked Democrat ic 

WASHINGTON T — Republicans have 
moved within an ace of holding major i ty 
of the 50 state governorships , str iking 
the i r r iches t new political lodes in Cal i -
fornia and the Deep South. 

At the s ame time, the Democrats kept 
control of the House of Representa t ives . 
But big GOP gains and increased con-
serva t ive strength in the South spell 
t rouble for Pres ident Johnson. Republican 
gains exceeded the o f f -year average and 
whittled the Democrat ic major i ty to its 
lowest point since 1956. 

Besides picking up California in Ronald 

Associated P r e s s - - Republican cha l -
lengers knocked off at least four f r e s h -
men Democrat ic U.S. represen ta t ives 
Tuesday, assur ing the GOP a major i ty 
on Michigan's congressional delegation, 

A fifth one- te rm Democrat , Raymond 
Clevenger of Sault Ste. Marie , still fought 
for his political life today. 

As the vote count in Clevenger ' s r a c e 
with Houghton brewery owner Philip Ruppe 
neared completion, Ruppe led by less 
than 1,000 votes. 

With 419 of 473 prec inc t s reporting 
in the sprawling Northern Michigan 11th 
Dis t r ic t , Clevenger had 62,313 and Ruppe 
had 63,204. 

T h e s ta te Republican organization had 
concentrated its heaviest political f i re on 
the five one- te rm Democrats , who were 
swept into office in the Lyndon Johnson 
landslide of 1964. 

Democra t s defeated - some in extremely 

sol idar i ty on the State Board of Education, 
ousting two incumbents in Tuesday 's e lec-
t ion. 

The State Board will now have two 
Republicans and six Democra t s . 

O'Neil, 42, a Ford Motor Company 
purchas ing executive, and Augenstein, 38, 
cha i rman of Michigan State 's Biophysics 
Dept. , defeated. Dr.. Leon G. Fill and 
Donald M. D. Thu rbe r . 

F i l l , 52, Huntington Woods physician, 
has been on the State Board s ince 1964, 

Reagan ' s smashing victory, the GOP kept 
the governors ' mansions of four other 
big s ta tes crucial to the 1968 president ia l 
election—Michigan, New York, Ohio and 
Pennsylvania. 

George Romney's big re-e lect ion win 
in Michigan apparently strengthened his 
chances for the GOP president ial nom-
ination. J a m e s A. Rhodes of Ohio a lso 
retained office easily, as did New York ' s 
Nelson A. Rockefel ler . 

The Michigan and Ohio victor ies ca r r i ed 
over into the House and Senate r a c e s . In 
each state, the Republicans gained five 

close contests - were Weston E. Vivian of 
Ann Arbor, Paul H.Todd J r . of Kalamazoo, 
John C. Mackie of Flint and Billie S. 
Farnum of Drayton Pla ins . 

Michigan's four new congressmen a r e 
Gar ry E. Brown of Schoolcraft , Marvin 
Esch of Ann Arbor, Donald Riegle J r . 
of Flint and Jack H. McDonald of Redford 
Township, 

The 13 other incumbent congressmen ' 
who sought re -e lec t ion won without much 
t rouble . Among them was Gerald R. Ford 
of the solidly Republican 5th Dis t r ic t . 

Ford, GOP leader in the House, beat 
J a m e s M, Catchlck, 31, a f o r m e r a s s i s t -
ant Kent county p rosecu tor . 

Republicans also retained the House 
seat vacated by U.S. Sen. Robert P . Griffin 
as State Sen. Guy Vander Jagt won easily 
over Democrat Henry J . Dongvillo. 

McDonald, 34, a member of the Wayne 
County Board of Supervisors , won handily

Robert J . Brown, s ta te Republican party 
t r e a s u r e r , won election to the University 
of Michigan Board of Regents. M r s . 

Heubner J r . , making her f i r s t 
t ry for a U-M board seat Wednesday held 
a lead of more than 60,000 over Demo-
c ra t i c incumbent Mrs . Irene E. Murphy 
with 97 per cent of votes counted.

'11 certainly hope the voters have an -
other chance at these i s s u e s , " commented 
councilman Mary P .

Michigan State and Notre Dame officials 
have expressed concern over the poss ib i l -
ity of student conflicts at the MSU-Notre 
Dame game Nov. 19 and have taken s teps 
to prevent any incidents. 

In a le t ter sent to Edward "Moose" 
Krause , d i rec tor of a thlet ics at Notre 
Dame, MSU Athietic Direc tor Biggie Munn 
expressed this concern and stated the MSU 
Athletic Counci l ' s regulation. 

Following a number of t n r ea t s received 
concerning the possibility of demons t ra -
t ions before , during and a f t e r the Notre 
Dame game several yea r s ago, theCouncil

adopted a policy that no one but author-
ized personnel would be allowed on the 
f ie ld . 

John A. Fuzak, vice president for s tu-
a f f a i r s , said that the question had 
r a i s ed at the last Council meeting 

to whether Notre Dame had been in-
fo rmed as to MSU's policy, and it was 
agreed that Munn would contact Krause ,

Refinements in education discussed 
How a r e the nation's la rge univers i t ies 

coping with the continuing r i s e in student 
enrol lment? 

This is one of the many problems 100 
educators have gathered at the Kellogg 
Center to discuss this week. 

The corierer .ce, "National Conference 
or. Cur r icu la r and Instructional Innovation 
f o r Large Colleges and Unive r s i t i e s , " 
has drawn w r i t e r s , educators and l e c -
t u r e r s f rom a c r o s s the country. 

They a r e discussing educational r e f ine -

ments that range f rom foreign language 
d r i l l s via telephone to severa l variat ions 
on the "col lege within a co l lege" con-
cept . 

In al l , m o r e than 100 innovations a r e 
being reported and discussed at the con-
f e r ence which opened Sunday and continues 
through Fr iday . 

Several univers i t ies , including MSU with 
its Just in S. Morri l l College, repor ted 
succes s in their effor ts to maintain small 
col lege settings'while retaining the advan-
tages of a large universi ty. 

At the University of Illinois, the lan-
guage laboratory and French department 
have set up a device in which students can 
phone f rom anywhere on or off the campus 
and rece ive a taped "pa t t e rn d r i l l " in 
language. 

Illinois repor ted that during the f i r s t 
two weeks of tall s e m e s t e r about 4,500 
student calls were received, plus numer-
ous at tempts that resu l ted in busy signals.

Of the 35 Senate seats being filled, 
Republicans scored a net gain of three , 
leaving the breakdown at 64 Democrats 
and 36 Republicans. 

Key Republican vic tor ies were scored 
by Char les H. Percy , who ousted veteran 
Democrat ic Senator Paul H, Douglas in 
Ill inois; Edward M. Brooke of Massachu-
se t t s , the f i r s t Negro ever elected to the 
Senate by popular vote; and Gov. Mark 
O. Hatfield of Oregon, who defeated Rep. 
Robert B. Duncan. 

The Democrats will have an apparent 
working major i ty of some 25 above the 
218 m a r k , but a big bloc of the Democrats 
a r e conservat ive Southerners who often 
r e f u s e t o accept Johnson's l iberal 
domest ic p roposa l s . 

With most House r a c e s decided, the 
count stood at 245 Democrats and 185 
Republicans. Republicans had unseated 
49 Democrats while- the Democrats led 
in three r ace s and the Republicans in 
two. Democrats had overturned only five 
Republicans; the GOP stood to gain a total 
of 47 sea ts . 

In the gubernatorial contests , the Re-
publicans s ta r ted with only 17 governor-
ships and boosted their total to 24, with 
s l im leads in the Georgia and Alaska 
elections that a r e still in doubt. 

The GOP also broke into the Solid 
South for the f i r s t t ime since Yankee 
mi l i ta ry rule af te r the Civil War, winning 
the Arkansas and Florida governorships 
with Winthrop Rockefeller and Claude 
Kirk J r . 

Democra ts unseated two Republicans 
while the GOP took nine governorships 
f r o m the Democrats for a net gain of 
seven. Both doubtful seats a r e held by 
Democra t s .

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A good area

Education master plan 
at mercy of masters 

Leroy G. Augenstein and 
James O'Neil, w i n n e r s in 
the race for the State Board 
of Education, are facing a 
tremendous task. 

Responding to p r e - e l e c -
tion questioning, both cited 
the need for a master plan 
for Michigan's higher educa-
tion and stated their inten-
tion to see that such a plan 
is drawn up. 

Their c o m m e n t s were 
based on the premise that a 
plan would help reduce the 
needless duplication in the 
state's administration of 
higher education. A plan 
would streamline such e f -
forts. 

Such a plan is a noble idea, 
but one that will meet with 
little success in Michigan. 
The State Board of Educa-
tion, simply, has virtually 
no power to carry out such 
a plan. 

According to the Michigan 
Constitution, the State Board 
is to plan and coordinate 
higher education. The con-
stitution contradicts i tse l f , 
however, by saying the board 
is not to exerc i se super-
vision or leadership over 
higher education. 

What, then, is the State 
Board's role? This has been 
the burning question since 
ratification of the constitu-
tion. It is yet to be an-
swered. 

But one thing is c lear. The 
State Board may draw up all 
the master plans for higher 
education that it wants to. 
It won't really matter. As 
long as the legislature and 

universi t ies agree with the 
State Board, the Board's 
master plan will be followed. 

But. the minute either dis -
agree, the master plan will 
be shelved and the State 
Board forgotten. Since the 
State Board's powers are 
constitutionally ambiguous, 
the Board will have no re-
course . 

The idea of a master plan 
has merit , but we can't get 
excited over it. The l eg i s -
lature is not about to re-
linquish any of its financial 
powers. And neither of the 
parties will stand for any 
roadblock they can get 
around.

The basis of the irritation 
at MSU is the level o f p r i c e s 
in the local s tores and the 
students' objections to them. 

Students claim that it is 
their dollars which keep E ast 
Lansing solvent and that the 
merchants show their thanks 
by jacking up pr ices . 

ASMSU is undertaking two 
projects to rel ieve this i r -
ritation. 

The f irs t is a study .of the 
comparative prices of East » 

Lansing and other towns of 
comparable s i ze . 

This is an important f irst 
step. Any program to lower 
prices must have a factual 
basis from which to build. 

While we suspect that the 
pr ices in East Lansing are 
unusually high, the survey 
will provide f igures to either 
support or destroy g u e s s e s 
of this type. 

The other ASMSU proposal 
promises more immediate 
relief for the students. It i s 
negotiating with East Lans-
ing merchants and Varsity 
International Sales Assoc ia -
tion. an outside agency, to 
start a student discount s y s -
tem. 

The discount system would 
lower prices in se lected 
s tores to students with spe -
cial coupons.

In November 1965 I walked into my 

adviser 's office for pre-enrollment. 
" I think I might be able to graduate in

I propose that all students who have 
been, or will In the future be forced to 
abide by this policy take the following 
action: 1) that a law suit be initiated 
against the University for violation of 
contract with the goal being reimburse-
ment to the student for the amount of t ime 
he was not allowed to live in his room; 
2) that a law suit be initiated against the 
University for Illegal and unnecessary 
disruption of a person 's activities; and 
3) that a law suit he initiated against the 
University for compensation for disruption 
of a person 's study time, sleeping time, 
etc. 

May this stand as a warning to the 
University policy-makers; and may it 
also, hopefully, bring to the attention of 
those responsible for this policy its se r i -
ousness, and as a result precipitate its 
cancellation.

" I just want to go and get the 
pgr soil vve'Dster" said o1 Wis* 
defensive -tactics. " I like to try-
to punish him, but I 'm mostly 
concerned with just stopping the-
ball c a r r i e r . " 

This yea r Webster has stopped 
b a l l c a r r i e r s a total of 72 t i m e s , 
including 37 solo tackles —a total 
second only to l inebacker Char l ie 
Thornhi l l ' s 77. 

Twelve t imes Webster nas 
thrown the opposition for l o s s e s , 
for a deficit of 51 y a r d s , and 
th ree t imes he ha1- forced op-
ponents to fumble. 

" I haven't really been satisfied 
with my play C h i y e a r , " said 
Webs te r , "although I did find an 
improvement in the Purdue game . 
But I think some of my feelings 
a r e due to being co-captain . 

" I t makes me feel I -hould try 
harder and do be t t e r , " h e . c o n -
tinued. " i t makes you want to be 
a l e a d e r . " 

Many point to the Michigan 
gametof 1965 a - W . b s t e r ' s f inest 
pe r fo rmance . He recovered a 
fumble and intercepted a pass in 
that game, which the Spartans 
turned into nine points in a 24-7 
win.

At about 7:50 p j n . a gray-
haired matron inched toward a 
young friend: 

"Villiams iss losing his of-
f i ce , " she said sadly with a 
German accent. " L e t ' s go 
home," she tugged at her fr iend's 
sleeve. She had had enough. 

At 7:58 p j n . there were only 
two men with bow ties on that 
one could see. 

An old man with a punched-in 
nose and cauliflower ears stood 
outside wondering if it was all 
right to come In. He wore a dirty 
yellow shirt with a bus ticket 
stub sticking out of his breast 
pocket. He wore a loose brown 
overcoat several sizes too large 
and spoke through the stubble on 
his face. He was probably the 
only man outside the South who 
voted straight Democrat because 
of the backlash. He thought the 
Democrats "Nould ' "pu t the Ne-
groes in their place." 

He had another reason. About 
10 years ago, he lost his Job at 
General Motors. He thinks they 
owe him something for the 30 
years he put in between 1937-56 
and he thought Soapy could help 
him. ("Williams is the friend of 
the working man.") 

At 8:30 p.m. Williams and 
Ferency made an appearance. 
They parried comments on the 
fact that Voter Profile Analysis, 
CBS's omniscient machine, had 
already declared them losers . 

No, Soapy hadn't thought about 
political plans for the future. He 
still didn't expect to lose, he r e -
plied to a newsman's question. 

(Soapy had never lost before. 
The body wasn't even cold yet.) 

Then they disappeared again. 
Soapy went up to a room on the 
third floor of the hotel with 
fr iends. 

Zolton drove off In an aqua-
green Catallna, license number 
GC-3310, to "visit some 
f r iends ." 

Senator Phillip Hart appeared 
and disappeared. 

For the next couple of hours, 
several hundred people milled 
around the ballroom, the Demo-
cratic hospitality room and the 
bar . They didn't wait anxiously— 
or expectantly; they just waited. 

A kindly-looking elderly woman 
held a French poodle with a 
Williams bow tie for a collar. 

"Oh yes, he's a Democrat 

through and through," thewoman 
laughed. "In f ac t , " she went on, 
"h i s mother belongs to Governor 
Williams. (Williams' dog Is 
named Afta, afta Mennen's Afta 
Shave.) "And you know," she 
continued, " M r . McDuff, (son 
of Afta), was born|on the Gov-
ernor ' s birthday, Feb. 23." 

At 10:31 p.m. (EST), a Zolton 
Ferency for Governor sign fell. 

At 11:20 p.m., Zolton Ferency 
appeared at a back entrance to 
the main hall, where party work-
e r s and the public were waiting 
for him. 

After turning to determine, 
"Where a re my two boys? I want 
my boys with m e , " he strode to 
the platform to give his conces-
sion speech. 

At 11:44 p.m., he was followed 
by former Governor G. Mennen 
Williams. 

Months ol hard, phystcaiiy sud 
financially exhausting campaign-
ing had been expended. They had 
not paid off. 

Shortly after midnight, the 
crowd of party workers and other 
supporters, who had been waiting 
for the inevitable for hours, no 
longer had anything to wait for . 

They went home.

2,000 ATTEND 

Pill manufacturer talks 
on birth control reliability

Nearly 2,000 students attended 
a movie-discussion session on 
childbirth and birth c o n t r o l 
methods in the Union Tuesday 
night. 

The session was the' f i r s t of 
the new Supplemental Enlighten-
ing Education (SEE) Ser ies be -
ing presented by Off Campus 
Council (OCC). 

Tuesday 's meeting f e a t u r e d 
' Robert ' Darkey, of the O r t h o 

Pharmaceut ical Corp., who p r e -
sented the movie "B i r th of a 
Chi ld ." Following the f i l m , 
Darkey spoke on present birth 
control methods and ar.swered 
questions f rom the f loor . 

" T h e r e a r e four basic methods 
of „medical birth cont ro l , " he 
said, " the use of (1) the dia-
phragm, (2) gels or c r eams , (3) 
vaginal foam and (4) the p i l l . " 

Darkey said that, contrary to 
r u m o r s and gossip, the pill has 
no effect on the development 
of a child, does not cause can-
cer , does not encourage multiple 
b i r ths and generally has no h a r m -
ful side effects . 

A coed challenged this s ta te -
ment and asked Darkey about 
women who, a f t e r Ubing the pi l l , 
gain weight. 

He replied that this is usually 
brought about by other f ac to r s . 
" F o r ins tance ," he said, "a 
woman using the pill will often 
sim i l tajpo jbly try to quit smok-

ing. As' a resul t , she will most 
likely begin to eat more and gain 
some weight ." Mistakenly, she 
te l ls her f r iends that the pill 
caused her to gain ." 

Darkey conceded la ter , how-
ever , that once in a while the 
pill may be the basic cause of 
a weight gain because no two 
people a r e alike. 

He said that a birth control 
pill which contains both the e s -
trogen and progesterone h o r -
mones " i s 100 pe r cent e f fec-
t ive. Sequential pi l ls (an e s -
trogen tablet followed by one of 
progesterone) a r e only 97 per 
cent ef fec t ive ." 

The only disadvantage of the 
pill is t ha t . "once you stop t ak -
ing them you have to be careful 
for a while because of the ' r e -
bound p e r i o d ' , " he said. 

" T h i s is a period of two to 
three months in which a woman 
becomes highly f e r t i l e , " he said. 
" T h e pregnancy ra te of women 
in this period is 85 per cen t . " 

He added that, ironically, it 
is this rebound period which led 
to the usage of the pill" as a 
contraceptive. 

Dr . John Rock, a Catholic ob-
s te t r ic ian, began searching in 
1953 for a method of giving cou-
ples who had been unable to 
conceive a child a bet ter chance 
for parenthood. His work led 
to the discovery of the pill and 
the "rebound pe r iod , " said Dar -
key. 

However, the public began to 
iTse the pill for i ts contraceptive 
effect iveness ra ther than an aid 
to fer t i l i ty . 

He said that the main p rob-
lem with the pill in the U.S. 
today is that it f o r c e s a doc-
tor to be a judge, jury and an 
ex t reme mora l i s t . 

"When an unmar r ied gir l (or 
woman) asks a doctor for oral 
contraceptives, he alone must de -
cide whether or not it is right 
to give them to h e r , " said Dar -
key. " T h e r e is no code of 

mora l s for him to follow because 
our m o r a l s a r e undergoing 
changes . " 

In r ega rd to the wor ld ' s pop-
ulation, Darkey said that a v a r i -
ant of the diaphragm, the i n t r a -
uterine device method (IUD) fo r 
birth control, i s s ta r t ing to be 
used in the over-populated and 
under-developed countr ies of the 
world because " i t ' s cheap and 
99 per cent e f fec t ive . " 

He added, " IUD's a r e the only 
hope for halting'the wor ld ' s pop-
ulation growth because people in 
these under-developed countr ies 
cannot af ford to spend 514 a month

Approximately 100 faculty

Tuesday evening, Robert Theo-
bald, author and l ec tu re r , said 
that the present sys tem of ed-
ucation was no longer useful in 
this new world . " T h e present 
problem is not what should be 
changed," he said, "but how do 
we social ize students for this 
complex world they live i n . "

India is planning to produce 
140 million of these devices next 
yea r , said Darkey. 

He answered a query f r o m the 
f loor about the use of supposi-
to r i e s with " they a r en ' t worth 
anything because they ' r e only a 
c leansing agent, not a bir th con-
trol dev ice . "# 

A male brought up the subject 
of oral contracept ives for men. 
"They won't be ready for six 
to seven yea r s y e t , " said Darkey. 

"Work is slow on t h e s e , " he 
said, "because many people feel 
that it wouldn't be physically good 
fo r a man to be t empora r i ly s t e r -
ile, and also because of beliefs 

be as re l iable that men won' 
as women in taking them. 

The unexpectedly la rge t u rn -
out for the session was more 
than the Union Ballroom could 
hold, anc forced Darkey to hold 
two movie-discuss ion pe r iods . 

j . "Shirley, v ice-pres ident ot 
Off Campus 'Council (OCC), said 
that the SEE Ser ies is to be 
s imi l a r to the Provos t Lec tu re 
Se r i e s , and that, although spon-
sored by OCC, will be open to 
the en t i re student body.
