Maybe it was just that no one was p r e -
pared for an ending like that—to look at 
the field and see the Fighting Ir ish diving 
polntlessly into the l ine, to look at the 
scoreboard and see the seconds ticking 
methodically off. 

And to see the s co re , Michigan State , 
10, Notre Dame, 10. 

The game that was supposed to answer 
all the quest ions, but instead s tar ted them 
asking even m o r e . 

Why did Ara Parseghian go for the tie 
r a the r than the win, when the Irish had 
the ball on their own 30 with 1:25 left to 
play? 

And who is rea l ly number one? Not re 
Dame, which fought back for the tie f rom 
a 10-0 defici t , o r Michigan Sta te , the team 
that gambled again and again for the big 
play and victory? 

The a l l - t ime record 80,011 fans who 
packed Spartan Stadium Saturday will be 
talking about it for a long, long t ime . So 
will the est imated 30 million fans who 
viewed the battle on nation-wide t e l e -
vision. 

Probably most echoed the sentiments of 
Michigan State coach Duffy Daugherty 
a f te r the great game and disappointing 
ending. 

" A tie was a good s c o r e , " said Daugher-
ty . " I t was that c lose a ball game . I 
would naturally be happier had we won, 

but I thought it was just a tremendous 
ball g a m e . " 

The Spartans held a slight edge in the 
final s ta t i s t ics of the defense-dominated 
game . MSU had 284 ya rds of net offense , 
equally split between running and passing. 
Notre Dame managed 91 rushing and 128 
In the a i r , for a total of 219. 

Both t eams had the i r big offensive 
weapons effectively contained during the 
game . Only MSU rece ive r Gene Washing-
ton, who caught five pas ses for 123 y a r d s , 
had what might be called a " b i g " day. 

Notre Dame ' s speedy halfback Nick 
Eddy never even saw action. He slipped 
at the t ra in station in Lansing Friday 
night as the Irish team arr ived and hurt 
his so re shoulder. 

The two Irish super - sophs , Te r ry Han-
ratty and J im Seymour, probably were 
wishing Henry Booth Luce had never heard 
of them. 

Hanratty was hit hard by Smith, Thorn-
hi l l and Webster on a rollout during the 
second s e r i e s of plays, and left the game 
with a separated shoulder. He will miss 
the final Ir ish game of the season next 
week against Southern California. 

Seymour didn't catch a pas s all day. 
Only four were thrown his way—two of 
them over his head. 

" W e had Seymour well covered ," ex-
plained Daugherty, "We 'd pick him up with 
an extra man when he came downfield, or 
when he cut a c r o s s the middle ."

ROME f] - After nearly two dayB of 
c l ea r weather, pelting ra ins and wind-
driven snow lashed anew at f lood-torment -
ed Italy Sunday and mud flows brought 
m o r e woe to F lo rence . 

Freezing winds and snow whirling down 
f r o m the Alps hit the Belluno and Cismon 
valleys of the Dolomites. 

T h e a rea was ravaged for days by f lood-
t r iggered landsl ides and many communi -
t i e s still were in danger of moving moun-
tains of mud. 

Rain and winds swept again over the 
flooded Po River delta, where thousands 
of men in emergency crews labored to 
close sea-breached dikes before new in-
vasions by the Adria t ic .

WASHINGTON f) — Republican leaders 
a r e laying the groundwork for submission 
of an a l te rna te budget If Pres ident John-
son fa l ls to balance income and spending 
in his f iscal message to the new Congress . 

Disclosing this Sunday, Senate Minority-
Leader Everett M. Dirksen of Illinois 
said this probably will be one of the 
s teps taken by the elect ion-revi ta l ized

A 20-year old Illinois man waived exa-
mination Saturday on charges o f p o s s e s s -
ing and dispensing mari juana in an MSU 
res idence hall, University Police sa id . 

Lawrence J . F r iedberg , of Wilmette, 
Ill inois, was a r r e s t e d e a r l y Saturday 
morning f o r a l legedly dispensing th ree 
mar i juana c iga re t t es at Eas t Holmes Hall, 
a spokesman f rom the Ingham County 
p r o s e c u t o r ' s off ice said. Fr iedberg was 
a r ra igned in Lansing Township Jus t ice 
Court . 

Universi ty and Michigan State Police 
Investigated the case together. MSU police 
found a smal l quantity of the drug in 
East Holmes a f t e r obtaining a sea rch 
w a r r a n t , the spokesman said. 

E a r l i e r this month Jan E. Deen, 20, 
Livonia junior was a r r e s t e d on charges 
of both selling and possess ing mar i juana . 

Deen was apprehended Nov. 4 at Eydeal 
Villa Apts. by Universi ty, State and East 
Lansing police depar tments a f t e r an In-
tensive 17-hour investigation. 

GOP to offer the country "pos i t ive p r o -
g r a m s " ra the r than m e r e opposition to 
administrat ion proposals in 1967. 

" I think we will have support of the 
Republican m e m b e r s of t h e Appro-
priat ions, Finance and Ways and Means 
commit tees in putting together a f iscal 
p r o g r a m , " Dirksen said. "We hope to 
offer an a l ternat ive budget to cut gov-
ernment spending as a curb on inf la t ion." 

Dirksen n o t e d that the 1946 Con-
gress ional Reorganization Act author izes 
the prepara t ion of a legislat ive - as well 
as a pres ident ia l - budget. Although this 
provision r ema ins in fo r ce it has been 
ignored because of the difficulties en-
countered in ear ly a t tempts to ag ree on 
expenditure f igures . 

" I r e m e m b e r that In trying to draf t a 
legislat ive budget we had a meeting of 
120 m e m b e r s of the House and Sena te , " 
Dirksen said. "Nothing could be a c c o m -
plished with such a group and a sub-
commit tee of 20 was set up with Sen. 
Robert A. Taft as i ts head. 

"Tha t operation was unwieldy and noth-
ing came of i t . But I think we can get 
Republicans to 'agree on a budget ." 

The Illinois senator said the GOP pos i -
tion on a possible tax inc rease can ' t "be 
determined until Johnson submits his 
budget In January . Although some in -
dividual Republicans have called for tax 
hikes, he said the pa r ty ' s position may not 
necessa r i ly favor them. 

Johnson has made no decision yet on a 
poss ib le tax inc rease . He hinted recent ly 
that mounting federa l revenues may make 
such a boost unnecessary despi te in -
c r e a s e d costs of the Viet Nam w a r . 

Las t J anua ry ' s es t imate of a $1.8 billion 
deficit for the cur ren t f iscal yea r , ending 
next June 30, still s tands. But it may have 
to be revised upward when Johnson asks 

supplemental funds in January for Viet 
Nam, civilian and mil i tary pay r a i s e s , 
the cold war GI bill and other m e a s u r e s 
the 89th Congress passed . 

Almost nobody believes the expenditures 
for the cur ren t year can be held within 
the $112.8 billion the Pres ident previously 
es t imated . 

Almost everyone believes the new budget 
he will submit will be substantially higher, 
along with increased revenues .

The mud began flowing back a f te r health 
authori t ies had declared the danger of 
epidemics past, and af ter many of the 
soldiers and ear th-moving machines had 
left the city to help other communit ies 
'lip o u ' j m rhc fiord®. 

but the city held to its intention to be 
back on its feet by Chr i s tmas . City o f -
f ic ia ls announced that despite flood damage 
to the Florence Opera House, the new 
season would get under way Nov. 27 as 
planned with an opening per formance of 
Monteverdi 's "L'Incoronazione di Pop-
p e a . " 

Authorities vowed anew that many of the 
city museums and a r t gal ler ies would be 
ready to open by C h r i s t m a s . 

In the sea-flooded flatlands of t h e 
m a r s h y Po delta south of Venice, many 
of the more than 10,000 residents evacu-
ated when Adriatic dikes gave way four 
days ago s tar ted s treaming back to their 
damaged homes.

A let ter f rom Pres iden t Lyndon B. 
Johnson., taped speeches f rom fo rmer 
pres idents TrumanandEisenhower , l av i sh 
gi f ts and numerous accolades marked the 
dinner given by faculty and f r iends to 
honor Jo tin A. Hannah for his achieve-
ments during his 25 y e a r s as president 
of MSU. 

During the dinner a t , the Civic Center 
Fr iday , J . Joseph C r a n m o r e , chairman 
of the MSU Development fund, announced 
that a $3 million fund wa s being established 
fo r a s e r i e s of John A. Hannahpro fes so r -
ships. 

Warren Huff, chairman of the MSU 
Board of T r u s t e e s , announced that , " i n 
honor of Dr . Hannah's abili ty, the new 
administrat ion building presently under 
construction will be named the John A* 
Hannah Administration Building." 

Development Fund leaders told Hannah 
that they felt the administrat ion building's 
name and the p rofessorsh ip plan would 
ensure that " t h e torch you have lighted 
at MSU will never be extinguished." 

In his l e t t e r , Pres ident Johnson c o m -
mended Hannah for his work while serving 

-as chairman of the U. S. Commission on 
Civil Rights. 

He said that the value of the com nis-^ion 
can be judged by the fact that more 
than half of their recommendat ions have 
already become law. 

Fo rmer Pres iden t Dwlght D. E isen-
hower cited Hannah's contributions while 
serving a s Assistant Secre ta ry of Defense 
in charge of Manpower and Personne l . 

Eisenhower said that while serving in 
this capacity " P r e s i d e n t Hannah made 
m a j o r contributions to the racia l Inte-
gration of the a rmed f o r c e s . " 

F o r m e r Pres ident Har ry S. Truman 
wrote f rom Independence, Mo. and con-
gratulated Hannah on his fine record a s 
an admin i s t r a to r . 

Governor George Romney attended the 
dinner with his wife and said that he 
felt privileged to be able to join in the 
ac t iv i t ies . 

E a r l i e r , Romney had suffered a red 
face a f t e r being kidded by Durwa rd Varner , 
chancel lor of Oakland Univ ers i ty and m a s -
t e r of ce remon ies , for s tar t ing to stand 
up when his wife was introduced.

Library to open earlier on Sunday 
Beginning the f i r s t weekend of winter 

t e r m the Library will open at 10 a .m . 
on Sundays — providing workers can be 
found. 

Dale H. P r e t z e r , ass is tant d i r ec to r , 
cautioned that an employe deficiency may 
hamper this se rv ice . He said that the l i -
b ra ry staff is trying to overcome this by 
opening the l ibrary as a ' ' s tudy hall un i t " 
f r om 10 a . m . to 2 p .m . 

, Th is means that r e f e r ence l ibrary s e r -
vice will not be available until 2 p .m. 
However , assigned readings will be made 
available f rom 10 a .m . on. 

P r e t z e r said that an extension of e v e -
ning hours to midnight w a s also con-
s idered . He explained that a survey con-
ducted during the past few weeks on the 
number of students utilizing the l ib ra ry 

in the evening conf i rmed a need for the 
hour extension. 

But, he added, that the extra evening 
hour seemed l e s s feasible, because the 
number of students left studying dwindled 
then. Also, bus t ransporta t ion to the Eas t 
complex slackens at night, and would p r e -
sent diff icul t ies fo r some students. 

He said that a few y e a r s ago the l ibrary 
stayed open until midnight during f inals 
week. He said this policy was discontinued 
because it was economically unfeasible to 
keep the building opened and service.when 
only about 15 students were using i t . 

P r e t z e r continued that the recent s u r -
vey found that about 2,000 students use 
the l ib ra ry faci l i t ies on a regu la r week-
day evening. "On some days when as s ign -

ments a r e heavy we a re filled to seating 
capacity of 2,400 plus we have students 
moving a round , " he sa id . 

On the weekend night P r e t z e r said the 
survey found about 500 to 600 students In 
the L i b r a r y . 

P r e t z e r i s hopeful that the hours exten-
sion will f i l l a need fo r the students, and 
will become a reali ty next t e r m . He is 
also concerned about being able to only 
give the students "ha l f s e r v i c e . " He said 
it may be reduced to having the books 
shelved and available o r having someone 
manning a desk . 

He s t r e s s e d the shortage of employes 
willing to come to work on a Sunday morn-
ing.

Th i s d e c i s i o n r u n s c o u n t e r 
to the c o u r s e tha t the C o u r t 
h a s fo l lowed f o r the l a s t f i v s f e 
y e a r s . S ince 1961 the C o u r t 
h a s r e p e a t e d l y s ided with 
d e m o n s t r a t o r s , r e v e r s i n g 
the d e c i s i o n s of S o u t h e r n 
C o u r t s . 

The C o u r t s t a t e d in the 
m a j o r i t y opinion tha t it was 
uphold ing the l o w e r c o u r t ' s 
opinion b e c a u s e the d e m o n -
s t r a t i o n took p l ace in a j a i l -
h o u s e y a r d , w h e r e s e c u r i t y 
i s i m p o r t a n t . T h u s , i t i s not 
a r e v e r s a l of the p r e c e d e n t 
t h a t . d e m o n s t r a t o r s m a y 
d e m o n s t r a t e on publ ic p r o p -
e r t y , only a q u a l i f i c a t i o n . 

T h i s l e a v e s the c i v i l r i g h t s 
d e m o n s t r a t o r s in an a m b i g -

uous p o s i t i o n . E x a c t l y w h e r e 
can they d e m o n s t r a t e ? 

Until t h i s q u e s t i o n i s 
a n s w e r e d . d e m o n s t r a t o r s 
will be in a p r e c a r i o u s p o s i -
t ion .

Change course content, contract, criticism 
To the Editor: 

This is a t ime of change. Perhaps a 
cl iche, but neither side in the ATL issue — 
and it is an i ssue , not a case as the editqr 
of The Paper has said, but maybe it is a 
cont roversy — will admit to a change. The 
students who a r e protesting the f i r ing of 
the three ATL Ins t ructors a r e forcing Uni-
vers i ty College into one of two solutions: 
e i ther they f i r e Fogarty, Groat , and Law-
l e s s , or they r eh i re them. Both ways the 
ATL Dept. loses on campus. 

Therefore , I propose the following s i tua-
tion, a change in course and content, con-
t rac t , and c r i t i c i sm. 

Course . The American Thought And 
Language course at Michigan State is f a r 
outdated. In its present form the ATL is 
just a rehashing of what most students have 
been reading since the seventh grade, 
definitely not the purpose of a college 
course . The re fo re , the ATL cour se should 
be changed to one concerning today's 
world, of which American Thought is an 
Integral p a r t . How have we become in-
volved since World War 11, why a r e we 
In Viet Nam, even what part did the T o r i e s 
play in our Revolution, would be more 
valuable to the callege student than Pur i tan 
poe t ry . A course in composition i s needed, 
but ATL is not that . Besides, how can an 
IBM machine read an essay? 

Contract . The present contract Is unfair 
to everyone concerned. Because the non-
tenured Ins t ructor signs his l ife away to 
the college when he signs his contract the 
p resen t situation has shown. The contract 
should allow the teacher to know why he is 
being f i r ed . If Ken Lawless Is being r e -
moved because he wrote a dir ty s tory tell 
h im . Don't s ta r t something by letting the 
newspaper know that he is being asked 
to leave because of "pe r sona l r e a s o n s " 
and not tel l him the personal r e a s o n s . If 
the Universi ty College had had an ethical 
cont rac t , and if they had behaved In a 
p rofess iona l manner in the absence of one, 
181 students would be p repared for their 
c l a s s e s Wednesday, or at leas t be awake 
f o r them. 

Cr i t i c i sm . Finally the University must 
r e a l i z e that the students should have a 
say In what e f fec ts them. The students 
will not r ema in quiet, nor can the " U . " 
f o r c e them into s i lence. Right now the 
students a r e using the i r voice in the only 
poss ible , p ro tes t and " v i g i l s , " but they 
should have had a say when the ma t t e r was 

f i r s t brought up. Give the students a 
commit tee on faculty evaluation. 

In an age of civil r ights and civil l i be r -
t ies , an i ssue such a s this should not even 
have occu r r ed . If the University r e fuses 
to admit that everyone in the community 
of scholars has the right to be heard, the 
University will disolve. Everyone has a 
right to his own opinion, but in a demo-
cracy " t h e major i ty ru les , but the rights 
of the minori ty . . . "

Fred H imme-
lein, the SN's se l f -s tyled Dean of Big Ten 
Music Cr i t i cs , hit a low (and emasculated) 
F - f l a t , and should spend the r e s t of the 
yea r apologizing for i t . 

I suppose the r e a d e r s can forgive Mr , 
Himmelein for not knowing any German, 
He s ta tes that "everyone in the hall knew 
that Johann S t rauss had written much 
l ivel ier and more Imaginative music than 
that which was h e a r d . " Now, if I recal l 
cor rec t ly , a total of three "polkas schnel l" 
(only one by Johann Strauss) were played, 
"Schne l l " means quick, fast , or lively — 
and indeed the polkas were . It is difficult 
to imagine l ivel ier music for any o rches -
t r a . 

The m a j o r questions ra i sed by Mr. Him-
mele in ' s review a r e these: (1) does he 
know anything about c lass ical music, and

" W e ' r e asking al l concerned 
students to walk quietly f rom 
Bessey to the Administration 
Building Wednesday when the 
Board of T r u s t e e s meets the re to 
consider the f i r ing of the p r o -
f e s s o r s , " said Steve Hickson, 
a member of the s teer ing com-
mit tee of the United Students. 

An ad hoc committee of United 
Students sponsored the Orange 
ra l ly that has become a vigil. 

The re a r e to be no signs, 
no chants . The students a re to 
stand quietly at the Adminis t ra-
tion Building without blocking 
t r a f f i c while the T rus t ee s meet . 

Students. delegated by the 
s teer ing committee of United Stu-
dents will visit T. Ben Strand-
ness , chairman of the ATL de-
par tment , and Edward A. Carl in, 
dean of University College, Mon-
day and Tuesday. 

They will also deliver posi-
tion l e t t e r s to Pres ident John 
Hannah, the T rus t ee s and m e m -
b e r s of the ATL department . 

Pres ident Hannah had ea r l i e r 
said that students might be asked 

to leave Bessey Hall at midnight 
Fr iday, when the building was 
closed. 

But Carl in told students In 
Bessey at 3 p .m. Fr iday that 
they would not be asked to leave 
at midnight. 

"We will not be removed f rom 
the building and we can stay as 
long as we want t o , " John Den-
nis , another member of the s t e e r -
ing committee sa id . 

At least f ive or six students 
will keep a vigil for the r e s t 
of the year , Hickson said. 

The students in Bessey ac -
cept the building as their in-
definite headquar te r s . T h e r e w a s 
talk of using the building a s the 
headquar te rs for a f r e e univer-
sity or for publishing mater ia l 
on questions of academic 
f r eedom. 

The number of students 
In Bessey swelled to 500 a f t e r 
11:30 p.m. Fr iday as students 
came to hear the discussions and 
s e e if those on vigil would be 
permi t ted to s tay . 

After closing hours the number 
dropped to 150 who stayed ove r -
night. About 50 were still in Bes -
sey Sunday morning. The number 
is expected to pick up again 
throughout the week. 

A number of students f rom the 
Bessey vigil also picketed and 
handed out leaf le ts at Spartan 

Stadium before the Notre Dame 
game. 

Speakers Fr iday night said 
there was no chance the f i r ed 
ATL ins t ruc tors , W. GaryGroa t , 
J . Kenneth Lawless and Robert 
S. Fogar ty , would be r eh i red . 

They talked of using the con-
cern over the f i r ings as a sp r ing-
board to action and discussion on 
other questions of academic f r e e -
dom. 

The students meeting in Bes -
sey Thursday had put together 
a three-point p rogram reading: 

(1) The f i r ed Ins t ruc tors should 
be given reasons why they were 
not reh i red . The students do not 
have to be given the r easons , 

men, and other untenured in-
s t ruc to r s , to have the right to 
appeal their f i r i n g s , " he sa id . 

A group of students vis i ted 
Strandness, Fr iday , to talk with 
him and ask him to speak Fr iday 
night. 

Strandness declined to speak to 
the students In Bessey, but he 
invited students to speak with 
him in small groups up to six 
in his office. 

The students in Bessey d i s -
cussed and turned down a sug-
gestion to s i t - in In front of Cowles 
House Saturday night. 

"We don't want Pres ident Han-
nah to Involve himself In th is . We 
don't want any precedents set for 
adminis t ra t ive involvement in only the i n s t ruc to r s . 

(2) If no reasons a r e given, faculty a f f a i r s , " Hickson said, 
the students will ask the advisory 
commit tee to r e v e r s e its decision 
not to r e h i r e the Ins t ruc to rs . 

(3) The students support the 
AAUP statement asking the ATL 
advisory commit tee to r e -
examine its decision to d i smiss 
Groat , Lawless and Fogar ty . 

"We 've asked that the ad-
visory commit tee discuss the 
f i r ings with the executive c o m -
mit tee of the AAUP. If the AAUP 
then says there was sufficient 
reason fo r not rehir ing the men, 
we will accept their dec i s ion ," 
Hickson sa id .

The myth of the "Baby B o m b e r s " was destroyed, but that was 
not so depress ing as the destruction of a m o r e long-standing 
l e g e n d — t h e image of Ara . 

Ara Parseghian . Vibrant, zest ful , youthful, daring. Ara is the 
kind of guy who plays the game of football the way it is supposed 
to be played. He is the kind of guy the fans love. Ara takes chances. 
A r l excites crowds. ' 

" i * . is the image I-Aai P«F*9ghia«i.. But.when l - f i j i a l l y ^ w " 
t h e > " g r e a t " coach in person, in the somber Irish lockerroom, an 
image was shat tered . When I saw the famous Armenian rat iop-
alizing his l as t -minute moves before the p r e s s , Ara Parseghian 
became Ara Smith. 

There is li t t le doubt that running out the clock and playing for 
the tie was a pract ica l move. As long as Notre Dame was No. 1 
before the game, it will probably remain on top by avoiding a loss . 

But you just don't expect that kind of a move f rom a man who 
has made such a name for himself . 

The spor ts world expects things of great coaches . It w a s ' 
expected that Duffy Daugherty would go for the f i r s t down on his 
own 29. And, of course , he did. 

The millions of people watching in the final minutes Saturday 
expected Parseghian to t ry for a victory. And Parseghian let 
mil l ions down. 

" F r o m what I have heard of Parseghian, I expected him to t ry 
to win , " said J e s s Phil l ips a f te r the game. 

Two of the most i ra te Spartans were the MSU co-capta ins . 
" I resent what they d id , " Clint Jones snapped. "We played 

al l-out football. We played to win. Tha t ' s the way i t ' s supposed 
to be p layed ." 

"1 can' t see the No. 1 team in the nation being sat isf ied with 
a t i e , " George Webster said. 

Pe rhaps Parseghian , who has blown big games in the past , was 
a f ra id that his tory might repeat i tself . He dropped the al l - important 
season f inale to Southern Cal . in '64 and lost to the Spartans and 
Purdue last fal l . 

Parseghian was trying to avoid losing, not trying to win in the 
las t few minutes. As Joe Pryzbicki Spartan tackle, put it, 
"Anytime you play for a tie, you ' re defeating the purpose of the 
g a m e . " 

I t 's too bad that Ara "played it s a f e " Saturday. I t ' s even worse 
that it happened in one of the grea tes t spor ts spectac les of all 
t ime . 

Parseghian was worr ied about an interception. He should have 
had more confidence in his t eam. While the I r ish coach was 
worrying about Phil l ips picking off another Coley" O'Brien pass , 
many spor ts fans had visions of Seymour streaking down the s ide-
lines with the winning toCithdown. 

Whether your sentiments lean to Notre Dame or not, it goes 
unsaid that great names have been carved in ND his tory. I used 
to equate Parseghian with some of the famous Irish coaches . 

But now i t ' s d i f ferent . 
A modification of an immor ta l plea keeps running through my 

mind: "Go out and t ie one for th'e G ippe r . "

Ring announced following a brief 
meet ing of the commit tee that 
it would have represen ta t ives 
in Atlanta and Gainesville, F l a . 
Monday morning. Georgia Tech is 
in Atlanta and the University of 
Flor ida in Gainesvil le . 

Ring's s ta tements said no 
more , but when he was asked 
if this meant that Georgia Tech 
and Flor ida would be the t eams 
invited to the Orange Bowl he 
repl ied: "We hope they will a c -
cept the invitations and we look 
forward t o having these f ine 
t eams in our bowl ." 

Georgia Tech i s ranked fifth 
nationally with a 9-0 record and 
Flor ida i s 10th with an 8-1 
r e c o r d . Both t eams , however, 
f ace poss ib le upsets in their 
t radi t ional grudge matches this 
weekend; 

Georgia Tech f a c e s ninth-
ranked Georgia and the Flor ida 
Gators play r ival Miami. 

If the invitations a r e accepted 
Georgia Tech will be making its 
14th Bowl appearance and its 
f if th in the Orange Bowl. 

Based on the pas t , each school 
will r ece ive about $277,000 in 
gate receip ts and television pay 
fo r playing.

Films stress farcia! sex

For those who like their thri l l» 
v ica r ious and vulgar, the Campus 
and the State t hea t e r s a r e this 
week presenting " T h e Swinger" 
and "Mandrago la , " respect ive ly . 
They a r e sex f a r c e s with d iverse 
s tandards of humor, tas te , and 
technique. 

T o begin with the be t te r of the 
two, "Mandrago la" is a compl i -
cated seduction plot built around 
the aphrodisiac and fer t i l i ty pow-
e r s of the mandrake root . Set 
in Florence in 1500, it i s a f r e e 
adaptation of one of Machlavell i ' s 
works, in which a F ^ n c h rake 
u s e s various disguj^Bs and the 
mandrake root to dupe a stupid 
and vain Italian a r i s t o c r a t Into 
allowing the Frenchman to sleep 
with his ba r r en , but beautiful, 
wife (Rosanna Schiaffino). 

Obviously, there a r e infinite 
humorous poss ib i l i t ies . How-

ever , very few of them a r e e f -
fectively t r ea ted . T h e fi lm is 
p r imar i ly low comedy--c lumsy 
slapst ick and leer ing, suggestive 
l ines and act ions. Evidently r e -
alizing that hia f i lm is only oc-
casionally amusing and compe-
tently acted, Alberto Lattuado haa 
capital ized on Miss Schiafflno's 
beauty to the point where the 
m e m b e r s of the audience feel 
l ike voyeurs . 

T h e r e Is some lovely Baroque 
music at the end, though. 

" T h e S w i n g e r " s t a r s Ann-
Margre t and Tony Franciosa , as 
a sweet young g i r l wr i t e r and an 
editor of a Playboy-type maga-
zine, respect ive ly . Fi lmed in 
lur id color, " T h e Swinger" is a 
Dor is Day-type d i s a s t e r In which 
the gi r l i s unable to sell her 
s to r i e s to the g i r l ie magazine, 
decides to wri te a pornographic 
one, c l a ims i t 'a her life story, 
and flnda she must live up to 
he r image. 

Sickening scenes , s u c h a s A n n -
M a r g r e t ' s now famous human 
p a i n t b r u s h publicity stunt, 
coupled with sickening Jokes to 
f o rm a very ugly, badly scr ip ted, 
badly acted collage of feeble 
chases and near - seduc t ions . 

So, once again, the d i rector 
(in this case, George Sidney) u t i l -
izes flesh as the cu re -a l l for 
poor f i lming. He capi ta l izes on it 
in every way possible , sur round-
ing Ann-Margre t ' s body with hun-
d reds of o thers of equal or ex -

he te l ls us, but he s e e m s to 
enjoy present ing it so much that 
he forgets to s a t i r i z e i t . T h i s 
technique does a rouse some a u -
dience Interest , a s evidenced on 
opening night by a worshipful 
male voice bellowing "Holy Hell, 
what a babe l " 

T r i ck photography Is used to 
no s p e c i f i c e n d — s t i l l - s h o t 
montages fas t motion, slow m o -
tion and r e v e r s e motion.

BOOK REVIIVf 

Manners not mora 

The poetic vision of Gary Snyder sp rawls out into a Whi tman-
esque panorama, moving f rom the legends and folklore of A m e r i -
ca ' s Northwest, r ich with Indian legends and pine t r e e s , over into 
the F a r Eastern world of Zen and " y o u r empty happy body s w a r m -
ing in the l ight ." 

Whitman is more than a beginning point for Snyder. Not only does 
he use many of the same techniques of listing and cataloguing 
descript ive scenes and Images, but he ca l l s Whitman " G u r u , " 
Master , Teacher . Like his " G u r u , " Snyder wr i t e s a song of h im-
self of the " I " he, too, s ings and ce l eb ra t e s . 

Psychedelic poetic consciousness is a lso one of the i r meeting 
p laces . Whitman is acutely aware and conscious of the senses , and 
his poetry which is often cr i t ic ized for lack of s t ruc tu re Is built 
out of the basic music and movement of l i fe . 

Themes, tempo, tone, all change and shif t , but the unity of the 
work maintains the mood of Whitman's sensibil i ty. 

Like Whitman, Snyder uses the na r ra t ive technique, obviously 
pointing out the " I " of exper ience. His poetry follows the rhythms 
of the physical work of the life his is leading at the t ime. It is the 
rhythm in his head which c r ea t e s the line f o r m . It is often the sound 
of " R i p r a p . " 

In his reading at Kellogg Center , Snyder commented that "R ip -
r a p , " a collection of his poems, was real ly s t ruc tured under the 
influence of the geology of the S ie r ra Nevada — "and the daily 
t r i a l - c rew work of picking up and placing granite stones In tight 
cobble pat terns on hard slab— " r lp rapp ing " A 

With the physical sound and i m e g ^ i t s ^ n v c l rccVr^f Sr.yiso 
formulated his poetic theory. He is conscious of writ ing tough, 

s imple, short words with a complexity f a r beneath the sur face 
texture . 

Snyder f i r s t a t t rac ted attention in the 1950's in San Franc isco 
when he joined Lawrence Fer l inghet t i , Allen Ginsberg, Jack Kerouc 
and Greg Corso in public poetry read ings . 

They became known as the Poets of the Beat Generation, and 
Snyder wro te in the tradition of this San F ranc i sco Lights group. 

Now, the work has a new key. Snyder has wri t ten away the old 
" b e a t . " Essential ly, there is the super-underposed echo of the 
t eacher and m a s t e r Walt Whitman. There Is st i l l the panoramic 
view and the use of listing and piling sense impress ions . 

But there has a lso been the change of rhythms. 
There is the marked sensitivity to the myst ical , and the usage 

of Chinese ar t imagry, of "Hindu Deva G i r l s " and "Sunlight on 
Spider w e b s . " 

No longer is the re the beat of a hi tch-hiker moving along the 
road, attempting to na r r a t e the American experience. T h e r e has 
been the development into a much broader vision. It Is this back 
country of life, of the universal rhythm, which now makes the sound 
In Snyder ' s poet ry .

His tory , most eccent r ic of the 
m u s e s , c learly Is on Moste l ' s 
s ide , and Gerald C a r s o n ' s c h e e r -
ful account of American fashions 
and foibles provides f r e s h docu-
mentat ion. 

Readers of Ca r son ' s e a r l i e r 
books will be fami l ia r with his 
plea&aiit blend of wit and s c h o l a r -
ship. This is a more ambit ious 
e f fo r t , however, than " T h e Old 
Country S t o r e " o r " T h e Social 
History of Bourbon." 

Encompassed in the wide-angle 
view " a r e 300 y e a r s of social 
p r a c t i c e s , f r om colonial t e ch -
niques of bundling (John Adams 
didn't wholly d isapprove)" to the 
influence of governmental bu-
reaucracy on cur rent language 

usage (do we need more manpow-
er lzat lon?) . 

Harking back 
Frequently the anecdotes and 

descr ip t ions a r e delightful . C a r -
son has culled thousands of them 
f rom d i a r i e s , journa ls , news-
paper quips, mail o r f e r ca t a -
logs , and etiquette manuals . 

Did you know that women's e l -
bows were considered highly e r o -
t ic in 1805, that G r a n t ' s cabinet 
( a f t e r Uncle Sam himself began 
to sport whiskers) was unques-
tionably the ha i r i e s t , that at the 
beginning of the 20th century 
m o r e American homes had p ia -
nos than bathtubs. 

Happily Carson ra re ly m o r a l -
izes about m o r a l s , and he man-
ages to wri te tongue - in - cheek 
about pre tens ions without pa t ron-
izing the p r e t ende r s . This is no 
easy t r ick because, while Carson 
a v e r s that he pushes no thes i s , 
mere ly seeking to demonstrate 
Amer ican variabil i ty Implies a 
theme . 

It Is s ta tus hunger, that Insa-
t iable quest of the middle c l a s s , 
that every social historian of 
Amer ican has observed a n d 
sighed ove r . But Carson stays 
relat ively noncommittal much of 

the t ime . He notes how s t r a t i f i -
cation and mobility coexist un-
comfortably In the college f r a -
terni ty sys tem, but doesn ' t p u r -
sue the Issue . 

Little of Analysis 
And this Is typical of the book; 

the re real ly Isn't much at tempt at 
analys is of causes o r of l a r g e r 
implicat ions. The h igh -p re s su re 
adver t is ing of the 1920s, fo r ex -
ample, i s never placed In Its 
p roper economic context. 

The attempt to cover many 
topics and t imes leads to other 
p rob l ems . Somet imes a topic , 
cosme t i c s , for ins tance, will be 
considered in one e r a , and 

information • 4S2-3#09 
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ized 
ignored e lsewhere . By scanting 
t rans i t ions and eliminating foot 
no tes , Carson occasionally blurs 
re la t ionships and developments. 

All of th i s , to be sure , is in 
the Interes t of readability and this 
Carson achieves . As social h i s -
t o ry , though, " T h e Polite A m e r i -
c a n s " lacks the c l e a r grasp <a 
purpose and direction that c h a r -
a c t e r i z e s the best of Russel l 
Lyons , Freder ick Lewis Allaa 
o r Cleveland Amory.

I have reached that t ime in 
my education when — a s Emerson 
said — a man must take himself 
for be t te r for worse his por t ion. 
1 know what I can do, for I have 
t r i ed . My heart has vibrated to 
the iron s t r ing. 

As a father I may be judged a 
f a i lu re , a s a husband a phony, and 
a s a t eacher a char la tan . Fo r tu -
nately, my children a r e fond, my 
wife to le ran t , and my students 
admir ing . If one makes half an 
e f for t to entertain ch i ldren , 
wives , o r students with var ious 
gentle l ies f iercely and imagina-
tively presen ted , they will forgive 
everything e lse ; and since at age 
forty my bag of flavorous f a b r i c a -
t ions Is well-f i l led, 1 can freely 
devout my remaining decades to 
the inspired creation of unpub-
lished novels . 

I do not regre t my e f fo r t s to -
ward fulfi l lment as a f a t h e r , h u s -
band, and teacher . Those a r e de -
cent concerns , and I never 
ser iously fancied ipyself a s poet , 
w a r r i o r , athlete, scholar ,col lege 
admin i s t r a to r , o r ph i landerer . 
But what I must do Is what con-
c e r n s me (as said that wisest 
of Americans) , and thenceforth 
no law can be sacred to me but 
that of my nature as an unpub-
lished novel is t . 

I have written one unpublished 
novel fo r each decade of my forty 
y e a r s , and I shall tell you of them 

BEST IN FOREIGN FILMS 

and perhaps about those I plan 
fo r the remaining decades . 

The novel of my f i r s t decade 
was the longest of the fou r , for 
the thoughts of youth a r e long, 
long fellows (as said the most 
sent imental of Americans) . I 
wrote of the black t a rpaper shanty 
In which I was born and lived for 
ten y e a r s , a halfhome erected 
singlehandedly but despairingly 
on the slantslde of a jungled hill 
by my fa ther when the Depression 
drove him f rom job and c iv i l i -
zation like a domesticated wolf 
which r e tu rns to the wild when 
badly t r ea ted . Thehowlingsof my 
fa ther reverbera ted in that f i r s t 
novel , fo r he was an agnostic who 
memor ized and quoted both the 
Bible and Shakespeare , and In 
quieter moments told a smal l son 
long s to r ies of his adventures a s 
a soldier and as a profess iona l 
boxer , and of his f a the r , who 
crusaded In the name of Robert 
Green Ingersoll . 
i Ah, my f a the r ' s f a the r , what a 

man was my grandfather the d i s -
ciple of Bob Ingersoll . On S a t u r -
day nights he went to town to 
mount the courthouse s teps and 
shout of the Holy Trinity of Sci -
ence , to challenge God to s t r ike 
him dead, to kick the Fundamen-
ta l i s t s in the face a s they charged 
up the s teps . On Sunday he r e -
turned to his mill and home in 
the valley where he rraet cha l len-
g e r s f rom counties away who 
came to test him as a f r e e w r e s -
t l e r • 

The re was much of my mother 
in that f i r s t novel, too, fo r the re 
is much to tell of the mar ty red 
daughter of a Msthodlst m i n i s t e r . 

mar ty red becasue she eloped to 
m a r r y an agnostic wanderer who 
settled down only long enough to 
be an unemployed miner during 
the long yea r s of the Depress ion . 

And there was my m o t h e r ' s 
fa ther ; what a man was my g rand-
fa ther the Methodist p r e a c h e r . 
Old enough he was, his mule long 
re t i r ed to pas ture : he walked up 
the steep jungle hill to fall on 
his knees before the shanty, his 
long great beard touching the 
ea r th , and pray endlessly fo r the 
salvation of his e r ran t daughter , 
her agnostic husband, and e spe -
cially for the small boy who 
stood his ground during the t e r -
r ib le braying for the Inevitable 
reward of a bag of horehound 
candy f rom the deep pocket of 
the old man ' s black coat . 

In this . novel appeared my 
beautiful s i s t e r who could run 
f a s t e r and fight bet ter than most 
boys, the Italian gir l who was my 
f i r s t love and whose b ro the r s beat 
me to a pulp because I was not 
Catholic and because I lived on 
Scavenger Hill and not in Wop 
Valley, var ious cr ipples , p e r -
v e r t s , and demented pe r sons . 

I began this f i r s t novel in Eng-
land under the Inspiration of 
warm Brit ish b e e r , continued 
with the aid of Normandy invasion 
c i d e r , was influenced s ty l i s t ic -
ally by var ious French and Bel -
gian Wines, and finished It oft, 
with a myster ious beverage In 
unlabeled green bottles f rom a 
looted German d i s t i l l e ry . The 
manuscr ipt was lost with my b a r -
r acks bag which I left behind 
when I attended an Army un ive r -
sity In B ia r r i t z , which leads to 

another story which I told much 
about in my second novel. 

I have often wondered just 
what happened to the one hand- ' 
writ ten copy of that f i r s t novel 
which would probably have been' 
six hundred pagei Ip^g published. 
Did it end In the pr ivate l ibrary 
of some black marfeet pr ince In, 
Europe? Was it put to good u s e -
page by page—by some thrifty, 
peasant? Does it mold in some 
mil i tary warehouse fo r lost andi 
for lorn objects? Could It have 
been stolen by a Russian agent and1 

placed in a secre t file7 It was a 
lovely, romantic work and I could* 
never stand to write it again.

But In the hamlet of Long Yen, 
South Viet Nam, p rog re s s con-
tinues on a medical clinic with 
funds ra ised by a group of Mich-

, igan State students. 
Adopted by the MSU People 

to People Assn. in June , 19.65, 
Long Yen has received about 
$2,650, used pr imar i ly for the 
medical clinic under construction 
and a public market p lace . Scho-
la r sh ips for two village young-
s t e r s to attend a secondary school 
a short distance away also came 
f rom the MSU funds. 

The safety of Long Yen's 3,000 
people Is of m a j o r concern to 
the MSU group. According to 
Virginia Hi Ubik, Chicago senior 
and chai rman of the p rogram 
this year , r epo r t s indicate heavy 
fighting in the a rea and bombing 
a s close as five m i l e s . 

Major conflicts have taken 
place recently around the Tay 
Ninh province 65 mi le s nor th -
west of Saigon, near the C a m -
bodian border . Long Yen is about 
60 mi les northwest of Saigon. 

Latest information says the 
medical center will be completed 
by the end of fall t e r m . 

Long Yen's medical fac i l i t i e s , 
Miss Ubik said, have been no 
more than a small hut with only 
one bed and run by a village 
midwife. 

A ru r a l health w o r k e r , qual i -
fied to t rea t only minor a i lments 
and wounds, has been Long Yen's 
c loses t contact with actual med i -
ca l attention. 

The completed clinic will p r o -
vide five rooms with nine beds 
and w ill be staffed by a medical 
technician. 

People to People ' s next fund 
dr ive for the Viet Nam village 
is tentatively a student mixer 
on Dec. 2. 

F i r s t funds for the adoption 
were ra ised in June, 1965 when 
Vice Pres iden t Hubert H. Hum-
phrey gave' a benefit add res s In 
the Auditorium. 

Next in line for the village may-
be an i r r igat ion s y s t e m . A c c o r d -
ing to Miss Ubik, town meetings 
a r e held; the v i l lagers decide 
what they need mos t , contact 
MSU and send complete plans

Taiwan 
not free, 
says prof

Nationalist China, somet imes 
r e f e r r e d to a s " t h e o t h e r C h i n a " 
o r m o r e commonly Taiwafi, is 
the main source of conflict be -
tween the United States and the 
Communist China, bel ieves W a r -
ran I. Cohen, ass i s tan t p r o f e s -
sor of h i s tory . 

Cohen, whose field is A m e r i -
can foreign policy, re turned this 
y e a r from teaching for two y e a r s 
at National Taiwan Univers i ty , 
Taiwan. He was the f i r s t MSU 
p r o f e s s o r to take advantage of 
the exchange p rogram between 
the two univers i t i es . 

Nationalist China is anything 
but f r e e , says Cohen. It is an 
author i tar ian society ruled by 
the mainlanders in control of 
the government , he sa id . 

Of the approximately 12 m i l -
lion population, some 10 million 
a r e Taiwanese and 2 million a r e 
mainlanders who took over rule 
of the country in 1949 under 
Chiang Chi -shek . 

Chiang, now 79, was recently 
elected to another s ix -year t e r m 
a s p res iden t . The one who 
actually controls the power is 
Chiang's son, General Chiang 
Ching-kuo, who became deputy 
min i s t e r of defense In 1964, C o -
hen sa id . 

Under the minority nat ional is ts 
ru l e , Taiwan, with the help of 
American foreign a id , has made 
many advances in the f ields of 
education, economics and pol i -
t i c s , Cohen said. 

In spite of the need f o r m o r e 
technical ass i s tance the standard 
of living is high. " I t is higher 
than any Cninese peasant has 
ever known," says Cohen. 

Taiwan is the f i r s t u n d e r -
developed country where A m e r i -
can foreign aid has succeeded 
to the point where It is no longer 
n e c e s s a r y , he said. In fac t , it is 
seeking to aid other under -
developed count r ies , such a s 
those in Latin America a n d A f r l -
c a , In o r d e r to line up the i r 
support in keeping Red China 
out of the U.N. 

" T h e Nationalist government 
is disappointed that UJS. involve-
ment in Viet Nam has not led to 
a war^, with Red China , " Cohen 
said. 

" T h e foreign policy of the 
Taiwanese nationals is the r e tu rn 
to the mainland and the only way 
the i r foreign policy can be s u c -
cess fu l is if the U.S. des t roys 
C o m n .mist China f o r t h e m , " he 
sa id . 

Eventually, Cohen speculated, 
the or iginal Taiwanese will take 
over government control ' of N a -
t ionalist China. T h i s , in f ac t , 
Is what the U £ . is working f o r , 
he sa id , two separa te Chinas . 

Communist China wants the 
U.S. to get out of Taiwan, so that 
it would stand a be t te r chance 
of getting it back, Cohen sa id . 
"Unt i l th is conflict is r e so lved , 
between the U.S. and Ch ina , " 
said Cohen, " t h e r e cannot be an 
overal l set t lement of the F a r 
Eas te rn ques t ion."

Looking more like a Princeton 
rebe l t h a n an ex-Harvard 
p ro fe s so r , Lea ry wore collegiate 
white s t a y - p r e s s s lacks, a light 
blue shir t and an ol ive-green 
V-neck swea te r . One might have 
mistaken him for a student had 
It not been for h i s five-inch 
long sa l t -and-pepper colored 
h a i r . 

His f i r s t stop on campus was 
Wilson Hall where he ate lunch 
with about 30 students. 

It w a s during the question 
period following lunch that Leary 
said LSD helps you to know your -
se l f . It makes you rea l ize that you 
a r e not a plast ic ego which has 
been stamped out at Woolworth's 
and sent to Michigan State for 
four y e a r s .

SURVEY SHOWS 

Wealthy work more hours, 
wor ry less about taxes 

WASHINGTON ifl - Wealthy 
people work long hours , save 
money out of cur ren t Income, 
Invest It fo r safety, and wor ry 
l e s s than you might think about 
the i r taxes . 

The Brookings Institution r e -
ported those findings Sunday night 
In a book titled "Economic Be-
havior of the Aff luent ." It Is a 
study of how high-Income A m e r i -
cans became wel l - to-do and how 
they stay that way. 

Interviews with a sampling of 
976 Amer icans whose Incomes 
range upward f r o m $10,000 d i s -
closed that their median work 
week i s 48 hours . One out of 
every four work 60 hours or 
m o r e . 

Many hold two jobs, and in 
many ca se s their wives a lso 
e a r n . In 40 p e r cent of the 
fami l ies with Incomes between 
$10,000 and $30,000 a yea r , wives 
a s well as husbands work, but 
at Income levels above that few 
wives hold jobs . 

Despite the widespread view 
that the progress ive ly s teeper 

i r a t e s of the Income tax d i scour -
age the wealthy and talented f r o m 
working as much as they could, 
seven out of eight said explicitly 
they did not cur ta i l work because 
of taxes . > 

" T h u s the annual loss of out-
put due to the effect of taxes 
on work Incentives, cont rary to 
popular opinion, appears very 
small—probably l e s s than one-
half of one p e r c e n t , " the study 
s a y s . 

As byproducts of the i r r e -

search , the Brookings authors 
find evidence that affluent A m e r i -
cans tend to d i f fe r f r om other 
Americans In severa l ways . F o r 
Instance: 

" T h e average age and educa-
tion of respondents w e r e higher; 
a relatively high proportion w e r e 
P resby te r i ans , Episcopalians or 
Jews, and a relat ively low p r o -
portion w e r e Catholics or funda-
mentalist P r o t e s t a n t s . 

"And a l a r g e r proportion than 
In a represen ta t ive national 
sample w e r e Republicans, own 
their own homes, and had lived 
in more than one s t a t e . " 

Because the repor t Is the 20th 
In a s e r i e s of Brookings studies 
on government f inance, the ques -
tions dealt mainly with how and 
why well- to-do pe r sons save, In-
vest and pay t axes . The In t e r -
views w e r e conducted by the 
University of Michigan's Survey 
Research Cen te r , and the book's 
th ree authors a r e m e m b e r s of 
the Michigan faculty—Robin B a r -
low, Harvey E. B reaze r , and 
James N. Morgan. 

They found that at an Income 
level of $12,000, one In eight 
e a r n e r s held a second job; at 
the $200,000 level, th ree In eight 
did. 

And how does an affluent A m e r -
ican decide how much to work? 
This Is the r e p o r t ' s finding; 

"Fu l ly one-half said that they 
were driven by the demands of 
their jobs or that they worked to 
their l imit of their capac i ty . " 

What impels them to save? 
Many mentioned more than one

Wright has served on over a 
dozen boards and commiss ions 
devoted to education and public 
s e rv i ce .

P a r t of our 
religion is yoga ." 

Fr iday morning L e a r y held a 
p r e s s conference where he an -
swered questions which had been 
submitted by s tudents . 

T h e most frequently asked 
question was how can someone 
obtain LSD and take it under 
responsible r e s e a r c h conditions. 

' i t is almost Impossible to 
obtain LSD lega l ly ," he sa id .The 
only abuse of the drug is that 
.It is something which should be 
controlled by each Individual, 
but instead has been placed in 
the hands of government . 

The Indiscriminate use of the 
drug Is more a waste than a 
danger, Leary said. 

"If we a r e not taught how to 
approach sacred ac t s such as 
using LSD, we f e a r the e x p e r -
ience instead of enjoying i t . " 

Finally Lea ry had lunch with 
a few members of the MSU f a c -
ulty with whom he has been 
f r i ends for many y e a r s . Among 
these men was Milton Rokeach, 
p ro fe s so r of psychology, who has 
a l so t a k e n LSD under e x p e r -
imental conditions. 

At MSU L e a r y had a chance 
to meet and personal ly talk to 
many students. He said that 
talking with students was what 
he had enjoyed most about his 
visit to campus.

c ru i t e r for the f ede ra l p r o g r a m , 
said that of the 200 to 300 s tu-
dents that visit the Peace Corps 
information booths in the Union 
and International Cente r , m o s t o j 
them also Inquired about servlfte 
in Africa and Latin Amer ica . 

Hamerslough said that within 
the next three months the e m -
phasis will change and India will 
have the larges t volunteer force. 
" P e a c e Corpsnv.n there will 
number near 1,500," he noted. 

Most questions asked by MSU

Hamerslough and Enger said 
that Peace Corps service does 
not exempt a young man f rom 
mil i tary obligation, but it does 
de fe r h im. 

Hamerslough pointed out that 
the number of re turnees who a r e 
being draf ted is increas ing, but he 
added that the number of r e t u r n -
ee;-. and the numbers being called 
to the. mil i tary a re both on the 
upswing.

Concerning a rea and work a s -
signments, the r e c r u i t e r s said

The 
Peace C o r p s , the r e c r u i t e r con-
t inued, Is always interested In 
active aitf young ideas . He said 
that the Peace Corps staff that 
works a s pa r t of the government 
serv ice has mandatory r e t i r e -
ment congresslonally se t , a f t e r 
five y e a r s of work. 

" f l b c e avMytUng gets too r o u -
t ine , we know we've lost some-
th ing , " he sa id . 

Virginia Sch ramm, 1964 MSU 
graduate who served In Turkey 
and now Is a r ec ru i t e r , said that 
although the language learning 
p rogram is intense, it is e a s i e r 
to tackle because there Is a goal 
to achieve.

Germans elect rightists 'The Game' 
MUNICH, Germany |,f) — A 

r ight is t par ty accused of neo-
Nazi leanings made strong new 
gains in r e tu rns f r o m a West 
German s ta te election Sunday. 
One of i ts l eaders predicted: 
"In 1969 we will supply the chan-
c e l l o r . " 

T h e National Democrat ic P a r -
ty (NDP), which won a s u r p r i s -
ing eight sea ts in the state p a r -
l iament of Hesse two weeks ago, 
placed at least as many deputies 
in Sunday's election for the leg is -
la ture of Bavar ia , West G e r -
many ' s most populous state, a c -
cording to e lect ronic vote p r o -
ject ions. 

Adolf VonThadden, deputy N a -
tional Democrat ic chai rman, who 
i s widely regarded a s the brain 
of the party, said: "Our par ty 
will grow s t ronger and might ier . 
T h e German people want a strong, 
nationally-oriented p a r t y , " 

He predicted the party would 
produce West Ge rmany ' s Chan-
cel lor in 1969.
