More feeble fables
on the ATL issue

This is the second part of a
five part point of view series
by Bob Baldori on the dismis~-
sals in the ATL Dept.

Yesterday I discussed three points con-
cerning the ATL firings in the light of
relatable but ignored facts. Today, three
more.

4, Fabology ' suggests that all three
instructors are generally consideredto be
among the best-trained people in the de-
partment, or, at least, among the group
of instructors generally better-trained
because its memberswere trained to teact
what they are teaching, not freshman
comp.

Here the argument glibly passes over
one of the most significant points of the
whole harangue, It asserts as facta state -
ment, the very falseness of which is
claimed by the advisory committee and
Chairman Strandness to be a central rea-
son for their decision.

That {s, the Instructors are not con-
sidered by the people in the department
to be among the best trained people in
the department.

No one in ATL {s trained in teaching
“freshman comp’’ with historical over-
tones. All but a few of the tenured pro-
fessors in the ATL department have
Ph.D.’s in fields relating to American
Studies. The few exceptions have Ph.D.'s
in speech with majors andtraining related
to ATL,

The instructors are not trained to the
degree of Ph.D. i{n any subject, and the
point here is training.

In what specific ways arethe instructors
“‘better-trained’’ or ‘‘among the best
trained people in the department.’’ [ sub-
mit that to rank among the best trained
people in the department, the advisory
committee being a specific example, these
instructors have a good ten years of
education and experience to go.

Another is
that the assertion made about the in-
structors is taken for fact without exam=
ination and research, in fact almost at

5. Another fable suggests that the ATL
Dept. over-hired. It holds that the depart-
ment entered last year with half a dozen
too many people and immediately began
tightening up on encouragement of dissent.

WASHINGTON # - Auto
makers are being plagued with
safety defects in their 1967
models but are trying hard to
recall all suspected faulty
rapidly as possible,
a senate committee reported
Tuesday,

The main troubles reported
to the government, under the
new auto safety law are faulty
breaking systems, and throt-
tle linkages, in both Ameri-

cars as

can and foreign makes, The
Senate Commerce Committee
listed 278,385 cars as poten
tial affected, but gave no exact
total of autos actually found
defected,

The United States strongly re
asserted its determination to
prevent the explusion from the
United Nations of the National-
ist Chinese government based
on Formosa, But any “‘two-
Chinas’’ solution is out of the
question so far as the current
Peking leadership is concerned,

In September, the Red Chinese
ambassador to Paland laid down
the official line:

‘“The U.S. government is still
occupying Chinese territory, the
province of Formosa, by armed
force, The forcible occupation of
the Chinese province of Formosa
by theU.,S, government absolutely
cannot be tolerated by the Chinese
people, 1 am now instructed to
reaffirm that the Chinese peo-
ple are determined to liberate
Formosa and that the U,S, gov-
ernment must withdraw all its
armed forces from Formosa and
the Formosa Strait,

“So long as the U,S. govern-
ment does not change its hostile
policy toward China and refuses
to pull out its armed forces from
Formosa and the Formosa Strait,
normalization of Chinese-Amer -
ican reiations is entirely out of
the question,”’

There is no sound of compro-
mise in that, nor is there likely
to be any such sound, barring
overthrow of the men who now
rule the mainland, Peking's
chances of admission grow dim-
mer as it more and more vehe=
mently refuses to abide by the
rules,

3l Germany bogs down

in coalition efforts

BONN, Germany # - West
Germany’s Social Democrat and
Free Democrat parties reported
only slight progress Tuesday in
efforts to patch together a gov-
erning coalition as Communist
East Germany fired another sal-
vo of criticism at the Nazi past
of Kurt Georg Kiesinger.

Kiesinger is the dominant
Christian Democratic party’s
choice to succeed Chancellor
Ludwig Erhard.

Both Mayor Willy Brandt of
West Berlin, head of the Social
Democrats, and Erich Mende of
the Free Democrats expressed
a will to form a government,
but the talks apparently
produced no agreement on the
crucial issues of domestic eco-
nomic and financial policy.

Brandt’s party controls 202 of
the 496 votes in the German
Parliament and the Free Demo-
crats 49. The Christian Demo-
crats have 245.

I'he three parties are striving
to produce a coalition that
would provide a majority needed

to elect a successor to

Er-

hard.
Kiesinger has been widely
criticized because he was a

member of the Nazi party from
1933 until the end of World War
II, working in the radio section
of the Nazi Foreign Ministry
propaganda section.

A  spokesman for the East
German Communist party’s Po-
Iitburo, Albert Norden, said in
East Berlin that Kiesinger often
took part in daily policy confer-
ences at the Nazi Foreign Min-
istry and that propaganda chief
Joseph Goebbels often led the
meetings,

Norden said his government
had documentary proof of the
allegation. Norden sald Kiesing-
er was deputy chief of the radio
section and liaison man to
Geobbels.

Kiesinger, 62, has been minis~
ter -president of the State of
Baden-Wuerttemberg for eight
years. He has said that he had
only some of the functions of the
deputy chief in the Nazi Foreign

Birchism clashes
with Christianity

‘“*Main stream’’ Christianity,
with its belief in the moral bro-
therhood of man, is in oppo=-
sition to the far rightist John
Birch Society, magazine editor
Lester DeKoster sald last week
at the Alumni Chapel.

DeKoster, associate editor of
the Reformed Journal, pictures
the John Birch Soclety as a
false religion attempting to un-
dermine many Christian groups
in his latest book, *‘The Chris-
tian and the John Birch Soci-

ety.”

**No accident can undo the
moral brotherhood of man,’” De-
Koster said in alluding to the

Darwinistic viewpoint in Brich-
ism.

A Darwinist believes the only
thing we owe our neighbor is
what we impose on ourselves,”’
he sald.

The problem of brothernood
i{s climaxed in war where your
brother is your enemy, DeKoster
continued. ;

“‘Scriptures are clear on this
(problem of your enemy). °‘If
your enemy hunger, feed him’,”*
he said,

‘‘But_Birchism says,
‘If your enemy hunger, do not
»

forget that he is your enemy’.

DeKoster also sees the indi-
vidual and the state at odds in
Birchism, but not in Christian-
fry.

Romans 13, DeKoster re-
marked, calls foir government to
organize and care for man, but
the *“‘Blue Book,”” a Birchism
handbook by Robert Welch, con~
siders government as the
greatest enemy of man.

“In the Christian viewpoint
of property, if we have more
than we need, we are stealing
from the poor,” DeKoster said.

All that people have is ‘‘on
loan’’ from God to be used in
‘‘acts of love."”

others have. God has granted
stewardship; he alone can judge
the need for {t, DeKoster con-
tinued,

Birchisim only sees the guaran-
tee of property, whereas Chris=-
tians believe in a ‘‘law of shar-
ing.”

The American tradition isalso
founded on Christian principles
and is at odds with Birc
DeKoster believes.

The American tradition states
that ‘‘all men are created equal’’
with the rights of *‘life, liberty
and the pursuit of happiness’’
to be guaranteed by a govern-
ment ‘‘of by and for the people.'’

But Birchism considers the
“pursuit of happiness’® as free-
dom from social responsibility
with its hedges on private prop-
erty, It considers government
“of by and for the people’’ as
the greatest enemy of the people,
DeKoster said.
