Voters this November will choose between an
inexperienced "Slick Willie" and a failed "Poor
George,” to hear each side explain the other.

Yet isn't that who we need — non-perfect leaders
who are trying their best to DO their best? They're
human, and we deserve real answers from them.

Founder’s family returns

A Grosse Pointe Park man
and his daughter with roots
in the Thumb visited Sebe-
waing and other points in
Huron County recently.

Herman H. “Hank” Auch
and his daughter, Susan,
locked into their history of
the area through Mr. Auch’s
grandfather,Rev.].].F. Auch,
first Lutheran missionary in
this area and one of the ear-
‘liest residents.

They visited Huron County
Clerk’s office in Bad Axeand
looked at records of Im-
manuel Lutheran Church,
Sebewaing, where Pastor
Auchministered for15 years.

They also visited locations
with which Mr. Auch had
beenacquainted asaboyand
as a younger man.

While here they toured the
Luckhard Museum-Indian
Mission on Sebewaing Road,
which was built in 1849 by
his missionary/grandfather
near Weale, about 7 miles
north of Sebewaing.

Missionary Auch, who was
born August 21, 1817, came
to this area in the early Sum-
mer of 1845. He ministered
to the Indians and conducted
school classes for Indian
children while the building
stood near Weale on the
banks of the Shebeon Creek.

When German Lutheran
farmers came to this area a
few years after the mission-
aries’ arrival, they sought
spiritual guidance and Pas-
tor Auch provided it.

As more settlers arrived,

many Indians departed for-

less-inhabited places. By
1850 the German Lutherans

. were ready to organize their-

own congregation, which
was founded in 1851 as
Immanuel Church. The Eu-
ropean arrivals asked Pastor
Auch to share his ministry

~ Recount boosts Allen's lead
in 84th State House race

Fohawmg last week’s recount, incumbent State Rep. Dick
Allen (R-Caro) remains the winner of the 84th District seat
— but the tally of the Aug. 4 Primary Election changed
slighily during the recount.

G.O.P. challenger Julia Heilig of Ubly requested the re-
count, after losing the primary by a 90-vote margin.

However, the tally changed to a 122-vote margin after the

i recall, to a final count of6,286 for Allen and 6,164 for Heilig.

Errors were found in 16 of Huron County’s 28 townships
and in two of Tuscola County’s townships.

“The recount showed Allen received five more votes than
he should have and Heilig didn’t receive eight votes she
should have (in the original count),” said Huron County

" Clerk Helen Lemanski.

The totals changed Allen’s Huron votes to 3,294 from

~ . 3,289 and Heilig's votes to 4,166 from 4,158.

Local changes were seen the following townships:

B Caseville: Heilig gained two votes;

B Chandler: they each gained two votes;

B Hume: Allen gained one;

B Lake: precinct #1, Heilig lost one; :
B McKinley: Allen lost four and Heilig gamed one;
B Meade: Heilig lost one, and

B Oliver: Allen lost one.

Meanwhlle, Heilig has filed an appeal because of the

results in Tuscola County.

“Iplantomake a decision in the next few days whetherI'm
go to follow through with the appeal;” Heilig said Friday.
“I've filed an appeal, but there's more to it than that.”

The errors in Huron County were only a vote here orthere, ’

but the number of errors in Tuscola Gounty is unbehevable,

Heilig said.

In Tuscola County, the numbers changed significantly.
“When the original Board of Canvassers of Tuscola County

" canvassed and certified the election, they recorded one of

the township’s votes wrong,” said Tuscola County Clerk.

- Erma Brown.

“A 46-vote discrepancy was- found in Arbela Township,
and in another township Allen lost one vote and Heilig
gained one.

“It was a simple human error," Brown said.

After therecount, Allen’s total changed to 3,002 votes from

2,956 and Heilig’s changed to 2,008 from 2,007, Brown said.
“Seals were broken, keys couldn’t be found, a machine was

switched (moved) in one township’s precinctand the county

board of canvasssers certified the vote wmng,” Heilig said.

Heilig has talked to several attorneys and is considering
taking the matter to court.

Brown did not agree with Heilig’s view.

“The only seal that was broken was in Arbela Township,
but another seal was put on before voting started. A voting
device was transferred to another precinct in Arbela,” said
Brown.

The problems with the election in Arbela Township will go
to Durethxa Blair of the State Board of Canvassers,
