¢ I is stated with much impressiveness
that a Western dramatist about to
construct a play in which he will in-
troduce leit motifs after the manner of
Vagner.  The leit motif in music is fa-
miliar to all Jovers of high-class concerts
and of Wagnerian opera. The leading
motive, we nay stiate for the benefit of
those who have forgotten, is a theme
twhich recurs whenever certain. inci-
dents or emotions are referred to. Thus,
whenever in ~Lohengrin® the jealousy
of Ortrud is spoken Of a certain suc-
cession of sounds is umnml by the or-
chestra.

It will probubly be nmnod that the
Western dramatist Jdoes not contem-
plate contining himself to music. This
would  be clmp)v followihg Wagner
without enlargivg upon the gw.\t mas-
ter's method, The leit motif, it will be
readily scen, may he treated  in other
ways in a play.  Any dramatic means
of expression may bhe properly used.
