EARLY DAYS IN BRIDGEWATER

A Series of Skeiches written Expressly

George Lazell was born in Ashtield, Frank-
lin county, Mass, in 1799 Came to Sem-
phronius, (‘ayugd county, N. Y. in 18038,
remaived there until 1825, came to Michi-
gan in that year, purchased land in Ann Ar-
bor; returned to the state of New York, re-
mained there until 1820. Came back to
Michigan, sold the Ann Arbor land, came
to Bridgewater in May, 1829, and purchased
the farm on which he has resided since that
time. Ine:rly life Mr. L, wasa knight of
the birchen rod, and an autocrat of the
school room, having taught 21 terms. He
was honored and trusted by his townsmen.
having been chosen constable for eleven
years, and supervisor of the town nine years,

When he came to Ann Atbor the second
time, he with two companions started in'a
southerly direction, at which timne there was
no settlement where. the village of Saline is
now located, but one mile south there was &
house where the trio took dinner. The meal
consisted of pork and beans with coin
bread. The weal from which this bread
was made was ground in a cavity scooped
out of the top of an oak stump. After din-
ner the three men started westward, arrived
at the present location of Clinton about dark,
Mr. L. knew hy the description given hlm
that he was near the house of Danicl Hixe
| son, the first pioneer, and afier Tiollowing
several times Hixson responded and brought
a light from his house, that_the strangers
might find a hospitable home for the fast
coming night. The next day Hixson and
Lazel] went to Tecumseh and planted corn
for Musgroveé "Evins, in the center of the
present village of Tecumseh, At this time |
there was no road from Chester Parsons’ to
Clinton.
