Spit in bis face, showing
the highest contempt and insult, Numbers
xif, 14; Job xxx, 10. Buffeted, striking with
closed hands or with the fists. V. 8. Luke
(xxii, G§) and Mark (xiv, 65) tell us that they
blindfolded him before saying these words,
V. 60. Without, in the outer court or space,
where the servants gathered. Damsel, a
portress who kept the door, Jobn
V. 7L Porch, the small apartment between
the outer door and the large ball in the cen-
ter of the building. V.73, After a while,
about an hour later, Luke xxii, 59. Speech
bewrayeth, his Ualilean sccent showed it.
V. 74. Began he to curse aud swear, lowing
all control of himself he went on to worse
sins. V.75, Thrice, threetimes. Luke xxii,
61 tells us Jesus looked on him. Wept bit-
terly, the thought of doep guilt swept over
Peter's soul and ho went out into the darkness
to repent of his sins.

Fuew events in the Biblo are so full of hu-
man naturs aud divine grace, of warning
and comfort, us the fa]l and restoration of
Peter. The ncarest parallel case in the Bille
is the great sin aud repentance of David.

After the preliminary trial before the high
pricest had taken place many of the members
of the Jewish sunbedrim assewmnbled in the
council ball. They kuew Jesus was to be
arrested, and lLence -were ready. Perhaps
such membore as Nivodemus and Joseph of
Aramathea were absent.

In this midnight trial of
Jesus every rule of Jewish law scemns to have
been violated in the hasto and eagerness to
condemn him. A night trial was not legal.
To be bound as a malefactor before he was
arraigned, tu bo beaten before 8 verdict was
rendered, to e struck in open court while
the trial was golng on, were all in violation
of every scusc of right and justice. The ir-
regular and illegal trial of him by night was
suspended until daybreak so that they could
then socure from Pilate the sentence of his
death. In the time elapsing till daylight
occurred the maltreatment by his lawless
enearics and the denial by Peter.

V. 67. After tbe sanhedrim bad pro-
nounced him ‘‘guilty of death” he was sub-
jected to a series of indignities, Before the
trial in the house of Annas he was struck by
one of the officers. Doubtless others in au-
thority offered him insults, The common
guard soon followed in jeer and mockery.
The.abusive insults of the underlings was the
natural sequence of the moro formal mockery
of their superiors. Let it not surprise ua if}
as followers of Jesus, we too receive insults.

tho downfall of the chier of the aposjles.

V. 70. In the most cowardly fashion be re-
sorts to evasion, which always leads to direct
falsehood and often perjury. o

V. 71. Perhaps wishing to cscape the fur-
ther observatian of the servants, he went
into the vestibule or porch leading into the
Stroet, where another femalo slave iu ridicule
accused him of being with Jesus. Perbaps
several at the time confirmed ber statement.

BUCKING OF THE BRONCO.

One of the Rocrestlons of the Cowboy.
Taming & Vicloas Brute.

While the head men are gathered in a
little knot, planning out the work, the
others are dispersed over the plain in
every direction, racing, breakiug rough
horses, or simply Jarking with one an-
other.  If a man has an especially bad
harse, he usually takes such an opportu-
nity, when he Las plenty of time, to ride
him; and while saddling he is surrounded
by a crowd of most unsympathetic asso-
ciates, who greet with uproarious mirth
any misadventure. A man on a bucking
horse is always considered fair game,
overy squeal and jump of the bronco
being hailed with cheers of  delighted
irony for the rider and shouts to ‘‘stay
with him,"

Tho antics of a vicious broneco show in-
finite variety of detail, but all are mod-
eled on one general plan. When the
rope settles round his neck the fight be-
gins, and it i3 only after much plunging
and snorting that a twist is taken over his
nose, or else a hackamore—a specics of
severe halter, usually made of plaited
hair, slipped on his head. While being
bridled he strikes viciously with his fore
feet, and perhaps has to be blindfolded
or thrown down; and to get the saddle
on him is quite as difficult. When'sad-
dled, he may get rid of his exuberant
spirits hy buycking under the saddle, or
may reserve all his energies for the rider.
In the last case, the man, keeping tight
hold with his left hand of the check
strap, 8o aa\(gd_prevcnt the horse from
getting his head--down until he is fairly
seated. swings himself quickly into the
saddley, Up_risce the bronco's back into
an adfh; hiz head, the ears laid straight
back, goes down between his fore feet,
and, squealing savagely, he makes a suc-
cession of rapid, stiff legged, jarring
bounds. .

Sometimes he is a ‘‘plunging’’ bucker,
who runs forward all the time while
-bucking; or he may buck steadily in one

one shoulder down almost to the ground
and then the other, or else he may
change ends while in the air. A first
class rider will sit throughout it all with-
out moving from the saddle, quirting his
horse all the time, though his hat ma;

‘be jarred off his head and his revolver
out of its sheath. After a few jumps,
however, the average man grasps hold of
the horn of the saddle—the delighted on-
| lookers meanwhile earnestly advising
“him not to *‘go to leather''—and is con-
tented to get through the affair in any
shape provided he can perwithout be-
ing thrown off.
