“G.H. W.”in alate copy of the Plym-
outh Mail, has something to say about vil-
lage newspapers, from which we clip the
following: A good, clean, well conducted
newspaper, in its sphere, is as necessary to
the community as a church, or a school.
Each has its specific work, which the cther
caonot well do, or doing it must be in a very
compressed and imperfect manner.

Every institution, profession and business,
has its particular relationship to the people,
for whom they are and by which they are
benefited. The newspaper is the aifl and
mouthpiece of them all, ane great means by
which they reach the people, and the people
are unconsciously influenced in their direc-
tioms.
