knew lLow often they bad made promises
and broken them, and he doubtless femen-
bered tho time when they said “‘all that
tho Lord bath said will we' do and be obedl-
ct,” then Lie and Moses ascended the mount
and at tho eud of forty days roturned to find
thern daneing and singing around a golden
calf, deliberately breaking the comwands
they bad so solamnly promised to keep. (Ex.
xxiv, xxxii.)

20, “If ye forsake tho Lord.” Often had
they done it and had been spared only by
the intercession of Moses, type of Christ; and
Joshua trembles for them, knowing that
“The Lord their God is a consuming fire,
even a joalous God” (Deut. iv, 24). Sin must
bo consumed, and if the sinner clings to
his siuvs he will Dbe consumed also,
but if willing to be cleansed from sin
and be holy unto the Lord, then God will con-
sume the sin and save the sinner. It is some-
times sald that God out of Chriet isa con-
suming fire, but while this is true it is no-
whera stated {7l those words; Christians need
to remember that *‘Our God is a consuming

The world, the flesh and the
devil are the enemies of God and His people,
and this trinity of evil isever seeking to en-
suare the child of God. The carnal mind is
enmity against God; the flesh justeth against
theBpirit, and the Spirit against the flesh, and
these are contrary the one % the other; if
any man will come after Me let him deny
himself; love not the world; resist the
devil (Rom. viii, 7; Gal. v, 17; Matt. xvi, 24;
