Stanley's Latest Achievement.

June 28, 1887, Henry M. Stanley turned
his facé towyardsthe interior of the durk
' continent once more. e went in search
of Emin Pasha, a German explorer,
whose trace had been last jn the heart of
Africa. Emin_was acting under the
Egvptian goron)ment. btanlovs expe-
dition ascended the Congo to the mouth
of the Aruwini river. There Stanley
divided his expedition into two columns.
Maj. Bm'telot ngs ! * with the rear
57 men at Yambuya, the
camp on he Aruwini, till further sup
plies came. Then he was to follow the
first detachment., This, under Stanley,
numbered 839 men. They foliowed a
general easterly direction towards the
lake called Albert Nyanza.

The story of the expedition isone of

Stanley's other journey across the dark
continent pales.

Stanley and his advance were 160 days
in “one continuous, unbroken, compact
forest.” It wasso thick thosun could
not penetrate it. They fought their way
over every step of the route. Natives
shot poisoned arrows mto them a.ml
