THE CLERMONT,

The First Practical Steamboat and Its
Dimensions.

In 1807 Robert Fulton of Néw York
launched the first successful steam-
propelied boat in America or in the
world, the Clermont. The boat prop-
er was built by Charles Brown in Now
York; the engine was built in
England. The object of this is to
give size and dimensiens of the Cler-
wmont, datea speed attained aud other
curious facts not found in thé usual
sources of information. Her dimean-
siors were: Length. 13(Q feet; depth.7
feet; breadth, 1% feet. Her trial trip
was made on August 7, 1807, from
New York to Albany, those on board
being Fulton's frienda the mechanics
and six passengers. When the steam-
er left the New York docks it was
amid the jeers of the ignorant and the
coarse jokes and ridicule of the in-
oredulous.  On her way up the Hud-
sun she excited- the astonishment of
the inhabitanta many of whom had
never heard of an engine, wuch
less of a steamboat. Some educated
excursionists,. who were cawnped on
the river bank and saw her pass in
the night, described her in their let-
ters to iriends as ‘& monster moving
on the watera defying the winds and
the tide, breathing sulphurous vapors
and snorting flames and smoke.” Au-
gust 7, 1806, the day she lelt New
York was a Monday, and she steamed

in the afternoon. arriving at Chancel-
lor Livingston's above Poughkeepsie,
at 1 o'clock on Tuesday—making ex-
actly 110 miles in twenty-four hours.
From bere the trip to Albany wascon-
tinuved, Fulton writing that exultant
and prophetic letter from the last-
named place. in which hesaid: *‘That
boate can be propelled by steam. has
been fully proven. and it is my belie’

steam-propelling ves:els.” Fouryears
after Fulton's death. which occurred
in 1815, the Savannah plowed the b 1-
lows of the ocean and made & safe
transatlantic passage.
