Light of a Moonless Bky.

Attempts have been made to meas:
ure the light of the moonless night
sky.. Mr. Gavin J. Burns, an English

stars, and Professor Simon Newcomb
has—perhaps more accurately—found
this total light to be eqiial to that.of.
%0 to 80 first-magnitude stars. The
brightness seems to be not entirely
due to visible and ipvisible stars.
