A ralser of Angora goats 8ay&i
Goats have cattle diseases more than
sheep uigeases. They néver have ip-
flammation of the wmucous passages,
and seldom have foot rot. They never
have scab, but are frequently lousy.
‘T have often read about putting a few
goats {vith a flotk of sheep as pro-
tection agalust dogs. Dogs kill goats
but not so much as.sheep. [ have
never had any old ones killed but
have had quite a number of _kids
killed by dogs. Goats are somewhat
harder to fence than sheep, but mnot

80 hard as hogs. -Goats do not jump,

but elimd and 1--have .old-.
‘fashioned rail fences that turn goats
perfectty.—if—a-raii—fence -
