THREE YEARS

EXPERIENCES OF A BRITISH
MIGRANT IN CANADA-WEST.

The following straightforward state-
ment needs no comment to add to
{ts forece and effect. It appears in a
recent issue of the Liverpool Mer-
cury.

H. Patterson, of Nutana, Saskatche
wan, Canada, when he arrived from
Liverpool, had “Stx of us to support,”
to use his own phraseology, and his
funds were getting low.
