RAISING HOGS REQUIRES COMMON SENSE

AND KNOWLEDGE OF DIFFERENT

DISEASES

Whitewash and Disinfectants Must Be Used Freely About House
and Yards Used for Swine—Animals Affected Must Be
fSeparated and Watched Carefully.

(By PROF. R. A. CRATG)

It ¥ very necessary that we recog-
nize hog cholera and swine plague in
the very early stages in order to pre-
vent them from wpreading. In some
outbreaks the symptoms are not
typical and we cannot dlagnose the
distase by the symptoms alone. In
auch cases we should destroy a sick
hog -and make-a careful post-mortem
examination.

If the disease proves to ke hog
cholera or swine plague, and it 18
practical under the counditions, the
herd should be divided into small
bunches. The sick animals should be
| separated from the well ones and all

-possibl«_ precautions taken against

the spread of the disease.

Do not move the hogs to different
parts of the farm, nor scatter the dis-
ease over the farm. 1f the yards and

. hog houses are in such a condition

that they cannot be properly cleaned
and disinfected we should move the
herd to some convenient place and
build temporary quarters.

When the weather {3 warm the ornly
protection needed is shade. In cold
weather it is necessary to provide
quarters warm enough to prevent the
hogs from piling up and catching cold.
Portable hog houses arc ¥ery useful
for this purpose.

The ..yards, feeding floodq, troughs
and hog houses must be kfpt clean.

the germs tnayv live for five months.
All litter abowt the yards must be
burned or ruuc.ed to a place where
the hogs cznnot coma in contact with
it. .

Whitewash ane . infectants must
be used fresi. ;it the hog house
and yards. 1f e cleaning aud disin-
fecting is careiully done we may be
able ro stock up agaln within a few
weeks after the hogs have stopped
dying and suffer no further loss, but it
is usually best to walt two or three
months before we do this, or depend
on the hogs that have survived for a
fresh start.

Where it is practical we should
move the hogs to some other part of
the farm and bu!ld new and better
yards.

The pure-bred hog wili maturs and
come into money more quickly than a
scrub, and bring moére money for the
same weight at that.

It sows are closely watched at far-
rowing time and the pigs immediately
be placed in a position to suck they
are not so apt to devour them.
