CITY OF L0DZ

Important Victory of Kaiser's
Forces Is Announced.

'WARSAW NEXT OBJECT

Occupation of Lodz a Prelude to Fur-
ther Activity—Russians Claim Vie-

ments Continue Optimistic.

London, Dec. 7.—It was officially an-
nounced in Berlin today that the Ger-
mans occupied Lodz Sunday.

" Lodz is the second city in Poland
and lies 75 miles to the soutbwest of
Warsaw,

Fighting Is Heavy.

It was evident from the occupation
of Lodz by the Germans that the heavi-
est kind of fighting has been going on,
for late advices told of a vicious at-
tack and fombardment of Lodz and
fighting on the outskirts of the city,
and; previous fo that, of operations 20
miles west of Piotrkow, which lies con-
siderably south of Lodz, and along.a
line from Glowno, 16 miles northea'st
of Lodz, to “the " Vistula river.

Lodz has long been an objeotive
point of the German army. It has
grown in recent years from an insig-
nificant place “to be one of the most
populous cities in the Russian empire.
