CAMPHOR

Much Used, But Little Xnown
Generally of Ox-lgm ‘and
| Gathering.

Originally camphbr was procurable
from many countriés in the far East,
such as Borneo, India, China, Fapan,
Formosa and other islands in the
Straits Settlements. With the rapid
increase in the use of camphor it has

become more difficalt to secure The
camphor forests of Japan have been
depleted to a large extent, the forests
of China were negiected and all other
sources of supply..with the exception
of the large island 6f Formosa, which
was acquired by the Japanese during
ths Japanese-Chiiiése .war, have of
late dwindled into:insignificance. For
years Formosa has supplied practi-
cally all of the natural camphor con-
sumed nd since shortly _after the
Japanese acquxsxtion cof  this island
the camphor industry hids been
operated under a government monop-
oly. For some time camphor allot-’
ments were made to consumers in
this country thiough established
brokers and refiners, but since about
1909 the distrxbution has been made
through a Japanes? company. Allot-
ments for use in sdme industries-have
been made on a {hree-month basis,
with the quantitil.and price deter-
mined by the government momnopoly,
the result being that these industries
have known only three months in ad--
vance how much they could secure
and what the price would be.

The camphor industry in Formosa
has grown to great proportions.under
present goverunment supervision The
immense forests are matural to .the
island and trees are found of tremen-
dous size and many years of age,
some estimates giving many of the
trees as being over 150 years old, and
so rich in camphor content as to pro-
duce as high as $100 per tree. The
methods employed. for years in col-
lecting camphor :were. permanently
destructive to the forests, the trees
being felled completely and the
branches, bark and trunk -being cut
into chips for distillation.

Camphor, commonly known by the
misnomer “‘camphor gum,” is.a crys-
talline substance. It is supposed to
ke formed in the Ieaves of the trees
and deposited in the leaf and branch
membranes, being passed back by
the twigs and branches into the body
of the tree as the growth matures.

In extracting "&‘mphor from the
tree in Formosa 2 simple distillation
is employed, subjecting the small cut
chips to a stcam bath in small, port-
able retoris. The camphor -volatizes
under the action, of steam and passes
through a conde}ser and there. is col-

El Paso, Tex.~—Colorel J. G. Esco-
bar, in command of the Juarez garri-
son, on May 30, gave out 2 telegram
from General J. A. Castro, at Chihua-
hua City, announcing the deieat of 2
Villa force at Santa Andres, 45 miles
to the southeast.

RACERS KILLED [N 500 MILE
MOTOR CLASSIC, ONE OTHER
1S INJURED.

HOWARD WILCOX WINS RACE

Makes Course At Speed of Over 87
Miles An Hour—Lecocq, Thurman
and Bondini Lose, Lives.

Indianapolis—Howard Wiicox, of
Indianapolis, driving a French.made
Peugeot car, won the 500-mile race on
the speedway here May 31.

Wilcox’s time was 5:44:21.75, an
everage of 87:12 miles an hour.

Three lives were sacrificed to the
God of the Speedway.

This
car hit the retaining wall at the head
of the home stretch, throwing out
Chassagne and Rominguere, his me-
chanic. The driver escaped injury,
but Romiguere was hurt about the
head.

known throughout South Africa as an
elephant hunter.

lows:

Elephants are no more conspicuous
in their own country than jack rabbits
are in theirs. They are the color of
the shadows in the \forest and almost
as indistinguishable. Intelligence and
vindictiveness are two of their most
prominent characteristics. When one
knows he is being hunted he wiil lie in
wait, still as a rock. and looking much
like one, and wili hunt his hunter as
a dog hunts a rat.

Captain Rickenbacker was an “ace™
in the racing game, and one of the
favorites of racing fans, long before
he gained his international fame as an
aviater. In 1916 he led all the drivers
of American cars, and finished third

in the A. A. A. driving championship.

‘When the last 500-mile race was run
on the Indianapolis speedway, in 1916,
Captain Eddie set a gruelling pace for
25 miles that would have run the field
off its feet had he been able to main-
tain it. Di.saster overtook him, how-
ever, after he had gained a miie on
the field in ten laps, and & wrecked
engine sent him to the pits. \

In the Harvest day meet of the
same year, Captain Rickenbacker and
the late Johnny Aitken raced neck and
neck to win the 100-mile contest that
featured the day’s program. It looked
as though Aitken would lose, when a
wheel collapsed on Rickenbacker’s
mount and he spun like a top before
sliding off the course, with Aitken
thundering by. The accident happened
with two laps to go, and was one of
the most spectacular in the history of
the brick track.

Had Many Close Calls.

In spite of his many close calls in
racing and his battles in the gir, Cap-
tain Rickenbacker has never lost the
smile for which he is famous. The ref-
eree of a big race must contend with
the kicks and complaints of drivers,
team managers, and all the men who
operate the machinery of a big event.
With his ability to remain good na-
tured in the face of adversity, and
also “because of his intimate knowl-
edge of the racing sport and its rules,
it is belleved that he will prove the
most successful referee the Indianapo-
lis track bas ever had, with all the
fans pulling for him to make good im
his capacity of chief arbiter.

CLEAN PARTS WITH KEROSENE

parts of the car. and washing in keco-
sene is the accepted method. The
usual practice is to throw such parts
in a pail of Xerosene and let them lie
in the muck which collects at the bot-
tom. A better way is to get a wire
basket, which will fit part way down
in the vessel used to hold the kero-
sene, place the parts in this basket,
dip them in the oil and allow the dirt

i to be loosened and sink to the bottom,
i while the parts come out perfectly

clean and ready fer use.

NAiL MAKES TEMPORARY PIN

Not Strong Enough for Permanent Re-
pa®, but Wili Suffice in Cases
of Emergency.

Breakage of a taper pin on a mag-
netic driveshaft or similar important
part frequently causes delay and an-
aoyance to motorists, especially if it
occurs on the road, when another taper
pin of the right size usually is ua-
available. If this is the case a tempo-
rary pin may be quickly filed from a

! nail or similar piece of stock, which,

while not sirong enough for permanent
repair, will suffice for the time it takes
to secure a new pin.

Tighten Engine Bolts.

In many cars looseness of the en-
gine bolts, those which hold the en-
gine in place, may cause misalign-
ment of the power plant and serious
trouble will be the result. If there is
even a slight looseness of the bolts, it
may permit the motor support to ham-
mer and pound and in time the sup-
porting arm may actually be frac-
tured.

STOP POUNDING OF ENGINES

Trouble May Be Due to Several
Causes, Among Others Imperfect
Electrical Connection.

If a pound in the engine is regular
and continuous, it is likely to be from
lost motion in the bearings. If it is
irregular and occasional, it is more
likely to be due to preignition caused
by incandescent carbon or from imper-
fect electrical connections. _If the
pounding is accompanied by occasion-
al missing, especiaily if the missing is
‘more frequent when the car is running
than when the engine is idling, it is
more apt to be due to imperfect elec-
trical econnections.

SELF-LUBRICATING BUSHING

Comparatively Easy by Drilling Holes
and Packing With Graphite
Every Six Months.

It is comparatively easy to make a
self-lubricating bushing for the spring
bolt by drilling, say eight holes, each
3-16 of an inch in diameter through a
new bronze bushing. These holes are
packed with graphite, when the bush-
ing is in place. By removing the
spring bolt every six mounths and re-
packing the bushing with graphite, a
nearly self-sufficing bushing, as far as
lubrication goes, will result.

IN FITTING NEW CARBURETOR

Important to See There Is No Loose-
ness to Cause Vibration—Broker
Flange Results.

In fitting a new carburetor be sure
that there is no looseness to cause
vibration, because if there is a broken
flange will be the inevitabie result. If
vibration is present a small iron
bracket should be installed from a nut
on the engine frame to the instrument
to steady 1t, also taking the strain off
the intake pipe.

On Tube Leaks.

Carry an indelible pencil with your
tire repair outfitt When you find a
leak in a tube, you must mark it so as
to find it again. A black lead pencil
is useless here. The indelible mark
will remain as the wet rubber helps
to dissolve the lead of the pencil.

Brake Adjustment,

Keep the brakes properly adiusted
and equalized and do not apply ab-
ruptly or with clutch and gears en-
gaged, as shocks are transmitted to

WHAT TO FEED THE CHILD.

Milk is the child’s first food and the
one of most importance through his
crowing years. It be-
. hooves every mother to
see that she has clean
millk, free from dis-
ease and of the stand-
ard richness.

As the child grows old-
er he needs food that has
. bulk on which to exercise
[ the teeth as well as to
excite the digestive
juices, given in plentiful subply.

An fdeal food which comes nest to
milk and eggs in importance is whole
wheat.. Tt may be ground., to crush
the kernels, which is an advantage, or
it may be cooked long and slowly
making a gelatinous mass which is es-
pecially good for a breakfast and su{)»
.per food for a small child. Give it
top milk or ecream with no sugar:
There is: something about the food
that is so- appetizing that the child
rarely tires of it. In many homes
where rhe family iike the whole grains
in foo they use a small hand miil,
erinding their own breakfast foods
and cereals for breads.

€ocoa is a good drink for children,

PLANNING THE MEALS.

Let us begin at the beginning, which
breakfast. We need follow no law
ul > except that of the
tastes of our fam-
ily. In these days
-of good food
habits everybody
eats everything
andenjoys it
with the excep-
tion, ¢f course, of
- the few unfor-
tunates who have some personal idio-
syncrasy which prohibits some well-
liked food. Fruit in the morning is
usga_lly enjoyed, a dish of cereal of
some kind, to be followed by a piece
of toast and an egg, with a cup of
coffee, a cooky or a doughnut, will be
satisfactory for the average man or
woman who works at light labor. For
the child a cup of milk takes the place
of the coffee, and a large dish of cereal
with toast and egg, or simply the
cereal will ymake a sustainin¥ break-
fast. The Ameérican breakfast, com-
pared to the English meal, is quite a
kindergarten affair. Here is a break-
fast menu taken from an English cook
book, for an August morning: “Bloate
ers on toast, collared tongue (what-
ever that is), hot buttered toast, mar-
malade, white bread and butter, brown
bread. and bread and milk.”

A dainty breakfast, well served. is of
more value to the individual than the
mere food properties served.

The midday meal. 6T lunchean, if the
heavy meals comes at night, should be
light and nourishing and easily di-
cested, for' a hearty meal at noon
causes sluggishness and inactivity. A
simple soup, or a dish of escalloped
vegetable for a hot dish, a cup of tea,
cocoa or milk, a little fruit and cake
will be found sufficientiy sustaining for
that meal.

Yor dinner there is a wide range,
depending upon the taste and the
amount one may expend of energy as
well as money in its preparation. TUs-
ualiy the people who have the most
money to spend enjoy the simplest
fare, for they know often at great
cost what too rich and tro heavy food
will do to one’s digestion.

In these days of simple living we
have cut down the dinner to three and
four courses, often cutting out the
soup and serving the meat dish, salad
or entree in one course, then the des-
sert, following with the after-dicner
coffee.

PLANTING FRUNTS IN NORTH

Of Much Importance That They Be
Set Out While Plants Are in
Dormant State.

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

In the North and wherever the win-
ter conditions are severe on plant life,
either from low temperatures, driving
winds or other causes, fruits are usu-
ally planted in the spring as early as
the soil can be put in suitable condi-
tion. It is imporrant that they be set
out while the plants are dormant and
before the buds have started. :

CALL APPLE KING OF FRUIT

Estimated Value of $230,000,000 Placed
on Cro?__by Department of
‘Agriculture.

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

The “apple is the king of fruits in
value of crop as well as in the estima-
tion of apple lovers, according to infor-
mation gathered by the United States
department of agriculture. For the
apple crop of 1918:a value of $230,000.-
000 has been estimated, or nearly
three-eighths of thf value of all fruits.

VEGETABLES IN AN ORCHARD

Crops May Be Planted Between Trees
While They Are Small ané Do
Not Shade Ground.
(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

Vegetables can be grown hetween the
trees in the home orchard, while the
latter are small and do not shade the
ground very much. Some of the early
maturing vegetables may even be
grown between the rows of strawber-
ries during their first season.

PROTECT FRUIT FROM PESTS

Paper Bags May Be Placed Around
Grapes and Securely Fastened
by Use of Twine.
(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

Choice fruits, especially grapes, may
often be protected from insect pests
by the use of paper bags placed around
the bunches and securely fastened by
twine to the supporting shoot or cane.
Bags may be put in place as soon as
the blossoms have fallen.

Cure for Currant Worms.

Paris green and lime, hellebore or
arsenate of lead will rid the currant
bushes of worms, The paris green or
arsenate of lead will also destroy the
cabbage worm.

Fertile Soil for Orchard.
The orchard soil should be fertile
and well drained. The best location
is on a slope or hill-top.

Cut Back Tree Tops.
As soon as the trees are set ou
cut back the top.

FIXING LEAKY FOUNTAIN PEN

Really No Need to Put Up With An-
noyance That Can Be Reme-
died Easily.

If you have a fountain pen that
leaks around the joints, especially so
if it is one of those types of foun-
tain pens bhaving a point which dis-
appears by turning a section of the
barrel, try an application of heavy
oil. To remedy the defect, soak the
pen in warm water, not hot, and al-
low it to dry, particularly inside.
Then apply oil on the spindle which
revolves. The oil should be worked
through the bearings from end to end.
You c¢an now refill the pen and wipe
off the excess oil. A heavy cylinder
oil is best for this purpose. To un-
screw the parts of a fountain pen
which have become set, merely heat
the.pen with hot water or by holding
jt near a flame, but be careful not
to get too hot for there is danger of
melting. While pen is heated a slight
twist will often loosen the set.—
Frank P. Goeder, Colorado Agricul-
tural College, Fort Collins, Colo.
