hildren, adoption, the hearing
-and determination of matters in-
:volving wayward minors, and the
ppointment of guardians.
Problems particularily in social
‘and behavioral areas have become
‘more intense during 1 the past years
.and will become more’ pressing in
the immediate future. Recent
judicial decisions have brought to
focus the ‘necessity for seeking
other and more effective means’
of dealing with such matters as
addiction, emotional disturbance
and youthful offenders. Emphasis
must be placed upon detection,
prevention.and rehabilitation.
This is particularly true in the
case of young offenders. This has
been my philosophy for many
years and one which I have pract-
iced in the mumicipal court with
some rather rewarding results.
