Unlikely as it migh seem, it was a young portrait painter, Rem-
brandt Peale, who started what has become this country's sixth
largest industry. Peale had moved from Philadelphia to Baltimore in
1814 and opened a museum. Seeking 2 new attraction, Peale
came upecn the idea of using gas lighting. This idea led to action;
and on june 13, 1816, Beale placed a notice in ' Iocal neéwspaper
proclaiming "GAS LIGHTS -Without Oily Tallow, Wicks or Smoke. " -

The people:flocked to see the "ring beset with gems of lights, -
and Peale was rung up a success. Spurred by the reception given
this new wonder, he had no difficulty convincing four prominent
Baltimore businessmen that their city could be lighted by gas, and
that the manufacture and supply of gas could be a profitable business.

A century and a half has now gone by) with vast changes in the
United States. ‘But even more sweeping has been the changes in the
gas industry itself, whose growth rate has by far outstripped that of
the economy of the United States as 2 whole. '
