This pro-
posal will be written as follows: “‘Shall the
Sale of Spirits in addition to beer and wine
be permitted” for consumption on - the
premises within the Village of Manchester
under the provisions of the law governing
same?” :

Den Limpert was asked what he would
do shouid the proposal be passed and how
he felt Manchester would benefit if “liquor
by the glass” was-approved.

According to the present liquor law, as
Mr. Limpert understands it, ‘only one
license is allowed per every 1500 residents
but recentiy House Bill-2444 was passed
by the Michigan Legislature and is now
awaiting Governor Milliken's signature.

Should the bill be passed several changes.

" An important ‘change wouid "be the
Senate Amendment stating that existing
taverns in business for five years and if
approved by the state and:local channels
could be upgraded to “Class C' liquor by
the glass.

of Michigan astronomer, urges that “‘the
eyes must be well protected.” Sun glasses
allow no protection against the rays. The
Smithsonian institute recommends fook-
ing thru a double thickness of black and
white photographic film, not color film,
which has been completely exposed by sun-
light and exposed to maximum density.
