Fairs can be guilty of setting a bad
example to the multitude of visiters who
see farm equipment operated on the
Fairgrounds. A particular problem area is
equipment operated around grandstand
audience viewing areas. However, Howard
J. Doss, Extension Specialist for Machinery
Training and Farm Safety at Michigan
State University, states that every Fair in
Michigan can help by setting a good
example for everyone. o
