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Saline Volley Rural
~ Clean Water Program

The ﬁrst contract in a 10-year, $2.5
million program, designed to -aid Wash-
tenaw and Monroe County farmers in
controlling water pollution from their

farming operations, was signed today by

Earl and Diane Horning, 11834 Pleasant
Lake Road, Manchester.

The Hornings became the first partic-
ipants in the Saline Valley Rural Clean
Water Program. The program provides
fedéral cost-sharing funds to farmers to
control - runoff from livestock operations

- and to reduce soil erosion. The cost

sharing is essential because it gives
farmers a financial incentive to try farm-
ing techniques that will control their
contribution to water pollution.

The Hornings run a 70-head dairy
operation on 85 acres near Pleasant Lake.
Horning says he has tried to use his land
wisely. He uses a Glencoe Soil-Saver in
place of a plow to till his soil. However,
bedauss his operation is relatively small

installing a facility to hold runoff from his:

barnyard was too costly.

Horning suspected that runoff from his
farm was adding pollutants to Pleasant
Lake. He could see weeds and algae
growing where a culvért that drained his
land empties into the Lake. '

“We were doing a pretty good job of
controlling the runoff except in a heavy
rainstorm,” Horning said.

The system Horning will install has a
price tag of $30,000-$40,000. The Saline
Valley Project pays 75% of the cost of the
system-Hommg is respons:ble for the
remaining 25%

The runoff from Horning's barnyard will
be contained in a lagoon. The manure can

Monroe County, the biggest problem from
soil erosion, particularily from wind.”
Because the program is voluntary, the
Iandowner must first approach the county
Agriculture Stabilization and Conservation
Service (ASCS) office. 'The applications
with the most -serious water pollution
problems are attacked first by Eacker’s

‘crew or their counterparts in Monroe

County.

Eacker says, "This program offers us a
major advantage over other programs.
The difference is the amount of money
that a landowner can receive from the

roject-$50,000 as compared to $3,500

under the ACP (Agricultural Conservation

" Program). This is important to a farmer -

who needs an animal waste treatment
facility that costs $40,000.

The Saline Valley project is aimed at
allevntmg poor water quality conditions
in Mill Creek and The Saline River.
Samplin‘g]done by the U.S. Geologic
Survey in Mill Creek revealed that levels

of local coliform, a bacteria that comes .

from animal waste, made swimming in the

creek unsafe and in violation of state

standards.
The problems don't remain in the area,
of course. Mill Creek flows into the Huron

in Dexter and the Saline flows into the -
River Raisin. Both eventually flow into

Lake Erie.

The end result of the Saline Valley
_Rural Clean Water project will be cleaner
water which will benefit all users—far-
mers, the City of Ann Arbor, fishermen,

swimmers, and industries. It will also

demonstrate to farmers like the Hornings
that they can follow good conservation
practices, protect water quality, and still
profit from their farm.

Farmers and interested individuals are

urged to contact the Soil Conservation:

Service or the Cooperative Extension
Service office in Washtenaw or Monroe
Counties for more information.

‘Add another day for heavier birds. And
thaw them in the refrigerator, never at
room temperature. If time is limited, you
can thaw the bird partially in the refrig-

‘erator, and finish the thawing by placing

the tarkey under cold, not warm, running
water. -

Cook the turkey within 24 hours o
thawing it. If you don’t plan to cook it
immediately, cover it loosely with waxed
paper and place it in the refrigerator, but
never refreeze it. - :

Clean the turkey by washing it th'or-
oughly inside and out with cold, running
water. Drain it, and do the same thing
with the giblets. As you're cleaning it, be
aware of stickiness in three places: under
the wings, at a point where the legs and
body join, and on the upper surface of the

tail. That means the turkey is beginning

to spoil. If the wing tips are turning a

darker color and if there is a bad od.or._
throw it away. Don't risk food poisoning

on the day you count your blessings.
When in doubt, throw it out!

‘When the bird is cooked, keep it hot or
in the refrigerator. Never let it stand out

" for serving or nibbling for more than two

hours. When dinner is finished, cover it
with waxed paper and put it in the
refrigerator. -

Although preparing * the A Thanksgiving
dinner is 8 furry, don’t take short cuts
with cleanliness. Never use the cutting

board or knife that was used for the raw -

bird to serve up the cooked turkey. Wash
all utensils and boards with hot soéapy
water after you prepare the raw bird.
Poultry spoils easily, so follow direc-
tions for a safe and hearty meal. It doesn't
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matter if you get your “national birds”
confused. The important thing is to cele-
brate the hioliday, the time when not only
the turkey but also the family makes it a
day of Thanksgiving.

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With the season of hcliday traditions

approaching swiftly, there is one three

and a half century American tradition we
should be reminded of - popcorn. Although
maybe somewhat less significant than
turkey and pumpkin pie this time of year,

historians say puffed corn was one of the

many foods served at the original Thanks-
giving dinner. ,

Popcorn is one of the good things
growing in Michigan! Our state's farmers
planted 5,400 acres in 1979, yielding a
crop of more than 18 million pounds,
according to the Michigan Department of
Agriculture. This was twice the acreage
and moare than double the 1978 harvest.
Michigan moved to seventh rank among
popcorn producing states, up from ninth
place. Farmers received an average yield
of 3,400 pounds of popcorn per acre for
the $1.6 million crop.

Popcorn’s popularity -in-—this country
began to surge after the invention of the
popcorn machine in 1885, and the idea of

“providing moviegoers an added treat in

the early 1920’s. Americans now consume

almost. 400 million pounds of popcorn each

year. About 85 percent of this is popped
at home. )

Popeorn has become a favorite snack for
dieters and penny-pinchers. One cup of
popcorn contains only 55 calories and,
compared to other snack foods, popcorn is
economical. The entire family can enjoy a
four-quart popperful for about 30 cents,
including salt. corn and oil.

For 2 special treat this holiday season,
serve popcorn snacks decorated with fes-
tive colors. :

Pop four quarts popcorn and keep in
large pan in oven at 200 degrees. In
medium saucepan, combine one and one
half cups sugar, one half cup light corn
syrup, two tablespoons butter, one half
teaspoon salt and one quarter cream of
tartar. Bring to boil, stirring constantly.
Cook to 250 degrees (hard ball stage)
without stirring.

A BUDGET WITH NO NEW TAXES:
The entire House Republican Caucas
has unanimously approved a resolution
which pushes the Legislature to pass a
full-year 1981 budget with available
revenue. The resolution also calls for an
immediate reform of the state’s antiquated
Workers' Compensation Act. :
The Workers' Compensation Act,
adopted in 1912, is cited by many bus-
iness, government, and labor leaders as a
major factor in deterring possible eco-

' pomic expansion, and consequently, job

opportunities in the state.
The resolution urges the Legislature to
work extraordinarily long hours in -order

to complete the tasks of passing a budget

and making progress on the ‘workers'
compensation issue before the end of the
year, when the 80th Legislature con-
cludes.
