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Timpano Shines for Centerline

Once again, Manchester
is represented in the “big
leagues.” This time it is a
local horse who will put our
community on the map, at the
North American Horse Spec-
tacular to be held this week-
end at the Novi Expo Center.
Ahorse called “Timpano” will
be used as the demonstration
horse for the riding sport
known as dressage.

Owned by Dianna Cottrill
of Manchester, and trained
locally at Centerline Farm on
Kies Road by Pegg
Schleicher, Timpanoisa16.3
hand, 13 year old, purebred
Trakhner gelding. Peggy and
her husband Garry purchased
Timpano as a three year old
and Peggy has had him in
training for dressage ever
since. When Timpano was
seven, he was purchased by
Dianna Cottrill, who subse-
quently moved out to
Manchester and left her horse
in Peggy’s training.

Whatis dressage, exactly?
Peggy explained it as “gym-
nastics or ballet for horses.”
Many people have been ex-
posed to dressage through a
Disney movie about white
Lippizaner stallions, or the
American version of Royal
Lippizan stallions which per-
forms frequently at Joe Louis
and other large arena.s

But, according to Peggy,
any sound, healthy, athletic
horse candothe basicdressage
skills. It is only after an eight
to ten year process that a
skilled trainer can take the
horse to the upper levels of
dressage competition.

This weekend’s event in
Novi willnot be acompetition,
but simply ademonstration of
what a horse and his trainer
can achieve. Peggy finds it
“quite an honor” thather horse
was chosen to participate in
the exposition. Her own
trainer, Roz Kinsler of
Webberville, will be riding
Timpano, and Roz’s trainer
Betsy Steiner (aninternational
dressage competitor) will be
presenting adressage seminar
twice during the weekend
expo.

Peggy has been training
for dressage competition for
20 years. She explains itasa
combination of balance, feel,
and sensitivity whichrequires
as much training and skill for
the rider as it does for the
horse itself. “It’s not some-

thing you-can learn in three

easy lessons,” she said. In
dressage competition, the

rider controls the horse with
subtle finesse on the saddle
and sides - not a bridle. “It’s
pretty spectacular when
you’re in front of a crowd of
thousands of people and they
can’t see what you’re doing
to command the horse.”

She is equally proud of
Timpano, in whom she retains
a proprietary interest since
he still lives on her farm. “He
is a wonderful find,” she re-
lates. “It’s sort of like find-
ing an Olympic gymnast. Just
like most people cando some
level of gymnastics, most
horses can do basic dressage.
But some horses take to it,
both physically and emotion-
ally, better than others.”
Timpano is such a horse. As
histrainer, Peggy believesshe
has the best of both worlds.
She says that she and Dianna
have also built a wonderful
friendship around the horse.

The constant, daily train-
ing, is hard work but aiso
“lots of fun,” says Peggy.It’s
quite involved and time con-
suming but the rewards are
great, as she can attest. Any-
one who has an interest in

learning more about the sport
of dressage competition can
attend this weekend’s confer-
ence and demonstration. For

Honesty, fair play: these are
values all parents want to instill
in their children. A good way to
do this is through team sports. A
very popular sport these days is
roller hockey. The kids work as
a team but still have the indi-
vidual recognition necessary to
keep them interested. But when
the league they play on at Wide
World Sports Center in Ann
Arbor, and their coach, head of
the hockey division at Wide
World Sports, allows other
teams to play and win games
while breaking printed regula-
tions, then our kids are not
learning about honesty and fair
play. They’re being taught that
it’s OK to break rules as long as
you have a better chance at win-
ning.

LastSunday, during the first
play-off game, a team of very
good players who were
undefeated in the regular season
{Team A)faced ateam of players
who had not won any of their

games that season (Team B).
The outcome seemed clear. But
during the first half of the game,
Team A players noticed that the
goalie on Team B was someone
they hadn’t seen during the
regular season. They and their
assistant coach brought this to
their coach’s attention.

Something to consider is that bear
drives in places with swampy con-
ditons like the Upper Peninsula
reduce the time available for hunt-
ers will need to consider if the bear
is a cub, sow, or sow with cubs. By
using bait, a hunter has time to
observe the bear and decide if it is
legal to shoot.

Houndsman canalso make that
decision.

So. piease do not
judge me, the people of Manches-
ter, or my fellow houndsmen and
we will not judge you. You should
really try 10 spend more time in the
great outdoors.

In addition to supporting the

. band trips, $1400 of each year’s

profits is dedicated to scholar-
ships to music camp, according
toBecky Doyle, President of the
Manchester Band Boosters.
“This is what I push for,” she
said. “I would like to make sure
that every student who wants to,
has the chance to go to music
camp.” Personal knowledge has
shown Becky that the experience
is more than worthwhile in the
additional confidence it gives a
student in their ability to per-
form.

“We also purchase equip-
ment forthe band. Inrecent years
our purchases have been a key-
board and a boom box which is
used by the flag corps,” she
added. Other ways the money is
spent is in hiring guest conduc-
tors to assist at band camp, and

at sectional workshops to pre-
pare for band festivals and solo
and ensemble competitions.
With a $10,000 budget, ap-
proximately $5,000 each year
comes solely from the U of M
games concession. Although just
a handful of dedicated parents
and about the same.number of
students attend each game to
work the stands, the Boosters
are reluctant to think about giv-
ing up this income. One can
hardly blame them. But the
thought remains that this may be
the last year for working the U-
M concession stands. “It’s get-
ting harder and harder to justify
the commitment of time thatonly
afew people are making,” saida
Band Boosters member who
faithfully works every game.
“And when the credit for each
student is $25.00, they 're barely
making minimum wage.”
