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"POULTRY DAMAGED

BY DISINFECTANTS

————

(Prepared by the United States Department
v of Agriculture.)
Ag 8 result of the widespread use

of cheap coal tar products with a
strong carbolie acid odor for disinfect-
Ing poultry houses and Ccoops, large
quantities ‘of poultry contaminated
with the odor have been received at
some of the big markets, The bureau
of animal industry, Uniteg States De-
partment of Agricuiture, has received
complaints from handlers of market
boultry who have suffered heavy losses
-because of the',unsalability of tainted

fowl, one large firm reporting a loss i

of $10,000 on four cars.

Because of the appearance of Euro-
Pean fowl pests in certain parts of
the country, farmers throughout the
East and Middle West, through fear
of .this disease, have been doing much
more difinfecting than usual. In many
Instances chemicals with strong and
offensive odorg have beep used, many
of them not in the list approved by
the department, and in Some cases the
‘results have been aggravateq by the
failure to dilute the product. Birds
kept in houses go treated, or shipped
in crates reeking with the odors, rab-
sorb them inte their bodies, where
they remain after the birds have peen
killed and dréssed. It ig thought that
another source of the contamination
in dressed birds may have been feed
on which the chemicals have been
sprayed. When such benetrating odors
are present in the disinfectant used
the birds should not be marketed with-

in less than two weeks of the time it.

Coops and poultry houses shoulqd al-
ways be thoroughly cleansed before
disinfecting. A good plan is where
possible to scrub the interior with hot
Iye  solution or scalding hot water.
Such cleaning solutiong are themselvesg
good disinfectants, If scalding hot
-water is not available, the €O0ps may
be disinfected with a2 4 per cent soly-
tion of formaldehyde. While this dis-
infectant has g Very pungent, disagree-
able smell, the odor soon disappears.
If the boultry are marketeq for sev-
eral weeks g three per cept solution of
compound solution of creosol or a
product of similar compositen may be
employed. Any coal tar disinfectant
is apt to leave an odor which win
graduglly disappear. ’

Many cheap productg are now being
sold in response to. the unusual de-
‘mand which ﬁas arisen since the ap-
bearance of the fowl best. In certain
sections peddlers are taking advantage
of the situation and are going to the
farms with g ‘great variety of cheap
disinfectants, sometimeg doing  the
work for the farmer, Some of them
are selling strong Smelling by-products
from local gas plants,

The department wishes to encourage
efforts at disease prevention, even
though much of this work ig being
done in regiong far removed from any
point where fowl pest has been found,
but urges farmers to use the above-
mentioned methods, which will not
leave a taint in the fowls when offereqd
to the consumer.

Sodium Fluorid Useful
. In Treating Poultry

Sodium fluorid ig an insecticide used
In treating poultry for lyce by pilac-
ing just a small bit of it at different
points in the feathers of the fow}
where lice are usually found, Al-
though it'is g poisonous Substance, the
poultry do not seem to get enough of
It into their digestive System to cause
trouble. 'If used on cattle there would
be more danger of poisoning, because
cattle would be more likely to get it

into their digestive system by licking

themselves.

For cattle g mixture of one-halt

. bowdered sabadilla. seed and one-half
sulphur is favoreq, This can be spread

along the backs ang necks of cattle

- will cause very ‘little trouble to the

cattle.

Wide Market Opened for
Capons of High Quality

On the Eastern market buyers are
bidding from 8¢ to 35 cents per pound
for capons. This opens up a wide
market for breeders of heavy chick-
ens. Capons are making strong com-
petition for turkeys on many of the
markets on account of the high qual-
ity of their meat. Then, too, some
consumers want g larger bird than the
ordinary fowl,

The capon is more easily raised on
most farms than turkeys. The birds
g8row rapidly and the caponizing op-
eration is not difficult to learn, The
Instruments cap be purchased from
$2.50 up, depending largely upon how
much nickel plating there is on the in-
struments. The, cheaper sets will do
the work in a Satisfactory manner and
will last If they are given proper at-
tention. .

A capon wil] usually grow two
pounds heavier than if left in the nat-
ural state, The 'selling price is con-
siderably stronger so that the total re-
turns are generally from three to four
times that of ordinary cockerels sold
on the market, There does not seem
to be much danger of an oversupply
of capons, so that it forms g market
butlet that g 80od many breeders
should seripusly consider.,

MAKERS ARE DOING

Passage of Bills Permits Detroit
To Plan Transit
Lines

Lansing, Mich.
With the Ca]lender Rapid Transit
Bill passed by both houses of .the
Legislature and the Darin Super-High-
way bill passed by the House and ap-
parently sure of passage in the Sen-

ate, Detroit is in a position to go’

ahead with the plans of the Rapid
Tranis commission if the voters so
“desire.

Erroneous reports - from Lansing
that the Callender Bill gpntained
{imitations which would prohibit De-
troit spending more than $60,000,000
for a rapid transit system, or approxi-
mately 12 miles of subways, disturbed
the Rapid Trénsit Commission. The
‘Wayne delegation agreed after talks
by leading manufacturers and busi-
nessmen, to support the Callender Bill
without any limitations on special as-
segsments, which meant an act per-
mitting Detroit to build a 40-mile sys-
tem costing $200,000,000 if the voters
" wanted it. )

Previously members of the Wayne
- delegation had written into the new
draft of the bill, as prepared for the
Governor after the commission’s ori-
. ginal bill was found unsatisfactory
by him, a provision limiting special
assessments. The Governor’s draft
contained no such limitation. .

Reapportionment of representative
seats in the legislature was agreed to
by the house of representatives by a
vote of 68 to 29. .

Under the Howarth bill Wayne
county will be entitled to 21 seats in
the next legislature, instead of just
14 as at present.

The vote ended a bitter legislative
battle that has been unrelenting in

its "intensity for two years. Harsh
person ' recriminations have = been
passed. Other legislation has been

sacrificed by one side or the other
as they pressed for victory.

And even as the anti-apportionists
conceded defeat, they lashed at the
governor, the lieutenant governor and
members of the legislature who have
persistently fought for reapportion-
ment with verbal invective that
stung.

The Wood Bill to reapportion the
Senate, is still in the House Appor-
tionment Cgmmittee. Gov. Groesbeck
who made a personal issue of Wayne
county’s demand for Constitutional
representation and brought about the
passage of the Howarth bill is already
working for the enactment of the
Wood Bill. If it passes, all of the
Constitution’s demands will have been
met.

t
—

The House passed the Evans Bill
designed to curb extravagance in
municipal improvements. and to reg-
ulate municipal bond 1issues. The
measure was part of the administra-
tion tax program. It has gone to the
senate. The important features of the
bill are those which insist that muni-
cipalities must provide adequate funds
for the retirement of bonds. Bonds
must either be issued serially or a
sinking fund must be built up, per-
jodically and consistently. The state
treasurer would be required to ap-
prove all bond issues.

Michigan Federation of Labor work-
men’s compensation bifl has been
killed. The committee on labor, by
secret 'ballot voted against reporting
the bill out on the floor for consider-
ation of the house as a whole. The
vote was nine to three. The commit-
tee split on the issue of amending
the measure before placing it before
the house.  John Crutchfield, of Sagi-
naw, & miner, and Edward R. Carter,
of Delta county, freight . brakeman,
stood firm against any amendment,

The second .of the trio of railroad
bus bills introduced by Senator Hora-
tio ‘H. Karcher; of Rose City, was
passed by the Senate by a vote of 20
to 7. ‘The bill gives steam or elec-
tric railroads permission to establish
motor. bus or truck lines in conjunc-
tion “Wwith or ‘supplanting their rail
lines. It was originally provided that
they could be established in\ extension
of the rail lines, but that provision
was killed in committee. - B

——

The . state’s prohibition enforce-
ment in Wayne county'and other
parts of the state will be crippled as
the result of the ‘house’s action on
the department of safety budget. The
house passed the senate bill giving
" the department only $450,000 for the
. next two years. More than $1,500,000
was asked. - The $450,000 appropria-
tion is Kttle more than what is need-
eéd for work other than prohibition
enforcement.

Opposition to the vast appropria-
tions being made by the legislature
without providing the ‘funds to meet
them, has appeared in the House.
Rep. Loomis K. Preston, of Berrien
county, objected when  the House
adopted 16 measures carrying more
‘thap $3,000,000 without the formality
of discussion or a record roll call. The
failure of the legislature to attach
tax clayses to scores of building ap-
propriation bills promises to force the
State iadministration to increase the
State 'tax rate next year.

Dog’s Self-Determination

Has a dog the right to select his
own master? This question arose re-
cently in a case brought before a Lon-
don court when the owner of a valu-
able dog sued a neighbor for illegally
harboring the animal. The defense
set up.was that if a man had what
was described as “an lostinct for
dogs,” and a dog liked him and fol-
lowed him, he was not legally bound
to communicate with its owner if he
knew the owner’s name and address.
In other words, the defendant at-
tempted to’ extend the law of self-
determination to animals. The same
dog, he said, had followed him home
on three occasions. Twice he returned
it to the lawful owner, but on the
third occasion he allowed it to re-
main. The court fined him $10.

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EUROPE FREE OF
* RIOTS MAY DAY

Russia Holds Big Military
Review—One Killed, Sev-
eral Hurt in Mexico.

London,—Moscow propaganda for
May day collapsed utterly throughout
Eyrope. In nearly every section gov-
ernment machinery went ahead as
usual and no challenge was heard
throughout an unusually uneventful
day.

Trade unionists in nearly every
country stopped work for the day and
held street parades and peaceful dem-
onstrations. Police preparations pre-
vented outbreaks in the few ‘countries
in.which Red activities had been ex-
pected to be prominent.

A number of Left Wing Socialists
and Communists in London marched
to- Hyde park to stage demonstrations.
but returned soon in bedraggled condi-
tion because of heavy showers. They
then tried to march to the Buigarian
legation to demand the liberation of
political prisoners, but police turned
them aside without any trouble.

Riot in Mexico City.

Mexico City.—A girl was shot and
killed gnd several persons were
wounded in a clash between Com-
munists and labor union paraders
which climaxed the Mexican capital’s
May day. The Communists had de-
voted the day to denouncing the gov-
ernment.

Moscow.—All the ordinary activities
of Russia stood still on Friday while
endless legions of workers, soldiers,
Communists, and boy and girl scouts,
forming mile long battalions and car-
rying inflammatory banners, celebrat-
ed May day in true Bolshevik fashion.

Government offices, stores, and fac-
tories were closed, the workers being
given a three-day heliday. Moscow
was a riot of red, and every public
building flaunted flaming lithozraphs
of Karl Marx, Lenin, Rykoff, Kalinin,
and other Bolshevik leaders. At night
the city was aglow with red electric
lamps, dazzling banners of red and
white, and huge illuminated signs.

In Red square a great parade em-
bracing all branches of the army and
navy filed pust Lenin’s tomb.

Red army recruits took the oath of
allegiance in front of Lenin’s tomb to
support the revolution.

$300,000,000 LOAN
TO GREAT BRITAIN

Gold Credit Given by Federal
Reserve and Morgan.

New York.—Coinciding with Eng-
land’s ofticial return to the gold stand-
ard and establishment of the pound
sterling at the highest price in ten
years, it was announced officially that
the Bank of England, fiscal agent
for the BRBritish government, has ar-
ranged two credits in the United
States aggregating $300,000.000. -

Two-thirds of the credit has been

establishcd with /the Federal Reserve
Bank of New York in behalf of the
entire federal reserve system. The
other $100,000,000 is through J. P.
Morgan & Co., fiscal agent for' Great
Britain. .
“ The private credits, the largest ever
granted in peace time to any nation,
emphasize the position of the United
States, as the supreme power in the
finances of the world.

These credits mean that England,
before the war financial center of the
earth and centrolling factor in mone-
tary affairs throughout the world, is
depending on the United States to
help her maintain her pound sterling
at the gold parity.

Thousands Vaccinated in

War on Smallpox
VVaéhington.-—Thousands of Wash-
intonians have sore arms, and it is re-
ported that not the least of these iIs
the one belonging to President Cool-
idge. This situation Is the result of
a smallpox scare of such proportions
that the United States public health
service requested all governmenr em-
ployees to submit to vaceination.

Since Junuary 1 there have heen 19
deaths from smallpox in Washington
and 54 cases. Surgeon General Hugh
S. Cummings of the publie health
service declares the disease is appear-
ing in.a specially virulent form. Doc-
for Cummings said, however, that he
did not believe it had as yet reached
the epilemic stage here,

He pointed out that smallpox had
been prevalent in many eastern cen-
ters. Philadeiphia, be said, had had
a bad scare, and Detroit had been vis-
ited by a bad epidcmic last winter.
Other citiés which have suffered with-
in the year are Denver, LosAngeles,

U. S. TRADE BODY
“ENDS PUBLICITY

Firms Will Be
Given Private Hearing
—Thompson Protests.

Washington. — Final action of the
reorganized federal trade commissien
was taken with respect to the long
troublesome question of publicity re-
garding complaints against American
business firmg,

Hereafter business firms will not be
subjected to publicity regarding come
blaints of illegal practices until they

’have had a chance to be heard.

Huston Thompson, one of the mem-
bers of the commission, objected
strenuously to the new policy and
charged that it would permit “star
chamber” proceedings. The commis-
sion, however, adopted the following
rule: .

“From and after this date, In the
settlement of any matter by stipula-
tion before the complaint is issued, no
statement in reference thereto shall
be made by the commission for pub-
Heatlon. After a complaint is issued,
HO statement fn regard to the case
shall be made by the commission for
publication until.after the final deter-
mination of the case.

“After a complaint has been issued
AnG the answer of the respondent has
been filed, or in case the respondent
fails to file an dnswer by the rules
provided, the papers in the case shall
be open to the public for inspection,
under such rules and regulations as
the secretary may prescribe.”

“It has been the rule,” said a state-
ment {ssued by the commission,
“which is pow abolished, to issue a
statement upon the filing of a com-
plaint stating the charges against a
respondent. 1u the opinion of the
majority of the commission, this state-
ment, which Is given wide publicity,
has resulted in many cases in damage
to. the respondent, and if such a case
is later dismissed, the publicity given
the dismissal does not repair the aam-
age thus resulting In injustice. Of
‘ourse, procgedings in the case must
tecome public, but the majority be-
lieve it to be fair to withhold public-
ity until. the respondent’s answer Is
tiled, and then to make the complaint
and the respondent’s answer available

to the press and rhe public at the snme¥

time.”
